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THE DEFENSE SYSTEM OF THE SOUTH OF RUSSIA ON THE EVE
OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE BELGOROD LINE'

Abstract. Introduction. In 1635, construction began on the Belgorod line, a large-scale military-defensive
complex on the southern borders of Russia. This construction was completed in 1658. The Belgorod line played an
important role in history, made possible to start the process of full-fledged economic development of a vast fertile
region, and had a beneficial effect on population growth and the development of the local market. Erecting the line
was a difficult task; it took much effort in this process. It is important for us to understand the events before
construction. Methods. The author of the article focuses on the history of the organization of the defense of the
South of Russia according to the data of the “Brown List of Servicemen” (1625). This interesting archival source is
almost unknown in the scientific world. The list reflects not only the organization of border defense, but also the
social composition of the population. As a result, it is concluded that maintaining the combat capability of the
southern borders was possible only under conditions of permanent deployment of large regiments in the area of the
Oka River. Results. The organization ofthis service required much money and effort, but at the same time the fertile
southern region could not fully develop. Farming was impossible. Tatars often attacked. As soon as the weakening
of the local garrisons began in 1630, the Crimean authorities sent huge troops to the Russian borderlands.
The outbreak of the “Big War” forced Moscow to reconsider the organization of the defense and move to a
systematic military-defensive construction. This was the background of the Belgorod line.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH OF SITES OF THE PETER THE GREAT ERA
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Abstract. Introduction. This paper presents preliminary results of the first archaeological survey of the
objects of the archaeological heritage “Petrov Val” and “Selimov Val of 1550.” The main purpose of the event has
become the clarification of existing information regarding to the features of creation and operation of difficult
hydraulic engineering structures such as “Selimov Val of 1550 or Johann Brekkel’s canal and “Petrov Val” or rather,
the canal, which was built under the leadership of John Perry at the turn of the 17" — 18" centuries. Methods and
materials. During the research, the attempt to discover the cultural layer of the 18" century was made using the
help of archeological methods. Analysis. In the process of visual inspection of these objects, their significant
damage was observed, which was inflicted during human economic activity. During the archeological exploration,
open test pits were made to identify the cultural layer in the most promising places. While studying the site “Petrov
Val”, the test pit was made on the territory located near the Ilovlya riverbed. During the survey of the object
“Selimov Val of 15507, one pit was made near the Cossack artillery battery, which can be dated to the beginning of
the 18™ century, the second was made in the place where, a small old working settlement of the builders of the
Brekkel’s canal was located, according to the map from the atlas of Kruise (1704). Unfortunately, archaeological
material was not found during the excavations. Results. During the visual inspection of the site “Selimov Val of
15507, its beginning from the Ilovlya River and its continuation up to the settlement of Petrov Val, which had not
been considered for forming the boundaries of this object before, were localized. According to the results of
archaeological work, it has become clear that the name “Selimov Val of 1550” is wrong, because the surviving
remains of this hydraulic engineering structure fully correspond to the description of the canal, which was laid by
workers under the leadership of Johann Brekkel in the late 17" century.

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GRACHEVSKAYA AND MECHETNAYA FORTRESSES
OF TSARITSYN GUARD LINE AT THE 18" CENTURY PLANS
AND AERIALPHOTOGRAPHS FROM 1942-1943!

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Abstract. Introduction. The aim of the work is to establish the degree of consistency and graphical reliability
of the information in existing manuscript plans of fortresses of Grachevskaya and Mechetnaya of the Tsaritsyn
guard line drawn in the 18" century in comparison with their ruined remains which were recorded in the middle of
the 20™ century. One of the main tasks is to present new sources for the study of Tsaritsyn guard line: photo
materials of 1942—1943 and a topographical plan. They reliably allow us to recognize not only about the exact
location and configuration of the Mechetnaya and Grachevskaya fortresses, but also about their basic dimensions.
The relevance of the research topic is due to the fact that at present these sites no longer exist, and information
about them has survived only in photographic or topographic form, which is introduced into scientific data for the
first time. Methods and materials. The study is based on published material, archival manuscript plans from the
18™ century, as well as aerial photographs from 19421943 and a topographical plan from the 1970s. Special technical
methods of combining plans and maps with modern satellite imagery of terrain geo-information resources have
allowed to compare these contemporaneous documents. Aralysis. A comparative analysis of the size, shape and
location of the fortresses of Grachevskaya and Mechetnaya, as well as some other sections of Tsaritsyn guard line,
has been made. The article provides a comparative analysis of manuscript plans of 18" century fortresses, aerial
photographs and other cartographic materials of the middle of the 20" century. Results. The use of photographs
and satellite images, measurements of linear dimensions and calculations made it possible to establish the most
accurate dimensional characteristics of the fortresses. The main conclusion of the research is the established fact
that the plan of 1769—1770 of the fortresses of Grachevskaya and Mechetnaya, drawn by P.B. Inokhodtsev, is
distinguished by quite a high degree of graphic correspondence with the ruined remains of these fortifications,
fixed on the aerial photography of 1942—1943 and other materials from the 1960s and 1970s.

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IMAGES OF “THEIR” AND “STRANGERS”
INTOPONYMY AND TOPONYMIC LEGENDS
OF THE DON COSSACKS'

Abstract. Introduction. The studies carried out to date on the settlements of the Don Cossacks and the
toponymic system associated with them can and should be continued, since they open up prospects for further
identifying the images of those with whom the Cossacks waged incessant wars, conquering and protecting the
Russian and Don lands. They make it possible to trace the evolution of the development of the images of “us”
and “others”, as well as to identify the socio-cultural image of the Cossacks themselves, reflected in the
characteristics of the “others.” Methods and Materials. To solve these problems, field materials were used,
collected by the ethnographic expedition of the Volgograd State University, the Southern Scientific Center of
the Russian Academy of Sciences in 1983-2011, as well as the author’s personal trips to places of compact
residence of the Don Cossacks on the territory of the Volgograd region, and newspapers materials of the second
half of the 19" century. Analysis. The analysis showed that the system of toponyms and toponymic folk legends
reflected the historical realities associated with the constant military confrontation between the Cossacks and
nomadic peoples living in the neighborhood, as well as the respectful attitude of the Cossacks to their enemies.
A significant number of toponyms associated with the Tatar and Circassian population, not erased over time in
the memory of the Cossacks, but preserved and overgrown with new legends, testifies to how different cultural
traditions coexisted peacefully in Diko Pole, despite the extreme nature of life in the zone of constant war. Along
with the historical background of the life of the Cossacks, reflected in the toponyms, the mythology of the
antithesis “ours and others” is studied, reflecting the Cossack version of social history and eschatology.
Results. Analysis of the legends about the ancient inhabitants of the Don land showed that they appear as
mythological creatures associated with the other world, secrets, treasures and dungeons, and in the context of
folk eschatology they appear as ancestors — those who “left, but promised to return.” Over time, the images of
alien ancestors are replaced in the Don legends by the images of Cossack chieftains, who are also guardians of
treasures and must return “in the end times” to restore social justice in the world. Along with the change in the
socio-cultural model of the Cossacks, the image of “aliens” was also transformed from the perception of
neighbors-enemies as such to “nonresident” living in Cossack settlements, but not associated with the Cossack
military service. At all stages of the history of the Cossacks, the antithesis “we—they” reflected in toponyms and
legends, was associated with the military status of the Cossacks and contributed to the search and the
strengthening of the group’s own identity.

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Abstract. Introducion. The purpose of this study is to reveal the main aspects of the advocacy institution
functioning in the Belarusian-Lithuanian provinces in 1772—1840. The investigation will make it possible to
eliminate appropriate gaps in historiography and provide to take a broader view on the judicial and legal system
of the Russian Empire at the time at all. Methods and Materials. The study is based on fundamental theoretical
and methodological principles: historicism, objectivity, systemic and value approaches. Analysis. After the
territory of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania had become part of the Russian Empire, local regulations in civil
proceedings were preserved here. In this regard, lawyers took part in civil trials. This was a distinctive feature of
the local judicial system in comparison with the general imperial one. The institution of advocacy was abolished
in Belarusian-Lithuanian provinces together with implementation of the Russian model of the judiciary and
proceedings here (in 1831 — in Vitebsk and Mogilev provinces, in 1840 — in the Minsk, Grodno and Wilno
provinces). Results. The activity of lawyers was regulated by the norms of the Statute of the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania of 1588, the orders of the Seimas of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, also by several laws which
were issued by the Russian government. The legal profession in the Belarusian-Lithuanian provinces was quite

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BETWEEN RECRUITMENT AND ALL-ESTATES CONSCRIPTION:
COSSACK MILITARY SERVICE AND ITS TRANSFORMATION
IN THE LATE IMPERIAL PERIOD (1835-1917)!

Abstract. Introduction. As the title implies, the article describes the evolution of Cossack military service in
the late imperial period, which was completed with the formation of Cossack military service, which existed without
significant changes until 1917. Methods and Materials. The article is based on various papers: archival materials
from the Russian State Military Historical Archive (Moscow), publications of contemporaries on Cossack issues of
the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries, published in the pages of the magazine “Military Collection.”
The analysis of historiography on the topic capacitated the author to reveal an overall perspective on the content
and evolution of the Cossack service from 1835 to 1917, which was detailed in the narrative acquiring a multi-level
structure. In this framework, the emphasis is on the explanation of the relationship between the individual elements
ofthe service over several decades. Analysis. For a long time, the form and content of Cossack military service were
influenced by the geographical features of the location of a specific Cossack army, the theater of military operations,
where Cossack units were used, military traditions, etc. After the Crimean War and with the end of hostilities in the
Caucasus, and especially with the beginning of the epoch of “liberation”, the evaluation of the Cossacks and their
service moved on to the press. The main platforms for the discussion of the Cossacks military and colonization
functions were the periodicals subordinate to the War Ministry. Under the influence of D.A. Milyutin’s military
reforms Cossack service was transformed, first on the basis of a conscription order, and then, with reference to the
adoption of the general imperial Charter on military service (1874) it again acquired a mandatory character. Results.
The article concludes that emerging in the late 19" — early 20™ centuries the service system implied more rigid
centralization and unification, and the entire policy of the War Ministryuntil 1917 in relation to the Cossack service
was aimed at its maximum adaptation to the army regulations and the requirements of modern warfare.

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Introduction. In the recently updated
“Strategy of the State Policy of the Russian
Federation in relation to the Russian Cossacks”,
the task of involving the Cossacks in “carrying out
state or other service” is set as a priority. Service
in the Strategy refers to the activities that are
somehow related to military affairs. This bias in
the document, which is also “an element of strategic
planning in the field of national security” [55],
demonstrates continuity with the ideas of the
Cossack revival of the late 20" century. Then its
leaders took the path of implementing the military-
service concept of the development of the
Cossacks, pushing cultural and ethnographic revival
into the background. This choice was made due to
both the political situation at the beginning of the
1990s and the dominating image of the Cossacks
as, first of all, a military-service class. An important
component of this concept, perfected in detail in
historiography and widespread in public opinion at
the end of the 19™ and the beginning of the
20™ centuries was a common order of military
service for all Cossack troops, with which other
elements of the Cossack image were not comparable.
The evolution of the Cossack military service from
1835 to 1917 is the subject of our study.

Methods and materials. The article is
based on a variety of sources. Among the
documentary sources, there are archival materials
related to the activities of the committees and
commissions of the 1860—1870s, which prepared
various projects of civil and military
transformations in the Cossack troops, as well as
the correspondence of high officials and
representatives of military administrations. Their
main array is concentrated in the Russian State
Military Historical Archive (Moscow).
A significant amount of the used sources were
publications of the contemporaries on Cossack
issues in the late 19" — the early 20™ centuries
published in the periodicals, primarily in the pages
of the magazine “Military Collection”. The article
uses methods of structural analysis and system
approach. The analysis of historiography on the
topic made it possible to obtain a general idea of
the content and evolution of the Cossack service
from 1835 to 1917, which is then detailed in the
narrative, acquiring a multi-level structure. It is in
this framework that the paper has an emphasis
on the explanation of the relationship between the
certain elements of the service over several
decades.
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Discussion. In numerous works on the
history of the Cossacks, the military theme is
undoubtedly dominant [62]. Perhaps the first who
systematized information about the form and
content of the Cossack service, that took shape
after 1835, was V.M. Anichkov [2]. One can learn
in more detail from the books by I.D. Popko,
N.I. Krasnova, A. Ryabinin about the specifics
of the Cossack service in the Don, Black Sea
and Ural Cossack troops in the late 1850s — early
1860s [27; 39; 44]. In the 1860s, the number of
Cossack-related publications in the departmental
periodicals of the War Ministry increased: namely,
in the magazine “Military Collection” and the
newspaper “Russian Invalid”. Such dynamics is
associated with the transformative activities of
the Minister of War D.A. Milyutin. The articles
of the aforementioned periodicals, often in a
discussion form; various aspects of the Cossack
service were covered, as well as the place and
importance of Cossack tactical units in the Russian
cavalry. The researchers N.I. Krasnov and
M.P. Khoroshkhin [16-18; 26], who worked in
the War Ministry in various capacities, including
the work in the Main Directorate of Irregular
(Cossack) Troops, had direct access to the
information coming to St. Petersburg from all
Cossack troops. Historical, statistical and literary
heritage of N.I. Krasnov, who came from the
Krasnov family, well-known on the Don (his
father General I.I. Krasnov was also engaged in
literary and journalistic activities), has not been
studied yet, perhaps, due to a significant amount
of material [28, p. 266]. The first systematic
description of the evolution of the Cossack service
after 1835 and before the reform of 1874 belongs,
in our opinion, to M.P. Khoroshkhin.

In his article “The procedure for serving
military service by the Cossacks” (1873), he
consistently compares the Don version of the
service, which provides for universal military
service; Uralic, based on the so-called “hiring”; and
a conscription one, involving the drawing of lots
among recruits and the exemption from compulsory
service of a part of the Cossacks, which was
widespread since 1867 in many Cossack
troops [17]. In the “Historical sketch of the activities
of military administration in Russia in the first
20 years of the prosperous reign of the Emperor
Alexander Nikolaevich”, M.P. Khoroshkhin
examines in detail the Cossack service from pre-
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conscription training of young Cossacks and
officers to the staff and payroll units of Cossack
troops, the types of internal and external Cossack
service, etc. [20]. In 1881, he systematized this
information in a separate book, one of the chapters
which he devoted to the importance of the Cossack
troops as an integral part of the armed forces of
the state. In his opinion, the prospects of the
Cossack service after 1874 consisted in the release,
if possible, of the Cossacks from the performance
of police functions and their transfer “to the
conditions which were identical with the regular
troops” [16, p. 54].

At the end of the XIX — beginning of the
XX centuries the number of Cossack publications
was growing due to the expansion of the range of
periodicals. For some time, even a specialized
“Bulletin of the Cossack Troops” was published
in St. Petersburg. The authors who published their
works in this bulletin were famous journalists and
writers, whose work was associated with the
history of the Cossack troops and with the
coverage of contemporary problems of the
Cossacks — N.A. Borodin, A.M. Grekov,
P.P. Korolenko, N.G. Putintsev, F.A. Shcherbina,
D.I. Evarnitsky and others. Nevertheless, in 1900
N.G. Putintsev in the article “Our Cossack Troops
(the need to study their three-century historical
experience)” quite categorically stated that “the
information circulating in the society about the
Cossacks is so insignificant, scarce and
unscientific that it seems surprising how little we
know of a class so close to us...” [43, p. 50].
Perhaps the pessimism of N.G. Putintsev was
slightly exaggerated, and after the publication of
three parts of the 11th volume of “The Century
of the War Ministry” (1902—1911), devoted to the
activities of the Main Directorate of Irregular
(Cossack) Troops, his words are far-fetched. For
the authors of the 11" volume, military service
was “undoubtedly, the main feature of the
Cossacks” [52, p. II], and the leading
characteristic, “all the others are only its logically
necessary consequences” [52, p. 4]. With this
approach, it is not surprising that the main
emphasis in “Century...” was placed on the
description of the Cossack service in its various
manifestations in a broad historical context.

Thus, the overwhelming majority of pre-
revolutionary authors covering the history of the
Cossacks and their service to the Russian state

were military specialists — active or retired
officers, officials of the War Ministry, military
administrations, etc. As a rule, they were of
Cossack origin, followed the positivist tradition of
historical writing, prefered historical and statistical
research and used rich archival material.

Outlined in the beginning of the 20™ century
the tendency for “civilian” authors to enter
Cossack historiography was fully realized in the
Soviet and modern periods. It is worth agreeing
with the opinion of A.Yu. Soklakov that one should
not underestimate the Soviet historiography in the
organization of the military service of the Cossacks
[50, pp. 165-166]. For example, P.A. Zayonchkovsky,
who studied the history of the Russian army,
always paid attention to the development of the
Cossacks [63, p. 261]. However, the rare
descriptions of specific manifestations of the
Cossack service (late 19™ — early 20" centuries)
carried out by Soviet historians did not add any
fundamentally new information in comparison with
the achievements of pre-revolutionary
historiography. Insufficient attention to this topic
on the part of Soviet researchers can be explained
by the prevailing negative image of the pre-
revolutionary Cossack service at that time,
associated with the suppression of public revolts
by the Cossacks.

Modern Russian historians, less susceptible
to ideological trends, but responsive to the
requests of the reviving Cossacks, have updated
the study of the multi-faceted military service of
the Cossacks. Among the works summarizing the
history of the Cossack troops, in which the military
sphere is presented in more detail, it is necessary
to highlight such publications as “History of the
Cossacks of Asian Russia”, “Essays on the
history and culture of the Cossacks of the South
of Russia”, the newest three-volume “History
of the Don Cossacks” and others [21; 22; 35].
In the dissertation research by R.V. Dedov,
A.E. Potapov, V.N. Zhelobov, D.N. Solovyov,
S.V. Kolychev, A.M. Dubovikov, D.V. Bobyleyv,
A.A. Shakhtorin and others various issues of the
life of the Cossacks, including the features of pre-
conscription training, military education, legal
regulation of service, the possibility of Cossack
mobilization, etc. are thoroughly examined [3; 5;
6;25; 41, 46; 51; 65]. Speaking about the historians
who specifically focus on the study of the content
of Cossack conscription, taking into account the

regional factor, we address A.P. Abramovsky,
V.N. Burdun, A.V. Venkov, E.E. Voloshin,
A.V. Ganin, V.S. Kobzov, A.N. Malukalo,
0.V. Matveev, A.Yu. Peretyatko, N.V. Ryzhkov,
A.P. Skorik, A.Yu. Soklakov, R.G. Tikidjian,
V.P. Trut, A.T. Urushadze, B.E. Frolov and others
[1;4;11;12;30;31; 36; 45; 48; 49; 50; 53; 54; 56;
57, 58]. It is not possible to analyze the scientific
contribution of each of the listed authors within
the framework of this article. But let us highlight
A.Yu. Soklakov’s study, which, in our opinion, most
deeply illuminated the transformation of the
Cossack military service in the second half of the
19t — early 20t centuries.

Back in 2005, in his Ph.D. thesis,
A.Yu. Soklakov consistently examined the existing
manning systems in the Cossack troops in the
Russian Empire, as well as the policy of the War
Ministry to develop a unified order of service for
the Cossacks. He developed a periodization of
such a policy, highlighting three stages in it:
1) 1854-1864; 2) 1865-1873 and 3) 1874 — early
XX century. Having filled the stages with the
content, in our opinion, A.Yu. Soklakov turned out
to be unconvincing in the substantiation of the
chronological framework. Unlike many modern
historians, A.Yu. Soklakov mentioned the actions
of the authorities on the transfer of a part of the
Cossack troops to a new recruitment system
(1860—1870s) based on the conscription, implying
the formation of a category of military citizens or
non-serving Cossacks [49, p. 130]. However, the
fact that the conscription order was never
extended to the Don and Ural Cossack troops
and the authoritative “Centenary of the War
Ministry...” A.Yu. Soklakov preferred not to focus
on the conscription experience, which apparently
prevented him from giving a comprehensive
assessment of this manning system in the Cossack
troops.

A brief review of historical literature would
be incomplete without considering the so-called
emigre and foreign historiography. The lack of
access to archival materials and other primary
sources narrowed the narrative possibilities of
emigre historians, especially of Cossack origin,
but it left room for interpretations that depended
on ideological preferences and, often, did not differ
in originality. In this sense, the works of
A.A. Kersnovsky and N.N. Golovin, whom we
recently gave a corresponding assessment, can
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be considered an exception [61, p. 66-68]. As for
foreign authors writing about the Cossacks and
their military service, in the 19th century, they
were, as a rule, either travel writers or publicists,
directly or indirectly, working for the military
departments of their countries [10; 33]. For the
former the Cossacks were comparable to the
representatives of the national outskirts of the
Russian Empire and are interesting from an
ethnographic point of view, for the latter, the
Cossack units, which make up the majority in the
Russian cavalry, were the object of critical
analysis aimed at finding vulnerabilities in the
military organization. After 1917, the Western
image of the Cossacks drifts into the exotic area,
but the first proper historical works about the
Cossacks also appear [14; 29]. For foreign
professional historians, the Cossack military
service, which has lost its relevance, ceases to
be a priority for study, their focus is aimed at
studying the role of the Cossacks in wars and
specific battles, the evolution of the socio-
economic situation of the Cossack troops, the
participation of the Cossacks in the socio-political
movement, their relationship with other population
of the Russian Empire, etc. [15; 24; 32; 47].

