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NOMADS OF EARLY IRON AGE OF 9" — 7" AND 6" - 4" CENTURIES BC:
COMPARATIVE PALEOPATHOLOGY DATA ANALYSIS'!
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Abstract. Introduction. The paper reveals comparative analysis results of the anthropological nomads’ series
ofthe Pre-Sauromat and Sauromat times, originating from under-kurgan burials of the Lower Volga region. Methods.
The samples were compared regarding pathological abnormalities and stress markers frequencies found on the bone
remains. Fourteen individuals’ remains were attributed to 9" — 7" centuries BC nomads. Twenty individuals’ remains
were attributed to the Sauromate series of the 6™ — early 4" centuries BC. The standard assessment program of
palepathological conditions developed on the postcranial skeleton and skull was applied in the course of examination
of the anthropological material. Analysis. As a result of the conducted study, it was established that there were no
significant differences between the series when comparing frequencies of stress markers and pathological conditions
occurrence. The studied groups are close to each other in terms of lifestyle regardless of cultural affiliation. Results.
The series of Pre-Sauromat and Sauromat times is characterized by a specific pathological complex, which description
is based on the anthropological materials of Early and Middle Bronze Age nomadic pastoralists, Sarmatians and
nomads from the Lower Volga region of the late 13" — 14 centuries. The high level of traumatism found in groups
testifies to the difficult social and political situation in the southern Russian steppes in the 9" — 4 centuries BC.
The pre-Sauromat and Sauromat population recorded cases of unintentional lullaby deformation associated with
traditions common in Central and Central Asia nomadic cultures of the 1* millennium BC.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article presents the results of archaeoparasitological analysis of the Phanagoria
necropolis materials. Methods and materials. We studied soil samples obtained during the processing of
anthropological material (sacrums) from 45 individuals. Results. The eggs of two species of intestinal parasites -
human whipworm (Trichuris trichiura) and broad tapeworm (Diphyllobothrium latum) were found. Analysis.
Consideration of the obtained data in the historical and cultural context has shown that similar, relatively high
frequency of parasitosis caused by human whipworm is observed virtually in all investigated archaeological
monuments from the Mediterranean, which are synchronic to the studied period of existence of Phanagoria. This
may indicate the absence of fundamental differences in the causes of the incidence of trichuriasis between the
“ancient centers” and their periphery. The absence of statistically reliable differences in the incidence of trichuriasis
between epochs, and also between gender and age groups, indicate the same intensity of the factors leading to the
infection of the ancient population of Phanagoria with this pathogen in all studied time periods of the city, regardless
of gender and age. The same route of transmission of human worms and a number of intestinal infections also
indicates the assumed high frequency of the latter. The detection of Diphillobothrium latum eggs indicates the
presence of freshwater fish in the diet, which led to the assumption of a high importance of the latter for the fishery
in Phanagoria. Diphillobothriasis infestation in more remote areas also cannot be ruled out, given the presence of
roads and the ability to move to other river basins.

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Abstract. Introduction. One of the main issues in the analysis of human remains in paleoanthropology and
forensic examination is the sex determination. A large number of reliable methods for sex determination in adult
individuals exist. However, when examining the remains of children and adolescents, the problem of sex determination
is much more complicate. Various methods of such determination have been developed. All of them have different
degrees of accuracy, applicable to different osteological series. Methods and materials. The early Medieval
Mamisondon series (North Ossetia) was chosen for the study, in which the sex of the buried, including children,
determined the location of the corpse. Genetic analysis and peptide analysis of tooth enamel were carried out to
confirm the connection of body location with sex. Three methods of morphological sex determination in children’s
skeletons have been tested: the use of discriminant functions for the size of the teeth and the use of descriptive
characteristics of the mandible and pelvis shape. Mesiodistal and bucco-lingual tooth sizes were measured in 60 adults
and 43 children. Morphological features of the mandible were evaluated in 37 individuals and the ilium in 33.
The evaluation of the descriptive characteristics of the postcranial skeleton was carried out by the blind method, and
then the data obtained were compared with sex determination data confirmed by laboratory methods. Analysis. By the
» method of step-by-step discriminant analysis, the characters were selected that most successfully dividing individuals
: by sex in our series. Results. We have built several discriminant equations based on deciduous and permanent molars,
which allow us to determine sex with an accuracy of 70-80%. In our work, we especially note the importance of the first
permanent molar for sex determination in children, since it appears first among permanent teeth, which are more
dimorphic than deciduous teeth. We consider this method to be promising, however, due to the unequal level of sexual
dimorphism and the size of teeth in different populations, the discriminant functions created by us are not universal
" and are applicable only specifically to our series, or to another series with the same level of sexual dimorphism and
dimensional characteristics of the teeth. The descriptive characteristics studied in the work showed a low percentage
of correct decisions in determining sex.

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THE FORMATION OF THE CULTURE OF CLERICAL WORK
IN RUSSIA OF THE 14" — BEGINNING OF THE 16™ CENTURY

Abstract. Introduction. Writing, as a special sign system, provides a link between the past and the present
is one of the main ways of transmitting cultural tradition. This article deals with a special form of clerical work in
Medieval Russia — scrolls and columns. Materials. A column with a border is a narrow strip of paper, about 16—
17 cm wide and up to 45 cm long, or 14—15 cm wide and up to 35 cm long. They were glued together along a narrow
edge with each other, resulting in documents up to several tens of meters long — columns. Such documents were
kept twisted, in scrolls. Analysis. In the second half of the 15" century, the Grand ducal chancery became the center
of administrative power. There were a transformation and development of clerical work in it. The conducted research
suggests that the appearance of the column form of clerical work was due to political, socio-economic and cultural
reasons. The appearance of the columns dates back to the second half of the 15™ century. The disappearance of the
column form of clerical work occurred in 1700—1702. Peter I initiated a revolution in clerical work by ordering to
switch to conducting business in a notebook form. The innovation did not spread immediately; the old traditions
of document processing were preserved in the monasteries for several years. Results. The appearance of the
columnar form of clerical work coincided with the emergence of a single centralized state under Ivan III, the
increasing importance of the clerical apparatus. The disappearance was due to the reforms of Peter I, the formation
ofthe Russian Empire and the replacement of orders by colleges. It is obvious that the emergence and disappearance
of such a specific form of office work are associated with large-scale national changes.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the issues of the functioning of central and local government in
the Muscovite state at the beginning of the 17" century, mainly during the reign of V.I. Shuisky. The study was
carried out on the example of Great Perm — a region that was remote from the main military events of the Time of
Troubles and had a developed system of zemstvo self-government. Methods and materials. 1t is based on
44 petitions of Perm. Information about them was reconstructed by the method of mutual correspondence of
documents according to references in other documents of office work of the Perm order hut. This is fund No. 122 “Acts
of Solikamsk™ of the Archives of the Saint Petersburg Institute of History of the Russian Academy of Sciences.
Analysis. The petitions are divided into 3 groups according to their origin: laymen, officials and private individuals.
Each document is given titles according to their self-designations and content. These are notification, claim,
appeal, denunciation, confession petitions. The circumstances of the cases in which the petitions were filed are
revealed, authorship is established (on whose behalf the document came), as well as the outcome of the cases.
Results. The authors of the petitions were people from different social groups: peasants, townspeople, zemstvo
elders and kissers, customs deacons, yasak voguls, coachmen, merchants, priests, Cossacks or residents of Perm
without indicating social status. 29 petitions were submitted to Moscow in the Nizhny Novgorod and Novgorod
chetvertnoy prikaz, 15 were considered in Great Perm. For most issues, the petitioner first received a decree in
Moscow, and then brought a ready-made solution for execution to Great Perm. Zemsky worlds participated in the
investigation of robberies, thefts and interpersonal conflicts, but as a result, the clerks had to write a formal reply
to Moscow. Thus, at the beginning of the 17" century, the Muscovite state sought to implement a model of strict
centralization of power through control by the prikazes of Moscow.

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NON-ORTHODOX LABOUR IN EARLY MODERN RUSSIA
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Abstract. While the Tsardom Russia in Early Modern Times till the 18™ century experienced a constant
demographic loss to slavehunters supplying the markets of Muslim Empires, there also was an influx of Non-
Orthodox Prisoners of War (from Muslim Tatars to Protestant Swedes) and socially weak people from annexed
territories. Most Jasak-paying communities remained ethnically Non-Russian, but some Non-Orthodox “foreigners”
by being sold or selling themselves left their communities and entered the status of peasants respectively kholops.
These mostly were integrated into the Russian Orthodox flock. By prohibiting Orthodox people to serve in Non-
Orthodox households clergy and government hoped to safeguard laypeople against other creeds, but strengthened
the labour-market of Non-Orthodox servants. Muslim estate-owners, Armenian merchants, German doctors, Scottish
officers etc. wanted servants in house and garden to care for their households and keep their social standings.
Non-Orthodox servants, referred to but not regulated in the basic law of 1649, remained ethnically Non-Russian and
confirmed Russia’s character as “multi-ethnic Empire”.

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Introduction

Alessandro Stanziani has shown, that
“serfdom as such was never introduced in
Russia”, while “forms of dependence were no
doubt extreme” and pleaded for looking more
at the labour markets [67; 83, p. 158]. This text
will concentrate on Non-Orthodox servants, but
start with a sketch of Orthodox ones, hoping to
add to the discussion on slavery in Russia [97,
vol. 2, pp. 1173-1209]. To a large degree using
sources from religious history [55] the text also
offers a note to the history of ethnic groups in
Russia.

The Ulozhenie, the basic law of the Russian
Tsardom upon which the estates of the realm
agreed in 1649, offers a symbolic picture of society
starting with God, going on with the Tsar and
ending with the Cossacks on the borders [11, 1985,
vol. 3; 35; 46; 80]. A considerable part of the
population was Non-Orthodox [56], mentioned in
the Ulozhenie but without an own chapter.
Especially Muslims in Russia [41] belonged to
many social groups and legal statuses, from
princes [69] via peasants to jasyry / polonjaniki
(Prisoners of War) [52].

Peasants and Kholops

On peasants there is an own chapter [43,
pp. 64-68; 46, pp. 173-183; 48]. At the end of a
long process, they were ‘assigned to the soil’, but
remained personally free. In the 17" century it
was not legal to sell them, but the soil might be
sold with peasants ‘fixed’ to it (krepostnyye) [50,
S. 62-67; 79, pp. 63-65]. Their fiscal burden was
increased in the Petrine reforms — they not only
had to pay head taxes, but also to provide recruits.
During the reign of Catherine Il most peasants
lost their right to appeal directly to the Empress,
and their lords gained the right to send them to
banishment (katorga). But despite of the tendency
to minimize their status Russian peasants kept
social agency. A common form of >negotiation<
with the noble owners of land was to run away,

an extreme form to take part in the rebellions of
the peripheries from Don to Jaik.

In 16" and 17" centuries Russia the main
group of “subaltern people” consisted of
indentured servants — kholops, who had to be
registered with their IOU (Kabala) in the Kholopej
Prikaz [40, p. 113]. Most were servants for a
certain, limited time, but there were also kholops
by birth. The government, instigated by the
Church, promoted the limitation of kholopstvo;
§ 76 of the Sudebnik of 1555 required from all
clerics and advised all lay people not to take
interest from other Christians “in order to save
the villages from falling empty” [11, 1985, vol. 2,
p. 35]. But all legally free people of Russia, high
and low nobility, serving people (sluzhilye ljudi) of
all ranks, merchants and artisans (posadskie ljudi)
as well as peasants and even kholops themselves
could own the labour of a kholop, if for certain
years or unlimited. The measurement of limited
kholopstvo was in years.

Richard Hellie in his fundamental research
called kholops ‘slaves’ [28, pp. 82-83]. He used
two registers dated 1597 and 1603 comprising
5,575 kholops of whom about two-thirds had sold
themselves, 15% were born into kholopstvo and
only 148 became kholopy by captivity. In Hellie’s
words, ‘most of Muscovy’s slaves were natives’.
In the cases handled in the Prikaz during the
seventeenth century and selected for publication
by Iakovlev, only Orthodox people appear, although
some names or definitions (like murza, batrak or
tatarka polona) hint at non-Orthodox family
backgrounds [33, pp. 323-327,401-414,496-512; 98].
In the lists on kholops of the first half of the
seventeenth century analysed by Panejakh we find
‘he was a prisoner’ given as the reason for giving
oneself into kholopstvo, but obviously these were
Russians who had been captive in Poland or the
South [62, pp. 80-86, 124-125; 63, pp. 513-562].

Since there were special “polonnye knigi”
in the Prikaz for POWs of all kinds [87, vol. 4,
p. 384 f.] the percentage of prisoners in the
servants of Muscovy may only be estimated when
these have been researched.
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The legal position of kholops was defined by
the Ulozhenie in chapter 20 [11, 1985, vol. 3, pp. 75-
443; 35, pp. 103-117, 309-353]. Their daily labour
was without limits, except those the Church had
established with Sundays and feasts, daily
prayers etc. They were entitled to being fed and
married, but the Lord could decide, whom to marry.
Kholops were subjects in jurisdiction, admitted to
the oath, heard in the Kholopej Prikaz and able to
fight successfully against being forced into kholopstvo
[33, p. 513-562]. To kill a kholop was judged as
murder, but a difference was made: in case he killed
his master, he was to be sentenced to death “without
mercy” — meaning he or she was to be tortured.
A kholop had “honour”” and was entitled to 1 Rouble
compensation, in case that was hurt; a woman to
2 Roubles. Children of mixed marriages went to the
lower status, also children might be sold into time
limited kholopstvo by free parents.