Analysis. The military service of the
Cossacks to the Russian state was initially free in
its nature. It has become mandatory since the end
of the 17" century. In the 19™ century Cossack
service is already considered a state service, the
evasion of which was regarded as a crime. The
content of the Cossack service changed over time
and depended on the specifics of one or another
Cossack army, whereas you can still see its three
most stable characteristics: universality or
mandatory service; serving it in the specific order;
the duty of the Cossacks to have their own
equipment and horses [52, p. 32]. Thanks to these
elements, the Cossack service system differed
from the recruitment sets adopted in Russia, at
least until the 1830s, when a drawing-of-lot
mechanism, borrowed from the French
conscription, was gradually introduced among the
state peasants [34]. The principle of priority used
also in conscripting recruits was completely
different from the Cossack regular order. The
latter assumed that the Cossacks would serve in
turns with a mandatory change after some
relatively short periods of time, moreover, until
the onset of a new turn, the Cossacks remained
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free from service and could do household chores.
The Cossacks treasured their relative freedom
very much. It is difficult to say exactly when the
special order of service began to be considered
by the Cossacks as a monarch’s privilege, but the
first highest letter to the Don army proclaimed
“inviolability of the service” in the context of
confirming “all rights and advantages” by of
Alexander I in 1811 [40, p. 19]. After the abolition
of recruitment and the introduction of all-class
military service, a special “image of service” for
most of the Cossacks remained in the form of a
myth rather than a real “privilege”.

Imperial power before the beginning of the
19% century practically did not interfere in the
organization of the Cossack service, being satisfied
with its result in the form of Cossack tactical
formations entering the army or serving on the
outskirts of the state. Moreover, in our opinion, it
would be wrong to speak in general about the
existence of a properly organized “Cossack’ policy
up to the 1820—1830s. Until that time, the actions
of the authorities were exclusively situational in
relation to Cossack army, Cossack region or
prominent Cossack representatives. Recorded by
historians during the 18 — early 19™ centuries the
process of integration of the Cossack troops and
lands into the Russian Empire was more a
consequence of the universal imperial logic of
expansion than the result of a policy of the central
government focused on the Cossacks.

The Regulations on the Don Cossack Host
(1835) devoted much attention to military
management. This document was taken as a basis
for the development of similar regulations for
other Cossack troops. Accordingly, certain norms
for the organization and passage of service,
adopted among the Don Cossacks, extended to
other troops. However, there was also specificity
in the organization of military service inherent in
specific troops. There were also different ways
of putting Cossack units in service and appointing
Cossacks from the service category to combat
units. Taken together, they formed special service
systems, adopted in the army. By the middle of
the 19th century, there were 4 such systems (not
taking into consideration a special set of Cossacks
in the guards units) with the conventional names —
“Don”, “Black Sea”, “Caucasian” and “Ural”.

In historiography, in addition to the
Regulations of 1835, the unsuccessful review of
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local regiments by Nicholas I in October 1837 in
Novocherkassk is considered a certain milestone
in the development of the Cossack service. The
emperor was not satisfied with their system,
movement and external condition, and he saw the
reason for this in the remoteness of the Don army
from the borders and imminent danger. As a result,
by personal order of Nicholas I, a decree “On the
composition and formation of Cossack regiments”
(1838) was developed, which actually copied the
rules that were already used in the Cossack guards
units serving at the royal court [42, p. 668]. It had
nothing to do with the Cossacks’ military service
in the army or other wartime situations. In fact,
Nicholas I did not want to significantly change
anything in the Cossack service. Any radical
transformations of the Cossack service until the
end of the 1850s were not introduced.

By the beginning of the 1860s 11 Cossack
troops were under the jurisdiction of the Office
of the Irregular Troops of the War Ministry. The
geography of the service and its content fully
justified the appointment that the officials of the
Ministry of War at the end of the 1850s registered
in the Cossack troops. This purpose was “on the
one hand, for the direct protection of the borders
of the empire from hostile tribes and the
safekeeping of order and tranquility between the
aliens wandering in the southeastern suburbs of
the state, who had not yet fully accepted the
conditions of civil life and, on the other hand, for
assisting the military and civilian departments
of customs and police guards in other areas of
the state and to reinforce, in case of war, regular
troops with light cavalry and horse
artillery” [60, p. 165].

Before the glasnost era of Alexander II,
critical remarks about the Cossack service were
quite rare and, as a rule, were made in the records
of the War Ministry and local Cossack
administrations. Since the late 1850s they became
available to the public by means of periodicals.
The authors of most of the articles on Cossack
topics in the 1860s were the Cossack officers
themselves. A common theme of such publications
was the theme of the decline in combat
effectiveness and the loss of “belligerence” among
the Cossacks, especially the Don Cossacks. The
differences are recorded in the explanations of
the reasons for this phenomenon. Some authors
preferred to associate the decline of the Cossack

“fighting spirit”, first of all, with the so-called
“assignment” which meant splitting into small
units [7, p. 57; 9, p. 363]. Another explanation for
the loss of the fighting spirit by the Cossacks is
directly related to the opinion of Nicholas I based
on his impression from what he saw on the Don
in 1837 [66, p. 2; 8, p. 229; 19, p. 79]. Various
recipes for reviving the Cossack fighting spirit
were also discussed in the press. The
overwhelming majority of authors saw a
correction of the situation in the transfer of the
Cossack troops to the order of the regular army,
in the improvement of the pre-conscription training
of young Cossacks, the training of Cossack
officers, the rearmament of the Cossack troops,
as well as in the introduction of a conscription
service order in most of the troops.

The transfer of most of the Cossack troops
to a conscription service order implied an indirect
and long-term impact on the quality of the
Cossack military personnel. The reasons and
consequences of the conscription procedure
implemented among the Cossacks, we recently
examined in a separate article [59]. The
conscription mechanism was supposed not only
to strengthen the Cossack military composition, -
with its help, the authorities hoped to correct the
“most important shortcoming” of the Cossacks,
which were actively discussed in government
circles at the beginning of the 1860s. In the
interpretation of the Kuban Committee (in the
middle of the 1860s, this committee was
preparing a new military position) this
shortcoming was “in its special separate
(Cossacks. — 4. V) organization and alienation
from other estates of the state” [38, 1. 137r.]
The key figure in the “correction” procedure was
the artificially created layer of the Cossacks —
military citizens / non-serving Cossacks, who
were to be integrated into the general imperial
legal space. However, the Don and Ural troops
retained their ways of serving military service
and were not transferred to conscription.
The War Ministry recognized the coexistence of
different service orders; this was largely due to
the resistance of the local Cossack elites and
the leadership of the Cossack administrations,
including the military chieftains.

The main brainchild of Milyutin’s military
reforms — the all-imperial Charter on
conscription — was approved on January 1, 1874.
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And already in October of the same 1874, at first,
a new “Regulation on the military service of the
Don army” was published, prepared by the Don
authorities, after which in April 1875 the State
Council approved the “Charter on the military
service of the Don Army.” Essentially, these
documents were distinguished by the fact that the
Regulations were related exclusively to the
organization of direct service in the Don army,
and the Charter was of a certain universal
character so that later it could be applied to all
Cossack troops.

The new order of the Cossack service turned
out to be as close as possible to the general system
of conscription, operating on the basis of the
Charter of 1874. According to the authors of the
“Centenary of the War Ministry...” this was
achieved through the division of service Cossacks
into categories and age, which in some places did
not coincide with the previous division according
to the Regulations of 1835 [52, p. 131].

This vector of development of the Cossack
service was largely due to the results of the
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-1871. The war
demonstrated the superiority of the German army,
especially in matters of conscription of recruits
and the timing of mobilization, and also indicated
the quantitative insufficiency of the Russian
cavalry. Minister of War D.A. Milyutin noted at
the end of 1871: “At present we have only 56
regiments of regular cavalry, while the army of
the German Empire has 100 cavalry regiments,
not to mention spare and landwehr units.
Meanwhile, due to the vast extent of our border
line and the nature of the terrain, we need to have
cavalry much more proportionate than any of the
European states... the government... must turn
for this (increase in the number of cavalry. — 4. V)
to the Cossack troops™ [37, 1. 53-53 ob.] Perhaps,
initially, for the War Ministry the issue of service
arrangements and ways of implementation of this
strategic task was not significant. The position of
the Don army — a potential supplier of the largest
number of cavalry — to adapt its service system
to the new requirements of all-class conscription
led to a revision of the conscription experience.
A certain compromise was made in the War
Ministry regarding the organization of military
service in the Ural Cossack army. In the new
military position of 1874, the principle of recruiting,
which is fundamental for the Ural Cossacks, was
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retained, and the age characteristics of those who
carried out military service also remained in
force [25, pp. 70-72].

As a result of the new order of the Cossack
service, the War Ministry hoped to solve the urgent
task of introducing the foundations of regularity
in the Cossack units. In the pages of “Military
Collection” (1876) one of the active developers
of military reform, a member of the committee of
irregular / Cossack troops, Don officer
A.M. Grekov, explaining the essence of the
reforms, expressed the firm conviction that the
new order of the Cossack service “...destroys the
discord that was noticed among the regular
regiments and the Cossack troops. From now on,
the Cossacks cease to be an irregular army,
suitable only for guard service and the pursuit of
a defeated enemy; on the contrary, the Cossack
combat units, placed in the same conditions as
the regular ones, become a national Russian army,
in which there is nothing foreign or borrowed” [13,
p. 98]. Despite the optimism of A.M. Grekov, this
“discord”, of course, did not disappear
immediately. The reform laid the foundations for
the gradual merging of the general and Cossack
systems of conscription into one — universal for
the entire empire, but until 1917 this merger did
not occur.

Since the mid-1870s and before the First
World War, the activities of the War Ministry to
improve the Cossack service without its radical
change were implemented in three main areas:
maintaining and modernizing the combat and
mobilization readiness of the Cossack troops;
bringing Cossack regiments, batteries and units
to the same level as regular army ones;
optimization of financial and economic conditions
for carrying out military service by Cossacks.

An important trend in the development of
the Cossack troops from the 1870s is a
predominant quantitative and qualitative increase
in horse units and horse artillery in comparison
with foot (Plastun) Cossack formations. The
creation of favorable conditions in the last quarter
of the 19" century and at the beginning of the
20™ century for the formation of the Cossack
cavalry contributed to the fact that the equestrian
nature of the service became dominant “in the
traditional views, ideas and even in the general
worldview of the Cossack warrior” [54, p. 54].
Even now this feature is highlighted in the public
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stereotype about the content of the Cossack
service.

The intensification of the equestrian service
forced the Cossack to invest more in the
preparation of uniforms and weapons, and
especially in the maintenance of the horse.
The inclusion of Cossack units in the army
divisions and their introduction to regular orders
led to stricter requirements for the condition of
Cossack ammunition, the quality of which was
strictly controlled by the local military authorities.
The rejection of homemade equipment, the forced
purchase of it from speculators-commissioners
and the purchase of a combat horse were a heavy
financial burden for the Cossack families of all
troops. This became one of the main reasons for
the impoverishment of the Cossack farms in the
late 19t — early 20t centuries.

In the beginning of the 20" century Cossack
units accounted for about 25% in the guards
cavalry, about 45% in the army, about 17% in the
guards horse artillery and 33% in the field horse
artillery, mainly located in the military formations
of the European part of the empire [64, p. 95].
The Russo-Japanese War made changes within
the disposition of the Russian cavalry, but the ratio
of the Cossack and regular units remained almost
the same. Under such conditions Russia entered
the First World War, and by the time the Cossacks
left the war, there were already more than 70%
of the cavalry. At the end of 1916, the Russian
command planned to reduce the total number of
regular and Cossack cavalry by one third of the
total, including dismounting and transfer to foot
Cossack units. This decision was based on two
reasons: the ongoing positional combat operations
significantly limited the possibilities of using cavalry,
as well as difficulties in supplying food, especially
forage. As noted by V.P. Trut, the Cossacks reacted
to the implementation of such plans “extremely
negatively and even painfully” [54, p. 54]. The
revolutionary events canceled the reform, but the
fact that the subsequent widespread reduction of
cavalry due to a shift of its role in modern warfare
along with the growth of the Cossack population
inevitably led to another transformation of the
Cossack service which should be considered as
an obvious fact.

Conclusion. Cossack service is a complex
and multifaceted phenomenon. The service of the
Cossack guards units, which has its own specifics,

turned out to be outside the scope of our attention.
It is obvious that the colonization resource of the
Cossack service and its police potential also
require an objective analysis. We have highlighted
the most important trends illustrating the evolution
of the Cossack military service from 1835to 1917.
The content of the service depended on the military
traditions adopted in a particular army, as well as
on the actions of the imperial government, which
had its own idea of the Cossacks’ mission. In our
opinion, the search for a meaningful and
consistent policy in relation to the Cossack troops
and their service until the first quarter of the 19
century can hardly be meaningful, and the
conclusions about the existence of such policy
before the above-mentioned period, are, at least,
controversial.

The authorities’ vision of the Cossacks and
their service, recorded by the middle of the 19th
century, was based on the view that first of all
the Cossacks were the defenders of the borders,
means of colonization and maintenance of
domestic order in the empire and, if necessary,
they became an important component of the
Russian army in external wars. This image was
deformed in 1860-1870s, and then under the
influence of military reforms in the middle 1870s
acquired a new content, in which the mobilization
resource of the Cossacks came to the fore, as
well as the combat equestrian Cossack service
as part of regular units.

The deformation process was due to objective
reasons. At the same time, the opinion of the Kuban
Committee was expressed in the middle of 1860s,
it said that “the Caucasian Cossack troops do not
constitute a homogeneous mass, equally imbued
with military inclinations” [38, 1. 212]. Such
evidence gives reason to consider that Cossack
troops had different combat capabilities, also
depending on the theater of military operations.

When analyzing recruitment F.N. Ivanov
relied on the following statement: “the recruitment
system is a compromise between the organization
of the state’s armed forces necessary for defense
and the interests of the country’s socio-economic
development” [23, p. 135]. Through the prism of
this axiom, the Cossack conscription system seems
to be the best possible compromise. However, for
the first time in the history of the Cossacks,
the conscription experience cast doubt on
the compulsory nature of military service. Thus,
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the military-estate nature of the Cossacks was
undermined with unknown consequences in the
future. As a result, the imperial power, yielding to
the Don Cossacks and existing traditions, in the
middle of the 1870s, returned to the principles of
obligation and priority in the organization of the
Cossack service. The issue of the degree to which
the new order of the Cossack service corresponded
to the interests of the socio-economic development
of the Cossack territories is still controversial.
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SOCIAL CHARACTERISTICS OF POLICE CONSTABLES
IN THE LAST QUARTER OF 19" CENTURY (BASED ON MATERIALS
FROM THE PERM PROVINCE OF 1889)

Abstract. Introduction. The subject of this study is the social characteristics of the police constables of the
Perm province in 1889. The purpose of the article is to trace the evolution of the personnel of the police constables
in 1878—-1889. Methods and materials. To achieve this goal, the method of prosopographic research was used
(drawing up a collective portrait of a Perm police constable in 1889 based on a computer database). Analysis.
During the study, it was found that representatives of tax-paying estates predominated among the police constables,
the proportion of officials gradually decreased. Most future policemen graduated from military service as non-
commissioned officers. 15% of them served as clerks in the army. The number of police constables who had only
home education has significantly decreased. According to the data of the Shadrinsk district, the average age of the
police constable was 33, much younger than in 1878. According to this list, the social composition of the police was
quite variegated, with the dominance of representatives of the peasant class. For 10 years, the personnel of police
constables had been almost completely renewed. The average length of service of the police constables was
3.6 years. Results. It was concluded that from 1878 to 1889 the education of the non-commissioned officers improved,
and the retired and indefinite leave recruits were replaced by non-commissioned officers who had served on the
draft. Thus, from 1878 to 1889, the motivation for service, the professionalism and stability of the cadre of police
constables improved significantly.

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FIRST FEMALE DOCTORS IN THE ZEMSTVO SERVICE
OF THE SARATOV PROVINCE (LATE 19" — EARLY 20" CENTURIES)

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Abstract. Introduction. The gender aspects of modern medicine determine the research interest in the activities
of the first female doctors in Russia. In contrast to private practice, the work of doctors in the zemstvo played an
important social role. Therefore, the object of this study is the activities of the first female doctors in the service of
the Saratov zemstvo. Methods and materials. The source base of the study was the materials of the zemstvo
periodicals and office-work documentation (journals of zemstvo meetings, reports of councils, protocols of medical
congresses). The historical-systemic method made it possible to consider the professional activities of the first
female doctors of the Saratov zemstvo in the context of the formation of the system of women’s medical education
in the Russian Empire. With the help of the historical-comparative method, the general features of the professional
activity of V.I. Bukhovtseva, A.I. Sukhodeeva, and E.A. Kharizomenova were defined. Analysis and
results. The authors established the first female doctors appeared in the service of the Saratov zemstvo at the turn
ofthe 1880—1890s. The entry of women into the zemstvo service was hampered by restrictions on the independent
medical practice, the termination of medical courses in 1887, and hard working conditions in the Russian provinces.
However, the activities of V.I. Bukhovtseva, A.l. Sukhodeeva and E.A. Kharizomenova at the Saratov zemstvo
demonstrated the organizational and research abilities of the first female doctors, their awareness of the medical
and social problems ofthe Russian hinterland, and active participation in sanitary and educational work. Restoration
and development of higher medical education for women at the turn of the 1890—1900s became the main factor in the
increase in the number of female doctors in the zemstvo service, the expansion of their professional competencies,
and the increased role in the development of the health care system. Authors’ contributions. The study of zemstvo
office documentation and periodicals containing information about the activities of the first female doctors in the
Saratov province was carried out by Candidate of Historical Sciences, associate professor O.S. Kitsenko. Information
about the number and place of service of female doctors in the Russian medical lists of 1883—1916 analyzed by the
Candidate of Philosophical Sciences, associate professor R.N. Kitsenko.

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Abstract. Introduction. The relevance of the research topic is due to the weak elaboration in the works of
modern historians of the problem of participation in civil service in the Russian Empire at the beginning of the
twentieth century of representatives of non-Orthodox Christian denominations (Mennonites and Molokans).
Methods and materials. The article presents correspondence of the Main Directorate of Posts and Telegraphs of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Empire on the issue of admission to the postal and telegraph service
of Molokans and Mennonites in 1909—1914. This set of documents reflects the practical implementation of the
principle of freedom of conscience in the Russian Empire during the period of gradual abandonment of civil rights
and freedoms declared in the course of the Revolution of 1905. The documents also record the transformations that
took place in the worldview of Mennonites and Molokans. The research uses historical-comparative, problem-
chronological methods, methods of archeography and historical source studies. Analysis. The purpose of the
article was to identify the attitude of state bodies to the admission to the civil service (on the example of the postal
and telegraph department) of candidates from among sectarians (Mennonites and Molokans) after the revolution
of 1905—-1907. An active liberal reform of the Russian religious legislation there was in 1905-1912. However, the
religious factor continued playing a role in entering the civil service. The documents reflect the negative attitude
towards the admission of sectarians (primarily Molokans) to the civil service of the Holy Synod of the Russian
Orthodox Church and the Department for Foreign Confessions of the Ministry of Internal Affairs. They focused on
the anti-state tenets of the Molokan creed. The management of the Main Directorate of Posts and Telegraphs in
1914 decided to ban Molokans from taking positions in the postal and telegraph department. It is noted that in the
Mennonite ethnoconfession, a revision of the attitude to family and marriage, to the role of women, to civil service
begins. Molokans at the beginning of the twentieth century also rejected some tenets of faith, in particular, pacifism
and denial of the state oath. Authors’contribution. O.Yu. Redkina identified and prepared archival documents for
publication, conducted a historical source and archeographic description. T.P. Nazarova considered the
transformation in the worldview of Mennonites and Molokans at the beginning of the twentieth century, their
attitude to civil service, to the position of women in the family and society.

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GIFTS TO THE POKROVSKY MONASTERY IN SUZDAL
(INTHE FOOTSTEPS OF ARING OF MARIATEMRYUKOVNA)

Abstract. Introduction. 1t is not always possible to trace the fate of certain museum exhibits from documents.
Methods and materials. This work examines the history of movement in various collections of a gold ring with the
seal of the second wife of Tsar Ivan IV, Maria Temryukovna. Analysis. After the tsarina’s death, it was deposited in
the Pokrovsky Suzdal monastery for the memorial of her soul. For two centuries this monastery served as a place
where former tsarist wives and representatives of the highest Moscow aristocracy were tonsured. Over time, it
concentrated a significant collection of women’s jewelry, which came here in the form of gifts. Therefore, when in
Russia in the 19" century museums devoted to national history and culture began to actively develop, interest in
this collection appeared. In 1845, the ring, along with other items, was purchased with the personal money of
Emperor Nicholas I for the Armory. However, it soon found itself in the State Ancient Storage, where the most
important ancient documents on the history of Russia were concentrated, as well as a collection of state and
personal seals. Subsequently, the ring, as part of the collection of the Ancient Storage, ended up in the Rumyantsev
Museum. Ultimately, it ended up in the State Historical Museum. It is now in the State Historical Museum. However,
their whereabouts are currently unknown. Results. The work analyzes all discovered references to these items.
In the future, perhaps, this will help to identify them among the anonymous monuments from museum collections.