To take part in labour was normal for
children in Early Modern Times all over Europe
[36, 2009, vol. 9, pp. 553-557] and many learned
their trades by working with their parents [47,
vol. 1, p. 233]. Giving or selling children into service
also was common in Europe, but only in regions
with bonded labour as in most to the east of the
river Elbe and south of the Baltic Sea [77] was it
possible to be born into bondage.

lakovlev found that prices for kholops in
Novgorod between 1593 and 1609, from children
to adults, varied between one and five roubles
[33, pp- 60-65]. Hellie found that the prices varied
between four roubles for someone who had
learned a white-collar job and two for a beggar.
Comparing these prices with the sums they were
entitled to receive in case their honour was hurt
or the sum of two roubles a year prescribed for
the labour of a youngster, it does seem, that the
low price for kholops was reflecting the limitations
there were for their uses.

In my judgement the term “slaves” for
kholops, proposed by Hellie, is misleading. My
proposal is to translate kholops in research as
“indentured servants”, although that term does not
fit for those 15% born into kholopstvo — a small
part. If we make differences in the use of terms
between research and presentation we might
accept though the use of “slavery” in a global
presentation of “slaveries” [97, vol. 2, pp. 928-
931] — in case the differences for instance to
plantation-slavery are kept in mind.

In daily life [5; 26] all kholops were protected
by the Church. Since all Orthodox Christians were
obliged to attend mass on Sundays, keep lent and
confess regularly (legally enforced since 1716),
nobody was able to evade Church-control easily.
Orthodox parishes before Peter I. were small,
comprising a couple of hundred men and women.
This size made it easier for the priests to notice
behaviour. Lords or masters were held
responsible for it, that the servants kept Church-
rules. The Ulozhenie ruled, that if a female kholop
had sex with her master and they had a child,
both man and woman were to be sent to the bishop
for judgement. As all Christian churches Russian
Orthodoxy prohibited sexual intercourse outside
of marriage and sanctioned it.

The Domostroi [49] the Russian
“Housebook” advised the head of the household
to have the servants dressed and fed well, but
also ensure obedience — by praising good work
and only if necessary by punishing (which might
include beating). The head of the household also
was advised to lead his wife, children and servants
to common prayer every evening, and to go to
mass with them on Sundays. Probably a Non-
Orthodox servant (Tatar or Swede) would have
a difficult position in an Orthodox family, and many,
like the father of Peter 15 vice-chancellor Shafirov,
a captured Jew from Smolensk, converted to
Orthodoxy [32, p. 429 ff.; 91, vol. 1, p. 64].

In Petrine times the status kholop was
dissolved [28, pp. 695-701]. In 1704 the Kholopej
prikaz was closed [4, S. 3, 117; 87, vol. 4, 2001,
p- 184 ff.]. 1713 peasants and kholops — were
ordered to pay the same head-tax and to deliver
the same number of recruits per persons [56,
S. 107 f.]. 1723 the status of kholop was
abolished, which meant, that all servants of the
nobility within towns and on estates belonged to
the status peasants (krest’jane) now. Between
1676 and 1762 the percentage of this status in the
population of Russia increased from 80% to 91%,
while the percentage of townspeople decreased
[47, vol. 1, pp. 116, 129 f.]. 11% fits, if quite
roughly, to the percentage Hellie gives for kholops
in the pre-Petrine society. The increase of the
status “peasants” in the Russian population in the
18% century was a consequence of the politics of
the government and did not indicate economic
change to more people working in agriculture.
Also the practice to sentence insolvent debtors to
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forced labour for the creditors till the debt was
repaid “za zhiv” (in real life) remained till 1834.
Socially close were “workmen”, mostly caught
runaway peasants controlled by the police and
sometimes rented away to private enterprises,
who in 1799 were included in the lowest category
of townspeople (meshchane) [73].

Non-Orthodox Servants: Jasyry and others

In Early Modern Times in Russia there lived
non-Orthodox [38; 56], especially traditionalist
(“heathen”), Muslim [7; 41; 95] but also Western
[2; 3; 18] as well as Eastern Christian, and since
the 17" century Buddhist as well as Jewish people
in considerable numbers, not only in the
peripheries, but also in the centre of the country.
Since the 14" century Tatars had been settled in
central Russia [54], and since the 15" century
“Germans” — Protestants from Northern Europe —
lived in Muscovy. This practical (not theoretical)
religious tolerance [36, vol. 9, pp. 687-697] was
extensive — there were mosques and medresas,
churches and places of sacrifice, Muslim troops
and Lutheran officers in Russian ones. Religious
and ethnical identities often correlated; Russians
were Orthodox, Tatars Muslim, etc. All Non-
Russians living in the Tsardom (Russkaja zemlja)
were called “foreigners” (inozemcy) [58]. There
were Non-Orthodox servants to Orthodox and to
Non-Orthodox masters.

Non-Orthodox belonged to many social and
legal groups, from princes and wealthy estate-
owners to peasants, indentured servants and
slaves. But a warrior could not fight at a frontier
and care of his farm at the same time, and modern
research has shown the amount of work to be
done in households [39]. A wealthy or noble family
in the Russian society was in need of labour of
kinship or of serving people, therefore it bought
Russian kholops, children or Non-Orthodox
POWs (jasyry, polonjaniki) [52]. Russian as well
as Tatar warriors of the Tsar brought prisoners
home from campaigns for own uses or for sale.
When Orthodox at capture or baptized, the POWs
entered the status kholop. When a deal had been
concluded between a buyer with a free person
indenturing himself, with parents indenturing their
children or with the owners of jasyry, the traded
individuals were supposed to give a statement of
indenture to their masters if they were free people
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(vol’nye ljudi), or sign a purchase contract
(kupchaja) if they were prisoners of war.
Everybody in Russia could thus present to the
Kholopej Prikaz a deed giving rights to the labour
of Orthodox and non-Orthodox persons.

Orthodox mission was supported by the
state via exemption from taxes for a period,
gifts and sometimes even via giving money.
Enforced baptism was prohibited. The state
supported mission for religious reasons, only in
the 18™ century some understood mission as a
step towards integration into Russian ethnicity.
Mission against Muslims had little effects [24;
25;57].

When Peter 1% invited western experts to
serve in Russia 1702 he claimed, that all Christians
were tolerated in Russia. This was correct - even
if the usage of the Pufendorf-definitions on
tolerance — “that We shall not usurp force against
the consciences of men and happily admit, that
every Christian look for his salvation on his own
responsibility...” was Public Relation [ 59, Nr. 253,
S. 94 f., citation p. 95; 91, vol. 1, pp. 265-267].
Peter by the way might have added Muslims —
but since no Western state at that time tolerated
Muslims, a reference to Russian practical
tolerance against Muslims would not have had
advertising effects in the West.

Liberating Christians from slavery was part
of the agenda of the state. The Law Code of 1497
prescribed, that a kholop who escaped Tatar
capture on own initiative was free [11, vol. 2,
p. 61; 80, p. 82]. There was a special ransom-tax
with an own chapter in the Ulozhenie for buying
captured Orthodox people back [11, vol. 3,
p. 97 £.; 29, p. 519]. Russia sent envoys for that
job to Kaffa and Bukhara. The ransom-tax united
Tsar and people in a common Christian obligation,
and legitimized Russian military costs, not only
the upkeep of the defence lines (cherty) south of
the Oka [5, vol. 2, pp. 284-296] but also the
campaigns of Muscovy against Muslim States.
Sometimes Russian border-politics served other
creeds also, for instance, in 1661 an Indian
merchant, enslaved while travelling to Bukhara
and sold to Tatars, escaped to a Russian border-
post on the Jaik and was sent to the Indian
community in Astrakhan [72, p. 134 ff.]. In wars
against Muslims the difference between practical
tolerance and religious propaganda led to
difficulties though, for instance in the campaign
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against the “Enemy of the Holy Cross and all
Christianity”, the Ottoman Empire 1677 ff., when
Muslim owners of estates did not arrive in the
field and lost their estates [20, 1859, vol. 7, p. 89 f.;
56, p. 60 f.].

Many servants were jasyry, working in
households or in rural estates, since there were
no plantations in Russia as in the Americas or
workhouses like the ‘bagno’ in the Maghreb [16].
In B.A. Grekov’s edition of the papers of Bojar
B.1. Morozov, politician and entrepreneur in potash,
for 1660 we find a claim of an estate-owner, that
two Cheremis “after baptism” fled from him and
to live “with your peasant[s]” (two names),
obviously labour-hands. Morozov answered, that
if these were “not tied to my estate” (ne krepki)
he might fetch them back [27, 1940, vol. 2, p. 218].
And in A.A. Zimin’s edition of the records of the
monastery in Volokolamsk we read the last will
of the member of the lower nobility (boyar’s son)
D.G. Pleshcheev 1558/9, in which he set free “my
Kazan and German prisoners, men and women
and boys and girls” [99, 1956, vol. 2, pp. 278-281,
citation p. 281]. “German” prisoners from the
Livonian war also might have been Estonians or
Latvians.

Regarding peasants there was a long
tradition, that Non-Orthodox noblemen serving the
Tsar received an estate (pomest’e) with Orthodox
peasants. Tatar noble families with Orthodox
peasants lived in Muscovy since the 14™ century
[54; 69]. For instance in 1572 in the territory of
former Novgorod Velikij Tatars serving Moscow
received estates with 13 Russian people, of whom
6 “bobyli” did not have land and obviously were
working on the land of the Tatar nobleman
(murza) [75, 1909, vol. 2, p. 200]. As late as 1697
the Scottish general Patrick Gordon, a stout
Catholic (as the government knew) was allowed
to buy a Russian man with a woman and three
sons for an estate he had received [66, p. 96].

Pososhkov noted 1712/18, that “not only
Tatars, but also quite a lot of Russian people lived
in the villages and estates of Tatars doing peasant
work” and advised, to take the Russians away
and set the Tatars workers free, when baptized.
The Muslim nobility then also would accept
Christianity, and in the end the “free Tatars” would
follow [65, p. 327]. In 1740 Empress Elizabet
started a program of wholesale mission in the
Volga-region. It failed, most Muslims kept their

faith and the government was not able to
safeguard civil security in the region, when the
old local systems of social control were uprooted.
A new separation was ordered: the newly baptized
were settled in own villages [57]. Since in the
18 century the differences between servants and
peasants were reduced though and the rule that
Orthodox peasants should not work for Non-
Orthodox estate owners, was better enforced,
Muslim lords in Russia in fact lost control over
their Orthodox peasants [37]. But they kept control
of Muslim serfs and slaves in the Muslim sense
of the word.

Regarding kholops very early there were
religious conceptions, that Non-Orthodox people
should not have Orthodox servants. Already
Herberstein noted, that a servant who had run away
from him, was not returned with the argument, that
someone wanting to convert to Orthodoxy should
not have a Catholic master [31, sheet H]. The
Muscovy Company was not permitted to have
Russian servants in their factories [71, S. 29]. Tsar
Fjodr ordered in 1556, that Muslims in the Kasan-
region should not have Christian servants [76,
S. 396-401]. The Oprichnik Heinrich von Staden
reported though, that a foreigner could have Russian
servants, as long as he looked to it, that they
received lenten food [23, p. 108 f.].

Following the services it had rendered Russia
at the peace of Stolbovo 1617, the Muscovy
Company asked for allowing to employ Lapps (and
not Russians) for their whaling business and received
permission [64, pp. 123-128]. In 1628 the Patriarch
enforced though old separation-rules [45, p. 140; 46].
In 1643 Orthodox priests complained, that Non-
Orthodox people bought courtyards in Moscow near
Churches and kept Orthodox servants. In 1649 it
was fixed legally that ‘non-baptized foreigners’ —
>Foreigners< (inozemcy) in the seventeenth century
included Muslims, Catholics and Protestants — had
to turn to ‘foreigners of different creeds’ to be
employed for work in their houses. No Russian was
allowed to be in kholopstvo to Non-Orthodox people
[11, 1985, vol. 3, p. 220 £.]. The Swedish Commissar
Jan de Rodes informed his government 1652 and
reported, that the Foreigners found it hard to live
“without these people” [12, pp. 58-60, citation p. 58
backside]. Certainly in Russia many common
people [51] and parts of the intelligentsia harboured
some xenophobia [96, pp. 476-502], but the most
obvious reason for these rules was religious.
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Of the 150 suburbs (slobody) of Moscow 8
were designated for >foreigners< [1, vol. 4,
pp. 182-183; 56, pp. 57-67; 68, pp. 67-74; 78,
pp. 225-226]. Tatar noblemen and Westerners in
Muscovy, living separately in their suburbs,
employed and/or bought Non-Orthodox people [60].
Protestants bought many Tatars and Kalmyks and
had them baptized. Already in Cvetaev’s collection
(of 1888) it was noted, that Turkish boys were
bought by Pastor Georg Ochs [14, p. 185]. Jan
Strauss reported, that one seaman of the
“Adler” — a western built ship for travelling the
Volga and the Caspi—in 1669 married a Calvinist
Tatar girl in the Dutch Church in Moscow [84,
S. 78 f.]. The Protestant Pastor Scharschmid in
1701 proposed to the Franckesche Stiftungen in
Halle to “buy Tatar women and children for an
orphanage and have them educated...” [90,
S. 494] and wrote 1708, that he bought a Kalmyk
child from an Italian captain on the Volga-river [22].
Biisching reported that the Protestant Communities
in Kronstadt 1729/31 judged on cases of adultery
and alms [10].