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Introduction. In the 17t and 18 centuries,
Christianity was introduced and developed in
Vietnam (including Cochinchina and Tonkin
areas ). This process was associated with the
role of various missionary forces. Among them,
the Society of Jesus was one of the most typical
forces [43, p. 826]. In fact, during the period 1615—
1665, the Society of Jesus played a decisive role
in evangelization and laid the first bricks,
contributing to the construction of the dioceses in
Tonkin and Cochinchina at a later stage. But from
the second half of the 17 century to the end of
the 18™ century, the right to manage missionary
work in Vietnam was no longer in the hands of
the Society of Jesus. Then the missionaries of
this religious order at Tonkin and Cochinchina also
encountered many difficulties and challenges,
sometimes even wholly interrupted 2. However,
those obstacles did not prevent the Jesuits from
realizing their aspirations to expand the influence
of Christianity to all classes in Vietnamese society.
During this period, their evangelization still
achieved great results [17, p. 409; 15, pp. 120,
201; 16, pp. 64-65, 355; 21, pp. 386-395], which
deserves to be recognized solemnly in the history
of the Catholic Church in Vietnam. So, what
factors helped Jesuit missionaries achieve success
in missionary work in Vietnam in the 17" and
18t centuries? Researchers can give many
answers to this question when approached from
different angles, aspects, and perspectives. In
which, proposing and applying flexibly and
creatively appropriate evangelization methods of
the Jesuits operated in Vietnam during this period
were also one of the contents that need research
to help deeply explain the problem posed above.

Methods and materials. During the study
of this issue, the original historical materials
(works, letters, reports, diaries, etc.) were
recorded by Western missionaries, referring
directly or indirectly to the missionary methods of
Jesuit missionaries in Vietnam during the 17t and
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18 centuries. These documents existed in two
forms. Firstly, they were published in Europe as
separate and typical works such as Relation de la
nouvelle mission des péres de la compagnie de
Jésus au royaume de la CochinChine [5] by
Cristoforo Borri, Relation de la province du dv
Iapon [6] by Antonio Francisco Cardim, Histoire
du Royaume de Tunquin [30] and Divers Voyages
et Missions [29] by Alexandre de Rhodes, etc.
Secondly, they were selected, edited, translated
and published in a number of works such as
Bibliothéque des écrivains de la Compagnie de
Jésus: ou Notices bibliographiques [1] by Augustin
Backer, Dell’ historia della Compagnia di Giesv,
la Cina [3] by Daniello Bartoli, Aux origines d’une
église: Rome et les missions d’Indochine au XVlIle
siécle [7] by Henri Chappoulie, Répertoire des
Jésuites de Chine de 1552 a 1800 [8] by Joseph
Dehergne, Lettres édifiantes et curieuses, €crites
des missions Etrangéres: Mémoires de la
Chine [12] by Jean Baptiste du Halde, Histoire
de La Mission de Cochinchine (tome 1, 2) [15;
16] and Histoire de la mission du Tonkin:
Documents historiques I [17] by Adrien Launay,
etc. The above-mentioned documents played an
important role and helped restore the missionary
methods of Jesuit missionaries in Vietnam during
this period accurately and objectively. In addition,
the academic achievements on issues related to
the history of Christianity’s introduction and
development in the Vietnam and Asia of
Vietnamese researchers [9; 22; 38—41; 44] and
scholars around the world [1; 2; 21; 24; 32; 34;
35; 43; 46], has also provided a necessary
background for the author to conduct research
on missionary methods of Jesuit missionaries in
Vietnam during the 17" and 18™ centuries. The
author combines two main research methods of
History Science (historical and logical methods)
with other research methods (systemic approach,
analysis, synthesis, comparison, etc.) to complete
the study of this issue.
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Analysis. Based on researching original
historical material sources, including works, letters,
reports, diaries, etc., of Jesuit missionaries who
operated in Vietnam in the 17" and 18" centuries,
as well as the academic achievements of
Vietnamese and international scholars, it could be
realized that the Jesuit missionaries in the process
of preaching the Gospel in Vietnam applied some
of the following methods of evangelization.

1. Establishing relationships and
attracting the upper classes believe in
Christianity. In the first half of the 17" century,
the Jesuits began to preach the Gospel in
Cochinchina and Tonkin (Vietnam). In the process,
they realized that one of the most effective ways
to quickly “Christianization” these areas was by
establishing relationships and attracting kings,
nobles, mandarins, and native intellectuals who
believed in Christianity. For once the faith of these
forces was conquered, with their political power
and economic status; they were fully qualified,
capable and reputable to make people in their
kingdom convert to Christianity. And that was the
ultimate goal that the Jesuits aspired to achieve.

To establish a relationship with the rulers of
Vietnam at that time and to seek opportunities to
remain for a long time and carry out missionary
work, one of the methods commonly used by
Jesuits was to follow Portuguese traders to the
political center of these regions to secure audience
with indigenous rulers and offer them gifts.
Through the records of some Jesuit missionaries
present in Vietnam in the first half of the
17" century, it can be known that at that time, the
types of products used by missionaries of this
religious order as gifts included watches, Western
science books [30, pp. 152-155], pearls and
gold [31, pp. 111-113]. These gifts were a means
of communicating, by the missionaries with
contemporary rulers. The measure of “offer gifts”
helped Jesuit missionaries to receive sympathy
from the indigenous rulers many times [41, pp. 43-
44,101; 29, pp. 121, 153, 168-169; 30, pp. 152-
155; 31, pp. 111-113]. They were allowed to stay
in the mission land, and that also meant that an
opportunity to “cultivate” “Christian seeds” in
Vietnam was created.

In fact, approaching and establishing
relations with the Vietnamese rulers brought many
benefits to the Jesuits. Through it, they received
favorable conditions to expand the influence of

Christianity in this country. In Cochinchina, when
Italian Jesuit Francesco Buzomi arrived in the
area in 1615, he made a good impression on the
indigenous rulers with the gifts he offered [41,
p. 43]. Thanks to that, Francesco Buzomi was
granted a plot of land in Quang Nam by the
Cochinchina government to build a cathedral.
Construction was also performed quickly with the
support of money and effort from many
Vietnamese. In particular, the most typical was
the contribution of a lady, whose Holy name was
Jeanne — Sister of this area’s governor [3, p. 619].
Not only that, but the Nguyen Lord’s government
also granted this Jesuit missionary a nice and
clean house to take shelter in during his mission
here 5, p. 341]. In 1618, when Francesco Buzomi
and other Jesuits arrived in Pulocambi (Binh Dinh
province), he received tremendous and
enthusiastic help from the local governor [29,
p. 69; 5, pp. 348-353]. In 1640, Alexandre de
Rhodes returned to Cochinchina as a missionary
in the context of the regional government strictly
enforcing a policy of prohibiting Christianity.
Therefore, this Jesuit missionary had to adopt the
measure of “offer gifts” to establish a relationship
with the mandarin to manage the Japanese
community in Faifo (Hoi An city, Quang Nam
province). Then, under the guidance and dedicated
help of this mandarin, Alexandre de Rhodes had
an audience with Nguyen Lord in the capital Sinoa
(Hue city) [29, p. 121] to seek opportunities to
stay and evangelize in the Cochinchina area.

Meanwhile, in Tonkin, establishing a
relationship between the Jesuits and the
indigenous rulers also achieved certain successes.
In 1627, when arriving at Cua Bang (Thanh Hoa
province), missionaries Alexandre de Rhodes and
Pedro Marques had an audience with Trinh Lord.
They presented to Trinh Lord a Western clock
and a mathematic book of Euclid written in
Chinese characters. Trinh Lord showed interest
in these gifts, especially the watch, so he agreed
to let the two missionaries stay in his kingdom
[30, pp. 152-155]. Not only that, during the
missionary period in the capital Ke Cho (from July
to November 1627), they received the help of a
mandarin named Mau Tai and were granted a
new house by the Trinh Lord’s government to
make a place of residence and preaching [30,
pp. 162, 174]. This contributed to the
evangelization work in this area of Alexandre de
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Rhodes and Pedro Marques achieving positive
results [6, p. 70; 29, p. 115; 30, pp. 191, 209]. The
relationship between the Jesuits and the Tonkin
government became even more intimate when in
1647, because of love and esteem for missionary
Felix Morelli, Trinh Lord accepted him as his
adopted son [30, p. 321; 21, pp. 382-383]. And
with that, Trinh Lord also planned to grant a village
for this Jesuit missionary. According to the Jesuit
missionaries present at Tonkin at that time, the
excellent relationship between Trinh Lord and
missionary Felix Morelli was a valuable guarantee
for the stability and peace of the Tonkin
church [44, p. 369].

In the process of approaching the
Vietnamese ruling force, although the Jesuits could
not attract the top leaders in the indigenous
government (Le King, Trinh Lord in Tonkin, and
Nguyen Lord in Cochinchina) to enter religion,
however, they achieved certain successes in
conquering the faith of a part of aristocrats,
mandarins and intellectuals in Vietnamese society
at that time. From studying the material sources
recorded by some Jesuit missionaries operating
in Vietnam in the 17" century, it can be known
that the missionary work for the upper class in
Tonkin society of missionaries of this religious
order achieved positive results. In Histoire du
Royaume de Tunquin, missionary Alexandre de
Rhodes said, in 1627—1628, he baptized a sister
of Trinh Lord with the holy name Catarina [6,
p. 87; 30, pp. 164-165]. She was an ardent
Catholic who made many significant contributions
to the Jesuit mission in this area in the early
17t century [30, pp. 164-165]. In addition, Rhodes
also succeeded in attracting a doctor and a
bachelor in Tonkin to believe in Christianity [30,
pp. 170-171]. That shows, although at that time,
conquering the faith of the indigenous Confucian
intelligentsia was difficult and fully challenging
work, that doesn’t mean the Jesuits could not do
it. In addition, Alexandre de Rhodes also
mentioned that two high-ranking mandarins in the
Tonkin government became Christians. With their
authority, these two mandarins protected the
Jesuits from the onslaught of anti-Christianity
forces. They became two solid pillars of the
Tonkin church at that time [6, p. 70; 30, pp. 206-
208]. In a letter written on March 25, 1637,
missionary Felix Morelli also said that every year
in Tonkin, there were a few mandarins who
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entered religion. In just three months of
evangelization here, he baptized two indigenous
mandarins [44, pp. 359-361]. Later, from 1658 to
1663, in the process of preaching the Gospel in
this area, the missionary Joseph Tissanier also
recorded the case of some ladies of royal lineage
such as Jeanne, Blanche, Pie, Colombe, Saule,
and many women with noble status in the court
of Tonkin received baptism from Jesuit
missionaries [37, pp. 177-180]. This religion also
has an excellent attraction for Vietnamese
mandarins, when in 1663, in Tonkin, there were
more than 20 mandarins and their wives who
converted to Christianity. According to missionary
Joseph Tissanier, their conversion to Christianity
was incredibly beneficial to attracting and
converting the pagan [37, p. 341]. Meanwhile, right
after arriving in Cochinchina, Jesuit missionaries
operating in this area were also clearly identified,;
one of the first social forces that they need to
conquer the faith were those in the royal family
of Nguyen Lord, the mandarins at the central
court, and local and their families. Therefore,
when the government had a moderate attitude
toward Christianity, Jesuit missionaries often
promoted missionary activities in the major political
centers of Cochinchina to seek opportunities to
approach and convert religion for aristocrats and
mandarins and, through them, entice others to join
Christianity. In 1620, in Pulucambi (Binh Dinh
province), missionary Francesco Buzomi baptized
an ambassador of Cochinchina in Cambodia with
his wife and 25 concubines [19, p. 138]. In a letter
written on December 17, 1621, the missionary
Gaspar Luis mentioned the success of missionary
Francisco de Pina when attracting a noble lady in
Quang Nam and her brother (former a mandarin
working in this area) with 35 others to enter
religion[19, pp. 128-129]. Because of Vietnamese
fluency, Francisco de Pina quickly established
relationships and attracted many mandarins and
intellectuals in Quang Nam to follow the religion
[41, p. 47]. In the middle of 1625, when Francisco
de Pina came to the capital Sinoa (Hue city)
missionary, he baptized a lady of royal lineage with
the holy name of Maria Madalena. She became
one of the essential pillars of the Cochinchina
church at that time. With her morality and prestige,
Maria Madalena has attracted many others to
believe in Christianity [29, pp. 74-75]. Thus, the
contents presented above were convincing
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evidence to prove the Jesuit missionaries in
Cochinchina applied a unique missionary method
successfully in the 17" century, which was to
establish relationships and attract the upper class
to believe in Christianity.

2. “Missionary academic”. “Missionary
academic” was a missionary method applied by
Jesuit missionaries during the 17 and
18t centuries in some countries in the Far East,
including Vietnam. The core content of this method
was that the Jesuits used the achievements of
Western science and technology to attract
attention and establish good relations with the
classes of the indigenous society (kings, nobles,
mandarins, intellectuals, and people) [2, p. 157],
especially the ruling class, to seek opportunities
to preach the Gospel to the forces mentioned
above. On that basis, the Jesuits hoped through
their political status, and economic power to
influence “Christianization” in these countries.

In applying the method of “missionary
academic”, the Jesuits operating in Vietnam in
the 17 and 18" centuries focused on several
scientific and technical fields that Westerners had
the advantage over the Vietnamese. Among them,
astronomy was considered one of the most
representative fields. The Jesuit missionaries
chose astronomy because they recognized the
Vietnamese rulers’ attitude of attaching
importance to astronomical research work [5,
p. 373] and the psychology of “deification” and
“spiritualization” of astronomical phenomena of
Vietnamese people >. In particular, errors arising
in the process of surveying solar and lunar eclipses
by indigenous astronomers [5, pp. 373-374]
working at the astronomical research agency of
Nguyen Lord (Cochinchina) and Trinh Lord
(Tonkin)# at that time, created an excellent
opportunity for the Jesuits to demonstrate the
superiority and accuracy of Western astronomy
compared to the traditional Vietnamese
astronomical which was deeply influenced by
China. Jesuit missionaries proactively used
Western astronomy as one of the most effective
ways to approach and establish relationships with
the Vietnamese authorities to seek opportunities
to long-stay and expand the spread of Christianity
in this country.

In fact, Western astronomy made its way into
Vietnam in the 17" and 18t through two ways.
Firstly, Jesuit missionaries “explicitly discussed and

explained the knowledge of Western astronomy to
the rulers of Vietnam” [40, p. 483]. In works and
reports on the mission situation in Tonkin, Jesuit
missionaries Giuliano Baldinotti (Italian) and
Alexandre de Rhodes (French) said, during 1626—
1627, they had “once conversed with Trinh Lord
and some Tonkin mandarins about the solar eclipse,
lunar eclipse as well as about the movement of
stars in the sky” [40, p. 483]. Secondly, Jesuit
missionaries “on many occasions, calculated the
imminent solar and lunar eclipses and outlined them
in drawings informing the king and local officials,
and also debated several issues related to these
phenomena with Vietnamese astronomers” [40,
p. 483]. In their works and reports, the Jesuits did
not specifically mention the number of Vietnamese
who believed in Christianity after approaching and
receiving Western astronomy knowledge from
them. However, the accurate calculation and
prediction of astronomical phenomena by the Jesuits
certainly received the appreciation and admiration
of the Vietnamese rulers at that time [30, pp. 195,
237-238; 5, p. 381; 19, pp. 122-123]. That helped
the Jesuits establish a relationship with the local
authorities and, to a certain extent, positively
influenced their missionary work in this country.

Besides astronomy, medicine was also a field
that shows the effectiveness of applying the
Jesuits’ “missionary academic” method. When
coming to Vietnam to preach the Gospel, Jesuit
missionaries realized that the most crucial purpose
was to attract social forces in this country to follow
Christianity, meaning conquering the “soul” of the
native people. One effective way to achieve this
was to heal the physical pains caused by various
diseases in Vietnamese people, including the rulers
and ordinary people. The Jesuit missionaries
clearly understood that when people had serious
illnesses that threatened their lives, it was also
the easiest time for the missionaries to conquer
the patients’ faith. Because when they are saved
by scientific therapies (surgery, taking Western
medicine, etc.) and sometimes by spiritual and
religious methods (using the cross, the statue of
Christ, the statue of Blessed Mother, rosary, holy
water, etc.)[30, pp. 182, 184; 29, pp. 96-98, 102,
157] of Jesuit missionaries, gratitude and
admiration for healing capacity of the missionaries
would be an essential factor that made them turn
to and accept the Christianity. Based on such
awareness, the Jesuits sought to bring Western
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medicine into the Vietnamese monarchies’ courts,
especially in Cochinchina. From the second half
of the 17" century to the end of the 18™ century,
seven Jesuit missionaries assumed the position of
the royal physician in Nguyen Lord’s government
[32, pp. 32-33; 21, pp. 387-389; 11, pp. 189-190,
193-196; 8, pp. 63-64, 137-138, 239-240, 247, 254-
255]. In fact, health care and medical examination
and treatment for Vietnamese kings, aristocrats,
and mandarins by the Jesuits could not make these
forces believe in Christianity. However, it
contributed to establishing a close relationship
between the missionaries and the indigenous
rulers, thereby positively impacting the missionary
process of the Jesuits in Vietnam at that time.
Meanwhile, medical examination and treatment
activities for the people of the Jesuits, especially
for the poor in the 17" and 18" centuries [21,
pp. 267-269; 11, p. 194], brought certain effects
to the missionary work. Some indigenous people
converted to the religion after being treated by
the missionaries of this religious order for serious
diseases [21, p. 269; 29, pp. 97-98, 140]. These
showed the certain success of the Jesuits in
Vietnam in applying the “missionary academic”
method to the field of medicine during the 17" and
18™ centuries.

3. “Missionary bibliography”. Besides
“missionary academic”, Jesuit missionaries
operating in Vietnam in the 17" and 18" centuries
also applied another unique missionary method:
“missionary bibliography”. The core content of
this method was that Jesuit missionaries compiled
or translated Western bibliographies into
indigenous languages to serve their missionary
process [34, p. 22; 46, pp. 2-8]. In Vietnam, the
application of this missionary method by Jesuit
missionaries mainly manifests in the two following
fields.

The first was the field of language. In the
first half of the 17 century, when arriving in
Vietnam to preach the Gospel, based on grasping
the line of “adaptation to the indigenous culture”
proposed by missionary Alessandro Valignano, the
Jesuits clearly recognized the importance of
understanding historical and cultural values,
manners and customs, especially the study and
mastery of the indigenous language for missionary
success. At the same time, they considered it was
a magic key to expand the door and
“Christianization” of this country. Based on such
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awareness, Jesuit missionaries operating in
Vietnam at that time were not only interested in
accumulating for themselves an abundant quantity
of Vietnamese to serve their preaching, but they
also carried out “Latinization” of this language
and especially compiled dictionaries to serve the
learning of the indigenous language of the
missionaries of this religious order as well as to
help the Vietnamese learn Western languages [28,
Ad Lectorem]. This work was started by Jesuit
missionary Gaspar do Amaral. During the period
1631-1638, while evangelizing at Tonkin, he
compiled the dictionary “Diccionario Anamita-
Portugués-Latim” [1, p. 121; 20, pp. 331-332; 35,
p. 548]. Later, Gaspar do Amaral’s colleague,
Antonio Barbosa, during the missionary process
in this area from 1636 to 1642, compiled the
dictionary “Diccionario Portugués-Anamita” [20,
pp- 214-215; 35, p. 548]. Based on the reference
to the two dictionaries above, from 1636 to 1645,
Alexandre de Rhodes completed the dictionary
“Dictionarium Annamiticum Lusitanum et
Latinum”. In 1651, this dictionary was published
in Rome [36, p. 54]. The event was a significant
turning point in the development of the Vietnamese
script — A type of script created by Jesuit
missionaries operated in Vietnam in the first half
of the 17 century “based on the use of the Latin
alphabet for phonetic transcription of Vietnamese”
[39, p. 411]. Simultaneously, it was also clear proof
of the success of applying the “missionary
bibliography” method of the Jesuits at that time.
The second was the fields of the biblical,
theology, history, and Christian rituals. “In the early
17 century during Vietnam’s mission, Jesuit
missionaries brought and used two books in
Chinese characters by missioners Matteo Ricci
and Michele Ruggieri compiled in China, it was
Tianzhu shi yi (K &= ‘& ) and Tianzhu shengjiao
shilu (R FEEZEHEF)” [39, pp. 410-411].
However, these were books only for the Confucian
intelligentsia. It only introduced an overview of
Christianity and did not intensive in issues that
most Christians need to know to serve their
religious activities. Therefore, in 1620, Jesuit
missionaries working in Faifo (Hoi An city, Quang
Nam province)’ compiled a catechism in
Cochinchina script, i.e. the Nom script —““A kind
of figurative writing created by Vietnamese
people based on the use of Chinese characters
to write Chinese-Vietnamese words as well as
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Vietnamese pure words” [39, p. 411]. This
catechism was so popular among the Catholic
community of Cochinchina that both adults and
children memorized it [19, pp. 127-128]. Later, to
expand the influence of Christianity on all classes
of Vietnamese society, especially the intelligentsia,
the Jesuits used indigenous language to compile
and translate several books of biblical, theology,
history, and Christian rituals. In the period 1636-
1645, missionary Alexandre de Rhodes used the
Vietnamese script and Latin script to write the
catechism book “Cathechismvs pro ijs, qui volunt
suscipere baptismvm in octo dies diuisus”, which
was used to serve the work of catechesis of Jesuit
missionaries and the indigenous catechists [10,
p- 86]. This catechism was published in Rome by
the Congregation for the Mission of the Holy See
in 1651 [38, p. 58]. Meanwhile, from 1631 to 1640,
when carrying out missionary work at Tonkin,
Jesuit missionary Girolamo Majorica used the
Nom script to compile and translate many books
related to Christianity [37, p. 180; 9, pp. 160-161,
458; 25, pp. 38-54; 13; 45, pp. 23-39]. However,
learning and proficiently using the Nom script for
Girolamo Majorica was not an easy task then.
Therefore, to complete the compilation and
translation of Christian books from Western
languages into Vietnamese (the Nom script),
Girolamo Majorica needed the help of
Vietnamese catechists and intellectuals [9,
pp. 160-161, 458; 25, pp. 62-64, 68; 23, p. 40].
Besides compiling and translating catechism, the
books of theology, history and Christian rituals
from Western languages into Vietnamese, during
the missionary process in localities in Tonkin and
Cochinchina (Vietnam), through their fervent
parishioners, the Jesuit missionaries also
reproduced these documents with a relatively
large number to serve the teaching and learning
of catechism, the bible of the indigenous
catechists and the parishioners [6, p. 108; 30,
pp. 138-140, 236]. That was also another
manifestation of applying the “missionary
bibliography” method by the Jesuit missionaries
in evangelization in Vietnam in the 17% century.