In the province also separation was
enforced. When the Russian government
commissioned lists of the Tatars in the Astrakhan-
region in 1677, it also ordered to control, whether
any “unfree Russian baptized people” were among
the prisoners and set those free [20, 1859, vol. 7,
pp. 267-270, citation p. 270]. But the government
had problems defending the Tatars on the Russian
side, not only against the Kalmyks, but also against
the Cossacks — and when the Astrakhan Voevod
demanded, that the Cossacks set the captured
Tatars free, they simply answered, that “these
were Tatar prisoners” [20, 1867, vol. 10, pp. 148-
155, citation 149].

According to the religious bias in the rules
prince Kaspulat Cherkasskij asked for permission
to bring 20 Jasyry from Astrakhan south to Terek,
stressing that these were “born as Nagajs and of
Muslim creed” [20, 1859, vol. 7, p. 275]. In a
statistic of 1678 from the Terekregion both
Cossacks and “Cherkas” are given on equal
terms — in the settlement of Olshanek for instance
there lived 75 Cossacks plus 89 people belonging
to them, plus “30 Cherkas, plus children and
brothers and all theirs 18” and mentioning a third
group: “Russians who live with the Cherkas 13,
plus children and brothers and all theirs 12.” As
usual, the statistic does only count the men. We
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may assume that there were more women, which
would have to be counted as “theirs” [20, 1875,
vol. 9, pp. 219-314, citation 279].

During the constant wars between
Lithuania / Poland and Moscow not only Orthodox
people (from Belorussia and the Ukraine) but also
Catholics, Polish Tatars and Jews were made
prisoners. If such people asked to be baptized,
they had to be set free, and their masters received
15 roubles as compensation for the price they
presumably had paid [11, 1985, vol. 3, p. 221; 86,
S. 194].

In the continuous fights along the southern
frontiers many prisoners were made. The frontiers
were moved southward together with the “lines”
of defences against the Crimean Tatars. These —
similar to so many Portuguese, Dutch, English etc.
traders in Africa — were professional Slave-
hunters and -traders, who caught Non-Muslim
persons to sell them into the Muslim Empires,
mostly the Ottoman one [92; 93]. This slave trade
went on in the 18™ century; F.C. Weber reported,
that following 1711 annual slave raids were made,
and 1713 in 12,000 Russians were captured [88,
S. 124 ff.]. But the trade in jasyry from the South
within Muscovy also was considerable, and many
captured Muslims were sold to Muslim households
in Russia [52]. When Weber also reported, that
in the “Tartarsche Slabodde” in St. Peterburg there
were more affluent households than in Rome and
Paris, without a doubt he reported on the effect
of labour from servants [88, p. 462].

The situation in the East of the Empire, in
Siberia, was different though. The Moscow
administration — 1599 an own “table” for Siberia
was installed within the Kazan-Prikaz, and in 1637
the Sibirskij Prikaz was founded [15; 42, pp. 1-19] —
prohibited forcing baptism on indigenous people
and selling them across the Ourals to Russia
proper. It was not legal to own jasyry within
Siberia, but also it was not allowed to send baptized
persons back to their Non-Orthodox communities.
Were these rules implemented in far-off Siberia?
1622 the Patriarch complained, that many Siberian
Russians lived with “heathen” women, and even
loaned these women to others, when they were
off. Others forced kholopstvo on girls and sold
them to “Poles, Germans and Tatars” [81, vol. 3,
pp. 245-253; citation p. 245]. Many of the
indigenous servants, especially women, had been
sold by their parents or owners to begin with, and
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to make such sales unretractable formal baptisms
were frequent. The concept of the government
was (1644) —to send clergy to serve the Russians
and to prohibit, that officials “take foreigners
(inozemcov), women and children on their
courtyards for themselves, to buy them using force,
baptize them and take them to Moscow... in order
to save the Siberian land on the Lena from being
depopulated” [20, 1946, vol. 2, pp. 264-274].

The attempt of the government to strengthen
the cooperation with the Jasak paying communities
did not serve the interests of Russian traders and
hunters though. The Ulozhenie 1649 ruled against
the government and allowed to buy, own and
baptize Tatar children in Siberia and send these
to Russia, excluding though officials from this
trade, while enforcing kholopstvo on Tatars
remained forbidden [11, 1985, vol. 3, p. 229 f.].
Anyway, in 1679 Jasak-paying Jakuts complained,
that the Voevod of Jakutsk “took daughters and
even women of living men for himself in kholopstvo
and baptized them” [20, 1859, vol. 7, pp. 273 f,,
265]. At the end of the 17™ century, it was quite
common for civilian Russians in Siberia to own
jasyry, and there also was a trade with them, but
state-officials still were not allowed to take part
[42, pp. 102-104].

The description of the province Tobol’sk
1784-1785 [85] offers information on geography
and climate, post offices and settlements, lakes
and rivers, products of agriculture, fishing and
hunting, institutions of the Orthodox Church and
Muslim creed, numbers, ways of living of the
different ethnic groups, history, taxes and tariffs.
In the breakdown of the population of the Okrug
Tobol’sk of a population of 51,195 persons there
are noted 1.013 “people, who live in courtyards”
of others (dvorovye ljudi). Quite often they were
called “dvorovye”[34]. We might look for
Nonorthodox servants in this group, which though
is not diversified.

The Bashkir region on both sides of the Oural
offers another example for Russian expansion and
forced indigenous labour. Pjotr Rytschkow in his
description of the Orenburg-territory published
1762, regularly reports on subpeasant groups
(Bobyly) and gives the number of working-people
in the Wolga-region “who travel the river
continuously up and down or catch fish” as one
million [74, S. 100]. He writes about ethnic and
religious groups and regularly notes former

Orthodox slaves liberated during the Russian
advance. But only by chance he offers
information on servants, for instance in the report
on the end of the Bashkir-uprising 1735-41, that
captured women and children were brought to
work in Russia [74, S. 60]. But there also were
deeds on indentured services between Non-
Orthodox — a Bashkir noblemen (Tarkhan)
received one from a Cheremis 1706 [17, 1956,
vol. 4, p. 21], a Tatar woman gave one 1707 “for
housework” [17, 1956, vol. 4, p. 32] and 1711 a
Bashkir woman gave her daughter to a Bashkir
man to “do all kinds of housework” in his family
[17,vol. 4, p. 71].

Or to pass on: 1776 a Russian merchant
asked the Empress, whether he may take a Bashkir
boy as a servant, whose father had sold him into
indenture, because (the rest of) his family did not
have anything to live on [17, 1960, vol. 5, p. 542].
1778/9 two Tatar men and one woman protested
against service for the governor for one year to
free themselves from an indenture [17, 1960, vol. 5,
p. 548]. 1779 the governor prohibited to sell
Bashkir children into indentured labour [17, 1960,
vol. 5, p. 549]. This decree was in line with the
tradition of the politics of the government to protect
the ethnical groups in Siberia; but the governor
did not address the needs of poor Bashkir people.

To sum this point up: many poor parents or
other people from traditionalist, Muslim or
Buddhist communities sold themselves or their
children; not only to Russians, but also to Non-
Orthodox.

In the beginning of the 18 century the fates
of Swedish POWs were broadly reported — alone
following the battle of Poltava 1709 [70, p. 86]
there were 19.000. The anonymous “The new
state of Kazan, Astrakhan, Georgia etc. ...
published in 1723 in Niirnberg even published a
whole collection of letters of Swedish POWs [19].
In the 16t century POWs in the European system
were considered personal booty of the victor, to
be kept for ransom, used for labour, sold or killed.
During 17" and 18" centuries killing was criticized,
but killing “in the heat of the battle” still was
considered legal [36, 2004, vol. 6, pp. 137-202,
especially pp. 184-186]. Status made a difference:
Officers were free to live on their own costs on
parole, and when their means ran out, they were
allowed to learn and use trades to support
themselves. For the support of soldiers Sweden
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twice paid, but when no more money was coming
the soldiers had to support themselves by labour,
either as labourers or as servants and serfs in
Russian estates. A considerable number was sold
to serve for the time of the War and to be set free
afterwards, as the Dutchman Cornelius le Brun
noted for the year 1702 [8] and Friedrich Christian
Weber, an envoy from Hannover, described more
extensively for 1716 [89, 1723, vol. 1, pp. 163-
168]. Many reports informed about Swedish
Prisoners brought to Siberia. In Tobol’sk the
Franckesche Stiftung supported a Swedish school.
Some Orthodox youth learned there, but when
one young Ukrainian noblemen “wird erwecket”
(was influenced by Halle-pietism), he is taken
from the school [94, S. 548-600]. As Le Brun
wrote, “most to be pitied” were those Swedes
sold to “Tatars” and “carried into Slavery” plus
those employed at the Works in Peterburg. These
received some nourishment “and for the rest have
liberty to beg” (See above: H.W. Ludolf:
Grammatica Russica, Oxonii 1696-97, pp. 139 f.).
Swedish prisoners who had been captured by
Tatars, Kalmyks or Cossacks and were sold as
slaves further into Asia, and the Khan of Bukhara
bought some Swedish girls to import this >military
race< into his domain [89, 1723, vol. 1, p. 223].

The main nourishment-problem of Non-
Orthodox people in Russia was that the eating
taboos differed. Muslims for instance were not
allowed to use pork, which was offered cheaply
in the winter, when frost made it possible to
transport meat from the countryside. On the other
side, veal, which a Muslim might eat, was
considered “heathen” by many Russians [5, 1937,
vol. 1, p. 223; 21]. As noted above, Orthodox
communities were small and — in case the priest
kept his duties — detection of abuses was probable,
as also the constant complaints of the Russian
clergy against Latin households who did not
provide for Lenten food indicates.

What sources for further research?

The history of servants of different status,
but Orthodox religion in Early Modern Russia is
researched broadly. Legal and administrative
records as well as reports have been researched.
Outside of Russia Elena Smolarz, Gleb Kazakov,
Andrej Gornostaev and Lisa Hellman have
presented new approaches to the Bonn
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workshop on Asymmetrical Dependencies
September 2019 [13].

The history of Non-Orthodox slaves and/or
servants, at least looking at it from outside
Russia, offers a thread in the rope of Russia’s
development to an Empire [6; 9; 30; 38; 53].
Members of some Non-orthodox creeds were
coopted into the Orthodox elites — Muslim
noblemen and traditionalist “best men” from the
14% to the 17" century, Protestant merchants
and doctors, entrepreneurs and officers 15" to
18 century, Catholic officers in the 17t Baltic
German nobility in the 18™ century — to name a
few. In case they received a pomest’e they
were in need of people working their fields, and
in case they kept households in Russian towns
they were in need of manual serving labour to
lead a life of the upper classes and keep their
status. As a rule they were not allowed to have
Orthodox servants, therefore they looked for
Non-Orthodox. We do not have many data though
as to what percentage of the leading groups of
the Tsardom and later the Empire were not
Orthodox, and yet less on the numbers of their
servants.

For further research the “polonnye knigi” of
the Kholopej Prikaz and Arab and Tatar sources
are desiderata. Research of religious institutions
as Muslim khadi’s and Christian Churches
respectively missions of all kinds, as the
Franckesche Stiftungen does seem promising [56].
But also the Archives of the Russian-Orthodox
Church should be researched [61]. Are there more
[50, S. 125 f.] sources which allow to “let the
subaltern speak”, to borrow Gayatri Chakravorty
Spivaks famous phrase [82]? In Ordnance-surveys
like those from Rychkov rarely we find information’s
on the lowest group in the society, but deeds and
Last Wills are promising, and many were edited in
Russian and Soviet times. In Soviet times with the
official aim to further the friendship between the
ethnic groups of the USSR a number of editions
appeared, in which more than governmental rulings
were published. Internal family-histories of the
nobility of Early Modern Times [59, S. 146-148]
have been researched for patronage-systems and
should be for servants. Also letters written by noble
people in the 18™ century [44] might be used for
this aim. Some of the best researched sources for
Russia in Early-Modern Times are travel reports,
as known.
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Conclusions

Hunting and trading slaves from Christian
Peasant-countries in Early Modern Times was part
of the economy of the peasant-nomad frontier.
The number of Christian (Polish, Ukrainian,
Russian) people enslaved by Muslim (Tatar,
Ottoman) hunters for the markets of the Black
Sea between 1500 and 1800 is estimated at
2.4 million [97, vol. 2, p. 788]. The numbers of
the forced migrations in the other direction are
not yet established. In case nobody paid ransom
POW’s were kept and traded as slaves, and Non-
Orthodox children were sold by their parents.
Sidestepping here many questions of conversion
we put up the thesis, that since a child sold by his
parents or a POW in a Russian household could
improve his life by accepting baptism, many
captured foreigners integrated into the Orthodox
and Russian society [65, pp. 320-340].