4. Arguing and religious conversion
of the leaders of indigenous denominations.
When evangelizing in Vietnam, the Jesuit
missionaries realized that this was a nation with a
long-standing culture with the existence of many
Eastern religions such as Confucianism, Taoism,

Buddhism, etc., and other indigenous beliefs [9,
p. 49]. In the first half of the 17" century,
Christianity’s presence and growing influence has
become a concern for other religions — Forces
that had dominated the spiritual life of indigenous
people for a long time before. Therefore, the
arising of contradictions and conflicts between
Confucianism, Taoism, Buddhism, and Christianity
were inevitable.

However, those contradictions and conflicts
are resolved in civilized instead of barbaric
methods: Religious debates. In these public
debates, the Jesuits were not proactively
provocateurs. They recognized the enormous
pressures that indigenous religions created for
them and the disastrous consequences for
evangelization if they fail in these debates.
However, the Jesuits also saw a beautiful prospect
about an opportunity to evangelize nothing better
if they won. Because through that, the Jesuits
would show the preeminence of Christianity
compared to other religions of the Vietnamese
people, making more people aware of Christianity,
thereby seeking opportunities to promote
evangelization to the class of the ruling, mandarins,
intellectuals, and the people of this land. In fact,
in the first half of the 17" century, Jesuits
operating in Cochinchina and Tonkin successfully
applied this method. In the work Dell” Historia
della Compagnia di Giesv, La Cina, the Jesuit
historian Bartoli said that, from 1618, when he
started working in Pulocambi (Binh Dinh
province), missionary Francesco Buzomi — the
initiator of the missionary work of the Jesuits in
Cochinchina debated about religion and theology
with a prominent Taoist priest in the area, named
Tu Bin[3, pp. 751-753]. This debate has attracted
the attention from local mandarins, Confucian
intellectuals, Buddhist monks, Taoist priests, and
disciples, especially the majority of the indigenous
people. With faith in God’s help and the
correctness of the truth, missionary Francesco
Buzomi rejected all the fallacious arguments by
Tu Bin. This Taoist priest was embarrassed and
had to withdraw disgracefully. After this event,
the indigenous people became more and more
sympathetic to the Jesuits and Catholics. In 1621,
missionary Francesco Buzomi baptized
172 people [22, p. 71]. Also, at Pulucambi, Bartoli
mentioned a religious and theological debate
between a Buddhist monk and missionary
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Francesco Buzomi. After this debate, the failed
result made the Buddhist monk to reconsider his
religious arguments. Realizing the truth from the
Catholic doctrine, he converted religion and was
baptized with the Holy name Damiano [3, pp. 753,
765-766]. Since then, he enthusiastically preached
the Gospel to the people in this area. He also built
a new church. The Gospel gradually spread
throughout the Cochinchina area, and the number
of parishioners also increased [22, p. 76].

Just as in Cochinchina, debates between
Jesuits and indigenous religious leaders also took
place in Tonkin. In Histoire du Royaume de
Tunquin, Alxandre de Rhodes recorded one of
these debates. From April to June 1627, while
operating in An Vuc village (Thanh Hoa province),
Alexandre de Rhodes and Pedro Marquez were
provoked to argue about the religious issue by the
Buddhist monks. The Buddhist monks proved
angry when they saw that many famous monks
and followers had abandoned their religion and
come to Christianity. Two Jesuit missionaries
accepted the challenge. However, while the two
missionaries presented faith, especially the
principle of God’s creation of all things, at the
same time explicitly explaining these things in
Vietnamese, on the contrary, the monks
deliberately shouted, harassed, and demanded to
read a piece of paper full of insults and slander
against Christianity. Not achieving the goal, the
Buddhist monks became angry, insulted the two
missionaries, and threatened to use force.
Fortunately, that did not happen because of the
appearance of a eunuch in Trinh Lord’s palace.
In front of the eunuch, the Buddhist monks dared
not to do extreme actions. The two missionaries
were free to interpret the contents of the Christian
doctrine of the creation of the world with
convincing arguments. Not wanting to lose face
in front of the people, the Buddhist monks
gradually withdrew into a state of mind with anger
and hatred [30, pp. 146-147].

Besides arguing with indigenous
denominations on matters of religion and theology,
the Jesuits also clearly realized the significant
influence of the Buddhist monks and Taoist priests
on the people, especially on the followers of those
religions. Therefore, once the Jesuits could convert
this force, there would be an excellent opportunity
to attract many followers of those religions and
people to believe in Christianity. Based on such
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awareness, during the operation in Vietnam in the
first half of the 17 century, the Jesuits also applied
the above method and obtained specific results.
In the work Dell’ Historia della Compagnia di
Giesv, La Cina, the Jesuit historian Bartoli said
that from 1618 to 1620, when missioning in
Pulocambi (Cochinchina), missionary Buzomi
baptized three Buddhist monks, and one of these
monks attracted more than 50 Buddhists to believe
in Christianity [3, pp. 751-755, 764-765].
Meanwhile, from April to June 1627, when
evangelizing in Thanh Hoa (Tonkin), missionaries
Alexandre de Rhodes and Pedro Marquez
baptized a famous Buddhist monk in this area with
the Holy name loachim. With his prestige and
piousness, he attracted many Buddhist monks and
Buddhists, both men and women, to believe in
Christianity. Moreover, he was also very
enthusiastic in helping the Jesuit missionaries
reproduced the prayers and contributed assets to
build a large church in this area [30, pp. 138-140].
In Histoire du Royaume de Tunquin, missionary
Alexandre de Rhodes also recorded the case of
a Taoist priest in Tonkin, previously formerly hated
Christianity, who took the time to study this
religious doctrine. Finally, indigenous catechists
baptized him and his family members in 1630—
1631 [30, pp. 269-270]. Thus, the evidence
mentioned above has to some extent helped the
researchers realized the success of the Jesuits in
the process of conquering the faith of the force’s
leaders of Buddhism, Taoism, and followers of
this religion in Vietnam during the 17 century.

Results. In the 17" and 18™ centuries, Jesuit
missionaries came into the history of Vietnamese
Christianity as the first force to “cultivate”
“Christian seeds” on the “S” shaped land (1615—
1665). Then, they also made significant
contributions to the development of Christianity in
this country (1665—1773). One of the reasons for
the Jesuit missionaries’ success was that they have
proposed and applied flexibly and creatively
appropriate evangelization methods. In fact, during
this period, to attract different classes in Vietnamese
society, from kings, aristocrats, mandarins,
Confucian intellectuals, Taoist priests, and Buddhist
monks to the people who believed in Christianity,
Jesuit missionaries used some methods of
evangelization. Among them, some methods were
applied not only by Jesuit missionaries but also by
missionaries of other religious orders such as
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establishing relationships and attracting the upper
classes to believe in Christianity or “missionary
academic.” However, there were also methods of
evangelization that were “unique product” of the
Jesuits, such as arguing and religious conversion
of the leaders of indigenous denominations.
Especially, “compared to other religious orders, the
most prominent characteristic of the Jesuit
missionaries was the belief in the importance of
education. Before traveling to distant lands to carry
out evangelization, Jesuits often embarked on a
systematic, professional, and formal educational
process for over ten years. Accordingly, they not
only had to study theology but also had to choose
among types of natural science knowledge” [40,
p- 472]. This advantage has helped the Jesuits to
become one of the vanguard forces and most
successful in applying the method of “missionary
academic” and “missionary bibliography” in the Far
East in general and in Vietnam in particular during
this period. Studying missionary methods of Jesuit
missionaries operating in Vietnam in the 17 and
18t centuries, scholars also recognize the
discontinuity in applying some missionary methods.
There were methods of evangelization frequently
mentioned in documents of the Jesuits and played
an important role in evangelizing missionaries of
this religious order in the period 1615-1665
(arguing and religious conversion of the leaders
of indigenous denominations, “missionary
bibliography” or establishing relationships and
attract the upper classes believe in Christianity);
in later stage, it was less applied, or its role was
no longer as prominent as before though.
However, there were also missionary methods
applied continuously and throughout by Jesuit
missionaries in the 17" and 18™ centuries
(“missionary academic”). Moreover, the Jesuits
also relied on the characteristics of social forces,
the political situation, and the Vietnamese rulers’
policies towards Christianity at specific periods
to propose and apply appropriate evangelistic
methods. This has also contributed to the success
of Jesuit missionaries in evangelization in Vietnam
during the 17" and 18t centuries.

NOTES

"' The 17" and 18" centuries were turbulent
periods in Vietnamese history. From 1627 to 1672, the

Trinh family in the North and the Nguyen family in the
South fought each other seven times but failed to end.
After 46 years of constant fighting, both sides
exhausted their human resources and properties, so
they had to accept a truce and a long division. Gianh
River, historically known as Linh Giang, became the
boundary dividing Dai Viet country into two regions:
from Linh Giang to the South called Dang Trong
(Cochinchina) under the administration of Nguyen
Lord, and from Linh Giang to the North was called
Dang Ngoai (Tonkin) under the administration of Le
King Trinh Lord. This situation lasted until the end of
the 18" century when the Tay Son peasant movement
broke out (1771), which in turn destroyed the force
of Nguyen Lord in Cochinchina (1777) and Trinh Lord
in Tonkin (1786) [42, pp. 335-362; 18, pp. 291-352].

2 On September 9, 1659, Pope Alexander VII
issued Decree Super Cathedram on establishing the
first two Apostolic Vicariates in Vietnam. He entrusted
the management of these two dioceses to the Society
of Foreign Missions of Paris. Since then, the
contradictions and conflicts between the Society of
Jesus and the Society of Foreign Missions of Paris
have become critical. In 1680, the Holy See ordered
the Jesuit Superior to recall missionaries from Tonkin
and Cochinchina to solve this problem. In particular,
in 1773, when the Jesuits were dissolved worldwide,
their missionary work in many countries, including
Vietnam, also ended [ 14, p. 255; 4, p. 494; 7, pp. 55-63,
261;41, p. 541; 24, pp. 80-86].

3In a letter written by a Jesuit missionary in
Tonkin, Vietnam to missioner Cibot in Beijing, China
(unknown at the time), it was clearly stated that Tonkin
people adored the sky, moon, and stars. Once the lunar
eclipse appeared, people assumed that a dragon was
fighting the moon and wanted to annex it. Therefore,
they had to immediately gather to save the moon. When
the lunar eclipse was over, they returned home with
satisfaction as if they had just defeated a great war.
That was mentioned in a report about Cochinchina by
Cristoforo Borri [ 12, pp. 203-207; 5, pp. 373-375].

4 In the 17" and 18" centuries, the astronomical
and calendar research agency in the government of Le
King Trinh Lord in Tonkin was called Tu Thien Giam

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RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS IN TOGLIATTI (1989-1998)

Vadim N. Yakunin
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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the activities of non-Orthodox religious organizations of 1989—
1998 in the city of Togliatti before and after the adoption in 1990 of the USSR Law “On Freedom of Conscience and
Religious Organizations” and the RSFSR Law “On Freedom of Religion.” The regulation of religious activity by the
state, according to these laws, was not provided for, the authorities ceased to interfere in the affairs of religious
organizations, which received full independence in resolving internal church issues, and citizens could freely
register religious societies. Religious organizations, new to Togliatti, inevitably took advantage of this. Methods
and materials. The work used materials from the state, municipal, diocesan archives, and the author’s personal
archive: reports of officials, both secular and ecclesiastical, on the religious situation in the Samara region and the
city of Togliatti, memoirs of the leaders of religious organizations, periodicals. Analysis. If in 1989 there were
2 registered religious organizations in Togliatti and 2 more carried out their activities illegally, then in 1997 there
were already 34 of them. They very actively positioned themselves; some were registered under the guise of public
organizations. Almost all religious organizations used youth houses, palaces of culture, cinemas, and libraries,
assembly halls of colleges and schools for prayer meetings and Sunday schools. Results. Religious organizations
attracted residents of Togliatti with a system of mutual assistance in their structures. Representatives of some
traditional and new religious organizations formed in Togliatti in the 90s of the 20" century were engaged in
charitable activities. Mostly, they were attended by those who saw the church not only as a doctrinal institution,
but also as a social one. Despite the relatively small number, they showed activity, which alarmed the representatives
of both the ROC and Islam.

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PARAMETRIC ANALYSIS OF V.0. KLYUCHEVSKY’S WORK
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Abstract. Introduction. Terminological work, both in the world and in Russian science, was carried out, first
ofall, on the material of exact and technical disciplines. Arrangement of terminology of humanitarian knowledge has
been in the focus of attention of researchers only in recent years. Thus, the aim of the work is to study the
terminological system of historical knowledge by means of parametric analysis of the little-known course by
V.0O. Klyuchevsky “Terminology of Russian History”, which was first published in 1956 and practically was not
studied by either historians or linguists, and this substantiates the novelty of the present work. Materials and
Methods. The material of this course, studied with the help of historical-comparative, historical-typological, as well
as general scientific methods such as analysis and synthesis, using parametric analysis and positional statistics,
showed that the terminology proposed by V.O. Kluchevsky has a systemic nature and its structure is hierarchical.
Nine parameters — archaeological, geographical, terminological, illustrative, source study, classification,
chronological, economic, etymological — were singled out in the work. A conditional notion of the place of each
parameter in the so-called “dictionary article”, which is determined by the boundary of the two parameters, was
introduced. The notion of a “dictionary article” as applied to the course materials is conditional, since the course
is not a dictionary proper. Analysis. Using statistical methods, the frequency of occurrence of each parameter in a
certain place in each of the three parts of the course is identified. Statistical tables are formed, which make it
possible to see the similarity and difference between the three parts of the course and to point out their features.
This article traces not only the scientist’s fluency in ancient and modern languages, including rare ones, but also
the ability to use linguistic techniques, such as historical-etymological and word-formation analysis, on the material
of the “Terminology of Russian History.” Results. The semantic invariant in the construction of the parts of the
course has been revealed. This is an additional evidence of the systematic nature of the historical terminology,
which was suggested by V.O. Klyuchevsky. The hierarchical nature of the system of terms, created in the course by
V.0. Klyuchevsky, has been determined. Contribution of the authors. Mustafa Ozturk developed the concept of
the article, wrote the “Introduction” and “Results” sections.

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Abstract. Introduction. The subject of the study is the activity of the Stalingrad Institute for the preparation
of collective photographs (“vignettes”) of the heroes of the revolution of 1917 and the defense of Tsaritsyn in 1918.
Methods. The methods of source studies, archeography, analysis and prosopography were used. Observations
and conclusions. In 1932, the Stalingrad “five”, the Tsaritsyn (Stalingrad) Historical and Party Commissions direct
successor, as the Lower Volga Region Historical and Party Commission division, prepared lists for the placement of
participants in the revolutionary events and the defense of Tsaritsyn in 1917—1918 on a collective photograph
(“vignette”) for the City Defense Museum. The place in the photo depended on the activity and the merits of the
veteran of the events of those years. The direct executor was the deputy manager of the Lower Volga Archive
Department, secretary of the “five” T.M. Seregin. Being a veteran of the revolutionary movement, the archivist was
able to recall and include in the list many of his comrades-in-arms with a mention of their positions and duties. This
list contains the names and surnames of 99 real leaders of the revolutionary movement in Tsaritsyn. The disgraced
by that time S.K. Minin and his associates are placed here. Moreover, 1.V. Stalin is mentioned under No. 24. Then the
list underwent thorough editorial work and was reduced to 34, and then to 31 people. In this version, 1.V. Stalin
appeared in the first place, and then his closest associates were mentioned. S.M. Minin and some members of his
team disappeared from the list. Prosopographic analysis shows that the submitted project was unimplemented,
since the Tsaritsyn revolutionaries mentioned in the list, including T.M. Seregin, disappeared during the era of the
Great Terror. The lists are of great interest to researchers, as they allow them to bring back from oblivion real active
participants in the Revolutionary Events and the Defense of Tsaritsyn in 1917-1918.

cooperation; difficult relations between the Soviet organizers of the tests (M. Chumakov and A. Smorodintsev);
troubles that arose in relations between A. Sabin and A. Smorodintsev in connection with the politicization of the
vaccination issue; ethical challenges of human trials. Results. The USSR took huge risks during the mass trials of
the live polio vaccine, which was Soviet science and population significant contribution to the world fight against
poliomyelitis. Mass trials took place in the USSR during the Cold War, which, however, did not become an obstacle
to scientific cooperation between the USSR and the USA in this sphere. The success of the polio vaccine trials was
used by the Soviet state to increase its prestige. At some points, representatives of the Soviet state and media even
“forgot” that the vaccine was developed in American virology laboratories, calling Soviet organizers of vaccine
trials its developers. Ethical norms of experiments on humans in the 1950—-1960s were just being formed, so some of
them could be called violations by modern standards. However, the success of the tests closed the question of
those violations.

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Introduction. The COVID-19 pandemic
has become a challenge for humanity facing a
difficult task of defeating the virus that has
changed life on the planet. The problems of this
kind are not entirely new. History of medicine
knows victories over viruses that cause serious
illnesses. Poliomyelitis is an infectious illness that
damages the nervous system. The disease is quite
serious: in one out of 200 cases poliovirus causes
irreversible paralysis. 5—10% of the paralyzed die
due to paralysis of the respiratory muscles. The
history of victory over poliovirus is a serious lesson
for the modern humankind.

Methods and materials. The vast amount
of scientific literature is devoted to the history of
poliomyelitis and the fight against it (monographs,
theses, articles). We review only part of this
enormous body of literature in this work.

Poliomyelitis is perhaps the same age as the
humankind. Archaeological sources suggest that
the disease probably existed in the prehistoric era.
M. Chumakov and co-authors mention that
outbreaks of this serious disease were described
by Hippocrates. In the modern age, the disease
was described in the 18™ century. In the early

20™ century, epidemics were registered in Sweden,
Norway, Germany, and the USA [4, p. 7].

Russia and subsequently the USSR
experienced outbreaks of poliomyelitis as well.
After the Second World War, the Institute of
Neurology of the Academy of Medical Sciences
organized expeditions to study the outbreaks in
the Baltic republics (1946-47), Eastern Germany
(1947—48), and Western Siberia (1949) [4, pp. 8-
9]. In the 1950s, the incidence of poliomyelitis in
the USSR began to grow: between 1955 and 1958
it ranged from 17,000 to 22,000 cases. One can
see from the graph below that the number of cases
increased significantly compared to the first half
of the decade.