The government defended the jasak-paying
communities in Siberia against wishes to get
servants via baptisms with limited success.
It supported the Church in the separation between
Orthodox servants and Non-Orthodox masters,
who then bought or hired Non-Orthodox servants.
That way some Tatars and Kalmyk’s were
integrated into Protestantism, but we may assume,
that the number of Muslims integrated into the
Muslim societies between Kasimov, Kasan and
Astrakhan was more considerable. Although the
numbers are unknown, we may put up as thesis,
that the politics of religious separation
strengthened Non-Orthodox ethnical groups.

Co-opting Non-Orthodox elites [38; 56] had
a long tradition in Russia before Peter 1%. Was
that a condition for becoming an Empire [6; 9;
30]? Would Russia’s rise to power in early modern
times have happened without Tatar, Dutch or
German specialists on step-warfare, ocean-
shipbuilding or science in the period of
Academies? Or, as Peter put it 1702, without
inviting ““. . .skilled people not only for the military,
but also for other fine sciences useful for the
development of a state...” [59, S. 95]? Many
came to Russia and stayed there.

At least these foreigners and their servants
stabilised Russian religious tolerance and diversity,
which put it into the global row of Empires with a
dominant state-religion but practical tolerance of
not all, but some other creeds. In this regard

Chinese, Moghul and Ottoman Empires had
similarities. The “Holy Roman Empire” though
only learned practical tolerance in a century of
religious wars till 1648. But it started theorizing a
la Pufendorf [55].

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THE ORGANIZATION OF FISHING AND HUNTING CRAFTS
AMONG THE RUSSIAN POPULATION OF THE DON AND LOWER VOLGA AREA:
ITSARTEL ROOTS'
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Abstract. Introduction. The article reveals the peculiarities of the organization of fishing and hunting
among the Russian population of the Lower Volga region and the Don in the 18™ — 19" centuries, which were
associated with the artel (collectivist) beginning. The author shows that the general principles of the organization
of male fishing artels of fishermen and hunters find direct analogies with the organizational principles characteristic
of archaic male, including military, traditions, for example, for the Cossack communities of the Don and Volga in
the early period of their history. Methods and materials. The study was carried out on the basis of data from the
periodical press of the 19" century, archival and field materials, reflecting both the fishing activities of the
Russian population of the region and the forms of self-organization of the Don Cossacks in the early period of
their history. This made it possible to conduct a historical and cultural comparison and identify common or
similar norms and principles associated with archaic social institutions. Analysis. Conducting a comparative
analysis, the author discovers that these similarities manifest themselves in the traditions of the free seizure of
territories and ideas about their land and the common share, in the electability of the leaders of the artels, other
officials and the presence of general meetings of its members, in the ways of dividing the loot, in the presence of
unwritten law, rituals, prohibitions and regulations. Results Many of these principles and norms are opposed to
those that were typical, for example, for agricultural communities, demonstrating a connection with such categories
as “strength”, “luck”, “competitiveness” on the one hand, and the denial of equality in work and the division of
production, on the other. Contrasted with those that were typical, for example, for agricultural communities,
demonstrating a connection with such categories as “strength”, “luck”, “competitiveness” on the one hand,
and the denial of equality in work and the division of prey, on the other. Russian colonization of the Don and the
Lower Volga area, starting from the 16™ century, was carried out mainly by free Cossacks (also engaged in
hunting and fishing), and later — by the Russian commercial population. The formation of neighboring land
communities in the region began much later (from the beginning of the 18" century). There is reason to assert
that the people’s “Cossacks” and artel principles were subsequently periodically revived at a later time in the
fishing activities of the male part of the population, consolidating in the public consciousness strong stereotypes
of survival in extreme living conditions based on deep social and cultural archaism. The actual folk forms of self-
organization existed along with official structures, representing a deep layer of social life, some elements of
which survived until the end of the 20" century.

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THE OLD BELIEVERS’ “SCHISM” IN THE DON COSSACK HOST REGION
IN THE EARLY 20" CENTURY ACCORDING TO THE CLERGY RECORDS
OF THE DON AND NOVOCHERKASSK DIOCESE'

Abstract. Introduction. This article represents an analysis of the state of the Old Believers’ “schism” in the
Don Cossack Host Region (Province or Oblast) in the early 20" century: determining the Old Believers’ concords
existing in the region, as well as their numbers and localization. Methods and materials. The empirical base of this
article consists of a complex of archival documents, the clergy records, which represent the clerical documentation
of the churches of the Don and Novocherkassk Diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church. The member churches,
as well as the numbers of the Old Believers and their belonging to different concords, were recorded in those
documents on an annual basis. This is the first time that the statistical component of the complex of those sources
is introduced into the scientific operation. The methodological base of this article is represented by the principles
of scientific objectivism and systematicity, which are traditional for historical science. Based on those principles,
we could reveal and correctly determine the complex of historical sources, while their systematic study provided
the opportunity to make conclusions on the state of the Old Believers’ community of the Don Region in the early
20™ century, to reveal the Old Believers’ concords (persuasions), which were popular in the Don Cossack Host
Region in the period under examination, and to determine their localization peculiarities). Analysis and results. As a
result of the analysis, it was found out that in the territory of the Don Cossack Host Region there lived representatives
of both concords: those who recognized the hierarchy (“Popovtsy”, i.e. priesthood followers) and those who did
not (“Bespopovtsy”, i.e. not following priesthood). The former were represented by “Beglopopovtsy”, i.e. fugitive
priesthood followers, and the Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa) concord, with the latter divided into “Okruzhniki”, i.e.
followers of the 1862 Epistle, and “Neokruzhniki”, i.e. those who did not recognize it. The “Bespopovtsy”, along
with a large group whose membership was not provided, were divided into “Pomortsy” (coastal church followers),
“Pomortsy-Brachniki” (coastal church followers recognizing the marriage), and “Sredniki” (Wednesday tradition
followers. As compared to the results of the First General Census of the Russian Empire, the Old Believers’
population had decreased in the region, still comprising more than 5% of the total number of the local residents.
The major part of the Old Believers was localized in the First and the Second Don Okrugs (districts). Most
representatives of all concords lived in the Cossack yurt (small settlement) in the stanitsa (Cossack village) of
Nizhny Chir. The characteristic feature of the Old Believers of the Don Region was their conflict-free living side by
side with representatives of the Russian Orthodox Church, with co-believers, and with those following different
concords.

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Introduction. Overcoming the Old

Believers’ “schism’ had been one of the priorities
of the Russian Empire domestic policy during the
late third of the 17t century and the beginning of
the 20t century. The measures implemented by
the Russian government during this period did not
produce the desired results, and by the beginning
of the 20" century, the number of Old Believers

remained significant. Before the 1890s the
majority of the Old Belief practitioners lived in
the Don Cossack Host Region (more in text
DCHR). According to the results of the First
General Census of 1897, the Don Region was
the second most populated after the Perm
Governorate (Province). Despite the considerable
number of the Old Believers, it is still unclear what
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concords were common in the Don Region at the
beginning of the 20" century, what their total
population was, and what okrugs (districts) had
the largest number of the Old Belief practitioners.
The absence of the published statistical data, which
could help determine the state of the Old Believers
“schism” in the DCHR at the beginning of the
20™ century, makes it relevant to address the
problem.

The purpose of the present article is to
analyze the state of the Old Believers’ “schism”
in the DCHR, basing on the statistical data
introduced into scholarly discourse for the first
time. The data are contained in clergy records
of the churches of the Don and Novocherkassk
Diocese, which are kept in the State Archive of
the Rostov Region. The purpose of the article is
to determine which groups (concords,
persuasions) represented the Old Belief creed
in the Don Region; to identify the numerical
strength of each one of the groups; determine
the location features of the Old Believers in
1908-1916.

The study is chronologically limited to 1908—
1916 which is explained by the state of the source
base. The spatial framework is the DCHR
boundaries before 1887. The Old Believers
population in the Rostov Okrug, where churches
remained part of the Yekaterinoslavl and Taganrog
Diocese up to 1919 after becoming part of the
DCHR, cannot be examined due to the loss of
the Yekaterinoslavl Spiritual Consistory archives
during the Civil War. The clergy records
fragments of individual churches of Rostov-on-
Don and Taganrog, preserved in the State Archive
of the Rostov Region, fail to indicate the number
and location of the Old Believers population in
Rostov Okrug of the DCHR as these records do
not constitute a complete source base.

Methods and materials. The study is
based on the methodological base traditional for
historical science, i.e. principles of scientific
objectivism and systematicity. The principle of
scientific objectivity helped to identify and form
properly a complex of historical sources, which
having been systematically studied, helped us
make conclusions about the state of the Old Belief
community in the Don Region at the beginning of
the 20™ century. The systematicity principle had
revealed the Old Believers’ concords
(persuasions), which were widespread in the

DCHR at the period under the investigation, as
well as their location features.

The study is based on the archives
examination. However, the previously conducted
studies focused on the issue are also an integral
part of this research. The legislative acts that
aimed at addressing the status of the Old Believers
in the Russian Empire are of the utmost
importance for the OId Belief studies.
“Compilations of church and civil and church
regulations of the Orthodox Confession
Department” edited by T.B. Barsov [1] and a
compilation of decrees issued by the Minister of
Internal Affairs “on the schism issue” [65] are
significant. The publications by S.A. Zenkovski [4],
A.S. Prugavin [59], and N.I. Subbotin [68] are of
particular importance among the pre-revolutionary
publications devoted to the analysis of the causes
of the Old Belief spreading in the Russian Empire
and its specific features. The works of
N.I. Ivanovskiy [5], K.N. Nikolaev [54], and
N.IL Subbotin [67] are devoted to the history of
individual concords and persuasions of the Old
Belief. Research studies of St. Petersburg historian
V.G. Druzinin [2] and representatives of pedagogical
association of the Don Theological Seminary
N.P. Snesarev [63] and Ye.P. Ovsyannikov [55] fully
cover the emergence and development of the Old
Believers’ “schism” in the Don Region, where the
majority of the Old Belief practitioners lived during
the 18™ and 19™ centuries. However, the
imperfections of the 19 century statistical system
prevented the scholars from systematizing the data
on the concords and persuasions spread in the
DCHR and on their number. The works of
M.K. Konstantinova [46] and K.A. Kuzoro [50]
cover this issue. Studies conducted by
V.V. Mashkovtsev [52] and O.P. Yershova [3] are
devoted to the relationship development between
Old Believers and the Imperial authority. The regional
studies devoted to the Old Belief in the Don Region
are the most relevant to the present study. The early
period of the Old Believers’ “schism” development
in the Don Region was studied by
N.A. Mininkov [53] and D.V. Sen’ [62]. The Old
Belief creed development in the 18™ century is
covered in the works of O.Yu. Redkina [61] and
0O.C. Krotov [49]. The study by D.M. Lunochkin
devoted to the Old Belief among the Cossacks in
the context of historiography of the Old Belief in
Russia [51] and “The Old Believers of the Lower
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Volga and Don in the late 19" and the early 20t cc.”
is of particular interest as well [60].

A complex of annual internal clerical
documentation, i.e. the clergy records of the
churches of the Don and Novocherkassk
Dioceses in 1908-1916, forms a source base for
this study. Every record was to contain information
about the strength of a congregation. After 1906
the recording of the number of the Old Believers
of different persuasions and cult followers of
various groups became obligatory. The source
appears to be a representative one as the clergy
records underwent annual checks by the Don
Spiritual Consistory, and in case of any
inaccuracies, administrative penalties were
implemented. The completion of missing (lost)
clergy records during the period explains the eight
years’ scope of the sources. The complex
includes: 2 clergy records for 1908 (the later
sources concerning the region had been lost),
4 records for 1909, 6 for 1910, 4 for 1911, 9 for
1912, 3 for 1913, 2 for 1914, 4 for 1915, 2 for
1916. The eight years’ scope does not imply an
absolute accuracy of the statistical data. However,
considering the little changes in the Old Believer
population dynamics in the region, which had
mostly been due to natural processes, such as birth
and mortality rates, the data allow determining
the most populated Old Believers groups
(concords, persuasions), as well as their location
features.

Analysis. Since the Old Believers are
insignificant in number nowadays and are not
a noticeable part of the Russian society, we
need to clarify some terms concerning the
names of the Old Believers concords and
persuasions of the second half of the
19t century and the early 20™ century, as well
as their characteristics.

The Old Belief as a whole is considered a
movement developed within the Russian Orthodox
Church as a protest against the newly acquired
rites, which were focused on the Constantinopolitan
Patriarchy and did not have a creedal character.
According to the “Khristianstvo” (Christianity)
Dictionary, edited by S.S. Averintsev, “the Old Belief
is following the old rites, when these rites concern
not the essence of the faith, but the formal part of
the church life” [66].