S. Drozdov and O. Ivanova wrote that in
the USA the situation was even graver: in 1950—
1955 annually from 28,500 to 57,200 people a year
fell ill with polio. There were up to 200,000 people
with post-poliomyelitis disability in the country in
1956 [6, p. 82]. It is not surprising that it was the
United States, with their highly developed virology,
managed to develop effective vaccines against
polio. V. Lashkevich mentions that large-scale use
of J. Salk’s inactivated polio vaccine (IPV) began
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in the USA in 1954. IPV consists of strains of
polioviruses of different types which were killed
(inactivated) by formalin. In response to
vaccination, the human body produces antibodies
that in case of infection prevent the spread of the
virus to the central nervous system and protect
against the development of paralysis. In 1956, the
USSR Academy of Medical Sciences institutes
(Institute of Experimental Medicine and
established in 1955 Institute for the Study of
Poliomyelitis) organized the production of IPV [10,
p. 5; 36, pp. 3, 4]. The vaccine was quite effective,
it significantly reduced the risk of paralysis and
death, however, it did not guarantee, that
vaccinated people would not get sick.
Furthermore, the vaccine was expensive, it
required the slaughter of many monkeys (to grow
viruses for vaccine, monkey kidney tissue cultures
were used); and the protection of the vaccine had
been weakening over time.

By 1954, an American virologist A. Sabin
had developed a more effective live oral polio
vaccine (OPV), which practically guaranteed
protection against polio and was much cheaper.
OPV consists of live but attenuated strains of
poliovirus that build local immunity in the intestinal
tract and protect the body more effectively.
A. Sabin tested it on a small number of people in
the USA, but he failed to obtain permission for

mass trials of OPV in the United States. Reasons
for rejection of Sabin’s application for trials
included satisfactory results of IPV use, the
problem of assessing OPV protection in population
vaccinated with IPV in the United States, as well
as fears of live virus reversion (changes from
attenuated strains to dangerous, disease-causing
forms). Sabin found foreign partners who
organized the trials abroad. The Soviet virologists
were among those partners.

The successful project of Soviet-American
cooperation was implemented in the following
political circumstances. After Stalin’s death in
1953, the USSR and the West made an attempt
to reset the relations damaged by the Cold War.
In particular, in 1955, the leaders of Western states
and the Soviet leader N. Khrushchev met in
Geneva. In particular, opportunities for
cooperation in the field of vaccinology emerged.
It was especially relevant because there was a
sharp increase in the number of cases of
poliomyelitis in 1955 in the USSR, as one can see
in Figure. The Soviet state sent Soviet scientists
abroad, where the fight against poliomyelitis was
to certain degree successful. In February and
March in 1956, Soviet virologists A. Smorodintsev,
M. Chumakov, M. Voroshilova visited the leading
US research centers involved in the study of
poliomyelitis. During the trip, they met

A. Sabin [36, p. 43], and this acquaintance
predetermined the subsequent vaccine trials in the
USSR. Successful trials of OPV in the USSR
and several other countries predetermined its
further success around the world, as a result of
which entire continents were declared free from
poliomyelitis. Trials organized by A. Smorodintsev
and M. Chumakov in the USSR became a huge
contribution to the fight against poliomyelitis on
the planet. Textbooks and documentaries tell us
this story often painting a perfect picture of the
trials. This quite understandable glorification and
simplification though played its role during
coronavirus vaccine trial campaign. The
opponents of coronavirus vaccine trial (with its
cut corners) argued that in the USSR, the trials
were organized perfectly, were carried out without
haste and didn’t involve any risks. It seemed
interesting to find out whether everything really
went so smoothly.

Smorodintsev and others wrote about the
general course of polio vaccine trials in the USSR,
whereas other authors analyzed the situation with
polio in individual republics: for example, V. Boyko
described the situation with polio incidence in
Uzbekistan before and after OPV vaccination [3],
V. Evdoshenko analyzed the effectiveness of
OPV using the example of the Kyrgyz SSR [8].
S. Drozdov notes that OPV was successfully
used in developing countries, in particular, noting
the importance of Soviet assistance in supplying
OPV to Ghana, Niger and Cambodia in 1962 [7].

D. Vargha studied the history of the OPV
trials in Eastern Europe in the context of
international politics, noting the impact of the
confrontation between the blocs on the willingness
of the respective states to invest resources in the
development of science. Vargha pointed out the
photographs of patients’ bodies damaged by polio
contradicted the idea of a communist paradise,
and therefore, despite the relatively small numbers
of morbidity and mortality, it was polio exactly
that attracted so much attention. Prevention was
one of the cornerstones of medicine in the socialist
countries, and vaccination against infectious
diseases was an ideal area for demonstrating the
power of the socialist state. Vargha noted that
the successful eradication of polio in socialist
countries raised uncomfortable questions about
the positive side of communist regimes — their
ability to effectively control epidemics [33].

M. Hortsmann described the West’s distrust
towards the results of Soviet trials of OPV. She
wrote how the World Health Organization sent
its representative to assess the quality of trials,
and that only after this mission the United States
recognized the effectiveness of OPV [9].

The purpose of this article is to add new
data to information known to us from the academic
literature about OPV trials via the use of new
sources. The article is focused upon the following
tasks: to identify the problems that vaccine trial
organizers had to face; to establish mechanisms
they used to overcome the obstacles; the risks
taken by the trial organizers and administrators
of the Soviet health care system; to find out who
exactly was the pioneer of OPV trials in the
USSR; to assess the impact of competition
between scholars on the course of research as
well as its role in subsequent historical
representations of scientific achievements; to
reveal the role of the experience of previous
interaction between state bodies and scholars on
subsequent trust and relations; to identify the
ethical challenges of OPV trials; to establish how
the politicization of the issue of vaccine trials
affected the context of international cooperation
in the field of vaccinology.

To achieve the goal and to perform the tasks
we studied the sources: materials of fund 8009
(USSR Ministry of Health) of the State Archive
of the Russian Federation, the digitized archive
of the American virologist A. Sabin on the website
of the University of Cincinnati [31], as well as
personal records — the memories by employees
and relatives about Mikhail Chumakov [35].

Analysis. Cooperation between US and
USSR virologists. Cooperation between Russian
and American virologists on the polio vaccine
began during the Khrushchev thaw. All the
contacts were coordinated at the high political
level. In January 1956, A. Sabin received a letter
from the US Department of Health, Education
and Social Security about the upcoming visit of
Soviet virologists in February 1956. The purpose
of the visit was to study the treatment of
poliomyelitis in the United States and the
technology IPV production [17]. M. Chumakov,
his wife M. Voroshilova, A. Smorodintsev visited
both A. Sabin’s laboratory and his house. During
that visit Chumakov and Smorodintsev established
close ties with Sabin.
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It is interesting that these were not only
Soviet virologists who had to report in detail to
the state authorities about this Soviet scholars’
visit to the USA. Although McCarthyism had been
done within the USA by the mid-1950s, the state
control of cooperation with the USSR in the
scientific field was quite tight: one can find in
Sabin’s correspondence references to detailed
reports on conversations with the Soviet scholars
for the Department of the Army [12]; reports on
Soviet virology laboratories for the US State
Department after a trip to the USSR in summer
of 1956 [18]; as well to the need to get
authorization from the US Department of Defense
for the transfer of attenuated polio strains to
M. Chumakov [11].

These were hard times for Soviet-American
relations, but not for personal relations between
Soviet and American virologists: the letters by
which M. Chumakov and A. Sabin exchanged
were incredibly warm; these were the
conversations of people among whom not only
scientific, but also emotional ties developed.
Probably, it was exactly the fact that scientists
were representatives of conflicting superpowers
very different in cultural, economic and political
respect that gave their relationship a very special
character: each of them wanted to show the best
in himself both as a scientist and as a person.

Interestingly, there was no special focus on
live polio vaccine in the correspondence between
A. Sabin and M. Chumakov in the first half of
1956. A. Sabin himself tested it on several dozens
of prisoners sometime later — in the early 1957.
But in the USSR, this direction of A. Sabin’s
research was closely observed from the very
beginning. In January 1957, N.I. Grashchenkov,
a member of the board of the USSR Ministry of
Health, wrote to Sabin that Chumakov was
interested in the results of trials planned for the
early 1957. On March 15, 1957, A. Sabin informed
M. Chumakov about the success of polio vaccine
trials on 100 adult volunteers, as well as the plans
to give the vaccine to his daughters, wife,
neighbors and their children [19].

The pioneer of OPV in the USSR:
Chumakov or Smorodintsev? Authors of works
on the history of polio vaccine trials in the USSR
usually evade what looks like the complicated
relationship between Mikhail Chumakov, director

of Moscow Institute for the Study of Poliomyelitis,
and his teacher [34], Anatoly Smorodintsev, head
of virology department, Leningrad Institute of
Experimental Medicine. Meanwhile, the
consequences of this complex relationship are still
felt. While the website of St. Petersburg
Smorodintsev Research Institute of Influenza [1]
mentions Chumakov in the context of organizing
OPV trials, the website of the Moscow Chumakov
Institute of Poliomyelitis doesn’t mention
Smorodintsev’s name in the section “history” [24]
at all. One has to remember that it was precisely
the meeting between M. Chumakov,
A. Smorodintsev and A. Sabin in the USA that
became the starting point for Soviet-American
cooperation in OPV trials, no matter how
complicated the relation between A. Sabin and
A. Smorodintsev became later.

A. Smorodintsev, in his work published in
1960, mentions, in fact, his priority in promoting
the idea of the OPV trials in the USSR, arguing
that until January 1959, the Department of
Virology of the Institute of Experimental Medicine
of the USSR Academy of Medical Sciences was
the only scientific team in the USSR involved in
the OPV trials. According to Smorodintsev, it was
only in late 1958 that Chumakov began to actively
pursue the idea of the OPV trials by his institute
[36, pp. 44-46].

Archival materials confirm Smorodintsev’s
priority in terms of obtaining permission to test OPV.
In March 1957, the Minister of Health of the USSR
M. Kovrigina received a letter from the Academy
of Medical Sciences with a request to allow
A. Smorodintsev to test the OPV obtained from
A. Sabin [25, 1. 1]. InApril 1957, A. Smorodintsev
obtained the permission to conduct trials in closed
institutions in Leningrad [25, 1. 4]. Thus, it was
exactly A. Smorodintsev who actually pioneered
OPV trials in the USSR.

M. Chumakov also demonstrated interest in
OPV. According to American archival material, he
was thinking about the trials at least since April
1957 (when Smorodintsev already had the
permission for them), as Sabin mentioned in a letter
to one of his respondents [21]. By the autumn of
1957, the interest had transformed into intention: in
November 1957, M. Chumakov wrote to A. Sabin
that his institute was preparing to organize OPV
trials [ 13]. However, M. Chumakov’s institute was
the enterprise that produced IPV which took a lot
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of effort and resources, therefore, for some time it
couldn’t go further than interest and preparation
for trials. So, Chumakov’s Institute started OPV
trials later than Smorodintsev’s group. Moreover,
the relations between Chumakov and Ministry of
Health of the RSFR deteriorated due to problems
with IPV production in 1958 (we’ll cover this story
later in this article) which to some degree narrowed
down the options for Chumakov.

By July 1958 around 1,200 children had
participated in trials conducted by
A. Smorodintsev in Leningrad orphanages.
At meetings in the Ministry of Health,
Smorodintsev stated that the vaccine was safe
for the vaccinated and those around them [25,
1. 36]. Meanwhile, contrary to his statements cited
in the protocols of the Ministry of Health of the
USSR, the trials did not go totally smoothly. In July
1958, George Dick (from Queen’s University in
Belfast) wrote to A. Sabin that he had talked to
A. Smorodintsev about the trials and that there
was a case of paralysis among the children
received the vaccine. According to G. Dick,
A. Smorodintsev believed that the child got into
the orphanage just 5 days before vaccination and
could bring the virus from outside [16]. The
existence of the problem of vaccine-associated
poliomyelitis was recognized only in the early
1960s. Before this recognition, it was argued that
post-vaccination paralysis is the result of
interference by other viruses. This problem still
remains unresolved. According to WHO, in the
world on average about 1.5-3.5 cases of vaccine-
associated poliomyelitis are registered per 1 million
OPV use [2]. One can speculate that perhaps if
the above-mentioned case was officially
recognized by the organizers of trials, this would
put an end to OPV trials in the USSR. But this
didn’t happen. The willingness to face losses
(together with doing everything in their power to
avoid them) is a reality that, alas, vaccine trial
organizers have to face.

After small-scale successful initial trials
organized by A. Smorodintsev, larger trials
started. Applications for trial permissions were
submitted by scientific institutions Chumakov and
Smorodintsev in parallel. Interestingly,
M. Chumakov always requested permission to
recruit more trial participants than
A. Smorodintsev. A. Smorodintsev was
apparently more cautious and less inclined to take

risks. For example, in August 1958, Deputy
Minister of Health V.M. Zhdanov received
applications for permission to test OPV on
20,000 people from A. Smorodintsev and
100,000 people from M. Chumakov [25, 1. 22].

The institutes headed by M. Chumakov and
A. Smorodintsev worked in different regions of
the USSR, in fact, dividing the Soviet republics
into spheres of influence of their research centers:
for example, in 1958, the Chumakov’s group
worked in Estonia and Lithuania, whereas
Smorodintsev’s team conducted trials in Latvia
[25, 1. 117-119]. In February 1959, Chumakov
organized a vaccination campaign in the Uzbek
and Kazakh SSR; while Smorodintsev was
ordered to carry out trials in the Moldavian and
Belorussian SSR in March 1959 [25, 1. 118, 122].
Receiving state assignments to carry out OPV
trials in certain regions meant getting more power
and resources, as well as an increase in the
influence of the relevant research institutes and
their leadership.

Risk assessment of OPV use. Just like
nowadays, vaccine trials were not entirely free
from risk and uncertainty. These risks were well
recognized and discussed at the meeting of the
Poliomyelitis Vaccination Committee of the USSR
Ministry of Health in August 1958. The virologist
Professor N.A. Zeitlenok, who supported the
OPV trials, in general, spoke about the need to
make sure that the reversion of the virus and its
uncontrolled spread is ruled out. Reversion means
that the weakened virus becomes capable of
causing serious disease [25, 1. 24]. To reduce those
risks, initial trials were conducted in closed
facilities (orphanages) [25, 1. 3, 6].

Another category of medical-biological
professionals that traditionally draws attention to
risks of vaccine trials was physicians. Neurologist,
Professor M.B. Zucker pointed to the risks of
immunization in cities without sewerage.
Neurologist, Professor D.S. Futer called for caution
and careful monitoring, pointing out that medical
authorities in the United States are hesitant to
conduct OPV trials in their country [25, 1. 24].
Deputy Minister of Health V.M. Zhdanov replied
that IPV was more expensive than OPV, which
was allegedly unprofitable for American
pharmaceutical companies and supposedly was an
obstacle to trials in the USA [25, 1. 24]. The same
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reason was later used by Soviet propagandists who
criticized the United States for refusing to conduct
mass OPV trials.

Discussion participants present at the
meeting of Poliomyelitis Vaccination Committee
of the USSR Ministry of Health in 1958 understood
that OPV use could also have unpredictable
consequences. So, somebody must be responsible
for all bad things that could happen as a result of
the trials. A. Smorodintsev and M. Chumakov took
personal responsibility for the risks of trials [25,
1.25-27]. Even in a country that had just
denounced Stalin’s cult of personality and his
methods (at the 20t Communist Party Congress
in 1956), this was an enormous responsibility, a
very brave decision that could cost them not only
their scientific careers, but also their freedom.

The burden of this responsibility was so huge
that not all trial organizers were strong and
persuaded enough to carry it and to take risks.
In October 1958, O.V. Baroyan, the head of
Epidemiology Department of Research Institute of
Virology (Academy of Medical Sciences), assigned
to participate in the trials, wrote a letter to the
USSR Ministry of Health. In this letter he
mentioned the risk of reversion and proposed to
reduce the number of trial participants to 20,000,
as well as offered to conduct trials only in cities
with weakened contacts with the rest of the
USSR - Prokopievsk and Anzhero-Sudzhensk [25,
1. 90]. Anxiety about the unpredictability of trial
consequences and the desire to secure his position
under conditions of uncertainty and risk were
probably behind this letter by O.V. Baroyan. This
was definitely the evidence of fear that things could
seriously go wrong.

Much Iess risk-averse M. Chumakov, on the
contrary, defended the trials with confidence. In
his letter to A. Sabin, M. Chumakov called the
opponents of OPV use ‘cowards and pseudo-
specialists’, and expressed regret that OPV trials
were postponed because of the interference of his
opponents [15]. Only by the end of 1958 Chumakov
succeeded — on December 19, 1958, he informed
A. Sabin by telegram that he had received all
permits and began mass OPV trials [14].

When the mass trials had shown the safety
of the vaccine by the summer of 1959, the public
health authorities faced one more risky decision —
whether to terminate IPV production replacing it
by OPV or to continue producing IPV until OPV

use would reveal its consequences. Less risk-
averse M. Chumakov believed that the production
of IPV could be stopped and vacated production
facilities could be used to manufacture OPV.
Unlike M. Chumakov, O.G. Andzhaparidze, a
virologist from the Research Institute of
Poliomyelitis Drugs (a competitor of Chumakov’s
institute) believed it was necessary to suspend
mass vaccinations with OPV and to study the
results of OPV use without terminating I[PV
manufacturing [25, 1. 210]. Both options were
risky. The decision taken on this issue minimized
the risks: on the one hand, it was decided to focus
on the production of OPV; on the other hand, they
decided not to abandon the production of IPV
completely. The Poliomyelitis Vaccination
Committee decided that Chumakov’s institute
should produce 80 million doses of OPV, whereas
its competitors, Research Institute of Poliomyelitis
Drugs, must manufacture 10 million doses of OPV
and 20 liters of IPV [25, 1. 215].

OPYV trials organizers took one more risk —
they had started mass vaccination before the trials
were over. Instead of vaccinating 100,000 people
according to the plan [25, 1. 82], during the first
4 months more than 500, 000 people got the
vaccine in Estonia, Lithuania and Kazakhstan [25,
1. 129]. More than 2,000,000 got OPV in the Baltic
republics, Ukraine, Belarus, Moldova, Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan by May 1959 [25, 1. 165, 168].

Interestingly, during the discussions of the
OPV trials virologists and pediatricians did not
raise an issue of long-term health consequences
of using an ‘untested’ vaccine; we failed to see in
the archival documents any evidence of society’s
resistance to the idea of vaccination, despite the
fact that it was about the health of children — one
of the most precious categories of Soviet citizens.
This lack of resistance was perhaps the result of
the successful fight against infectious diseases
through vaccination in the first half of the
20 century. Advances in medicine, trust in
American science, successful initial small-scale
trials were the reasons why the scientists and
health care organizers were ready to take risks
associated with OPV trials.

Mikhail Chumakov and the Ministry of
Health of the RSFSR: from conflict to distrust.
There was though no unity in the system of health
care about OPYV trial risks. In particular, the idea
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of OPV trials was not favorably received by
Russian officials from the Ministry of Health. On
December 22, 1958, minister of health of the
RSFSR S. Kurashov wrote a letter to the Minister
of Health of the USSR M. Kovrigina with a
message that he did not consider it possible to
conduct OPV trials before testing OPV for
safety [25, 1. 109]. It had past half a year since
the successful small-scale trial in Leningrad with
participation of 1,200 children. Why did the
Russian minister raise a question of OPV safety?
Was he concerned with quality of vaccine
produced by Chumakov’s institute? Was this
violation of subordination principle the result of
expectation that the days of M. Kovrigina in office
were numbered (her replacement by S. Kurashov
would follow in the first half of 1959)? Did any
problems emerge during the trials?

On January 2, 1959, M. Chumakov wrote a
letter to M. Kovrigina complaining that
S. Kurashov instructed the head of the Moscow
City Health Department, N.S. Lapchenko, to
withdraw his consent to vaccinations in
Moscow [25, 1. 112].

Almost a year later, in October 1959,
problems in relations between vaccine trial
organizers and the RSFSR Ministry of Health
remain unresolved: M. Chumakov and
A. Smorodintsev wrote a letter to S. Kurashov,
who by then had become the Minister of Health
of the USSR. In this letter they complained, that
the head of the Main Sanitary and Epidemiological
Directorate Titkov had sent to Sanitary and
epidemiological stations of the RSFSR a letter
forbidding OPV use on the grounds that OPV
trials had not yet been completed. Titkov’s letter,
according to Chumakov, led to rumors about
alleged failure of OPYV trials [25, 1. 191].

What is the reason for RSFSR officials’
distrust of M. Chumakov and his institute? There
is a probability that this distrust is the result of the
previous experience of interaction between
M. Chumakov and the Ministry of Health of the
RSFSR regarding the production of IPV by his
institute.

At the beginning of 1958, M. Chumakov had
a conflict with S.I. Didenko, the director of the
State Control Institute of Vaccines and Serums
(SCI), the body that controlled the quality of
vaccines produced in the USSR. In his letter on
January 13, 1958, Didenko wrote to M. Chumakov

that his institute used the wrong type of filters -
different from the one mentioned in the instructions
on producing IPV [26, p. 5].

In particular, the institute had a serious issue
with batch 5 of IPV. Although an expert of SCI
had doubts about the vaccine quality, in January
1958 IPV was sent to the Moscow Regional
Sanitary and Epidemiological Station for
vaccination. During the additional test at SCI, a
live poliovirus was found in it (the virus in [PV
must be inactivated, i.e. killed; otherwise, the
vaccine can cause disease). According to SCI,
when monkeys and mice got the 5™ batch of IPV,
they developed paralytic poliomyelitis. Employees
of the control institute wrote a letter to the
Ministry of Health with a request to stop the use
of the corresponding batch of IPV [26, p. 23, 24].