The term Beglopopovtsy (“beglo” —
fugitive, “pop” — priest) means the Old Rites
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practitioners who accepted the priests turned
from the official (State) church to the Old Belief
[57, p. 416].

The Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa) concord
consisted of the Old Believers, who recognized
the hierarchy that had been reintroduced by Greek
Metropolitan Ambrosios and his ordinands in the
city of Belaya Krinitsa (Austria-Hungary in the
19 century). Metropolitan Ambrosios had joined
the Old Belief in 1846 via the confirmation and
denial of “heresy” [47, p. 543]. After the 1862
Epistle had been published on 24 February by the
Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa) hierarchs, the concord
split into Okruzhniki, i.e. followers of the 1862
Epistle, and Neokruzhniki or Protivookruzhniki,
i.e. those who did not recognize it. The Epistle
condemned the Bespopovtsy and the “fallacies”
of the Russian Orthodox Church, who caused the
“schism”. The Epistle attempted to unify the
Belaya Krinitsa concord doctrine [47, p. 542, 547].
The most controversial part of the Epistle, which
caused debates between the Okruzhniki and the
Neokruzhniki, was the statement that “the
dominant church of Russia, as well as the church
of Greece, believes not in other God, but the God
we believe in” [47, p. 547].

The term Bespopovtsy means the Old
Believers who did not recognize the hierarchy.
The main feature of their doctrine was “the idea
that Antichrist had taken the throne and that the
grace of priesthood had been lost, what led to the
church hierarchy termination” [70, p. 702]. As a
result, the Bespopovtsy refused to accept any
priests [70, p. 702].

One of the most significant groups in terms
of concords number was the Pomortsy. The name
is derived from Pomorye (coastland; the territory
beside the White Sea) where they had
originated [58]. They are characterized by a denial
of hierarchy and believed that some Sacraments
can be administered by laypeople (their reasons
were based on Avvakum’s approval) [58, p. 365].
Moreover, they demanded a complete break with
the State Church and re-baptizing of the ones who
joined the Pomortsy and denied marriages. In 1762
half of the Pomortsy began to recognize
marriages. The part who recognized marriages
included the Novozhony (novo — newly, zhony —
weds) i.e. those who married in the church
according to the old rites with the help of the
Russian Orthodox Church priests, the
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Polubrachniki (polu — half, brak — marriage),
i.e. the Pomortsy who married outside the Church
by mutual agreement of a couple [58, p. 366],
and the Brachniki, i.e. the Pomortsy who
recognized marriages without any participation of
priests.

Sredniki (“sreda” — Wednesday) were the
Bespopovtsy pertained to the self-baptized
concord. They celebrated Easter and Sundays on
Wednesdays as they followed the Alexandrian
Chronology System [70, p. 715].

The DCHR had to keep annual records of
the Old Belief population, just as the other regions
of the Russian Empire. However, nowadays we
have only fragments of the data on the number of
the Old Believers in the Don Region over the
19" century. The reason is that the institutes
concerning statistical data collection began to
form only in the second half of the 19t
century [45, p. 125].

According to O.S. Krotov’s calculations, in
1801 there lived approximately 18,924 Old Rites
practitioners in the Don Cossack Host Zemlya
(the DCHR after 1870) [48, p. 36]. The annual
Don Army status reports to the Emperor by the
appointed hetman during the Crimean War of
1853-1856 stated that in 1854 of the total
population of 831,665 [6, p. 47], 66,396 (or 7.9%)
were the Old Believers, including 61,006 of those
who recognized the hierarchy and 5,390 of the
ones who did not (the Bespopovtsy) [6, p. 49].
In 1855, there were 66,608 (7.8%) Old Believers
of the total DCHR population of 848,405 [6, p. 76],
including 61,378 of those who recognized
hierarchy and 5,221 of those who did not [6, p. 79].
In 1856, there were 67,127 (7.8 %) Old Believers
of the total Don Cossack Host Region population
of 860,300 [6, p. 98], including 61,918 of those
who recognized hierarchy and 5,209 of those who
did not [6, p. 101].

In 1870, N.P. Snesarev writing about the
launch of the Orthodox Missionary Society in the
Don Region mentioned that “The Don diocese
has more than 80,000 of Old Believers. All of them
pertain to different persuasions and parties” [64,
p.401].

The First General Census of the Russian
Empire in 1897 played an instrumental role in
determining the number of the Old Belief
population in the DCHR. According to the Census
data, 2,564,238 people were living in the DCHR

[56, p. III]; of 2,314,222 Orthodox Christians
(including the Yedinovertsy) [56, p. 82] there were
130,450 Old Believers [56, p. 82], which is 5% of
the Don Region population.

According to the Don periodicals, at the
beginning of the 20" century, there were about
130,000 Old Believers in 1903, from 129,000 to
140,000 in 1909 in the DCHR [60, p. 16]. Even
the rough statistics published in periodicals
suggests that the Old Belief population in the Don
Region in the early 20" century remained relatively
stable. Even if there was any population growth,
it was insignificant and mostly due to the natural
increase connected with childbirth. At the same
time, the proportion of the Old Belief population
to the total population of the DCHR did not
exceed 5.6%.

The statistical data collected by the Russian
Orthodox clergy of the Don and Novocherkassk
Dioceses and documented in clergy records allow
characterizing the state of the Old Believers’
“schism” in the DCHR in 1908-1916. It should
be stated that considering the particularities of the
source, the statistical data will be examined in
groups (concords, persuasions) widespread in the
Don Region. The first group will consider the Old
Believers, who cannot be identified as members
of any persuasion or concord as there is no
correspondent data in the records. This is most
likely due to omissions made by psalmists
responsible for keeping the church records [69,
p. 11]. The group also includes an insignificant in
number category which the sources refer to as
the “Popovtsy”, as both the Beglopopovtsy and
Austrian concord representatives could be
referred to as the Popovtsy. The rest of the groups
will be analyzed according to the concords
(persuasions) their representatives pertained to.

The study of the statistical data from the
clergy records showed that only an insignificant
amount of concords represented the Old Believers
in the DCHR. Among those who recognized the
hierarchy were the Beglopopovtsy (traditionally
widespread in the region). They accepted the
priests who left the Russian Church and joined
the Old Belief Church of their own will. Since the
clergy of the Don and Novocherkassk Diocese
(before 1842 Novocherkassk and Georgievsk
Diocese) was under strict control, after the
“Regulations on the Administration of the Don
Host” had been implemented in 1836 and the
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clergy records of the Don Spiritual Consistory did
not contain any data on “fugitive” priests, it may
be assumed that the Beglopopovtsy in the Don
Region were the ones from other regions. Besides
the Beglopopovtsy, the Old Believers of the
Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa) concord were also
widespread in the DCHR in the 1860s. It was
important for the Don Cossacks, whose
worldview was defined by a military discipline, to
have a priest formally entitled to administer some
common Sacraments, such as the Sacrament of
Baptism, the Sacrament of Marriage, as well as
perform a requiem.

Among the Bespopovtsy who lived in the
Don Region and did not recognize the hierarchy
were the ones who were not classified in a
particular persuasion in the clergy records.
Besides the Bespopovtsy, the sources comprise
the information about the Pomortsy, who came
from Saratov, Saratov Governorate or Astrakhan
[70, p. 709], where they lived in large communities.
The Pomortsy from Saratov Governorate and
Astrakhan had preserved their traditions of the
Vygovskoye Obshchezhitel’stvo (shared
household), prayed for the Tsar, and denied
marriages [70, p. 709]. The opportunity to pray
for the Tsar recognized by the Pomortsy concord
was of the utmost importance for the Don
Cossacks as their ideology was based on military
service and a motto “For Faith, Tzar, and
Country”.

Apart from the Pomortsy, there were the
Pomortsy-Brachniki and Sredniki concords
which were not widespread in the Don Region.

The analysis of the statistical data contained
in the clergy records concerning the Old Believers
who were not classified to any concord
(persuasion) showed (see Table 1) the following
results: the Old Belief practitioners lived in all
okrugs of the DCHR. The majority of the Old
Believers of an unspecified concord were located
in the Donetsk Okrug and the Second Don Okrug.
At the same time, the Nizhniy Chir Blagochinie in
the Second Don Okrug was inhabited by the
“Raskolniks” ever since the 18" century. The
First Don Okrug was a “traditional” place for the
Old Belief creed in the Lower Don Region. The
total number of the Old Believers of unspecified
concord (persuasion) was 39,602.

The Beglopopovtsy was the most extensive
concord among the Old Believers’ concords
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identified in the clergy records. Their total number
reached 21,753 in 1908—1916. The majority of the
Beglopopovtsy were in the Second Don Okrug,
7,496 of them lived in the Nizhniy Chir Blagochinie
[26, sht. 11 rev., 20 rev., 28 rev., 54 rev., 56,
202 rev., 217 rev., 227 rev., 240 rev.] and 664 in
Chernyshevskaya Blagochinie [44, sht. 77, 147,
197, 249, 251]. Interestingly, there are no records
on the Beglopopovtsy in Oblivskaya and
Potemkinskaya blagochinies of the Second Don
Okrug. 22 people were referred to the
Kachalinskaya Blagochinie [21, sht. 243].
A considerable amount of the Beglopopovtsy (7,322)
was located in Ust-Medveditsk Okrug of the DCHR.
At the same time, 5079 OId Believers lived in
Glazunskaya Blagochinie [15, sht. 22, 64, 99, 112,
233, 320, 335], 1 573 in the Ust-Medveditskaya
Blagochinie [41, sht. 56, 77, 140, 187] and 670 in
Berezovskaya Blagochinie. The First Don Okrug
was the third most populated with the
beglopopovtsy, where the Old Believers thrived
since the 18™ century. Thus there were
5,880 representatives of the beglopopovtsy in the
Lower Don Region in 1908-1916; 2,311 of them
were classified to the Semikarakorskaya
Blagochinie [38, sht. 18 rev., 43 rev., 54 rev.,
96 rev., 131 rev., 175 rev., 183 rev., 206 rev.] and
3,111 to the Tsimlyanskaya Blagochinie [43,
sht. 66 rev., 147 rev., 159 rev., 224 rev., 233 rev.,
240 rev.] (hereinafter the names of settlements
and the names of blagochinies derived from them
are given in accordance with their historical
names). There are no records on the Bespopovtsy
in Yermakovskaya Blagochinie [16],
Konstantinovskaya Blagochinie [22, sht. 6 rev.—
208] and Razdorskaya Blagochinie [35, sht. 13—
203]. An insignificant amount of the
Beglopopovtsy lived in Cherkassk Okrug
(50 people in Aksayskaya Blagochinie [7,
sht. 29 rev., 95 rev., 118 rev.]), Donetsk Okrug
(293 people in Milyutinskaya Blagochinie [24,
sht. 39, 226]) and 26 people in Salsk Blagochinie
of the Salsk Okrug [37, sht. 51]. There are no
records on the Beglopopovtsy in Taganrog Okrug
and Khoper Okrug, where there traditionally was
the smallest amount of the Old Believers.

In the 1860s the Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa)
Diocese has become widespread in the Don
Region, what is seen from Table 2. The “schism”
that began in 1862 with the issue of the Epistle by
the hierarchs of the Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa)
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concord also affected the Old Believers in the
Don Region. The data from the clergy records
revealed only an insignificant amount of the
Encyclical followers and adversaries. The data is
incomplete either due to the unawareness of the
priests and clergymen of the parish churches of
the Don and Novocherkassk Dioceses, or
reluctance to register the number of followers of
different movements within one concord.
Nevertheless, the data shows that in the DCHR
there were more okruzhniki, i.e. supporters of
the Epistle, than neokruzhniki, i.e. those who
were against it. Thus, according to the sources,
the majority of Okruzhniki (5,892 [26,
sht. 28 rev., 54 rev., 56, 202-202 rev., 217 rev.])
lived in Nizhniy Chir Blagochinie of the Second
Don Okrug. There were 691 people in Salsk
Blagochinie of the Salsk Okrug [37, sht. 167]. In
the Cherkassk Okrug there were
137 representatives of the Okruzhniki [7,
sht. 75 rev., 106 rev., 120 rev.]. All of them located
in Aksayskaya Blagochinie. 39 supporters of the
Epistle were registered in Novonikolaevskaya
Blagochinie in the Taganrog Okrug [27, sht. 257].
There are no records concerning the Okruzhniki
in the Donetsk, First Don, Ust-Medveditsk, and
Khoper okrugs. They were most likely to be
registered as either representatives of the Austrian
Diocese, or “the Old Believers” or “Raskolniki”.
Nevertheless, there were 6,759 representatives
of the Okruzhniki mentioned in the clergy records.

There were significantly fewer
Neokruzhniki (904). The adversaries of the Epistle
located in the Cherkassk Okrug; 26 of them lived in
Aksayskaya Blagochinie [8, sht. 170 rev.] and 4 in
Aleksandrovsk-Grushevskiy Blagochinie [9,
sht. 170 rev.]. 843 Neokruzhniks lived in the Second
Don Okrug in Nizhniy Chir Blagochinie [26, sht. 55,
202-202 rev., 217 rev.] and 31 of them lived in Salsk
Blagochinie of the Salsk Okrug [37, sht. 167]. There
are no records on the Neokruzhniki in the Taganrog,
Donetsk, First Don, Ust-Medveditsk, and Khoper
okrugs. Despite the approximate data most likely
caused by the characteristic features of the record-
keeping, one can assume with great probability that
there were more Epistle followers in the Don Region
than its adversaries.