Later, in February 1958, a special
commission of the USSR Ministry of Health
studied the work of Institute for the Study of
Poliomyelitis and found out the problems and
breaches in vaccine manufacturing at the institute.
Infectious material was transported across all
Moscow — between the two bases of the institute
(Vnukovo and Sokolinaya Gora), there was no
constant supply of electricity and water to the
Vnukovo base of the institute. Medical utensils
were washed with cold water, distilled water was
stored in the room where ‘the infectious material
was killed” [26, pp. 69-74]. Taking into
consideration the poor conditions for the vaccines
production at Chumakov’s institute, the
commission members recommended shutting
down the production facilities at the Institute for
the Poliomyelitis Study of the USSR Academy of
Medical Sciences and merging it with Poliomyelitis
Drugs Research Institute of the Ministry of Health
of the RSFSR [26, p. 76].

It is possible that this story of breaches of
protocol in the course of IPV production was an
example of the usual interdepartmental struggle
for influence between the USSR Academy of
Medical Sciences and Ministry of Health of the
RSFSR, to which the corresponding institute
belonged. Probably, someone wanted to gain
control over Chumakov’s institute, taking into
account that the expensive imported equipment
was installed in it [26, p. 72].

The evidence in favor of an interdepartmental
competition scenario is the fact that Chumakov
began his response to the commission’s conclusion
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precisely by comparing the work of his institute
and its competitor. He tried to prove that the
competitors, who worked inefficiently, were
producing less vaccine than they could, given the
available resources (a large number of employees,
monkeys, imported reagents [26, p. 43]). In the
second part of the letter, he claimed that his
institute’s vaccine was safe and that the controlling
institute had made a gross mistake [26, p. 49].

In the end, M. Chumakov managed to win
the fight for his institute and for IPV batch rejected
by SCI. The following arguments were used in
order to support the renewal of the vaccine use:
repeated checks did not reveal any problems,
Chumakov’s own children were vaccinated with
IPV from the batch in question, rumors reached
the government that a good drug was not used
for vaccination [26, pp. 111-116]. Ministry of health
of RSFSR had to get the batches of IPV in April
[26, p. 83], but the relationship between
M. Chumakov and this ministry remained
complicated, which affected the subsequent OPV
trial and led to the ministry’s distrust in Chumakov.

Trials and Politics. Just like now, there were
attempts to use the vaccine trials for political
purposes. In the 1950s, cold war narratives
predetermined Soviet media’s construction of
‘rotting capitalism’ style messages in presenting
information on vaccination abroad; in their turn,
some western scholars and state organizations did
not trust the Soviet scientists and the results of their
trials [35, pp. 63, 64].

In the USSR by the summer of 1959, there
had been several million Soviet people who got
OPYV, its success became obvious at least in terms
of safety and the ability to produce antibodies as
a result of vaccination. Soviet propaganda could
not miss the chance to take advantage of this
success of Soviet science and public health
organizers. On June 17, 1959, Izvestia published
an article by E. Arenin “Blow on a Dangerous
Virus”, which stated that the vested interests of
American companies and doctors, as well as “wolf
laws of capitalism” prevented OPV trials in the
United States [26, p. 189].

The American media reprinted this article,
putting A. Sabin in extremely unpleasant position
from the perspective of American public [30].
Americans might think that he was criticizing the
USA in conversations with his Soviet colleagues.

Nobody, of course, can guarantee that he didn’t.
As for his public statements, A. Sabin mentioned
the following reason as preventing vaccine trials
in the United States: the virus in the vaccinated
stool was more virulent than the virus in the
vaccine; extensive tests were needed in order to
understand how dangerous it was for the
vaccinated and those around them. That was
difficult to do under conditions of widespread and
successful use of IPV in the United States [29,
pp. 422, 423]. Outside the US, the considerably
lower share of the population was covered by
IPV vaccines and therefore trials would be more
valid there.

The American public might think that it was
A. Sabin who talked about “wolf capitalism” in
conversations with Soviet virologists. Taking into
account Sabin’s origin (he was born in the Russian
Empire) and the continuing cold war (the USSR
had just tested intercontinental ballistic missiles),
Sabin’s position was difficult. One more
unpleasant fact was that the reader of Arenin’s
article could think that the vaccine was created
not by an American virologist A.Sabin, but rather
by the Soviet scholar A. Smorodintsev.

A. Sabin immediately sent telegrams to
M. Chumakov and A. Smorodintsev with a
request to make a public statement correcting
this article [25, p. 189]. On June 21, Chumakov
responded with a telegram in which he supported
A. Sabin, mentioned that he had made a
statement to the media and expressed hope that
it would be published along with Smorodintsev’s
statement [5]. The Soviet delegation at the WHO
session made a public apology on this
occasion [35, pp. 63, 64].

Perhaps it is this story to which Chumakov’s
letter to A. Sabin referred: ‘Smorodintsev, they
say, got his lumps from our presidium of the
Academy of Medical Sciences for his dishonest
behavior towards you. And probably you have
already received some sort of apology’ [32].

Unfortunately, this story was not the last
case when A. Sabin’s work on the vaccine was
ignored. Academy member B. Petrovsky
published a brochure ‘Health care in the USSR’
in 1967 [28]. He proudly stated in it that Soviet
Biology was at a high level, scientists had the
necessary equipment, that the USSR almost
completely eradicated poliomyelitis using OPV
made according to the method developed by
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M. Chumakov and A. Smorodintsev. Sabin’s name
was not mentioned at all, which was, of course,
serious violation of academic ethics. A. Sabin
addressed the USSR Academy of Medical
Sciences about this. The President of the USSR
Academy of Medical Sciences V.D. Timakov
gave some illogical reply to A. Sabin, stating that
the problem was the result of an inaccurate
translation (the brochure was published in
English). He also argued that Sabin’s name was
not mentioned because the book was about the
health care of the USSR [22].

States use scientific achievements of their
citizens to enhance state prestige. Apparently,
publishing the brochure, the Soviet scholars hoped
that incorrect information would not be noticed
by the American side. This violation of scientific
ethics was unnecessary. The USSR’s contribution
to the fight against poliomyelitis was huge: one
might name the audacity of trial organizers,
participation of Soviet citizens in the trials (in the
first year alone, 15 million people received the
vaccine), the resources that the state invested in
the trials. But open recognition of these
contributions by Soviet propaganda would lead to
unwanted image of Soviet citizens used as Guinea
pigs in risky experiments and conspiracy theories.
The image of Soviet scientists, well supported by
the Soviet state, who managed to advance
vaccinology was much less challenging in terms
of unwanted associations.

Ethical issues of OPV trials and vaccine
production. While ethical issues of using primates
in vaccine production and OPV safety testing are
currently on the agenda, in the late 1950s the need
to exterminate vast numbers of monkeys was
more of a commercial than bioethical issue.
Justifying the necessity of switching from IPV to
OPV, OPV proponents pointed out that the
kidneys of one monkey were needed in order to
produce 1,000 doses of IPV, while OPV
production required significantly fewer monkeys
[25, 1. 11]. OPV proponents stated that three
doses of OPV cost 10 kopecks, while the price
of 3 doses of the IPV vaccine was 4 rubles [25,
1. 137].

Monkeys died not only due to slaughtering
for vaccine production. The authors of memoirs
about M. Chumakov and his institute wrote with
sympathy that only a third of the purchased

monkeys survived the journey from China by
railway. The climate of Moscow region did not
suit the monkeys; they died from pneumonia and
diseases of the digestive system [35, pp. 154-156].

Over time, scientists found ways to reduce
the number of monkeys slaughtered for the
production and testing of the vaccine. Scientists
began using Vero cells: cells that replicated many
times.

One more ethical issue of OPV trials is the
selection of vulnerable people. In the 1950s, there
were apparently no bans on using orphans in trials.
Al least, A. Smorodintsev was able to obtain
permission to OPV on babies in closed
institutions [25,1. 1, 4].

Apparently, in the 1950s the ethical issues
of drug trials on vulnerable people were not
studied well enough by ethicists. The organizers
of OPV studies, for instance, had the idea to
conduct trials on people with intellectual disability.
In March 1957, the President of the Academy of
Medical Sciences A. Bakulev sent a letter to the
Minister of Health of the USSR with a request to
provide “500—-1000 healthy” people with
intellectual disabilities for tests conducted by the
Institute of Experimental Medicine in
Leningrad [25, 1. 1]. However, subsequently,
A. Smorodintsev, the organizer of the OPV trials
in Leningrad, said that there was no point in
conducting tests on adults: the intestines of an adult
are less susceptible to polio than those of a child
and the results would not be reliable because of
“neurological status” of people with intellectual
disability [25, 1. 2]. We don’t know for sure
whether the tests were eventually conducted on
people with mental disability.

It looks like in the West in the 1950s ethical
problems of medicine did not have solutions
supported by everyone. For example, OPV was
originally tested on 30 volunteer prisoners in the
United States at Chillicothe Prison [23], which is
also contrary to modern regulations about trials
on vulnerable people. It is interesting that they
were paid a fee for volunteering and the term of
their imprisonment was slightly reduced in return
for their help to science [20].

During coronavirus vaccine trials,
Association of Clinical Research Organizations
expressed outrage [27] that the head of the
Gamaleya Center (the organization that had
developed Sputnik V vaccine) tested the vaccine
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on himself, his granddaughter and employees of
his research institute. The history of polio vaccine
trials knows similar examples: A. Smorodintsev’s
granddaughter, M. Chumakov’s children,
employees of the corresponding research
institutes were vaccinated with OPV before or
during the early period of the trials. A. Sabin tested
OPV on himself and his family members. Now
testing medications on institute employees is
called into question, since they are not totally
independent people.

Results. Soviet OPV trial organizers
worked under conditions of the Cold War, that
gave a special character to their cooperation with
foreign colleagues. The confrontation between
states can both prevent scientific contacts and,
paradoxically, become a showcase of cooperation,
whereas everything else beyond which is a
competition or rivalry.

Scientific cooperation project related to polio
vaccine trials became a successful field of Soviet-
American relations. Several stakeholders were
interested in this project. For both states, this
cooperation became an opportunity to improve
their image for external and internal audiences,
as well as an example demonstrating that
collaboration with the “main adversary” was
possible and fruitful in principle. This project was
important for citizens of both countries because it
saved their lives and health; finally, the scientists
themselves received experience of interaction with
foreign colleagues, established personal contacts,
got new knowledge, technologies, and an incentive
to continue research. Cooperation in times of
political confrontation made scientists to obtain
approval from state organizations on various
aspects of international cooperation, as well as
invest additional emotional resources and
determination in cooperation, separate themselves
from states participating in the conflict, work to
the limit of their abilities, actualize the best in
themselves both as scientists and people. The nature
of the problems resolved (thousands of children
who could be saved from death and disability) must
also have made the Soviet and American
researchers and their relationship emotional.

The success of OPV trials was preceded
by troubles with obtaining permission for mass
trials within the USSR. Chumakov’s determination,
his ability to establish connections and convince
those in power, good knowledge of principles

according to which state machine operates — all
these factors made the success possible.

Stories with attributing the authorship of
OPYV first to A. Smorodintsev (Soviet newspaper),
and then to A. Smorodintsev and M. Chumakov
(brochure by Academy member B. Petrovsky)
cast a shadow on relations between Soviet and
American virologists. It is quite possible that in
the case of the newspaper article, it was not even
A. Smorodintsev’s desire to attribute the
authorship of OPV to himself, but rather the bias
of Soviet media. Soviet media tasks included
promotion of Soviet scientists’ scientific
achievements, which is why the issue of OPV
trials was so much politicized. Soviet media
promoted the narrative of the state’s concern for
the material and technical provision of science
that predetermined success of Soviet science,
which meant the effectiveness of the socialist
system. The journalist Arenin compared Soviet
readiness for trials with an allegedly different
attitude to the issue in the USA, attributing it to
American “wolf laws of capitalism.” The latter
supposedly prevented trials. Unlike a journalist
who could get confused about the authorship
(which sometimes happens to media
representatives), the author of the brochure on
Soviet medicine, Academy member B. Petrovsky,
knew exactly who had actually developed OPV
tested in the USSR. In Petrovsky’s work, the
name of A. Sabin was not mentioned at all, which
gave readers the impression that OPV had been
developed by the Soviet virologists M. Chumakov
and A. Smorodintsev. Unethical attitude to the
issue of OPV authorship undermined trust in Soviet
science and organizers of health care in the
USSR, making conditions for future collaborations
less favorable.

It seemed to us important to pay tribute to
A. Smorodintsev. Despite the scandal with OPV
authorship, A. Smorodintsev was indeed the first
in the USSR to obtain permits for the trial of
Sabin’s OPV and conducted it in Leningrad. Later,
his relationship with A. Sabin became complicated
because of an article in the media that attributed
the authorship of the vaccine to the Soviet
virologist. His role in this story remains unclear:
whether he really told the journalist that he had
developed the vaccine or he was used in
propaganda against his will. After the first trial in
Leningrad, A. Smorodintsev and M. Chumakov,
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organized mass OPV trials in the republics of the
USSR, for which both subsequently received the
Lenin Prize. Paying tribute to Mikhail Chumakov,
we must point at his determination, charisma,
outstanding communication and organizational
skills, despite disability (his hearing was impaired).
He was very good at concentrating material
resources under his control, which allowed his
institute to become a major manufacturer of
vaccines. Looks like Chumakov’s personal
charisma and the scale of his personality created a
larger place for Chumakov than for Smorodintsev
in history of medicine. More research into
Smorodintsev’s work is needed to assess the
relevance of the narratives constructed by now.

Paradoxically, even what looks like
Chumakov’s complicated relationship with
A. Smorodintsev actually created an incentive for
more intensive work. Their institutes competed
in terms of receiving state orders to arrange OPV
trials in certain USSR republics. Ultimately, this
competition increased the speed of immunization
of Soviet children, as well as the speed with which
the world learned about the effectiveness and
safety of OPV.

M. Chumakov faced a lot of issues while
organizing the momentous trials, one of the issues
was the burden of previous experience of relations
between his institute and health ministry of the
RSFSR. Because of the story with compromised
IPV vaccine from the Institute for the Study of
Poliomyelitis, the officials of RSFSR Ministry of
Health for a certain period refused to give the
green light to OPV trials in the territory of the
RSFSR, apparently being unsure about the quality
of OPV produced by Chumakov’s research
institute. This story demonstrates the extreme
importance of prior experience for the
implementation of projects in health care. The
issue of children’s health was so sensitive that
RSFSR officials even challenged the hierarchy
of the state, refusing to obey orders from the top.

The narrative of the OPV trials presented
in the media and textbooks is a simplified and
glamorized version of reality. Now, in the era of
the coronavirus, some authors want to present
Soviet vaccine trials as something 100% safe.
Meanwhile, virologists of the past faced almost
the same challenges as vaccine trial organizers
face now. Virologists of the past also operated
under conditions of uncertainty and enormous

risks. The risks included using a vaccine capable
of immunizing the environment of the vaccinated.
Reversion also was on the agenda, meaning that
a weakened live poliovirus could, as a result of a
transformation, become dangerous to the health
of vaccinated people and those in contact with
them. Mass vaccination with OPV before trials
was completed was another risk. The long-term
consequences of OPV for the health of Soviet
population were unpredictable as well. The USSR
took all these risks. This approach was a success.

We failed to find any discussions concerning
ethical aspects of vaccine research in the archival
documents we studied. The scientists considered
their duty to save the lives and health of people
around the globe from polio; for the researchers
courage and determination rather than caution were
the expressions of benevolence. This approach,
though far from ideal ethically (at first, trials were
carried out on vulnerable people — orphans in the
USSR and prisoners in the USA, children and
grandchildren of virologists), worked to achieve the
goal of eradicating poliomyelitis. The USA (since
1979), Russia (since 2002), the African continent
(since 2020) have the status of polio-free territories.
However, the cases of vaccine-associated
poliomyelitis became the price of this victory.

Of course, history of OPV trials was the
success story for American and Soviet virologists
and the corresponding states. Nevertheless, while
constructing historical memory of these events, it
is important to talk about real problems faced by
the trial organizers. This search for the complex
picture is important for both science and practice:
if the picture of the past is too smooth, it will be
more difficult for modern society to accept the
fact that vaccine trials are impossible without risks
and herd immunity comes with a price.

In the 2000s foreign policy and
public diplomacy began forming based on data on the mood of users of social networks and their preferences in
politics. Thanks to this, digital diplomacy may well become one of the innovative tools for resolving modern global
problems. Digital diplomacy, as a new method and the tool for implementing foreign policy, contributes to the
effective functioning of departments and ministries of foreign affairs, their response to the needs of citizens, to
emerging challenges and threats to state security, like a global epidemic or natural disasters. Using digital tools, it is
possible to shape the norms of communication, interaction and decision-making by which diplomats perform their
work, modifying the diplomatic process. Besides this digital diplomacy increases the attractiveness of the state in
the eyes of the world community. Results. Based on a comparative analysis study of the content of social networks,
it could be concluded that over almost a decade, from the 2010s to the 2020s, digital diplomacy has developed from
a “soft power” mechanism to a method of information warfare and propaganda which involves artificial intelligence
tools and big data. But this is predominantly characteristic of technologically developed countries. It is possible to
conclude about future co-existence of traditional and digital diplomacies in a new hybrid variety. Authors’
contribution.

The first signs of the digital revolution and the
growth of the Internet led to the transition to web
communication in the early 1990s that has covered
all spheres of life. The appearance of digital
diplomacy has become possible because of the
fast development of information and
communication technologies that make it possible
to erase national borders and exert influence
globally on society in a given state. Digital
diplomacy is a component of public policy and
soft power. The first is often equated with the
term “soft power” by Joseph Nye. Public
diplomacy is a tool for promoting the soft power
that in turn has three sources: political values, a
country’s culture, and foreign policy. Itis a
voluntary and informed choice as opposed to
propaganda. Further J. Nye developed a concept
and added “smart power” that can act as the most
winning strategy, and includes a balanced
combination of hard and soft power [19, pp. 101-
102]. The term “public diplomacy” was first
proposed by Edmund A. Gullion, dean of the
Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy at Tufts
University in 1965. This term denoted the process
by which the subjects of international relations
are able to achieve foreign policy goals, influencing
the foreign society. It means open, respectable
and not a secret diplomacy. It described as the
role of the media in international affairs, cultivation
by governments of public opinion, the non-
governmental interaction of private groups and
interests in one country with those of another [30,
p. 8]. Public diplomacy due to J. Nye is a useful
tool when attempting to influence public opinion
abroad [14, p. 706]. Public diplomacy began to
consider as actions aimed at maintaining long-term
relations, protecting the goals of the country’s
foreign policy and a better understanding of the
values and institutions of their own state abroad.
States seek to secure particular or wider interests,
including the reduction of frictions between or
among themselves. Public diplomacy is one of the
core instruments through which the goals,

strategies and broad tactics of foreign policy are
implemented [1].

Subsequently, with the development of the
Internet, these definitions were concretely
embodied in the phenomenon of digital diplomacy.
Governments have begun to use Web 2.0
technologies that consist of a set of software
applications (second generation) and they allow
users to communicate and exchange information
on the Internet. These applications include popular
world-wide social networks such as Instagram *
(banned in Russia in 2022), Facebook ** (banned
in Russia in 2022), Twitter (banned in Russia in
2022), Snapchat, TikTok (banned in Russia in
2022). The Web 2.0 model supports two-way
exchange of information, promotes the active
participation of users and, accordingly, can
influence certain aspects of the development of
society. New technologies facilitate interaction as
they become interactive. In the past diplomacy
was primarily a government-to-government
relationship. Today, a government indirectly targets
the public, and even public-to-public
communication can constitute diplomatic actions.
Integrating the requirements of social media into
the practice of public diplomacy raises a series of
challenges and generates fundamental strategic
and tactical shifts. It also means an additional step
from diplomacy 1.0 to public diplomacy 2.0,
therefore the “leap from the old world of web-
pages and e-mail to that of social media and sites
based on user-generated content” [25, p. 201].
The arrival of “Web 2.0” in the mid-aught made
the means to publish information online more
broadly accessible. People were increasingly able
to post their opinions and experiences. However,
doing so still required a substantial amount of
technical know-how and access to expensive
internet-connected computers. Accordingly, it was
the creation and diffusion of social media
networks across platforms and devices, especially
smartphones that truly expanded interaction
capacity by substantially increasing the number
of people who could participate in digital
communication on a daily basis [7, p. 238].