The Bespopovtsy, who did not recognize the
hierarchy, were a significant in number group of
the Old Believers in the DCHR. Their abundance
is indicated in Table 3.

As one can see, there were 15,798
representatives of the Bespopovtsy registered in
the DCHR in 1908-1916. The majority of
them (10,299) lived in the Second Don Okrug.
They mainly occupied the hamlets (khutor) of
Verkhne-Chirskaya [26, sht. 20 rev.],
Yesaulovskaya [26, sht. 54 rev., 175 rev.],
Kobylyanskaya [26, sht. 11 rev.] and
Pyatiizbyanskaya stanitsas [26, sht. 167 rev.].
The First Don Okrug was the second most
populated with the Bespopovtsy, where lived
3,399 representatives of the Bespopovtsy. They
were mostly located in hamlets of Bolshe-
Mechetnoi [38, sht. 35 rev.] and Zadonsko-
Kagalnitskiy [38, sht. 43 rev.] of
Bogoyavlenskaya Stanitsa, Bolshoi of Mariinskaya
Stanitsa [38, sht. 70 rev.] and Morozov of
Nikolaevskaya Stanitsa [38, sht. 191 rev.]. In
Manychskaya Stanitsa and its hamlets in the
Cherkassk Okrug [7, sht. 61 rev.] there lived
896 representatives of the Bespopovtsy. In the
Ust-Medveditsk Okrug, the main part of the
Bespopovtsy (822) lived in the hamlets of
Manoilin [41, sht. 140] and Krasnyi of
Novoaleksandrovskaya Stanitsa [41, sht. 187], and
near the Station of Rakovka of the South-Eastern
Railway[15, sht. 320]. An insignificant amount of the
Bespopovtsy lived in the Taganrog Okrug (66 people)
and Salsk Okrug (28 people). In the Khoper Okrug
there were no the Bespopovtsy as well as any other
Old Belief concords and persuasions.

The Pomortsy and the Pomortsy-Brachniki
concords were the most prominent among the
Bespopovtsy in the DCHR. The
Pomortsy (1,726 people) lived in small
communities in the Donetsk Okrug and the First
Don Okrug. In the Donetsk Okrug the Pomortsy
occupied Karpovo-Obryvskaya Sloboda [16,
sht. 91 rev.]. In the First Don Okrug they lived in
small groups in Tsymlyanskaya Blagochinie in
Nagavskaya Stanitsa [43, sht. 147 rev.],
Chertkovskaya Stanitsa [43, sht. 240 rev.], in the
hamlets of Lozniy of Kargalskaya Stanitsa [43,
sht. 224 rev.] and Velikanov and Sevastianov of
Chertkovskaya Stanitsa [43, sht. 240 rev.]. The
Pomortsy-Brachniki (666 people) lived in
Skasyrskaya Sloboda [16, sht. 40 rev.] in the
Donetsk Okrug. The total number of the Pomortsy
and Pomortsy-Brachniki was 2 392 people.

The Sredniki were the most insignificant in
number of followers among the Bespopovtsy in
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the DCHR. There were only 37 of them.
23 representatives of the Sredniki lived in the
hamlet of Nizhne-Kibiryovskiy and 10 people lived
in the hamlet of Gadichev of Kobylyanskaya
Stanitsa, 4 lived in the hamlet of Sevastianov of
Chertkovskaya Stanitsa [43, sht. 240 rev.].

The analysis provided an approximate
number of the Old Believers in the DCHR in
1908-1916, that is 122,022 people. 64,193 of them
recognized the hierarchy (the Popovtsy) and
18,227 did not (the Bespopovtsy).

Though the number of the Old Believers was
significant, they were not evenly distributed in the
DCHR. Thus, there were few Old Believers in
large church and administrative districts such as
in Degtevskaya Blagochinie (the Donetsk Okrug),
Razdorskaya Blagochinie (the First Don Okrug),
and in all blagochinies of the Khoper Okrug
(Pravotorovskaya, Preobrazhenskaya,
Uryupinskaya, and Filonovskaya). This
information was reflected in the clergy records
of the Don and Novocherkassk Diocese.

One of the characteristic features of the Old
Believers location was their reluctance to live in
stanitsas due to the attitude of the DCHR and
stanitsas’ authorities up to 1905. Thus, there were
no OId Believers in Alexandrovskaya,
Vladimirskaya, Grushevskaya, Yegorlykskaya,
Krivyanskaya, and Zaplavskaya stanitsas in the
Cherkassk Okrug. The exceptions were
Manychskaya Stanitsa [7, sht. 61 rev.] where the
Old Believers had lived since the 18™ century and
Yelizavetinskaya Stanitsa [8, sht. 219 rev.]; in the
Donetsk Okrug they lived in Vyoshenskaya,
Gundorovskaya, Kazanskaya, Kalitvenskaya,
Kremenskaya, Migulinskaya, Ust-
Belokalitvenskaya, Kamenskaya, Luganskaya
stanitsas. In the First Don Okrug which was
traditionally highly populated with the Old
Believers, there were none of them in
Kostantinovskaya, Zolotovskaya, Kochetovskaya,
Mariinskaya, Nikolaevskaya, Romanovskaya,
Semikarakorskaya, Ternovskaya, Filippovskaya,
Tsymlyanskaya, and Chertkovskaya stanitsas.
Though in the Second Don Okrug there were the
majority of the Old Believers of all concords and
persuasions registered in the Don Region, there
were no Old Believers in Novogrigoryevskaya,
Sirotinskaya, Starogrigoryevskaya, Tryokh-
Ostrovyanskaya stanitsas. In Ust-Medevedetsk
Okrug none of them lived in Berezovskaya,
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Kepinskaya, Kremenskaya, Perekopskaya,
Razdorskaya-na-Medveditse and in Ust-
Medveditskaya stanitsas. There were no Old
Believers in stanitsas of the Khoper and Salsk
okrugs as the latter was founded only in 1884.

Besides the Cossacks stanitsas, there were
no Old Believers in the coal mines areas in the
Don Cossack Host Region. There are no records
on the Old Believers’ presence in the city of
Aleksandrovsk-Grushevskiy, in the areas of Ivan
Koshkin and Markov mines, Rykov Mines of the
Catherine Society, Berestovo-Bogodukhovskie
Mines and in the mine of the Catherine Mining
Society.

The conflict-free coexistence both with the
Orthodox Christians and members of the
Yedinoverie and with representatives of other
concords and persuasions was the specific feature
that distinguished the Old Believers of the DCHR
from those living in the other regions of the Russian
Empire. There are some facts to prove the
statement: 20 representatives of the
Beglopopovtsy, 89 of the Austrian (Belaya
Krinitsa) concord, and 73 of the Bespopovtsy lived
conflict-free in the Peter and Paul Church Parish
in Starocherkasskaya Stanitsa, where the
orthodox population dominated [7, sht. 29 rev.].
142 representatives of the Beglopopovtsy, 1,199
of the Austrian concord, and 106 of the
Bespopovtsy lived in the hamlet of Zimnyatskiy
of Glazunovskaya Stanitsa on a conflict-free basis
as well [15, sht. 112]. There lived 5 150 Old
Believers of the Austrian concord and
303 representatives of the Bespopovtsy in the
St. Nicholas Church Parish in Golubinskaya
Stanitsa, where the orthodox population dominated.
In the Pokrovskaya (Intercession of the Theotokos)
Church Parish in Verkhne-Chirskaya Stanitsa there
lived 4,735 representatives of the Beglopopovtsy,
3,331 of the Austrian concord, and 472 of the
Bespopovtsy [26, sht. 20 rev.]. The Osievskaya
Yedinoverie Church Parish in the hamlet of
Shebalin was particularly diverse and rich in the
“raskolniks”; there lived 78 representatives of
the Beglopopovtsy, 1,838 of the Okruzhniki from
the Austrian concord, 71 of the Neokruzhniki
from the Austrian concord, 937 of the
Bespopovtsy, and 33 Sredniks |26, sht. 202 rev.].
The given examples were not isolated cases. The
conflict-free coexistence of representatives of
different Old Belief concords and Russian
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Orthodox Christians within the same settlement
can be explained primarily by the specific features
of the region, where military discipline was crucial
for the majority of the population. Besides, the
absence of leaders in the Old Belief community
to lead protests or express demands was an
important factor as well.

Results. Thus, compared to the data of the
First General Census of 1897, the Old Believers’
strength in the DCHR reduced in 1908-1916.
While in 1897 there were 130 450 people in the
Don Region (according to the Census data), only
122,022 people were recorded in 1908—1916.
There were few concords (persuasions)
presented in the DCHR. The most common
concords recognizing hierarchy were the
Beglopopovtsy and the Austrian (Belaya
Krinitsa) concord, which split into the Okruzhniki
and Neokruzhniki. Bespopovtsy, Pomortsy,
Pomortsy-Brachniki, and Sredniki constituted
the persuasions of the Don Region that did not
recognize hierarchy.

The Austrian (Belaya Krinitsa) concord
prevailed in the DCHR in 1908—1916. The
second-largest were the Beglopopovtsy. The Don
Cossacks preference for the hierarchy-
recognizing concords was explained by their
affiliation with the Don Host. This was a military
organization, where the procedures included the
idea that the Cossacks needed to have a priest to

administer the most common Sacraments, such
as the Sacrament of Baptism, the Sacrament of
Marriage, and perform funeral church services.
The number of the Pomortsy and Pomortsy-
Brachniki was relatively small, compared to the
more populated ones. The Sredniki constituted a
small local group, which did not affect the DCHR
population.

The Old Belief centers were the First and
the Second Don okrugs. The absence of overt
organization and centralization within the concords
was the main feature of the location of the Old
Believers.

Despite its abundance, the Old Believers
were considered part of the Host, which did not
have conflicts with the rest of the population.
The distinctive feature of the Old Believers in
the Don Region was the absence of an extensive
proselytic activity. This was explained by the
control by the Host authorities and the Russian
Orthodox clergy of the Don and Novocherkassk
Diocese, which were involved in the process as
far back as the 1830s.

Since the beginning ofthe 90s of the 20" century, many
Orthodox parishes have received serious assistance from the state and government bodies, representatives of
industry, banking capital and business. Results. The article states that, despite the formal separation of religious
organizations from the state, the ROC got preferences in the form of direct budgetary financing of church
construction, attracting sponsorship funds through state institutions for the same temple construction, and
creating charitable foundations in the center and locally.

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Introduction. At the turn of the century
discussions are covering topical issues of the
internal political development of the world’s
regions. Ensuring political stability and
sustainability of regional systems is a key topic.
Generally, any internal political transformations are
conflicting because they often lead to
destabilization of the political system. In the light
of modern realities, the confessional factor in the
regional systems’ development is intensifying,
which can simultaneously act as an integration
principle and an imbalance factor. In this regard,
it is important to determine the reasons for
politicization of religious institution in the Latin
American region and to assess the influence of
the church on the internal political process in the
region.

As noted by P. Berger, in the modern world
politicization of religion is mostly due to the
activities of politicized movements that use religion
as a convenient means of legitimizing political
movements based on “religious interests” [3, p. 7].
According to S. Huntington, there is a certain
correlation between the political process, the
waves of democratization and the religious
institution. The first wave of democratization
occurred in 1828-1926. At this time, most
countries pursuing democratic transformation
were Protestant. The second wave of
democratization occurred in 1943—-1962, when the

Latin American region, Brazil, Costa Rica,
Argentina, Colombia, Peru, Venezuela, countries,
where most of the population professed
Catholicism, came to “democracy”. The third
wave of democratization begins in 1974 after the
fall of the Portuguese dictatorship. Democratic
regimes replaced the authoritarian one in almost
thirty countries of Europe, Asia and Latin America
[24, p. 6].

In political and social sciences society is seen
as a system in unstable equilibrium. This situation
generates processes of detection and striking a
balance. Depending on the specific correlation of
these processes, a system may be dynamically
stable or unstable; nevertheless, it always seeks
stability, order and consensus [38]. Stability is a
necessary property of a political system [14] and
its retrospective analysis can be conducted from
strategic concepts of the military sphere in the
19% century, during the Cold War, to a conceptual
basis for creating a new world order in the 21%
century [34]. The political system stability
depends on the level of political culture
development, legitimacy and power effectiveness
in society. The political system of the region is in
a constant change process, and at a certain
development stage system-changing processes
can prevail over the system-forming processes,
that is they upset the fragile balance and lead the
system to instability [30].
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The theoretical foundations of political
stability are presented in the works of international
and domestic Russian scientists. In the context
of globalization and uncertainty of the political
process, sovereign states play an increasing role
in the political stability of the Latin American
region. The stability and sustainability dominants
of the state are: protecting citizens from possible
disasters, quality education, high standard of living,
social security, living by accepted standards in
society, cultural values [19]. But the growth of
social, economic, and environmental threats
dictates new requirements for the national security
concept of the Latin American States. Nation-
states can strike a balance between preventative
security measures, sustainable needs and the
values of modern society. Hugo Chavez played a
decisive role in the integration of the Latin
American region and the formation of political
stability [9].