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The British analyst Sh. Riordan proposed to
distinguish between the terms “e-diplomacy”,
“cyber diplomacy” and “digital diplomacy.” By
the term “digital diplomacy” Riordan means the
use of digital tools to solve diplomatic problems.
The notion “cyber diplomacy” is associated with
the use of diplomatic tools to resolve interstate
issues arising in cyberspace. In the modern world,
digital diplomacy and cyber diplomacy are carried
out by both state and non-state actors, including
NGOs and individuals. The term “e-diplomacy”
(as well as “Internet diplomacy”) was used at
the turn of the 20% — 21 centuries to refer to the
process and means of electronic support for
diplomacy. The term came from the realm of
commerce and was quite popular, but now its
frequency is extremely low. It is associated with
the creation of an electronic infrastructure for
conducting diplomatic activities [22]. The Russian
scholar N. Tsvetkova underlines that “digital
diplomacy” is designed to influence foreign public
opinion. However, instead of the traditional
exchange programs or events of cultural centers,
digital diplomacy disseminates information of a
political nature on the Internet or in social
networking. States that use this tool in their
diplomatic practice do not hide its nature: for
example, the U.S. government has repeatedly
stated that digital diplomacy is designed to establish
a dialogue between Washington and opposition
groups in foreign countries [29, p. 119]. I. Manor
notices that the term “digital diplomacy” that is
often used as a synonym for “digitalized public
diplomacy”, also suggests that the use of digital
tools is its own subset of diplomacy. Just as there
is bilateral diplomacy and multilateral diplomacy,
so diplomats practice digital diplomacy [16, p. 14].

Methods and Materials. The methodology
of the article is based on the mixed-method
approach that applies quantifiable data and
qualitative content. Social network analysis tools
like SocioViz, Netlytic, Tweepsmap, social media
indicators helped to understand the dynamics and
interactions in social media, engagement and
possibilities of institutional and private actors in
digital diplomacy. Especially considering that
officials, political leaders through their social media
accounts have set foreign policy contours and
form the foreign policy agenda, primarily among
the young audience, for whom social networks
are the common means of communication.

Analysis. The implementation of digital
diplomacy through global social media networks
defines several of its features. The communication
with the huge audience is established quickly and
easily, as a result of which there is a dependence
on content that is created by the users themselves
(through “likes”, comments, reposts and
“retweets”). This, in turn, creates opportunities for
tracking feedback, monitoring. Uncensored and
unfiltered, the media enables leaders to
communicate directly with the public and the public
to be informed on issues of foreign policy and
galvanize against foolish foreign policies in ways
impeded in a non-democracy where the media is
not free and the public is unable to adjudicate the
advantages and disadvantages of a policy with
relatively full information. The leaders in more
democratic countries were more likely to rely on
social media accounts for distributing content about
their administration or government [ 13, pp. 33-34].

Digital diplomacy functions in horizontal
relationships based on the exchange of information
rather than broadcasting it from top to typical
bottom for traditional diplomacy. As subjects of
digital diplomacy both foreign policy structures as
a whole and individual politicians and officials are
distinguished. But at the same time, there is no
single strategy or protocol for conducting foreign
policy activities on social media networks. Digital
platforms have revolutionized the practice of
public diplomacy by making it possible for
ministries of foreign affairs and embassies to reach
and engage with foreign publics directly. Currently,
all departments and politicians are presented in
the popular and widely known all over the world
Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, TikTok. In view of
this, it became possible to single out “Facebook-
diplomacy” or “Twiplomacy” in a separate
category.

“Twitter-diplomacy” or “Twiplomacy”, as
an innovative tool of public diplomacy that changed
the form of perception of diplomacy, began to
spread actively in the early 2010s. By 2020 98%
of United Nations member states have official
Twitter accounts [28]. Twitter gives to quantify
the opinions of users, as well as the degree of
public support for world leaders. Thanks to this it
became possible to almost instantly learn about
international events by commenting on them.
It should be noted that the application is more
beneficial to the states that are more
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technologically advanced. Twitter promotes the
exchange of useful information among politicians
and the community, increases the functionality of
diplomatic officials in collecting information,
analyzing risks and challenges, managing and
responding to them. Despite the positive effects
on communication mentioned, Twitter is not
considered to be a substitute for traditional
diplomacy. Twiplomacy interacts jointly with
diplomacy and expands the field of its activity [4].

The emergence of digital diplomacy as a
global concept coincided with the beginning of the
Arab Spring 0of 2010 and “the Occupy” movement
that emerged in 2011. When fueled by ample
discontent and social organizational power, digital
technology has allowed the masses to mobilize
against state power and threaten it. Sometimes
they radically changed the balance of power in
their country, as, for example, in the cases of the
overthrow of the government in Egypt and
Tunisia. These technologies also challenged state
storytelling and social and political event shaping,
bypassing traditional state propaganda and existing
state control over the media. As a result, states
began to develop a strategy for the implementation
of digital representation and communication
methods, gradually turning into the methods of
digital diplomacy that we know about today [2].
The main methods of digital diplomacy are
spreading of informational content in the Internet
media: analysis and monitoring of social networks
and the blogs; distribution of data via mobile
gadgets; formation of personal pages of officials
in social networks. Another important feature of
digital diplomacy is its specific set of
communication strategies of informing, evaluating
and arguing. In addition, digital tools inform and
shape the norms of communication, interaction
and decision-making by which diplomats carry out
their work. Transparency, decentralization,
casualness, interactivity, and real-time governance
are essential norms for digital performance, but
they may not align with ministries of foreign
affairs’ institutionally ingrained preferences for
confidentiality, hierarchy, instrumentality, and top-
down decision-making [5].

Digital diplomacy has become widespread
in the United States. Digital technologies are
actively used by the U.S. Department of State to
increase the attractiveness of the United States
in the eyes of the world community. “We are

adapting our governance by realigning our
development and diplomatic programs to address
old challenges in new ways, and by leveraging
one of America’s greatest assets — innovation.
This is the 21% century when traditional foreign
policy instruments are complemented by new
innovative and adapted public administration
instruments that make full use of the technologies
of our connected world” [31]. Important decisions
for the development of the U.S. digital diplomacy
were made by U.S. Secretary of State C. Powell
in the early 2000s as part of larger programs for
the technological modernization of the U.S.
government. In 2003 within the Information
Resource Management (IRM) of the U.S.
Department of State, a “think tank” was created —
the Office of e-Diplomacy that began to deal with
issues of IT support. The first priority was to
consolidate the infrastructure for digital diplomacy.
As a result, by 2005 secure connection to the
SIPRNET systems (for transmitting classified
information) and OSIS (open networks) was
ensured; the servers were consolidated into a
single system; the finance was optimized using
electronic means. Websites of the main diplomatic
departments and public diplomacy programs were
completed, e-mail addresses were combined into
a global network, and programs were introduced
to improve the efficiency of the department’s
divisions [32]. By 2012, the US State Department
was already managing a social media empire of
288 Facebook pages, nearly 200 Twitter accounts,
and 125 YouTube channels. The State Department
issued guidelines for embassy use of social media,
established standard working routines for sharing
information online and offered digital training to
those diplomats looking to make use of social
media in public engagement [8, p. 475].

In 2014-2016 priorities were related to
“mobile diplomacy” (digital diplomacy with using
devices with mobile applications and social
networking), digital diplomacy with an emphasis
on analytics, information and knowledge
management, as well as the continuation of the
development of the global digital infrastructure and
digital systems management methods. For the first
time, cybersecurity appeared in the documents
as one of the key components of the infrastructure
for diplomatic activity. The ICAM identification
system was developed and implemented, the
development of an internal open messenger for
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SMART diplomats and a means for exchanging
confidential messages TS was completed [33].
Due to the next IT Strategic Plan digital diplomacy
must be taken to a new level. It is characterized
by massive use of big data and data diplomacy.
Rapid technological growth is driving the
modernization of the U.S. digital diplomacy
mechanisms. The Strategic Plan in the early 2020s
contains tasks for the implementation of voice-
to-computer communication interfaces (“voice
assistants™). Particular attention is paid to
emerging technologies based on artificial
intelligence, global satellite navigation systems and
digital cartography, as well as the use of translation
services on neural networks. Cybersecurity
remains one of the key issues on the digital
diplomacy agenda [35]. The development of
artificial intelligence, bots have given additional
opportunities to digital diplomacy. Al could adapt
a number of traditional diplomacy tools. Al is
possible to improve policy development, public
diplomacy, bilateral and multilateral engagement,
actions carried out through international and
conventional organizations, meetings and
partnerships, awarding grants and collecting and
analyzing information [23, p. 27]. It’s quite
applicable to social networks taking into account
that the new generation of social bots can
autonomously talk with a human via online chat
and spoken language, manage social media
accounts at the same time bots can actively spread
misinformation online, slowing down the diffusion
of truthful information [26, p. 256].

Despite the fact that digital diplomacy has
gained great importance, the most developed
countries along with the United States in this area
are China, India, France, Brazil, and Japan.
There are special indicators like Digital
diplomacy ranking and Digital diplomacy index
(DDI) that allow to define most influence states
through their digital diplomacy practice. So,
because of DDI, the US holds the lead having
20.9 million followers on its diplomatic accounts
in social media in 2021 and 29 million in 2022.
One of the key actors of digital diplomacy is India
being the country with the most followers on its
diplomatic accounts of 72 million in 2021 and
86 million followers in 2022 [10]. Over the past
decade India has demonstrated vast growth in
digital diplomacy using special tools. The campaign
in social media with tag #IncredibleIndia became

very popular and gained 236 million in 2015 [3].
#IncredibleIndia promotes positive perceptions of
India and aims to exclude Indophobia, Hinduphobia
and any other negativity towards the country and
its citizens. Additional tool of digital influence of
India may be considered the social media account
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi as one of the
most followed world leaders. In 2009
(@narendramodi accounted 1 million followers that
12 million in 2015, and now over 86 million of active
followers [18]. Moreover, Indian Ministry of
External Affairs (MEA) has deployed mobile apps
like MEAIndia and G20India as special source to
connect Indians travelling abroad, students and
scholars of foreign policy, Indian Diasporas.

The development of digital diplomacy using
social networks has led to the emergence of
certain risks and threats to the world of real
politics. Emerging digital technologies and its
involvement in social processes raised the issue
about the actors and its role in shaping policy. As
the role of the state has stayed important the
multinational technology companies that have
driven the technological innovation have become
extremely influential to the extent that their
economic and political power matches — or even
surpass the nation states [6, p. 85; 12, p. 187].
At the same time as J. Nye notices this role of
non-state actors does not mean the end of the
nation-state. Governments remain the most
powerful actors on the global stage, but the stage
has become more crowded [20, p. 10].

Social networks have become widely used
in modern conditions as the most effective
environment for the dissemination of false
information, unfair competition and active political
propaganda. Inaccurate data can be thrown into
the Internet special sites, the main purpose of
which is precisely the creation and distribution of
“fake news” or “fakes.” Bloggers, influencers,
“trolls” are used as the tools for promoting content
on social networks to discredit political competitors
and ideological opponents.

Another threat concerns cybercrimes
against the protection of personal data. Social
media users often fear unauthorized access,
hacking, and identity theft. Such crimes are the
most important risks of digital diplomacy that have
existed since the emergence of the Internet.
Social networks as a communication technology
can be used as a means for the dissemination of
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extremist and terrorist content, propaganda of
ideologically hostile countries as a tool for waging
an information war and foreign influence domestic
political processes [34]. Generally, the threats and
risks of digital diplomacy include: 1. The publication
of politically incorrect messages that can lead to
social tensions and conflicts. 2. Social networks
can be used for illegal purposes for information
warfare in the context of election campaigns and
other political processes. 3. Social media platforms
can be used to create radical content for cyber
terrorists and extremists. 4. The Internet is
becoming a space for cyber warfare and hacking,
given the fast increasing number of hacker attacks
on government servers [21, p. 85].

The listed risks remained relevant for digital
diplomacy even during the pandemic COVID-19.
However, despite this, digital diplomacy continued
to operate while borders and airspace were
closed. Diplomats were able to respond quickly
to rapidly growing calls for help via social media.
The pandemic has shown that in the future it
would be a hybrid, coexistence of digital and
traditional diplomacy, which was forced to adapt
to virtuality [9]. Also major global events like
summits have been moved to Zoom application.
In 2020 virtual meetings have become so popular
that many have coined the term “Zoom-
diplomacy” referring to the widespread use of
Zoom or other platforms in diplomacy. In 2020
the online meeting of the G-20 leaders was a prime
example of this [24].

The next decade digital diplomacy will be
transformed because of the technological context
in which ministries of foreign affairs are to
operate. The well-known scholar, head of the
Oxford Digital Diplomacy Research Group,
Corneliu Bjola mentioned that the development
3G and 5G technology was usher in a whole new
level of technological innovative breakthroughs
which will lead to the mass adoption of a number
of technical tools increasingly relevant to public
diplomacy, such as mixed reality, satellite remote
sensing or artificial intelligence [ 15; 17; 27, p. 411].
Digital diplomacy depends on new communication
and technical skills. While communication is a
cornerstone of diplomacy, the codes, habits, and
norms of communication online differ from both
the formal and the informal diplomatic
communications that take place behind closed
doors. Mastering the formatting logic of software,
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the navigation of big data and management of
relationships with tech companies will become new
tasks of diplomacy [11, p. 1607].

Results. Over the past decades, digital
diplomacy has become an influential foreign policy
instrument of the state that promotes policymakers
and officials use new technologies to expand their
interaction with their audiences. By 2020 digital
diplomacy has become a more complex form of
communication, requiring the involvement of
artificial intelligence and other forms of intellectual
support to manage and regulate various data sets
and information risks. Al can improve foreign
policy making, public diplomacy, bilateral and
multilateral interactions, actions through
international and conventional organizations,
meetings and partnerships, grant awards, and
information collection and analysis of foreign
policy processes in different coutnries.

Digital diplomacy has received the greatest
distribution through the tools of social media
networks in which almost all states of the planet
currently have their representations. In terms of
digital leadership, the diplomatic departments of
the United States, China, and India have become
advanced setting the bar of digital development
for officials of ministries of foreign affairs. Social
networks will remain an important element of
communication as a means of organizing a dialogue
on international and national issues. Political
leaders, government bodies, public organizations,
corporations are interested in maintaining direct
contact with their community through social
networks, covering more and more, first of all, a
young audience. In general, social media
platforms, as innovative tools, have provided new
opportunities for free political and humanitarian
interaction with a growing number of users and
thus contribute to the achievement of the goals of
digital diplomacy able to coexist with traditional
diplomacy in some hybrid form.
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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the development of the nuclear industry and the successes of
the State Corporation “Rosatom” which allows Russia not only to ensure the growth of this important sector of
industry and economy, but also to occupy a leading position in the world nuclear energy markets. In addition to the
economic effect, this direction of state activity allows solving a wide range of foreign policy tasks. The article
analyzes how the Russian state, using the potential of its nuclear industry and its competitive advantages,
simultaneously realizes its interests in the Middle East. Methods and materials. During preparing the article, the
authors used a synthesis of institutional and systemic approaches, a comparative historical approach, research in
the development of diplomacy and the balance of “powers” in the foreign policy of the state, as well as predictive
analysis within the problem field of the implementation of the foreign policy instrument under consideration.
Analysis. At present, state corporation Rosatom is one of the leaders in the global nuclear industry and is
implementing projects for the construction of 35 power units around the world, including the Middle East. Nuclear
energy programs are currently planned or are under way in six countries in the region. Of the projects noted,
Rosatom has firm agreements with Egypt, Iran and Turkey. Also, the Russian leadership is optimistic about the
possibility of concluding contracts for the construction of nuclear power plants in Jordan and Saudi Arabia.
The competitive advantages of a Russian company have a wide range from technological advantages to the most
flexible terms of cooperation, regardless of the foreign policy and global conjuncture. At the same time, the activities
of Rosatom are converted into political advantages that ensure the strengthening of Russia’s influence in the
Middle East region. Discussion. The authors assess the further development of the Middle East programs for the
development of the peaceful atom, Russia’s participation in these processes, as well as the identification of associated
risks. Results. The authors conclude that by using and developing nuclear energy, Russia is promoting its national
interests in the context of the continuing negative economic and political background in the world. The country’s
leading positions in this industry make it possible to build favorable forecasts regarding the application of nuclear
energy in the field of foreign policy, including the Middle East, where Russia has many competitive advantages.

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Abstract. Introduction. This article discusses the cultural diplomacy of China on the example of the activities
of the Confucius Institutes as tools of “soft power” in the field of spreading the Chinese language and culture in
Kyrgyzstan. The prerequisites for the formation of linguistic and cultural diplomacy as a foreign policy instrument
of the PRC in the Kyrgyz Republic, as well as the main forms and activities of the Confucius institutes for the
dissemination and support of the Chinese language and culture in Kyrgyzstan are analyzed. Methods and Materials.
In the course of the study, aspects of the formation and development of the language policy program of the PRC in
Kyrgyzstan and other Central Asian countries were substantiated by the method of analysis. The work used a
systematic approach to form a holistic view of the activities of the Confucius institutes and the policy of promoting
the Chinese language and culture in Kyrgyzstan as a tool of “soft power.” For the analysis of Chinese “soft power”,
the key materials were the works of Russian, Chinese and foreign scientists. Analysis. As a result of the problem
analysis, the legal and institutional frameworks for the activities of the Confucius Institutes, as well as the cultural
diplomacy of the PRC to popularize the Chinese language and culture in Kyrgyzstan, were studied. The main
directions and results of the “soft power” policy in the field of popularization ofthe Chinese language and culture
in the Kyrgyz Republic and their role in shaping a positive image of China in Kyrgyzstan were also identified.
Results. The study showed that in recent years, in the countries of Central Asia, including Kyrgyzstan, thanks to
the active work of the Confucius Institutes and the cultural and diplomatic policy of the PRC, it was possible to
spread learning of the Chinese language and culture. Today, for most of the youth of the countries of Central Asia
and Kyrgyzstan, learning the Chinese language seems promising. This is explained by the fact that factors such as
close geographical location, open borders and a developed transport system, etc. help to quickly master the
Chinese language. It should also be taken into account that, through the system of Confucian institutes, the
Chinese side seeks to train personnel who share precisely the Chinese assessment of the situation in the region and
in Kyrgyzstan, which does not always coincide with our political and economic interests. Overall, we can conclude
that the active promotion of Confucian institutes in Kyrgyzstan is explained, first of all, by the priorities of the
Chinese side to expand its presence in the region in the scientific, educational, information and cultural spheres.

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PARADIPLOMACY OF THE SVERDLOVSK REGION: DEVELOPMENT
AND MODALITIES OF IMPLEMENTING AT THE PRESENT STAGE'
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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the key paradiplomacy areas of the Sverdlovsk region.
The analysis focuses on the aspects distinguishing the region from other subjects of the present-day Russian
Federation, which allowed it to become one of the leaders in developing international activities during the post-
Soviet period. Methods and materials. The methodological basis of this work is constituted by the approaches
devised by I. Duchacek. Paradiplomacy is defined as international contacts of regions with different actors in
international relations regarding economic, political, cultural and environmental issues. These contacts move in the
same direction as activities undertaken by central authorities. Approaches by I. Duchacek, R. Kaiser, A. Kuznetsov,
Yu. Akimov were applied to study the motives and factors for active paradiplomacy development of the Sverdlovsk
region. To examine the modalities of implementing paradiplomacy in the Sverdlovsk region, scientific and analytical
materials were used along with statistic data and indicators provided by the Ministry of International and Foreign
Economic Relations of the Sverdlovsk Region and by the Russian Export Center JSC. Analysis. It was found that
the Sverdlovsk region became the first to base its paradiplomacy on the regional identity. On the one hand, the
regional identity development was marked by a conflict between the region and the central authorities; on the other
hand, the local ruling groups deliberately fostered the policy of regional uniqueness. Mainstreaming the regional
identity served the practical interests of elites both in internal political legitimation and in establishing their
international economic, political and cultural personality. In the 2000s, the paradiplomacy model of the Sverdlovsk
region transformed from conflict to cooperation based on partnering and seeking a compromise with the federal
government. Results. The strategy of paradiplomacy development chosen by the region is evaluated as a success.
The emphasis put by the regional authorities on implementing large-scale international projects and developing
foreign trade relations allows the Sverdlovsk region not only to keep the indicators of foreign economic activities
stable, but also to retain elements of its regional identity.

Introduction. A topical trend in
contemporary international relations is an
increasing number of actors and a strengthened
role of regions. First of all, this trend affects federal
states whose subjects are actively developing
paradiplomacy and their international self-reliance.
Vivid examples are the Canadian provinces of
Quebec and Ontario, the Belgian Flanders and
Wallonia, the Spanish Catalonia and the Basque
Country. In Russia, paradiplomacy first emerged
in the 1990s. The key factor in enhancing
international ties of Russian regions was
globalization. However, that process was influenced
to no lesser degree by the collapse of the USSR, a
difficult period of building a new federal state,
decentralization and centrifugal tendencies in the
1990s Russia. The Sverdlovsk region represents a
special example of establishing and developing
paradiplomacy. Having been a restricted area within
the USSR, in a short time the Sverdlovsk region
took its place among the leading constituent entities
in terms of paradiplomatic activity. In connection
with the forgoing, the purpose of this article is to
identify the reasons for paradiplomacy development
and its features in the Sverdlovsk region as well as
to assess areas and the results of the region’s
international activities at present.