The governments of the Latin American
States are actively developing interstate relations,
consider their region as a zone of peace. At the
beginning of the 2 1% century, it became the world’s
only region free from active conflicts. Latin
American countries introduced competitive
elections and guaranteed fundamental political and
civil rights [26]. The Latin American region
demonstrates positive integration dynamics
through creation of public goods, regional
programs in the social, economic, and agricultural
sectors [8].

Modern states are interested in ensuring the
stability and security of their existence: the
religious policy pursued by the state influences
the national security policy; political decision-
makers consider the opinions of religious groups
that ensure their legitimacy [2].

According to the researchers, the religious
institution is an effective mechanism for solving
the complex tasks of social development [23].
Some of them believe that the religious institution
in the public sphere not only provides support to
state structures, gives legitimacy to values and
practices dominating in society but is also a private
resource for conducting political and social
criticism [33]. According to others, the foundation
of the modern international order is based on the
religious institution. Globalization produces deep
existential problems for modern states that initially
have different religious traditions [44]. Religious
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organizations have played a significant role in
global poverty reduction [42; 43]. However,
addressing complex political and economic
problems the religious views of the political elite
lead to the fact that it is less inclined to
compromise [29]. In a post-secular society of
politics, religious leaders assume that religious
actions acquire political significance.

Methods and materials. The principles of
a systematic approach [38] considering the
political system of the region as political stability
object and interpreting political stability as dynamic
equilibrium state of the social-political system act
as a theoretical and methodological foundation.
The process and topos of religious politicization
are analyzed in the framework of the
constructivist approach. The world is a social
reality modelled by the subject through social
institutions [31]. Accordingly, religion is understood
as the religious model of the world created by the
subject, determining the reality in which he/she
exists. Specifically, our research methodology is
based on the idea that politicization of religion is a
dynamic process characterized by rational /
irrational actions of religious and secular,
institutional and non-institutional actors aimed at
its reforming and stabilizing or organizing a new
political system. In any of the indicated cases,
many elements and functions of religion as a social
institution change into political ones. We note that
the multivariate nature of the interaction between
religious and political institutions is due to objective
and subjective reasons. The first one includes the
economic development level of the region, its
socio-demographic and ethnic-confessional
structure, political stratification. Subjective factors
include consolidation of elite groups, their
willingness to carry out transformations, and
interfaith tolerance, which dominate in specific
regions.

Analysis. As a result of systematic and
constructivist approaches, we propose a model
for the sustainable development of the Latin
American region, which includes the constructive
potential of politicizing religion. We proceed from
the fact that the character of regional political
stability includes the following provisions:

— stability in the region is possible for a limited
period since there is a constant combination of
stabilizing (unity of goals and means of
achievement; consolidating role of a political
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leader; common cultural space) and destabilizing
factors (contradictions between the interests of
various social groups; conflicts in the system of
state power; contradictions between the centre
and the region, etc.);

— interdependence of system stability at the
national and regional levels;

— isolation of regional stability. Isolation
reproduces both the completeness and integrity
of the social system, as well as its conservatism
and limited internal social reserves;

— stability in the region will be achieved
when the structure of the social interests of the
population is adequately reflected in political
processes, in the activities of government bodies
and local self-government.

It should be noted that the model of political
stability presented above is not always achievable
in the real world. At the beginning of the
21% century regional political processes of Latin
America are characterized by turbulence, which
is reflected in the multivariate democratic
development of states, in the vector of political
strategies from liberalism to authoritarianism. The
confessional sphere may have unpredictable
consequences in the context of secularization /
desecularization of the society. Accordingly, it is
advisable to consider the politicization of religion,
its inclusion in the political process as a factor of
stabilization / destabilization of the political system,
not only in the temporal and institutional aspects
but also in the spatial and territorial aspects. In
this case, we use the concept of “topos of the
religious politicization”. In political science, topos
is also considered as a specific localization “in
the social space of public policy agents”;
“Structural units of public policy that condition the
practices of their agents” [45]. In our
understanding, topos is both a spatial-territorial
characteristic and a conceived model, the features
of which include the struggle for power, territory,
space; the influence of political-religious actors
on large religious, ethnic, national, migration
groups, their use of information, psychological
technologies to achieve their goals. Accordingly,
the topos of politicizing religion at the regional level
represents the region or state housing a relatively
separate and self-sufficient ethnic-confessional
community. It is dynamic, subject to changes and
is characterized by the “transition” of one structure
to another [13, p. 58].

Main prerequisites for the politicization topos
formation in the Latin American region in the
1970s included the religious socio-political factors:
ineffective functioning of established political
institutions; changes in the political system and
rapid changes in socio-political development
priorities. Among the religious factors, we include
the political claims of the clergy to determine the
constitutional and civil law foundations of the
region; his active participation in political
modernization. In some Latin American States,
The Catholic Church has joined the political
modernization. Priests educated in Western
Europe laid the foundations for a new political
and religious direction “Theology of Liberation”
based on a synthesis of the ideology of Marxism
and the system of Christian values. In the work
“Theology of liberation: history, politics and
salvation” G. Gutierrez substantiates the model
of Latin American modernization, which was
understood very broadly, got a comprehensive
character and included political, social, and
religious modernization. “Liberation” has different
interpretations. First, it is understood as the political
and social liberation of oppressed peoples,
elimination of poverty and injustice. Secondly,
“liberation” is understood as vindication of public
liberty, creation of a new society. Thirdly,
“liberation” has a theological aspect and is
understood as the man’s freedom from sin and
selfishness, restoration of relations with God. In
the Bible, Christ is the one who brings liberation
to people. Changes were to happen in the Church
itself. The clergy began to play a new role as
political actors [22]. According to L. Boff, the
goal of the Theology of Liberation movement is
to free the countries of the Latin American region
from hunger and poverty: at the social level,
collective oppression must be eliminated; an the
individual one - injustice; and an the religious one —
social sin must be defeated [4]. It should be noted
that the involvement of clergy in the political
struggle led to a partial destabilization of the
political system at this stage. The invasion of the
religious institution in the political life of society
caused the relativization of religious values.

Subsequently, F. Castro committed to the
Theology of Liberation. In his opinion,
revolutionary changes in Cuba are possible if there
is a close union of Marxists and Christians.
Venezuelan President W. Chavez was a follower
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of the Theology of Liberation ideas, and his
political project to modernize Venezuela was partly
inspired by the Theology of Liberation and a social
doctrine of the Roman Catholic Church [46].
In Ecuador, R. Correa spoke of his convergence
to the ideology of “Theology of Liberation.”

In one of his speeches, he notes that his social
and economic principles are based on the social
doctrine of the Catholic Church. Subsequently,
there were changes in the ideological concept of
“Liberation Theology”: “The church in recent years
has moved from the church that was so committed
to Liberation Theology to the church that focused
on morality” [39]. Political leaders believed that
an alliance between politicians and progressive
clergy is possible, the result of which will be the
economic and social development of the Latin
American region.

At the beginning of the 21% century, the
ideology of “Theology of Liberation” continues
to influence the political process in the Latin
American region. Thus, in Paraguay in 2008 the
former bishop Pedro F. Lugo, who was called the
“bishop of the poor”, won the presidential election.
In Brazil, during the 2010 election campaign,
L. Boff’s political concept became the trend of
the Partido dos Trabalhadores and helped her win
the election. It should be noted that the victory of
the party is not a direct result of the Theology of
Liberation, but it has strengthened the Brazilian
political consciousness with a sense of hope for
change, the democratization of society, stability,
and stability of the social system. In 2013, during
protests in Brazil, politicians used the ideology of
“Theology of Liberation” to justify modernization
transformations in the country.

In the modern world, the Theology of
Liberation continues to influence the heads vision
of international relations principles in the Latin
American States. At the World Social Forum in
2009, Brazilian President L 1. Lula da Silva stated
that the new world order should be stable,
multilateral, free from hegemony and endowed
with democratic institutions; Venezuelan President
W. Chavez called to unite all Latin American
countries against the policy of neoliberalism. The
Presidents of Bolivia E. Morales and Ecuador
R. Correa also favoured the implementation of a
new model of economic development, “Socialism
of the 21% Century”. The bishop of Paraguay,
F. Lugo, spoke about the need for the Church to
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be included in the contemporary regional political
process [1].

After 10 years, the states of the Latin
American region had significant changes: a coup
in Uruguay, the death of W. Chavez in Venezuela,
the left-wing suffered defeats in the elections in
Argentina and Ecuador. The unstable political
system of some Latin American countries
produces conflicts in the region. It is logical to
assume that at a certain development stage,
system-changing processes can prevail over
system-forming processes, that is, upset the
unstable equilibrium and cause the system
instability. The instability of the political system is
expressed, in particular, exceeding the limit values
of its main parameters. Thus, political instability
indeed represents the inability of the political
system to manage the changes occurring in the
state by political changes.

It should be noted that in the Latin American
region under the intensively undergoing social
transformations, the stability of the political system
largely determines the effectiveness of the
planned changes in all other spheres of public life.
According to the Russian researcher
V.N. Ameline, the stabilization process is rigidly
determined by the factor of the authority is
legitimacy. Any authority does not function in an
isolated way; it must deal with various tasks urgent
for society. An internal incentive for the authorities
is the desire to maintain the established order, to
protect society from wars, conflicts and
revolutions. Currently, these trends are occurring
in a number of countries in the Latin American
region. In July 2019 the 25™ Sdo Paulo Social
Forum was held in Caracas and attended by
representatives of 190 progressive organizations
of the Latin American region, the purpose of the
Forum was to strengthen the unity of the Latin
American region, to develop strategies for its
sustainable development [47].

In 2020, in 18 Latin American countries, 57%
were Catholics, 20% were Evangelicals, and
16.6% did not profess any religion. The importance
of religion in the life of society and a person was
mentioned in Guatemala — by 94% of
respondents, in Honduras — by 94%, in Costa
Rica — by 88%, in Colombia — by 80%, in
Ecuador — by 80%, in Brazil — by 77%, in Peru
by 74%, in Bolivia — by 73%, in Chile — by
48% [41]. The first quarter of the 21% century in
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Latin America was marked by the second wave
of politicization of Christianity. The growth of
political evangelism has become a global trend,
which led to the loss of popularity of the Catholic
Church, and the weakening of the positions of
Catholic parties. According to M. del Campo, the
growth of evangelical parties was due to the
institutional crisis of the Catholic parties, the
development of new political strategies and
practices by evangelical parties, the union of
evangelicals with right-wing parties, which
allowed them to act as a united front in defense
of conservative values [7].

As a result, there was a turn from the
Liberation Theology of the Catholics to the
Prosperity Theology of the Evangelicals. The
latter focused on ensuring stability, socio-
economic development, and the rooting of
conservative values in society. In this regard, we
focus on the characteristics of the politicization
of evangelism, the involvement of the religious
elite in the electoral process, and its ability to
achieve goals. Let’s consider both typical and
atypical political practices of evangelicals on the
example of the following cases.

Guatemala. In October 2015, presidential
elections were held in the country, which were
won by J. Morales, comedian, businessman,
evangelical theologian. He scored 67.44% of the
votes and beat his opponent, the former first lady
of Guatemala, Sandra Torres. In the country at
the time of the elections, more than 40% of the
population professed Protestantism, which
undoubtedly had an impact on the electoral
process. Representatives of the evangelists were
included in all election commissions, whose work
began with prayers and sermons. According to
the Constitution, Guatemala is a secular state, but
despite this fact, the Guatemalan Bible Society
launched the “Government Like God” election
campaign, calling on citizens to participate in
elections guided by the “Bible as Counselor” and
the Constitution. All candidates for the post of
president answered the questions of the
commission, which concerned their moral and
religious qualities. S. Torres, answering the
commission’s questions, admitted that the biggest
mistake in her life was “rejection of God”.
However, thanks to her friends who “saved her,”
she gave her heart completely to God, Jesus. To
the question — the statement that Guatemala is a

country with Judeo-Christian roots, in which
believers live, who recognize only the traditional
family, all candidates answered positively [16].

J. Morales received a religious education,
graduated from a Protestant seminary and an
Evangelical Institute; got a secular education at
the University of San Carlos with a degree in
business administration. He adheres to the
positions of conservative nationalism, stands for
traditional values, the prohibition of abortion. His
views were close to military circles and the faithful
of Guatemala, who supported him in the
elections [15]. During the presidency of
J. Morales, the Viva party put forward Initiative
52/72, which became known as the Law on the
Protection of Life. The bill provided for an increase
in the prison term for women who had an abortion.
In 2017-2018, Initiative 52/72 was discussed in
Congress, but was not adopted [35].

It should be noted that the legislation of
Guatemala prohibits the election of the president
for a second term. In the presidential elections
that took place in 2019, S. Torres once again lost
to A. Giammattei, a conservative politician.