Methodology. The theoretical and
methodological foundations of paradiplomacy
were elaborated by the modern political science
relatively recently — first in the 1980s, primarily in
the works by American and Canadian researchers
(I. Duchacek, F. Aldecoa, M. Keating,
A. Lecours, L. Moreno, H.J. Michelmann,
P. Soldatos, S. Wolff et al.) [3; 6; 13; 16; 25].
In domestic political science, the study of
diplomacy conducted by constituent entities and
territories does not attract much academic interest
despite this topic being relevant, which is reflected
in the studies by A. Kuznetsov, 1. Busygina,
Yu. Akimov, T. Zonova et al. [2; 5; 12; 27].
To define paradiplomacy, we use the approach
of I. Duchacek for whom paradiplomacy means
contacts of subnational governments with various
international relations actors in trade, industry,
culture and other areas. These contacts of regions
are parallel with the activities undertaken by
central authorities [6, p. 15].

As for main forms of paradiplomacy, here
we also proceed mostly from Duchacek’s theory.
Among the key forms of international activities
performed by the regions, we highlight the
establishment of permanent missions in the capitals
and economic centers of foreign states, as well
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as the establishment of diplomatic missions of
foreign countries in the regions themselves;
international visits of heads of regions, as well as
their presence in foreign delegations of the central
authorities or the head of state; holding international
trade, industrial and investment exhibitions that
demonstrate to potential investors the economic
opportunities of the host regions, along with holding
large-scale international sports, cultural and
educational events that allow regions to showcase
themselves on the international arena; finally, it is
participation of regional authorities in international
conferences and other economic, political and
cultural events.

What motivates a regional actor to get
involved in international activities? In addition to
obvious worldwide trends such as globalization
and regionalization, there are specific political,
economic and cultural motives determine the
international activities undertaken by this or that
actor.

Among the key factors driving international
activities of the regions is the presence of an
ethnolinguistic community or nation being a
minority if compared with the largest nation in
the state but prevailing in the territory of a given
region [1, p. 26]. The Canadian researcher
S. Paquin distinguishes identity paradiplomacy
defining it as “the sub-state foreign policy, one of
the acknowledged aims of which is to strengthen
a minority nation within a federal state or a
decentralized structure” [17, p. 73]. In any case,
paradiplomacy development stresses the aspiration
of ethnic groups to express their identity. The next
factor pushing a constituent entity towards
paradiplomatic activities is the relations between
the center and the regions. Firstly, a region needs
a legal basis for its international activity so here
the policy of the center is of paramount
importance. Secondly, intensified decentralization,
a lack of channels and mechanisms for
representing the interests of the entity before the
center and, finally, the asymmetry of the regions
in a federal state can have a significant impact on
paradiplomacy development. At the same time,
today asymmetry is characteristic of most federal
states and is not viewed as a problem of modern
federalism since it acts as a mechanism for
leveling the economic and social standing of
regions. That being said, regional inequality often
sparks nationalism and separatism, draws

increased attention to regional identity and
inevitably leads to a clash of regional interests.
In this case, paradiplomacy primarily brings about
economic competition between regions, their
rivalry for potential investors and foreign partners.
As aresult, a key competitive advantage is having
potential partners abroad who are interested in
building diplomatic relations with that specific
region.

Regarding paradiplomacy types, according
to the level of international relations a region can
develop transborder paradiplomacy (international
contacts with neighboring regions), regional
paradiplomacy (international ties with regions of
other countries) and, finally, global paradiplomacy
(contacts with international, non-governmental
organizations, non-state actors, interest groups,
etc.)[11, p. 18].

Analysis. The establishment and
development of paradiplomacy in modern Russia
came about in the early 1990s. It was in that
period that many regions commenced chaotic
development of their international activities
riding on the wave of decentralization and
sovereignization caused by the collapse of the
USSR and creation of the Russian Federation, as
well as in a total absence of centralized control.
The subjects that succeeded most were: 1) federal
cities (Moscow and St. Petersburg) as the
administrative and cultural centers of the country;
2) national republics (most notably Tatarstan but
also Bashkortostan) where identity paradiplomacy
was developing under the leadership of national
elites; 3) border regions whose international
activity was determined by a favorable geographic
location and broad opportunities for development
of transborder paradiplomacy (the Arkhangelsk,
Leningrad and Primorsky regions, the Republic
of Karelia, etc.); 4) those entities of Russia that
were most abundant in natural resources and thus
were of significant economic interest primarily for
transnational oil and gas companies (the Khanty-
Mansi Autonomous Area, the Yamalo-Nenets
Autonomous Area, the Tyumen region).

With regard to the Sverdlovsk region, it does
not belong to any of the above-mentioned groups
and constitutes a special case of developing
paradiplomacy in Russia. The Sverdlovsk region
began active development of its international ties
in the early 1990s. During the Soviet era, this
region used to be closed for the aliens, but after
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the visit paid by the President of the Soviet Union
M.S. Gorbachev on 25-27 April 1990, the USSR
Council of Ministers adopted the Resolution
No. 1233-164 of December 8, 1990, on lifting the
restrictions. That was the moment when the region
first appeared on the international arena and
started gradually building relationships with foreign
partners. In just 10 years of paradiplomacy
development, by the beginning of the 2000s, the
Sverdlovsk region had got third in Russia by the
number of consular missions, being surpassed only
by Moscow and St. Petersburg. The first
diplomatic consulate that opened in the region was
the U.S. Consulate General in 1994; the next, in
1995, was the British diplomatic mission.
Looking at the reasons for such rapid
development of paradiplomacy, it is possible to
indicate both the advantageous geographic position
of the region and the fact that it is a key
metallurgical region of Russia. It is worthy to
note the role of the first President of Russia
B.N. Yeltsin in reinforcing the political and
economic positions of the region in the 1990s,
despite the tension with its first governor,
E. Rossel. For instance, the Sverdlovsk region was
among the first in Russia to enter into the
Agreement on the Delimitation of Jurisdiction
and Powers between the Public Authorities of
the Russian Federation in January 1996. That
document granted the region ample opportunities
for pursuing international and foreign economic
relations, as well as investment activities [23, p. 4].
In our opinion, the crucial role in development of
the region’s paradiplomacy was played by the
aspiration of regional ruling groups to establish
their self-reliance and legitimize their status
through a conflict with the federal center, as well
as their desire to overcome the legal and economic
asymmetry of Russian regions. Those two
interrelated motives were reflected in the
intensification of the region’s separatism in the
early 1990s and in the project for establishing the
‘Ural Republic’. The Sverdlovsk region became
the first federal subject where identity
paradiplomacy was based not on the national or
ethnic but on the regional identity. Regional identity
is the subject’s perception of its belonging to a
specific regional and geographic community, based
on the opposition of its group to others [7, p. 83].
Confrontation between the ruling groups in
the region headed by their political leader
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E.E. Rossel and the central authorities contributed
to the development of the Ural identity. Another
regional identity driver was the fact that the
cultural, economic and geographical features of
the Sverdlovsk region were harnessed by the
regional elite for its practical purposes. We are
talking about the conscious designing of regional
uniqueness (which is expressed, first of all, in
establishing the region’s image and in a symbolic
policy of the regional elite), as well as about
promoting and positioning that uniqueness not only
throughout the domestic political space, but also
in international activities [15, p. 64]. The case for
the special place of the region both in Russia and
in the world was supported by the unique
geographical position of the Ural territory on the
border between Europe and Asia, as well as by a
strong network of transport communications that
could make the region a link between the West
and the East. It was stressed that Ural was not
only a leading industrial region of Russia but also
a historic, cultural and educational center of the
country. As a result, Ural became the regional
identifier and the marker of the Sverdlovsk region.
The symbolic policy of the regional authorities
aimed at promoting the uniqueness, independence
and self-reliance of the Sverdlovsk region was
actively supported by the new economic elite of
the region. That is not surprising considering the
managers of the region’s leading enterprises, such
as Uralelektromed, Uralmash, Ural Optical and
Mechanical Plant, Nizhny Tagil Iron and Steel
Works, etc. were interested in creating and
developing favorable conditions for foreign
economic and international activities. Thus, the
evolution of regional identity directed the region’s
paradiplomacy to gain the Sverdlovsk region’s
international, economic, political, cultural
personality.

The conflict nature of the relations between
the center and the Sverdlovsk region found
reflection in the forms of paradiplomacy. As early
as in 1991, the Executive Committee of the
Sverdlovsk Regional Council of People’s Deputies
approved the decision to establish the Office for
International and Foreign Economic Relations
(in 1994, the Office was reorganized into the
Department of International and Foreign
Economic Relations; in 1998, the Department was
transformed into the Ministry of International and
Foreign Economic Relations of the Sverdlovsk
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Region). On June 4, 1992, the regional
administration signed its first international
agreement: the counterparty was the Trade
Ministry of the Republic of Bulgaria, the scope
covered trade and economic relations as well as
cooperation in research and technology [21].
All this had happened before the Constitution of
the Russian Federation was adopted, which
formalized the status of the Sverdlovsk region and
the legal options for international activities of the
regions. The conclusion of agreements and the
negotiation process took place both in the region
and during frequent visits abroad made by the head
of the region E.E. Rossel and administration
officials. The events were held at the highest level
including heads of state (for example, of the CIS
countries). Those official trips were widely
covered by local media, which rather
demonstratively emphasized how independent the
regional authorities were from the federal center
in their actions. Such progress of regional
paradiplomacy was facilitated by the lack of clear
regulations for international activities of regional
entities, centrifugal tendencies and the ‘parade
of sovereignties’ in the 1990s.

In the course of federal reforms in the 2000s
paradiplomacy underwent significant transformations.
First of all, the 1993 Constitution was supplemented
with new legal foundations for paradiplomatic
activities. It is worth noting that according to
Article 71 of the Constitution of the Russian
Federation, foreign policy and international relations,
international treaties and foreign economic relations
belong to the jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.
As for the subjects of the Russian Federation,
Article 72 refers the following matters to the joint
jurisdiction of the center and regions: coordination
of international and foreign economic relations of
the subjects and fulfillment of international treaties
of the Russian Federation [24]. Regarding new
legal provisions, it is necessary to accentuate
Federal Law No. 4-FZ of January 4, 1999,
“On Coordination of International and Foreign
Economic Relations of the Constituent Entities of
the Russian Federation” [10]; Decree of the
Government of the Russian Federation No. 91 of
February 1, 2000 “On the Adoption by the
Government of the Russian Federation of Decisions
Concerning Consent for the Effectuation by
Subjects of the Russian Federation of International
and Foreign Economic Relations with Agencies

of State Power of Foreign States” [19]; Decree
of the President of the Russian Federation
No. 1478 of November 8, 2011, “On the
Coordinating Role of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Russian Federation in the
Implementation of a Uniform Foreign Policy of
the Russian Federation” [26]. Those regulatory
documents were aimed at harmonizing the regional
and federal legislation, as well as shaping a unified
foreign policy concept of the Russian Federation.
In particular, they eliminated the possibility of
regions entering into agreements with the central
authorities of foreign states. The conclusion of
treaties became possible only at the level of
subjects of foreign federal states and subnational
entities of unitary states. Thus, in the 2000s, the
capacity of the regions to develop international
relations independently and uncontrollably was
reduced to zero. As a result, paradiplomacy of
the Sverdlovsk region gradually moved from a
confrontational model of interaction with federal
authorities to active cooperation and ‘quiet
diplomacy’ based on a compromise and a uniform
foreign policy.

Today, the region has a wide network of
foreign missions: these are 16 missions of foreign
states enjoying diplomatic status (on April 1, 2021
the U.S. Consulate General ceased to provide visas
and American Citizen services but it continues to
implement cultural, educational and exchange
programs), 12 honorary consuls of foreign states
without diplomatic status and 6 missions promoting
national business and culture. The presence and
a constantly increasing number of diplomatic
missions in the region are not only a formal sign
of paradiplomacy development, but also an
indicator that the region is becoming a center of
international activity. Establishment of diplomatic
and trade missions of foreign states intensifies
cultural and educational contacts but, above all, it
stimulates international trade, economic and
investment cooperation. For those reasons,
diplomatic contacts are being developed with the
main trading partners of the region, which are the
USA, the UK, Germany, China, Turkey, Belarus
and Italy. The region has 32 current agreements
on international cooperation with 24 states. Table 1
shows how successful Governors of the
Sverdlovsk region were in concluding international
treaties. This range of agreements from all-round
cooperation to a specific interaction in trade,
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economics, science, technology and the
humanitarian area. Treaties were concluded both
with the central authorities and individual entities
and regions of foreign states. Talking about the
geographic distribution of the parties to the
agreements, these are the countries of the “near
abroad” (the post-Soviet states) as well as the
countries of the “far abroad”, that is outside the
former Soviet Union.

It is obvious that the process of concluding
international treaties was most active during the
term of E. Rossel. At the same time, the current
governor of the region, E. Kuyvashev, manages
not only to preserve and maintain this form of
paradiplomacy, but also to explore new areas of
cooperation (in particular, with India, Iran, South
Africa). Over the past ten years, the region has
developed such modes of paradiplomacy as the
implementation of large-scale international
projects in the field of politics, sports and culture.
In 2009, Ekaterinburg hosted the first summit of
the BRIC countries. For that top level meeting,
the capital of the Urals was visited by the
Presidents of Russia and Brazil, the Prime
Minister of India and the Chairman of the People’s
Republic of China [18]. In 2018, group matches
of the FIFA World Cup were played in
Ekaterinburg. In July 2021, the 6" International
Music Festival Crazy Days in Yekaterinburg
took place here. The festival is held annually and
supported by the French Institute at the French
Embassy in Russia and the Alliance Francaise
Ekaterinburg. In 2023, Ekaterinburg will host the
Universiade.

However, the region counts most on holding
international trade, industrial and investment
exhibitions, the key one being the main industrial
exhibition of Russia, Innoprom. The first edition
of this annual exhibition was held in 2010 and
since that time it has evolved into an international
symbol of the Sverdlovsk region. The event was
initiated by the Governor of the region
A.S. Misharin who was guided by the example
of Hannover Messe, the German international
platform for industry and innovations. The first
Innoprom exhibition in 2010 was attended by
representatives of 30 countries. During the event,
20 foreign economic agreements were signed
totaling to over 43 billion rubles. In subsequent
years, the event expanded in scale and the number
of participants increased significantly because of
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large corporations and concerns from the USA,
Germany, Japan, France, Italy, among which are
Siemens, Mazak, Fanuc, Siempelkamp, Dassault
Systémes, Phoenix Contact, Autodesk, etc. [8].
In addition to the input of international participants
of the event, there are presentations held by the
most economically developed Russian regions,
such as Moscow, Tatarstan, Perm Territory,
Tyumen region, Khanty-Mansi Autonomous Area,
etc. Among permanent participants are domestic
companies such as Rostec State Corporation,
Rosatom State Corporation and UMMC Holding
LLC. Sanctions imposed in 2014, did not have a
significant impact on the exhibition or the
participation of the largest corporations from the
USA, Europe and Japan. At the same time,
representation of China increased. In 2015, the
exhibition welcomed a massive delegation of
representatives from 130 Chinese companies
such as First Automotive Works (FAW) and Lifan
Industry (automotive construction), ZTE
Corporation and Huawei (telecommunications),
Harbin Xi Robot Co (industrial robotics), Bei Dou
(satellite navigation) [8]. Starting from 2015, a
partner country is selected for each Innoprom
trade fair. After China, Russia and the Sverdlovsk
region partnered with India, Japan, South Korea,
Turkey and Italy. In 2019, the President of the
Russian Federation V.V. Putin paid a visit to the
exhibition for the first time. The results of the
Innoprom trade fair are of great importance for
the economic development of the region. They
directly affect its trade and foreign economic
activities, while also allowing the region to
compete with other entities for markets, new
technologies and foreign investments.
Analyzing the dynamics of the region’s
foreign trade activity, in the 1990s the average
foreign trade turnover of the Sverdlovsk region
was $4 billion, where the export figure averaged
at $2.5 billion and imports at $1.5 billion. The key
trading partners of the region in the 1990s were
the Netherlands, USA, Kazakhstan, Germany, the
UK, Italy, Iran, China, Ukraine, Uzbekistan.
According to the former Minister of Foreign
Economic Relations of the region A. Sobolev, over
the period from 2000 to 2015, the foreign trade
turnover of the Sverdlovsk region grew
significantly from $3 billion to $9 billion. Both
exports and imports peaked in 2008, when the
region’s trade turnover amounted to more than
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$14 billion. After 2008, the region’s foreign trade
volumes declined reaching a minimum in 2016,
when the turnover amounted to $6 billion [4].
Looking at the main trading partners of the region
at that time, the USA, Germany and Italy
continued to hold the leading positions in the
2000s. Meanwhile, the role of the EAEU,
BRIC(S) and SCO countries in the region’s
foreign trade relations was growing. Since 2017,
the situation on the foreign economic scene has
been changing positively. Compared to 2016,
foreign trade indicators have risen significantly.
Analysis of foreign trade relations of the region
in the period from 2017 to 2020 confirms the stable
progress of imports and exports of the Sverdlovsk
region (see Table 2). The key indicator of the
region’s foreign economic activities is the volume
of exports. According to the Russian Export
Center JSC, in 2020, the Sverdlovsk region ranked
8t in terms of export volume among the regions
of Russia (in 2020, the region’s share in Russian
exports was 2.3%) [20]. It is worth noting that
export volumes decreased in all regions of the
Russian Federation being in the top ten by their
foreign economic activity, with the exception of
the Rostov and Sverdlovsk regions. Dynamics of
foreign trade with major partner countries are
shown in Table 3.

As can be seen, at the present stage the
main partners of the Sverdlovsk region are the
USA, China, Kazakhstan and Germany. They
accounted for approximately 44.7% of the trade
turnover of the Sverdlovsk region in 2017, 44% in
2018, 47% in2019 and 50.7% in 2020. Moreover,
in recent years, there has been an unprecedented
increase in mutual turnover with China, which
accounted for 16.1% of trade volume in 2017,
while by 2020 this figure had grown to 23.28%.
At the same time, the share of the United States
in the region’s foreign trade has been gradually
decreasing: from 12% in 2017 to 7.9% in 2020.
Traditionally, the primary exports of the Sverdlovsk
region are metals and metalware products (their
share in the total volume is more than 50%), as
well as engineering products and products of the
chemical industry [9]. That being said, according
to the Russian Export Center JSC, in 2020 the
Sverdlovsk region ranked fourth in terms of non-
resource exports among all subjects of the Russian
Federation (after Moscow, St. Petersburg and the
Rostov region). Last year the region performed

large-scale supplies of the military-industrial
complex products (to Algeria and Egypt), aircraft
components (to China, the USA, Uzbekistan and
France), telecommunications equipment (to
Kazakhstan, Belarus, Kyrgyzstan), railway
equipment (to Kazakhstan, the USA and Ukraine).
Because of the pandemic supplies of medical
(respiratory) equipment increased 2.9 times (to
Serbia, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Indonesia) [9].

Finally, although paradiplomacy of the
Sverdlovsk region is fully in line with the unified
foreign economic, cultural and educational policy
of modern Russia, identification markers of the
region remain and are traced quite clearly in the
field of international relations. In particular, the
Strategy for Development of International and
Foreign Economic Relations of the Sverdlovsk
Region for the Period to 2035, approved by the
Government of the region in 2019, mentions the
need to cooperate with the subjects of the Ural
Federal District to develop and promote the
regional brand Made in Ural, which will
contribute to an increase in export volumes [22].
It is for this purpose that the Government of the
Sverdlovsk region launched the Made in Ural
portal for foreign economic activities of export-
oriented enterprises, as well as for information
support of foreign economic activities and for
strengthening international ties of the region [ 14].
Thus, the regional authorities try to preserve the
elements of regional identity in the course of
paradiplomacy development in the Sverdlovsk
region.

Results. In the early 1990s, the Sverdlovsk
region got actively involved in paradiplomacy
development. On the one hand, international
relations of the region were established quite
traditionally via creating the Ministry dealing with
foreign economic activities, as well as via signing
international agreements with foreign states. On
the other hand, active development of
paradiplomacy in the 1990s was based on the
conflict between the federal center and the power
groups of the region, whose main motivation was
the desire to overcome the economic asymmetry
of the Russian regions. That resulted in separatism
and the rise of identity paradiplomacy building on
the Ural identity. Mainstreaming the regional
identity served the practical interests of elites both
in internal political legitimation and in establishing
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their international economic, political and cultural
personality. Starting from the early 2000s, the
region’s paradiplomacy evolved from a conflict
model towards a compromise and close
cooperation with the federal center. The changes
affected the legal framework, as well as the
modalities of the region’s international relations.
The regional authorities put emphasis on holding
large-scale international political, sports and
cultural events along with development of foreign
trade ties of the region. Despite sanctions imposed
on the Russian Federation and the COVID-19
pandemic, the Sverdlovsk region managed to
maintain stable indicators of foreign economic
activities, which at the present stage are the
crucial component of the region’s paradiplomacy.
Over the last years the Sverdlovsk region became

one of the leading in Russia in terms of the volume
of non-resource exports, which indicates the
success of the region’s foreign economic policy
aimed at finding new markets and developing new
technologies.