The politician was supported by radical
conservatives who led him to victory in the 2019
elections. A. Giammattei declared Guatemala
“a country where love and faith in God” are the
fundamental principles of the state. On March 9,
2022 Guatemala was declared by the President
the Ibero-American capital, the highest value of
which was life. As part of this campaign, the state
actively promotes the values of the traditional
family, initiates programs to prevent unplanned
pregnancy. In 2022 deputies of seven religious
parties once again voted for the adoption of a bill
on the protection of life and family, according to
which abortions were prohibited in the country, in
case of violation, a prison term of 5 to 25 years in
prison was provided. Sex change in adolescents
and same-sex marriages were prohibited. The law
was approved by the Congress of Guatemala,
which caused mass protests in the country [11].

The President of the country unexpectedly
reacted to the adoption of the bill. A. Giammattei
said that he would veto the law, since it violates the
Constitution [20]. After a public discussion, the law
was frozen [12]. It is quite possible that after the
victory of the next conservative President, the
Congress of Guatemala will return to the revision
of Initiative 52/72, which may be adopted not in
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such a radical form. In the economic sphere,
A. Giammattei pursues a policy aimed at improving
the living standards of citizens. In 2020, drastic
measures were taken to mitigate the economic
crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. In 2021,
the country had the highest economic growth in
the Latin American region. According to analytical
forecasts, a similar scenario persists for 2022 [21].

Colombia. At the initiative of Pastor Maria
Luisa Piraquive from the Church of God, the
Independent Movement for Absolute Renewal
(hereinafter — MIRA) was created, which
proclaimed its goal to spread democracy in the
country. For two decades, MIRA has initiated
legislative initiatives aimed at improving the well-
being of Colombians. In 2018, the evangelical party
Justa Libres joined MIRA. The united electorate
of the coalition supported the presidential
candidate Ivan Duque, who won a convincing
victory in the presidential elections in 2018.
In March 2022, congressional elections were held
in Colombia. 578,195 thousand voters voted for
the MIRA-Colombia Justa Libres coalition, as a
result, the coalition won 4 seats. The goal of the
united MIRA-Colombia Justa Libres coalition is
political, economic, social and environmental
reforms based on moral principles [18].

The electorate of Christian churches in
Colombia supported the presidential campaign of
I. Duque. Among them were representatives of
the radical religious organization Orden de la
Legitimidad Proscrita (Order of Forbidden
Legitimacy). The Order conducts mass actions
to burn books that contradict religious dogmas,
opposes the rights of women, sexual minorities.
I. Duque was supported by the party of
ultraconservative pastors Justa Libres, which
unites about 70% of the Christian churches of
Colombia. I. Duque was supported by
500,000 members of the moderate Christian
Peace Party. The party, in addition to religious
topics, actively raises corruption issues. The
above-mentioned religious parties have common
goals: the legislative consolidation of the family
as a union of a man and a woman, the prohibition
of abortion, oppose the rights of sexual minorities,
lobby for interests in education, advocate for
compulsory teaching of religion in school [27].

The President of Colombia pays a significant
place to religious themes in his speeches. In his
opinion, the true purpose of politics is to take care
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of society which loses a lot when it stops talking
about traditional values [37]. On Twitter, he wrote
the following: “Today we celebrate 101 years of
recognition of our Virgin of Chiquincira as the
patron saint of Colombia. Every day I pray and
ask her to protect our country.” I. Duque’s
speeches led to a debate about the right of political
leaders to express their personal religious views.
Colombia is a secular state, and the President,
like any citizen, has the right to freedom of religion.
However, the President expresses the interests
of the whole people, based on this, he does not
have the right to express his personal religious
views, which lead to discrimination against the
views of other citizens different from his.
According to the court order, I. Duque had to
delete the tweet with a link to the statement about
the Virgin Mary. It should be noted that the case
of I. Duque split Colombian society: some
supported the president, since his position was
expressed through his personal Twitter account,
and not through the official account of the
President of the Republic. Others opposed it, as
since taking office, President I. Duque has used
his profile for both personal and official
announcements [40].

I. Duque’s moral views correlate with his
economic policy aimed at improving living
standards and reducing poverty in the country.
In 2020 The President presented the “New
Commitment” Strategy to the Colombian
Congress. The country’s economic growth
through job creation, investment, agricultural
development, and support of socially vulnerable
members of society was declared among the
priorities. In 2022, the country’s economy grew
by 1.5%, from 5% to 6.5%. In 2023, the
government of I. Duque plans the transition of
the country’s economy from a period of rapid
recovery, which took place before 2022, to a
period of macroeconomic and budgetary
consolidation of the economy [10].

Brazil. In 2018, the country held presidential
elections, which were won by J. Bolsonaro, a
former military man, then he was a deputy from
the Christian Democratic Party, then a deputy from
the Progressive Party. In 2018 he became a
member of the Social Liberal Party. In the
elections, J. Bolsonaro was supported by a united
coalition, which included representatives of the
Catholic and Evangelical churches. Thanks to the

confessional electorate, J. Bolsonaro won 55%
of the vote in the second round. The policy led by
the president was supported by the electorate.
So, during the COVID-19 epidemic, many
believers supported the position of the president,
according to whom God could solve the problem
of the pandemic and opposed the coronavirus
restrictions. On April 5, 2020, J. Bolsonaro
announced a national religious fast on social
networks, which was supposed to help the country
overcome the crisis caused by the pandemic. After
more than 600,000 people died in Brazil as a result
of the pandemic, the Senate accused the president
of violating sanitary measures, an epidemic that
led to numerous deaths, a crime against humanity.
The next presidential election in Brazil will take
place in 2022. According to opinion polls, no more
than 20% of the country’s population is ready to
vote for J. Bolsonaro [32].

In the summer of 2022, J. Bolsonaro
changed the tactics of his presidential election
campaign. The President allocated 7.5 billion
dollars from the country’s budget for social
spending: subsidies were provided to 20 million
Brazilians, social payments were increased from
400 to 600 reals ($110) until the end of 2022 [5].

In July 2022, J. Bolsonaro held a meeting
with 40 foreign ambassadors at his residence.
At the meeting, he announced the unreliability of
Brazil’s electronic voting system, the possibility
of falsification of election results. According to
analysts, in this way J. Bolsonaro is preparing the
ground for challenging the election results in case
of his defeat [28]. According to the latest opinion
polls, 37% of voters were ready to vote for
J. Bolsonara on June 3, 2022; 36% were ready to
vote on July 3, 2022 [6]. Possible election of
J. Bolsonaro’s for a second term is part of the
promotion of the ideology of ultra-radical
conservatism in the Latin American region.
J. Bolsonaro proposes a new model for the
development of Latin American countries based
on a system of market values and traditional
conservative family and religious [17].

Costa Rica. Evangelical singer and pastor
Fabrizio Alvarado Mucoz nominated his candidacy
in the presidential elections in 2018, for whom
39.41% of voters voted. The rapid popularity of
the pastor, who was not previously known in
politics, was due to harsh criticism of same-sex
marriages, sexual education of teenagers in the

framework of the school course. As a result, he
defeated 13 candidates, but took only second
place. In the parliamentary elections, the political
party of F. Alvarado “Restauraciyn Nacional” won
14 seats out of 57. Bishops of the country
traditionally took an active part in the presidential
elections. In a statement released on January 26,
2022, in the midst of another presidential pre-
election campaign, they thanked God for allowing
Costa Ricans to live in a successful democratic
country and encouraged citizens to vote [36].
In the 21% century, Evangelicals act not only
as guardians of conservative values, but as active
propagandists. They view the traditional family
as the union of a man and a woman who are equal
in their rights and responsibilities. The political
conservatism of the evangelicals is based on the
methodology of political realism, putting national
and economic practices at the forefront. They
stand up for and put in practice the Christian values
of democracy (freedom of opinion, political
pluralism, freedom of religion). Thus, the growth
of political evangelism in the countries of Latin
America is the result of ideological and political
differentiation and the struggle of religious elites.
It is the evangelical political parties that form the
worldview foundations and the new doctrinal order
in the Latin American region in the 21% century,
which ensures its sustainable development.
Results. The politicization of religion in the
Latin American region has had an ambivalent impact
on the political and economic state of the region. In
the 20™ century Liberation theology as a form of
Catholic radicalism manifested itself in the
participation of priests in the political struggle, who
considered it necessary to conduct subversive
activities regarding the existing social order. Radical
activity has outlawed some priests [22, pp. 55-60].
At the same time, the Liberation Theology
movement advocated the modernization of the
economy, supported the socialist transformations
taking place in the region. It should be noted the
polarization of political systems, socialist and
capitalist, characteristic of this period, which to a
certain extent contributed to the political
destabilization of the region. Thus, created at the
initiative of Venezuelan President Hugo Chavez, the
Bolivarian Alliance of America — ALBA aimed to
support radical revolutionary processes in Latin
America, “the creation of a new world order”, the
collapse of the United States as a global
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superpower [25]. In the 21% century, the Catholic
Church has moved away from the radical position
of Liberation Theology, the division into friends and
foes, friends and enemies has become a thing of the
past; more attention has been paid to moral issues.

In the 21% century, the result of religious
globalization in Latin America was the politicization
of the evangelical movement. Among its
characteristic features, the electoral activity of
evangelicals should be highlighted. The main
requirements were the prohibition of abortion, sex
change, same-sex marriage. Evangelicals united
with right-wing political parties, unlike Liberation
Theology, which at one time united with left-wing
political parties.

On the wave of the politicization of the
evangelical Church and with the direct support of
its electorate, political leaders in Brazil, Colombia,
Guatemala, and Costa Rica came to power. The
presidents of these countries advocate the
adoption of ultraconservative religious laws.
It should be noted that the highest officials of the
state do not position themselves as evangelicals,
but declare their commitment to religion. Currently,
for the evangelical church, the political elite which
forms the domestic and foreign policy of the
country, as well as orientation towards the middle
class are important. The poorest people, whose
number is gradually decreasing, remain significant
for the church. The Evangelical Church is very
popular in the Latin American region, becoming
politically and economically in demand.

The new model proposed by the President
of Brazil for the development of the Latin
American region is based on a system of
conservative religious values, liberalization of the
market economy, international openness, and
foreign investment. In other words, the so-called
conservative moral problem is the basis of the
political and economic stability of the Latin
American region. The political activity of
evangelicals as a mechanism for achieving political
and economic consensus in the Latin American
region is in demand by Conservative governments
of a number of Latin American countries.
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Abstract. Introduction. The study is carried out in the genre of intellectual history and focuses on the
contrasting views of the leading representatives of Slavic and Turkic social thought in Russia. Purpose: starting
from Vladimir Lamansky’s ideas, to reconstruct and interpret [smail Gasprinsky’s concept of “three worlds”. This is
the first time such a task has been posed. Methods and materials. Methods are applied: intellectual reconstruction
and historical-comparative. Main sources: “Three worlds of the Asian-European continent” by Lamansky and
works of the Gasprinsky period of the 1880s — 1900s. (“Russian-Eastern agreement”, “China and Russia”, “Great
Eastern question”, etc.). Analysis. The peculiarities of Lamansky’s interpretation of the “three worlds” (“European”,
“Asian”, “Middle”), where the “Greco-Slavic world” constituted the basis of the “middle world”, were revealed.
Reconstruction and comparison showed that Gasprinsky had his own understanding of the “three worlds”:
“Western”, “Central”, “Eastern”. He proceeded from a combination of interests of the Turks and the Slavs and
interpreted the “central” world as “Russian-Muslim”. Both thinkers recognized the consolidating role of Russia.
However, Gasprinsky saw the prospects for Islam and was convinced of the need for cooperation with the Muslim
world. Results. Two tendencies in the interpretation of the “three worlds” complemented each other, argued the
Slavic-Turkic space of the Old World. Gasprinsky’s innovation was the concept of the “Russian-Muslim world”.
He took into account the Muslim factor, so his version is more realistic. As a result, the concepts of both thinkers
(taking into account the priorities) had the character of a pro-Eurasian counterpoint and became central in early
Eurasian discourse.

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EVOLUTION OF BRITISH EUROSCEPTICISM
IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 20" CENTURY

Abstract. Introduction. The United Kingdom is the most prominent example of a Eurosceptic country in the EU.
For many years the United Kingdom did not feel a part of Europe. Great Britain was geographically separated from
continental Europe and psychologically distant from the European integration movement established by the 1957
Treaty of Rome. The British Eurosceptic tradition rested on these geographic and psychological characteristics.
Eurosceptic traditions included political, economic, linguistic, cultural and historical aspects that made it difficult for
the United Kingdom to accept European integration. Methods and materials. The research methodology is based on
narrative and comparative methods. The materials of the study incorporate statements of certain British politicians
about attitudes towards European integration, works devoted to the analysis of Euroscepticism in the United Kingdom
and manifestos of some far-right political parties. Analysis. A study of the attitude to European integration of the two
main political forces of Great Britain, namely the Conservative and the Labour Parties, in the second half ofthe 20"
century is carried out. Results. The study results in the creation of a periodization of British Euroscepticism in the
second half of the 20" century. Three stages of evolution of British Euroscepticism in the period under study are
