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another in historical perspective. Methods and materials. Aiming to shed light on the migrations to the region based
on the primary sources of the time, the paper studies medieval migrations and resettling populations in the case of
Shirvan. This study is based on the medieval textual sources and archaeological findings, implementing methods of
comparison and interdisciplinary approaches to mapping ethnic diversity. Analysis. The location of the region at the
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the region was subject to invasions by neighboring leading powers of the medieval era. To strengthen their control,
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speaking populations during the Sassanid and Arab conquests, along with the influx of Arab tribes, contributed to
the ethno-linguistic landscape of Shirvan. The arrival of Turkic tribes over the centuries played a significant role in
shaping the demographic composition of Shirvan. Results. The migrations and interactions of these and other groups
have created a complex societal structure in Shirvan, marked by a variety of languages, traditions, and religious

Introduction. Mass movement of population
from one place to another can lead to significant
changes in social structures, cultural practices,
and demographic compositions of any country.
This has happened during the historical process
and continues to this day. The purpose of this
work is to scrutinize this process in the case
of a particular region of the South Caucasus,
Shirvan, and in a specific time frame, the medieval
era (from the 5% to the 15" centuries). Mass
movement of people occurred mainly in two
forms: migrations for various reasons, including
economic opportunities, conflict, environmental
factors, or social factors, and resettlement of
population, often with the political intention of
settling permanently in a newly occupied location.

Migratory movements and relocations in Shirvan
highlighted the fluidity of identity and culture, as
people mix, interact, and sometimes blend different
cultural practices and beliefs. All these processes
resulted in the shifting from one ethnic identity to
another, creating a new ethno-linguistic identity.

Methods and materials. To examine
how trade routes, migrations, and conquests
facilitated cultural exchanges and the blending
of ethnic identities, the research utilizes historical
textual sources and incorporates findings
from archaeological sites [2; 4; 14; 16; 26],
implementing methods of comparative studies and
an interdisciplinary approach to understanding
ethnic diversity in medieval times. In accordance
with this approach, the conceptual framework
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of the researcher rejects the primordialist view,
which is based on the fixed identity concept,
emphasizing its inherent, deeply rooted aspects.
In this regard, the source base of the study consists
mainly of medieval texts, such as the “History
of the Albanians” by Moses of Kalankatuk,
Armenian and Georgian chronicles, and works
of Muslim authors in Arabic and Persian,
combining historical and cultural anthropological
approaches.

It should be especially emphasized that
the notions of “indigenous population” and
“migration pattern” can only be considered
hypothetically. Migration is a characteristic
feature of human history, and if some migration
is not recorded by sources, this does not mean that
people have lived in this territory since the period
of anthropogenesis. This is nothing other than
primordialism. Moreover, the methodological
framework of the research does not consider
literally the concepts of “autochthony” as
“people who originated from this land” and
“allochthony” as “outsiders.” The migration mass
that has acquired a homeland and settled in a given
territory cannot be considered an outsider.

Analysis. The Middle Ages are full of
historical events associated with mass migrations
and resettlement of the population. These global
migrations did not bypass the Caucasus, including
Shirvan. Considering the migration flow, firstly,
it should be noted that the indigenous population
of the region under study was the Albanian tribes,
which Strabo also pointed out in his “Geography,”
noting them as 26 tribes that do not understand
one another [20, 11, IV]. However, the ethnic
composition of the population has been subject
to change for centuries due to migration and the
resettlement policies of neighboring empires.
From the end of the fourth century onwards, the
flux of Huns, followed by Savirs, Bulgars, and
Khazars, began through the Darband Pass. In late
antiquity and the early Middle Ages, the main
powers that claimed dominance in the Caucasus,
including Shirvan, were the Sassanids and their
rival Byzantium. To resist the influx of the tribes
from the north, the Sassanids, using local forces,
built the Darband stronghold. Even so, this
measure alone was not enough to strengthen the
area around Darband and the region to the south,
where the routes with strategic and commercial
significance passed, leading to the central regions

of Persia. In the first place, the Sassanids, being
one of those powers using religion as a means
for politics towards subordinate peoples, imposed
Zoroastrianism in the region even before building
the main stronghold. Zoroastrianism became an
important instrument during the reign of Shapur I
and was closely intertwined with the political
system [3]. Inaddition to the textual sources, the
spread of Zoroastrianism even to Darband is also
proven by archaeological data [2].

As Moses of Kalankatuk reports in his
“History of the Albanians,” in the days of the
impious Yazkert (Yezdegerd II (438-457)), he
forced Christians to abandon the faith and submit
to the Magian sect of fire-worshippers [15, p. 65].
Then the author states that the Persian forces,
which were in the land of the Honk (the land of
Huns), have returned and have brought with them
300 theologians [15, p. 66], meaning Zoroastrian
mobads. Moses of Kalankatuk further describes
how the Sassanid officials tried to frighten and
force people to accept their religion. During
the reigns of Kavad I (intermittently between
488 and 531) and Khosrow I (531-570), these
measures were further strengthened.

The 9™-century Arab historian Baladhuri
reports that the Persians built here 360 city-
fortresses in total [11], which was repeated
by the 10"-century author Ibn al-Faqih, who
uses the notion of city “madinah” rather than
fortress “ghalah” [18, p. 287]. He also reports
that Qubad’s son Anushirvan built the cities of
Shabran, Maskut, and Karkarah in the Shirvan
region, and then Bab al-Abwab [18, p. 288].
Ofcourse, the Sasanian rulers did not build them
to improve the lives of the local population but for
their own strengthening and the resettlement of
trusted people here. From this information we can
conclude that those whom the Sassanids resettled
for the purpose of strengthening populated such
a huge number of city-fortresses, as V. Minorsky
also indicates [24, pp. 13-14]. The reason for the
Sassanid migration policy was also specified by
al-Istakhri: it was done because of a strong desire
to populate this region with reliable people [19,
p. 184]. Baladhuri has a direct reference to the
resettlement of the Persians. He states that after
Qubad (Kavad 1), his son Kisra Anushirvan ibn
Qubad (Khosrow I) became malik (ruler) and built
the cities of Shabiran and Masqat and the city of
Bab al-Abwab (Gate of the Gates). He settled
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in what he had built in these areas, a people
called Siyasijin [11, pp. 273-274]. Regarding
the etymology of Siyasijin, it should be noted
that in the Talysh language “siyanush” means
“highlanders.” In Azerbaijan, the Tats are often
called “daghly” — highlander.

Modern Tats of Shirvan and other territories
are most likely the descendants of these settlers.
According to I. Semenov, who studied the
resettlement of Persians by Khosrow I Anushirvan,
the total numbers of Persian Mazdakite and Jewish
settlers “exceeded 200 thousand people” [5, p. 35].
Although the figures given by 1. Semenov do not
inspire complete confidence, one can still agree
that the Sassanids resettled an impressive number
of Persians and Jews to the soil of Shirvan. So, the
forceful relocation of Persians and Jews brought to
Shirvan the new ethno-linguistic patterns.

The penetration of the Huns and their
descendants into the Caucasus has been widely
studied by modern historiography. Based on the
reports of Christian chronicles, we see that they
played a perceptible role in the region in the fifth
to sixth centuries. Although the Honagur/Onogur
fortress is indicated in Lazica, in western Georgia
[27, p. 6], the main passage was still Darband.
The Armenian and Georgian chronicles contain
lots of reports about the flows of the Huns, the
Bulghars, the Savirs, and then the Khazars, but
they mostly describe them in a negative way.
An exception is the description by Moses of
Kalankatuk about the Hephthalites, as after the
Caucasian Albanian ruler Vachagan’s message to
them, they provided military support to Albania.
He writes that Vachagan sent the Hephthalites as
arod of wrath against the king of Persia, and they
defeated him together with his people [15, p. 25].
Then the author even makes a compliment, saying
that the Hephthalites came like giants to satisfy
the wrath of the Lord [15, p. 26]. And yet, the
Khazars played a major role in the ethno-political
map of the Caucasus, including Shirvan prior to
and during the Arab conquests. Even the ancient
capital city of Caucasian Albania, Qabala, on the
eve of the Arab conquests, was named Al-Khazar,
as Baladhuri points out, writing that Qabala was
built by Qubad (Kavad I), which is called Al-
Khazar [11, p. 273].

Soon new upheavals shook the entire world,
including the region under study. The Arabs
became a huge force as a result of uniting around
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the new religion and began their conquests,
turning Islam into a world religion. Like the
Sassanids, the Arabs used religion as a means of
strengthening their power and control over newly
conquered countries. By this time, Zoroastrianism,
implanted by the Sassanids; Judaism among
the Jewish communities; and Christianity in
Caucasian Albania were spreading in the territory
of Shirvan, while paganism was preserved in some
places. Inclining from one to another teaching
of Christianity, the Albanians under Javanshir
Mihranid preferred Monothelitism. In the end,
the Armenian Monophysite Church achieved the
subordination of the Albanians when Caliph Abd
al-Malik abolished the power of the Mihranids
in 705 [6, p. 9]. So, the favorable conditions
were created for the spread of Islam with such an
unstable religious picture. However, the process of
Islamization was gradual, and for strengthening in
newly conquered territories, additional measures
were in effect. And the Arab Caliphate, repeating
the same policy of the Sassanids, implemented
resettlement of the Arab tribes to Shirvan and
the entire Caucasus. The reason was not only to
strengthen the newly conquered lands but, most
importantly, to control the strategic and trade
routes and create a base for resistance against the
enemy, the Khazar Khaganate.

Tabari, in his work “Tarikh ar-Rusul wal-
Muluk,” reports that the Arab commander Suraqa
ibn Amra conquered Darband in 643 during the
reign of the caliph Umar ibn al-Khattab. When
Bukayr ibn Abdullahi and Abdurrahman ibn
ar-Rabi’a al-Bahili approached Darband by the
order of Suraqah, Shahrbaraz, the hereditary ruler
of this province and former Sassanid protége¢,
submitted to them. According to the terms of
the treaty concluded with him, the Shirvanians
did not pay tribute but instead assumed the
maintenance of an army that defended the
borders from attacks by nomads from the
north. In the negotiation with Abd-ur-Rahman
Shahrbaraz declared the following: “I have
nothing in common with either the peoples of the
Caucasus Mountains or the Armenians. You (the
Arabs) invaded my country, and today my people
and [ are one of you; my hands are your hands.”
Shahrbaraz’s main request was exemption from
the poll tax jizya, as it could weaken Shirvanians.
Taking this into account, Suraqah, with the
consent of Caliph Omar, decided to collect jizya
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only from those who did not serve in the army.
In return, Darband and its environs dwellers had
to fight the infidels and not let them into Muslim
territory [7]. Military service instead of paying
tribute was offered to the Armenians in al-Bab as
well [7]. Thus, according to the peace agreement,
the Arabs did not need to keep troops in these
regions for a while.

The Arabs, as already noted, pursued the
same policy as the Sassanids to strengthen their
positions in the conquered countries. On the
one hand, a new religion, and on the other, the
resettlement of Arab tribes to new lands in order
to create a support base from a trusted mass,
rather than non-Arabs of other faiths, were the
main methods of the caliphate. Despite the fact
that an agreement was signed with the local ruler,
and one of the main points directly provided
for responsibility for protection from the Turks,
the Caliphate still preferred to trust its generals.
In 736 Hisham b. Abd al-Malik appointed Asad
b. Zafir Sulami to the governorship of Darband;
he gave him 400 men from his own staff and also
men from four Arab tribes [24, pp. 124-125]. The
names of these tribes are not mentioned in the
source, but V. Minorsky believes that one of them
is Sulemi or Banu Sulaym [24, p. 125].

The issue of the resettlement policy of the
Caliphate and the migration of the Arab tribes
to the territory of Azerbaijan was deeply studied
by Z. Buniyatov. He points out that at first the
Umayyads resettled the northern tribes of Arabs.
However, after the fall of the Umayyad dynasty,
the privileges of the northern tribes, which were
highly valued and on which the last Umayyad
caliphs relied, began to disappear quickly.
The Abbasids, reckoning on the Arab tribes from
the south, began to gradually displace the northern
tribes from their settlements in Azerbaijan and
Arran [12, p. 193].

The question of whether the Arab migration
caused an outflow of the local population to other
places remains open. However, we have reports
from the medieval authors that the population
of these countries was given a condition: to pay
the per capita tax jizya or leave it, as reported by
al-Baladzuri concerning Damascus and Antioch.
Even though the Arabs did not apply to all cities
and countries the requirement to leave their native
places, and in the case of Shirvan, we do not have
any such kind of report. However, as already

noted, the local population could have been forced
to leave the steppe part of Shirvan and find refuge
in the mountains.

Medieval sources contain lots of testimonies
about the migration of Arabs to Azerbaijan,
including Shirvan, during the Arab Caliphate.
Itwould be appropriate to recall some genetic
studies on the haplogroups among the population
of the Caucasus, as well as Azerbaijan. They
prove the high mean pairwise J2 value in the gene
pool of the Azerbaijani population (0.31), widely
identified among the Arab countries of the Near
East [25, p. 259, Table 2].

The Population Dynamics in Shirvan
During the Seljuk and Mongol periods.
The medieval textual sources contain various
insights about the population and tribes living
in the territory of the Shirvanshahs in the
11" and 12" centuries. Since the 11" century,
the population of Shirvan cities such as Qabala,
Shabran, Darband, and Baku had increased and
become even more densely populated compared
to previous centuries. Falaki Shirvani, a poet
living in Shirvan, mentioned in his poems that
there were nine hundred thousand houses in the
territory under the Shirvanshahs. The fortified
areas of the cities of Shirvan, such as Shamakhi
and Darband, were about one hundred hectares,
and about one hundred thousand people lived
here. Shirvan cities with a fortified area of less
than one hundred hectares were secondary ones,
such as Baku, Qabala, and Shabran. Areas of
Shirvan with an area of less than twenty hectares,
such as Torpaqqala in Qakh and Shehergah in
Siyazan, were urban and large settlements [13,
pp- 32-35]. Likewise, G.A. Dzhiddi estimated the
population of Shamakhi, a city of Shirvan, based
on the area of the town and concluded that more
than one hundred thousand people lived there at
that time [4, pp. 44-45]. The above-mentioned
cities embarked on a new development stage in
the twelfth and thirteenth centuries. Cities like
Shamakhi, Darband, and Baku emerged as the
centers of culture, trade, and economy [9, p. 218].
Thus, the growth of the population and the
development of the cities were closely related and
directly proportional. Large and densely populated
places like Shamakhi and Darband were also rich
and colorful in their ethnic composition.

The Shirvanshahs upheld their internal
sovereignty, albeit the ruler of Shirvan, Fariburz 1,
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accepted the vassalage of the Seljuks as a result
of the military marches of the Seljuk Turks to
Shirvan in the eleventh century. It was also
reported that some Seljuk Turk forces had served
the Shirvanshah ruler in that timeframe [9, p. 249].
As a result of the arrival of the Seljuk Turks in
Shirvan in the eleventh century, the positions of
the Turks were underpinned not only among the
people living in this region but also in the fields
of military and administration.

The Georgian chronicle Kartlis Tskhovreba
mentions the ethnicities that David IV encountered
during his campaigns in the Shirvan, Darband,
and Shabran territories. After capturing Shirvan
in 1123, David marched again on Darband and
Shabran in April 1124 and overtook the Shirvan
fortress. The chronicle indicates that tribes such
as the Kipchaks, Kurds, and Leks, serving the
governor of Darband, were defeated during this
march [22, p. 182]. Then, it emphasizes that in
the next campaign David arranged all affairs in
Shirvan and presented gifts to the Leks, Kurds,
and Tarases, as he had done earlier with the people
subject to him in Shirvan [22, p. 182]. It can be
inferred from this that some of the many different
tribes living in the territory of the Shirvanshahs
were Kipchaks, Kurds, and Leks (Laks), one of
the North Caucasian peoples. It seems that before
some Kipchak tribes moved to Darband in the
13" century, the Kipchaks had been living in
Darband in the 12 century and were subservient
to the ruler of Darband and directly to the Shah
of Shirvan.

The Laks region was located in the north of
Shirvan and was subordinated to the Shirvanshahs
in 1075 during the time of Fariburz I. This region,
inhabited by the Lak tribes, stretched along the
north of Shirvan and gained importance as an area
protecting Shirvan from attacks from the north [24,
p- 80]. As can be seen from Kartlis Tskhovreba
and the notes of Minorsky, who emphasized the
importance of this area for Shirvan, in the 11" and
12 centuries, Laks inhabited the north of Shirvan,
served Shirvanshah, and was one of many diverse
peoples living under his rule.

In accordance with “Nuzhat al-Qulub” by
Hamdallah Mustawfi and “Aja’ib ad-Dunya” by
an anonymous author, the territory of Shirvan
was identified as an area between Darband
and the banks of the Kura River, a large region
including the shores of the Caspian Sea [1,
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p. 514; 17, p.92]. The territories north of the
Kura River were governed by the Shirvanshahs
dynasty and ruled by the Shah of Shirvan [29,
pp. 47-48].

The Turks, who inhabited Shirvan, were
emphasized in “Aja’ib ad-Dunya,” a textual source
from the beginning of the 13™ century. Itchanges
Baladhuri’s report on the 360 city-fortresses to
the 360 gates in Bab al-Abwab and then indicates
that 110 of them belong to Muslims and 250 to
Turks [1, p. 494]. The work of Abbas Quli Agha
Bakikhanov also shows that the Turks were one
of the main populaces inhabiting Darband. He
clarified that the population of Darband city and
all the villages of Ulus and Turkman districts were
Turks and spoke Turkic [10, p. 18].

Although “Aja’ib ad-Dunya” provides
information about the geography and characteristics
of cities such as Baku, Shabran, Shamakhi, and
Shaki, it offers limited details regarding their
population. Though the source narrated the
people of Shamakhi as very fanatical in matters
of faith and the people of Shaki as zealous and
honest in matters of religion [ 1, p. 514], the ethnic
composition of the population was not mentioned
in any case.

The first Mongol campaigns in the Caucasus
in the 1220s inflicted harm on the culture and
economy of many cities, among them Shamakhi,
whose population was slaughtered [28, pp. 113-
117]. Following the first Mongol marches,
the Shirvanshahs faced the campaign of the
Kwarazmshah ruler Jalal al-Din Manguberdi
in 1225, and Shirvanshah Fariburz III had
to pay tribute during the short period of the
Khwarazmshahs. In the next stage, Shirvan was
subjugated by the Mongol Empire, and the Mongol
era, covering the 13" and 14" centuries, began for
the Caucasus [21, pp. 83-84]. Mongol invasions
not only impacted the political framework of
the country but also affected the ethnic history
of Shirvan. In the Mongol period, a number of
the Turco-Mongol tribes settled in Azerbaijan,
including Shirvan. According to V. Piriyev, more
than twenty tribes resettled to Azerbaijan during
the Mongol campaigns and later the I[lkhanate rule
[28, pp. 261-264]. However, we cannot approve
the information concerning settling the Mongol
tribes in Shirvan.

Regarding the ethnic composition of the
Shirvan population during the Mongol era,
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“Nuzhat al-Qulub” contains meager data, having
detailed information on its geography and the
nature and revenues of the cities. Hamdallah
Mustawfi described the Gushtasfi region located
in Shirvan on the shores of the Caspian Sea
and mentioned its population. The author noted
that the population of Gushtasfi professes the
Shafi’i madhhab of Sunni Islam and speaks a
Pahlavi dialect close to the Gilani language [17,
pp. 92-93], which can easily be associated with
the local Tat population of the modern period.
The territory of the Gushtasfi region along the
coast of the Caspian Sea might be interpreted
as corresponding to the territory of the current
Quba-Khachmaz or Khizi-Absheron economic
regions of Azerbaijan, where the Tats, or as they
often call themselves, Daghly, the highlanders,
still live.

A. Bakikhanov noted that the Tat language
was spoken by people in the area between
Shamakhi and Quba, as well as in Baku, except
for the six Turkman villages. Additionally, he
distinguished the population of the Khinalyg
village of Quba, which had their own language.
Bakikhanov also emphasized that the population
in six Turkman villages of Baku, Salyan, Shabran,
Shaki, and a part of Quba speak Turkic [10, p. 18].
According to S. Ashurbeyli, in the 12" century,
Turks, Iranian-speaking Tats, and Lezgis inhabited
Absheron and Baku [8, p. 186].

Besides the Turkic population of Darband,
Bakikhanov reported that the majority of the
Turkic-speaking population living in the districts
of Shirvan and Salyan, Shabran, the city of Quba,
most areas of Shaki, and the six villages of Baku
where Turkmens live are of Mongol, Tatar, and
Turkman descent. Then, he added that some of
them arrived in these areas during the Safavid
era [10, p. 18]. However, it would not be correct
to state that the greater part of that population
are descendants of Mongols, as Mongoloid
physical anthropology is not observed among
the population.

Moreover, A. Bakikhanov mentioned the
names of Armenians and Jews as non-Muslim
people residing in Shirvan while portraying the
religions and sects of the population. He noted
that except for Jews and Armenians, all the people
dwelling in Shirvan are Muslims. Some adhere to
the Shia sect, and some to the Sunni sect of Islam
[10, p. 19].

Examining the population of Shirvan
makes clear that in later times, Turkic tribes
were established as prominent figures across
the region. In the urban and suburban areas of
Shamakhi, we come across toponyms such as
Abdal, Karachukha, Akkaya, and Bashibaghli
and ethnonyms such as Gushchi, Bayram,
Soltanli, and Mollagullu. Those toponyms
and ethnonyms in Shamakhi coincide with the
ethnonyms of the Turkmen tribes living there.
This evidences the Turks’ influential status in
the city [23, pp. 242-243].

The study of the population of Shirvan
confirms that this region was one of the most
diverse in terms of ethnic composition in the
Seljuk and Mongol periods. Overall, Shirvan
had been the abode of a population belonging
to different linguistic groups, such as Turkic,
Caucasian, Iranian, and Semitic. Regarding
religion, despite the dominance of Islam,
Christianity and Judaism were also represented
in the region. Between the 11" and 14" centuries,
many factors, such as the development of cities,
the marches of the Seljuks, and the campaigns
of the Mongols, affected the number and
composition of the population of Shirvan. The
economic development of the cities produced
beneficial effects on the inhabitants.

Results. A study of Shirvan reveals
how population movements and resettlement
transformed the ethno-linguistic landscape and
created a new ethno-cultural identity. Notably,
the Arab invasion under Islam’s banner, the
Caliphate’s settlement policy, and the subsequent
Seljuk influx — followed by political processes that
strengthened the Turkic ethno-linguistic pattern —
resulted in a new Turkic-Muslim identity.

While migrations can occur due to
environmental and natural changes that force
a mass to move from one place to another,
Shirvan experienced invasions aimed at territorial
conquest. These movements were primarily
motivated by economic, expansionist, and
political goals. Shirvan became subject to
military campaigns that introduced new migration
patterns, though indigenous groups demonstrated
remarkable resilience.

Considering the migrations and resettlement
of the population, it is necessary to emphasize that
the local indigenous population continued living
in the territory of Shirvan. It can be assumed that

they moved to highland areas in order to survive
and preserve their identity. It is no coincidence
that many Caucasian-speaking ethnic groups of
Azerbaijan live in mountain villages. In short,
Shirvan has been inhabited for centuries by
both the indigenous population and migration
patterns.

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OPENING OF THE ETCHMIADZIN SEMINARY (1945) AND ITS COOPERATION
WITH THE MOSCOW THEOLOGICAL ACADEMY (IN 1947-1953):
BASED ON ARCHIVAL DOCUMENTS AND LETTERS
FROM CATHOLICOS GEVORG VI

Abstract. The introduction shows the role of interchurch ties in the history of relations between the peoples of
Russia and Armenia. After the Great Patriotic War, the Russian Orthodox and Armenian churches entered a period
of closest rapprochement, which began with the establishment of cooperation between the Etchmiadzin Seminary
and the Moscow Theological Academy (MTA). The research methods used are historical-genetic, which made it
possible to identify the circumstances of the opening of the Etchmiadzin Seminary; a synchronization method,
with the help of which the forms of cooperation between Echmiadzin and the MTA in the specified period were
determined; and an updating method, which helps to understand the current level of relations between the Russian
and Armenian churches, taking into account historical experience. The materials used include information from
the reports of the Council for Armenian Church Affairs for 1949, a number of telegrams, and personal sources—
letters from Catholicos Gevorg VI addressed to his students who studied at the Moscow Theological Academy in
1951-1953. The letters were published in Armenian in the science magazine “Etchmiadzin.” The author of the article
translated the letters into Russian and introduced them into scientific circulation. Analysis. The circumstances that
led to the opening of the Etchmiadzin Seminary, the highest theological school of the Armenian Apostolic Church,
in 1945 are explored; the role of the Catholicos of All Armenians, Gevorg VI (Cheorekchyan), in this process
was revealed. The prerequisites that influenced the establishment of cooperation between Etchmiadzin and the
Moscow Theological Academy are outlined. The forms, content, and results of interaction between two theological
schools in the first post-war years (1947-1953) are revealed. Results. The cooperation between the Echmiadzin
Seminary and the Moscow Theological Academy in 1947-1953 was mutually beneficial. There are two forms of
cooperation in this process: scientific and student exchange and supplying the Etchmiadzin Library with theological
publications of the Russian Orthodox Church. Adding to this the factor of official and private friendly meetings
between Catholicos Gevorg VI and Moscow Patriarch Alexy I, the period under review served as the beginning of
bilateral inter-church relations, the development of which continues to this day, including the sphere of spiritual
education and theological science.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article analyzes the features of the functioning of political power in Armenia during the
rule of Nikol Pashinyan. The authors determine the factors of legitimation of the political regime in modern Armenia.
Methods and materials. Using the method of biographical analysis, the authors construct a political portrait of the
Armenian prime minister. With the help of factor analysis, the most important factors of legitimation of political power in
modern Armenia are highlighted. The sociological method is also used, recording the mood of Armenian society in
certain situations arising in Armenian political life. Analysis. Nikol Pashinyan has the image of a politician who defends
the interests of Armenia both within the state and in the external contour. This is predetermined by his political experience
and the balance of power in the Armenian political elite. The factors of legitimation of the political regime depend on the
current economic situation. The role of the Armenian political culture is also high. It is characterized by short expectations
and a high emotional component. There are also special expectations of the society from a specific politician who is
trusted to overcome the current political and economic crises. Results. The Armenian leader is constantly puzzled by
questions of his legitimation. N. Pashinyan still has enough political experience to maintain political stability in the
republic. Today, this is difficult to achieve, given the grave consequences of the defeat in the Karabakh conflict. One can
see how his rhetoric changes in the case of the Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO). Relations with Russia are
subject to high dynamics. The Armenian leader is trying to position himselfas an ally of the West, improving relations
with the USA and France. China is gradually taking on the role of an important geopolitical partner. Relations with Turkey
are normalizing. The political maneuvering of the Armenian prime minister may confuse geopolitical partners. However,
such behavior largely meets the interests of the state and N. Pashinyan’s voters. The authors believe that the current
political situation plays into the hands of the Armenian leader, who managed to convince society of his indispensability.
Authors’ contributions. A. Skiperskikh examines the political process in Armenia from the perspective of challenges for
the political regime. M. Yepremyan studies the connection between Nikol Pashinyan’s legitimation and internal and
external factors. The authors consistently come to the conclusion that the Armenian prime minister is extracting the
maximum for himself from the current political situation. The external and internal audiences receive a political signal from
N. Pashinyan that Armenia is getting out of difficult geopolitical puzzles with benefit.

Introduction. Current political processes
in Armenia are associated with the current Prime
Minister of Armenia, Nikol Pashinyan. Former
leaders of Armenia — Levon Ter-Petrosyan,
Robert Kocharyan, and Serzh Sargsyan — were
presidents. S. Sargsyan’s attempt to retain power
in Armenia as a result of constitutional reform in
the status of prime minister (a similar scheme for
maintaining power in the hands of the ruling elite
can be seen in a number of post-Soviet republics)
ended in failure. But new interesting faces have
appeared in Armenian politics. N. Pashinyan
turned out to be exactly such a face.

It would be a stretch to call N. Pashinyan a
new face in Armenian politics. His arrival as an
official face of Armenian politics took place only

in 2018. From his time as an opposition journalist in
the 1990s to his time as a member of parliament in
the National Assembly of Armenia, N. Pashinyan
has been involved in Armenian politics in a number
of ways.

The current Prime Minister of Armenia has
been accustoming the Armenian domestic
audience to himself for quite a long time. His image
as a defender of Armenia’s national interests was
gradually formed. This allows us to single out the
factor of the Armenian prime minister himself in
the current Armenian politics. The leadership style
of N. Pashinyan is distinct. We believe it is
important to focus attention on the cultural factor
of legitimation when culture acts as the energy
source of political processes. In the process of
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political legitimation in modern Armenia, an
external factor also plays a huge role, the pressure
of which immediately affects the fragile stability
and the position of the Armenian elites. Economic
problems in Armenian society have always been
perceived with a certain degree of acuteness and
concern. The economic successes of one or another
team of politicians were directly linked to the future
of Armenian society. Economic efficiency gave
society the necessary hopes.

Methods and materials. The authors use
a biographical method that allows them to see
the prerequisites for political leadership in the
past of the Armenian prime minister. The method
of factor analysis is used. The Nikol Pashinyan
legitimation is assessed as a combination of a
number of accompanying factors. Among them,
historical, economic, and cultural factors can be
distinguished.

The work also takes into account the external
factor that allows N. Pashinyan to position himself
as a defender of Armenia’s national interests. The
study also uses secondary sociological analysis,
which measures the public opinion of the residents
of the Republic of Armenia on certain issues of
domestic and foreign policy.

Analysis. The political biography of the
Armenian prime minister includes a stormy youth.
This was the heyday of the Karabakh movement
(late 1980s — early 1990s). At that time, the
legitimation of any politician in Armenia was
constructed based on this factor. N. Pashinyan
was a supporter of the first president, L. Ter-
Petrosyan. At the same time, he publicly
distanced himself from R. Kocharyan and
S. Sargsyan. N. Pashinyan consistently criticized
them and participated in various forms of
resistance to the current government.

There is a section in N. Pashinyan’s
biography where he was imprisoned for political
reasons (January 2011 to May 2012). He was
accused of participating in riots during the election
of S. Sargsyan for the first term. At that time, he
gained important experience for himself, which
influenced his political image. There are analogies
with the fate of Armenian democratic politicians
of the late 1980s and early 1990s. In the political
biography of N. Pashinyan, there is personal
participation in elections at various levels, from
parliamentary campaigns (from 2007) to the
elections of the mayor of Yerevan in 2017.

The secrets of legitimation of Armenian
politicians should be considered in the feeling of
short-term expectations of society. The mood of
the Armenian voter is always changeable.
The changeability of moods reaches its apogee
during periods of electoral campaigns.

As Armenian political scientist Vigen
Hakobyan notes, this is proven by the lists of
candidates from the ruling party. The lists
“demonstrate a disregard for previous political
tricks, such as statements that businessmen should
not get into parliament, ideas about ‘old’ and ‘new’.
They have a pragmatic task — to get as many
percent as possible, and how they will get these
percent, what voters will say about this, they are
of little interest™ [6]. It is significant that the expert
opinion is given in relation to the political party “Civil
Contract,” which is connected with N. Pashinyan.

The political space initially attracts business
figures. There is nothing surprising in the fact that
some Armenian politicians are characterized by
a penchant for bargaining and negotiations. This
brings them closer to business representatives.
It is not surprising that any well-known Armenian
politician can find support among the influential
oligarchy and make a pact with them.

In particular, S. Shkel talks about the strategy
of co-optation in the context of the increasing role
of political parties in Armenia. As a consequence,
there is an “increase in the share of deputies
elected by party lists and a decrease in single-
mandate deputies” [21, p. 124].

In the case of N. Pashinyan’s rise to power
in 2018, an example of such a tactical alliance
could be the story of his support by Gagik
Tsarukyan’s bloc. In 2018, G. Tsarukyan had a
noticeable influence in the National Assembly of
Armenia. Another influential Armenian
businessman, Khachik Sukiasyan, also provided
support to N. Pashinyan. The lists of the “Civil
Contract” include the famous Armenian oligarch,
Gurgen Arsenyan.

Trust in a political leader increases as he
controls the information field. Control over
information is an important source of power.
Society ensures the functionality of political
legitimation channels. When a politician is not very
active, he cannot be visible in society. As a result,
his ratings cannot be high. In particular, as for the
Yelk bloc, its rating on the eve of the parliamentary
elections in Armenia was only 3%.
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On the contrary, the activities of
K. Karapetyan, the then Prime Minister of
Armenia, were supported by 77%. This is noted
by a survey conducted by the Russian VTsIOM
in Armenia in 2017 [23]. In principle, the noted
anomaly is periodically encountered in the practice
of democratic transitions.

The failure of the S. Sargsyan and
K. Karapetyan team in the permanent conflict with
N. Pashinyan is explained by A. Melville.
The political scientist noted the advantage in
legitimation of “not the centrist group of politicians
who started democratic reforms, but the
representatives of the radical opposition” [15, p. 68].

One detail in the political biography of the
Armenian prime minister attracts attention. It is
connected with his expulsion from Yerevan
University. At that time, N. Pashinyan was on
L. Ter-Petrosyan’s team in the presidential
elections in 2008. An interesting episode occurred
during one of the trials of N. Pashinyan’s
journalistic publication in 2009. When the judge
enquired about the journalist’s education, he
ironically replied, “It’s hard to say” [16].

The current Prime Minister of Armenia is a
bearer of many leadership traits that were in
demand in Armenia in the early 1990s.
He combines political youth and student life,
participation in the Karabakh movement, work at
the forefront of political journalism, and
professional involvement in politics.

N. Pashinyan’s leadership type includes
quite populist technologies. This significantly
expands the public support potential. In particular,
such was the “walking march” to Yerevan on
March 31, 2018, from the central Vardanants
Square in Gyumri [10].

N. Pashinyan has charismatic features that
attract the sympathies of the electorate. Charisma
as a resource simplifies the procedures of
incorporation into the ruling elite. At the same time,
it is impossible to unequivocally assert that
legitimation technologies are aimed exclusively at
the leader. The interests of the national state and
society stand behind N. Pashinyan and the policies
he pursues. The future of Armenia in the new
world order, which is rapidly changing before our
eyes, depends on the political decisions of the
current prime minister.

The political legitimation of N. Pashinyan
takes into account many features of the Armenian
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mentality. Armenians are characterized by a
tendency to protest, confusion, shocking behavior,
and frequent changes of position to suit the current
political situation. In our opinion, an important
argument in favor of the legitimation of
N. Pashinyan has always been his distance from
the official authorities. Trust in the current Armenian
leader can be defined as affective, constructed
under a high emotional background, and produced
where its object “has already established a strong,
historical connection. In the Armenian case, such
communities can be diasporas, professional, urban,
and rural communities” [22, p. 95].

This disposition may be understandable to
the Armenian voter. Distance from the
government and persistent and regular criticism
may evoke fair sympathy. N. Pashinyan was in
opposition for a long period of time. This formed
him as a critic of the government and a politician
who has no obligations to it. N. Pashinyan quickly
gained popularity among the people.
As . Fedorovskaya notes, N. Pashinyan “appears
in camouflage at rallies but goes to negotiations
inasuit” [7, p. 201]. At such a moment, a political
leader cannot help but feel that he is at the
forefront of public expectations. Each of his
decisions takes on the character of a fateful one
for the entire Armenian nation.

In a cultural context, N. Pashinyan’s
behavior can be called trickster-like, characterized
by “a fundamental force beyond anyone’s control”
(8, p. 36].

N. Pashinyan’s volatility, which affects his
behavior and political orientations, is a
continuation of the hot-tempered Armenian
character, Armenian political culture, and
dynamic public sentiment. M. Babayan notes
that “irascibility is determined by unspoken
prescriptions of male behavior in Armenia,
according to which brave people will not give in
or tolerate the slightest hint of humiliation” [2].
Here we can talk about the constant creativity
of Armenians. According to N. Berdyaev, the
meaning of the existence of nations should be
sought precisely “in creative movement, and not
in eternal immobility” [5, p. 189].

Like many other Armenians, N. Pashinyan
and his family may be characterized by a luxurious
life, visiting boutiques, outrageous behavior, and
using expensive cars and private jets. This does
not escape the attention of the press, which
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believes that the prime minister’s wealth is
associated with state budget expenditures [9].

Since the legitimation of N. Pashinyan, his
family and relatives have been gradually integrated
into the political elite of Armenia. As a result, the
popular leader has gradually lost his heroic aura
that has accompanied him since 2018.
The dynamics of the Armenian society’s attitude
towards N. Pashinyan can be assessed using
sociological research.

According to sociological research
conducted by the International Republican
Institute (IRI) in Armenia in December 2021, 49%
of Armenians trusted N. Pashinyan, while 48%
did not. The survey data allows us to model the
electoral portrait of support for the Prime Minister
of Armenia. The electoral base consists of elderly
people from rural areas. Support for N. Pashinyan
is melting among the urban population. According
to the same survey, the number of opponents of
N. Pashinyan in Yerevan was 42% of the number
of Armenians surveyed [18].

According to the Gallup International
Association in May 2023, only 13.9% of respondents
expressed full support for N. Pashinyan’s rule. At the
same time, 38.7% of respondents did not approve
of his activities at all [17].

Through his political scheming, N. Pashinyan
presents himself as a seasoned politician prepared
to increase the “price” of this or that matter in
order to maximize the positive impact on his own
reputation. The emphasis on his personal service
to state interests is also evident. This style is
projected not only onto domestic policy but also
onto the external contour. According to the
American theorist A. Leyphart, at the moment of
raising the stakes, the preconditions for “creating
a broad coalition” are created [13, p. 63]. Let us
recall that the current Prime Minister of Armenia
himself was part of the collective project during
the 2018 revolution.

N. Pashinyan knows how to negotiate, as
well as how to provide an attractive theatrical
background for the negotiation process. This is a
component of his political style. This is how
N. Pashinyan could be perceived at the moment
when he was conducting negotiations at the
Russian Embassy in late April 2018, preceding his
political legitimation. The Armenian revolution was
presented to the international community in a non-
violent context. N. Pashinyan was compared to

M. Gandhi. Some experts saw in it tectonic
national processes that became “an expression
of self-awareness and conscious activity of the
entire people, and not the result of the influence
of external sources or only internecine party-
political struggle” [3, p. 12].

The effects of N. Pashinyan’s political
maneuvering are also reflected in foreign policy.
Armenia is surrounded by quite influential
geopolitical players in the region. Relations with
them largely shape the context of foreign policy.
In our opinion, the opportunities for maneuver are
becoming fewer and fewer each time. Geopolitical
neighbors may demand more specificity in actions.

Back in 2018, the figure of N. Pashinyan did
not raise any questions from the Kremlin.
As 1. Fedorovskaya notes, “the Kremlin understood
that whoever came to power in the republic would
hardly dare to complicate relations with Russia”
[7, p- 199]. This thesis is proven by the experience
of the previous presidencies of R. Kocharyan and
S. Sargsyan. The Russian authorities were clearly
not satisfied with the figure of such a leader of
Armenia who could come to power by enlisting the
support of the street. The politicization of street
protest activity is associated with “color revolutions.”

For the Russian side, the figure of
S. Sargsyan was more predictable. Another
optimal figure could be Prime Minister
K. Karapetyan. Karen Karapetyan was received
in Moscow and contacted [12].

The very fact of N. Pashinyan’s coming to
power “from below,” contrary to the opinion of
the current government, looked like an alarming
signal. It is necessary to understand what irritation
this fact could have for the Kremlin, which was
indirectly voiced by M. Simonyan. N. Pashinyan
was accused of creating favorable conditions for
the activities of anti-Russian NGOs and of
tendentious education of youth. Armenian NGOs
that appeared under R. Kocharyan significantly
increased their influence under the new prime
minister. The reproaches from the Russian side
seemed quite justified. The Russian ruling elite
always greeted with concern the political changes
inspired by “color revolutions” in geopolitical
neighbors in the former USSR.

At the same time, critical statements from
Armenians regarding Russia’s tendentious reaction
are also quite appropriate. A. Hanbabyan’s
commentary on the results of the revolution is
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indicative when “the Russian media, which
understands nothing, immediately began to write
that, supposedly, the Americans organized another
‘Maidan’ in Armenia” [11].

After N. Pashinyan’s legitimation as prime
minister, NGO representatives are gradually
integrating into the government. At the same time,
politicians from S. Sargsyan’s elite are leaving
power. The development of the political regime
under N. Pashinyan and the “appointment of
Sorosites ‘walking with him’ has acquired a large-
scale character. Groups of NGO representatives,
activists, and media people were the organizers
of anti-Russian actions in front of the Russian
embassy in Yerevan. It was they who acquired
the skills of ‘velvet’ revolutionaries in the US and
Europe, which were used during the 2018
revolution” [20].

Pressure is also present from the external
perimeter. It would seem that Armenia’s entry into
the Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO)
in 1992, once relevant for the young independent
republic, could have contributed to the pacification
of the state’s geopolitical opponents. The benefits
of Armenia’s accession to the treaty gave the
ruling elite new chances for political legitimacy.
Almost all top Armenian officials have spoken
positively about the CSTO, emphasizing the
importance of friendly relations with Russia. Over
time, it became clear that the organization does
not meet Armenia’s security needs, and Armenia’s
CSTO partners have an ambivalent position.
Russia’s position looked more than diplomatic,
based on its own benefit in relations with
Azerbaijan and Turkey. Relations with its CSTO
partner, Belarus, can also be called difficult for
N. Pashinyan. At one time, N. Pashinyan
“exposed” himself by being one of the first to
congratulate A. Lukashenko on his victory in the
2020 presidential elections. The elections were
not recognized by most of the world’s states and
were accompanied by mass protests by
Belarusians. Not noticing Armenia’s problems in
the Karabakh conflict, A. Lukashenko focused
the CSTO’s attention on other problematic areas.
He noted that “military cooperation within the
framework of the Union State of Belarus and
Russia, and Belarus’s membership in the CSTO
are the very same stabilizers that have a certain
sobering effect on hotheads on the other side
of the border” [19].
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At the moment, N. Pashinyan finds himself
in a difficult situation. Critical statements were
voiced by him, who chaired the CSTO summit on
May 16, 2022. N. Pashinyan’s speech was quite
harsh and clearly condemned the current situation
for Armenia. N. Pashinyan noted that “for a long
time we raised the issue of the sale of weapons
by CSTO member countries to a country
unfriendly to Armenia, in which these weapons
were ultimately used against Armenia and the
Armenian people” [19]. At the same time, at the
end of his speech, he thanked V. Putin for helping
to stop the conflict between Armenia and
Azerbaijan in Nagorno-Karabakh. As we will see
later, this story ended sadly for Armenia. The
territory of Nagorno-Karabakh came under the
control of Azerbaijan. In March and October 2024,
N. Pashinyan congratulated V. Putin, respectively,
on his victory in the presidential elections in Russia
and on his birthday. Examples of N. Pashinyan’s
political maneuvering and frequent changes in his
rhetoric are quite varied.

A new round of conflict between
N. Pashinyan and the CSTO and Moscow took
placein 2023. N. Pashinyan sends different signals
to the domestic audience and to foreign observers.
They contradict each other and maintain a high
emotional background. In 2023, N. Pashinyan
stated that he cannot even imagine how the
situation will develop if Russia loses in the
Russian-Ukrainian conflict.

Thus, on March 24, 2023, the Constitutional
Court of Armenia ratified the obligations of the
Rome Statute on the ICC, which issued an arrest
warrant for Russian President Vladimir Putin and
children’s ombudsman Maria Lvova-Belova. In
the Armenian political discourse, it was believed
that this decision would not be implemented on
the territory of Armenia, finding other motives in
the court’s decision.

The ratification of the commitment had a strong
information effect. This decision barely outshone
even the presence of N. Pashinyan in Moscow at
the military parade on May 9 among the heads of
some post-Soviet states. The Armenian Prime
Minister was so interesting to television that he
was often shown in close-up during the broadcast.

A study by the “Center for Globalization and
Regional Studies,” conducted among 900 residents
of cities and villages — Yerevan, Gyumri, Vanadzor,
and Martuni — in the period from June 1 to
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September 1, 2017, shows that “50% of
respondents believe that Armenia’s membership
in the EAEU has a negative impact on the country.
37% of respondents believe that the deterioration
of the economic situation is connected with
Armenia’s membership in the EAEU, and 38%
believe that the deterioration of the economic
situation is partially connected with the same
factor” [14].

The dynamics of public opinion in Armenia
can also be controlled by N. Pashinyan. The
Armenian leader is sometimes indignant about
various collisions that arise in relations with this
structure and then immediately softens his rhetoric.
The situation changed during the aggravation of
the Karabakh conflict and the situation in Ukraine.
N. Pashinyan always leaves uncertainty for the
Russian side. During his reign, he managed to
create a reality in which his legitimacy is based
on the mutual care of the state and society.
Legitimacy includes the exchange of permanent
obligations, as noted by the British political scientist
J. Simmons [24, p. 10].

The clear connection between his own
rhetoric and its legitimation by Armenian society,
in our opinion, makes the Armenian Prime Minister
a hostage of public opinion. And it is always
different, changing with high dynamics.

Seeking to secure the support of a new
influential partner against the backdrop of unstable
relations with Russia and within the Collective
Security Treaty Organization, N. Pashinyan is
trying to build friendly relations with China.
In 2019, he met with Xi Jinping in Beijing. The
Armenian prime minister needs more serious
security guarantees and influential partners.

N. Pashinyan unexpectedly held a working
meeting with R. Erdogan in Istanbul at the end of
June 2025. The Armenian leader is probably using
the tension in relations between Russia and
Azerbaijan. It is important for him to appear as
an independent political figure, ready to search
for unexpected geopolitical allies.

N. Pashinyan is under pressure from the
problems of his domestic policy, which is causing
criticism from political opponents. The voice of the
opposition in Armenia has always been sensitive.

At the same time, the republic is
experiencing economic growth associated with the
intensification of business activity. Economic
growth is supported by remittances from

Armenians working abroad and Russian relocates
who moved to Armenia due to the Russian-
Ukrainian conflict after February 24, 2022. Quite
a few intellectual relocators involved in the IT
sector have arrived in Armenia. Thus, according
to the Central Bank of Armenia, there has been a
2.8-fold increase in money transfers from
individuals in the first four months of 2023
compared to 2022. The volume of transfers
amounted to $1.5 billion. The construction,
services, and trade sectors are growing in
Armenia, and the business climate is improving.
According to the National Statistical Committee
of Armenia, in January — May 2023, the
construction sector grew by 16.7% compared to
the same period last year, and the services market,
growing thanks to the tourism sector, grew by
19.9% compared to 2022.

N. Pashinyan is creating an economic
model where national characteristics and state
interests prevail. Armenia entered the Top 4
countries exporting semiconductors for the
defense industry to Russia in 2023. It does not
seem surprising that the Minister of Finance of
Armenia, V. Hovhannisyan, noted an increase
in exports from Armenia to Russia by 187%
compared to 2021 figures [1].

But the Armenian economy lacks financial
resources. In this indicator, the state’s economy
lags far behind European countries. As the
Armenian Minister of Economy V. Kerobyan
ironically notes, “to say that there is enough money
in our economy means being out of touch with
reality” [4]. In principle, in domestic policy, it
seems that maximum efforts are being made to
ensure that the state’s image on the external
perimeter becomes better and better.

N. Pashinyan’s policy turns out to be
dependent on a number of problems, the
immediate resolution of which is practically
impossible. At one time, the German political
philosopher K. Yaspers noted that “provision of
the masses is not carried out according to a
specific plan, but in an extremely complex
interaction of various types of rationalization” [25,
p. 307]. The process of state development
encounters numerous problems and challenges
everywhere along its path. Armenia’s current
economic development is largely hampered by the
ongoing blockade of the country by Azerbaijan
and Turkey. This affects its logistical attractiveness
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and hinders the inflow of investments into the
republic. Any investor investing in Armenia may
face complex transport logistics. True, there are
also positive developments in this direction.
According to the Logistics Performance Index
for 2019, Armenia ranked 92™ out of
160 countries, compared to 141% in 2016. The
above factors make the expert community
skeptical about the prospects for rapid growth of
the Armenian economy.

According to Armenian economist
A. Khurshudyan, “Armenia has not achieved
much success in attracting foreign direct
investment” [6].

Along with this problem, corruption remains
a serious factor hindering economic growth in
Armenia. N. Pashinyan, together with the
Armenian government, identified corruption as the
most serious problem.

Results. Armenian Prime Minister
N. Pashinyan is an example of a politician who is
historically, sociologically, and culturally close to
the Armenian voter. His vast political experience
and personal participation in fateful historical
periods for Armenia have shaped him as a
nationally oriented politician. N. Pashinyan
expresses the interests of Armenian society and
is responsible for the future of the state.

The gradual habituation to power and the
emergence of corruption traps and temptations
of power create a dangerous precedent for the
current prime minister and his democratic style
of governance, which, by the way, differs from
the political style of his predecessors — three
former presidents of Armenia: L. Ter-Petrosyan,
R. Kocharyan, and S. Sargsyan.

The period of N. Pashinyan’s rule falls on a
difficult time of foreign policy instability: with the
aggravation of relations with Azerbaijan and
Turkey, there is a gradual deterioration of relations
with Russia. In September 2023, joint exercises
with the United States, Eagle Partner 2023, began
in Armenia.

The participation of his wife, public figure
and journalist Anna Hakobyan, in September 2023,
in the Kiev summit on mental health is also a
confirmation of N. Pashinyan’s shift to the
Western fairway. The first ladies of the states
were guests and speakers at the event. Because
of his political background, N. Pashinyan is able
to continue adjusting foreign policy while

upholding his dedication to the interests of the
country. The personal factor plays an important
role in the legitimation of the political leader of
Armenia, focusing on the personality of
N. Pashinyan himself and his political style. The
cultural factor is also noticeable, appealing to the
unique codes of Armenian culture, traditions, and
meanings. Current problems also affect the
economic situation, which is an important factor
in the legitimation of the Armenian government.
These challenges can certainly adjust the
processes of legitimation of N. Pashinyan for both
the Armenian society and the international
community.
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TO POST-CONFLICT INTEGRATION
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Abstract. Introduction. The article studies extremism in the North Caucasus and analyzes the subjects,
sources, and main reasons for the escalation of armed violence and radicalization. The author focuses on examining
the Russian experience of regional policy, which made it possible to move in the North Caucasus from a strategy of
conflict management and forceful measures to counter terrorism and extremism to post-conflict integration. Literature
review. The author discusses empirical and theoretical sources relevant to the topic and objectives of the study.
Methods. The article uses the method of qualitative diachronic analysis based on the collection and interpretation
of data obtained from official documents and secondary sources. Analysis. Although transnational Islamist groups
share common goals of global jihad and Islamization, they may differ in discourses and methods that facilitate the
indoctrination of extremist ideas in the North Caucasus, which is why Russia since the mid-1990s has been using
force against jihadism at its local and regional levels. To reduce radicalization and strengthen the integration of
Muslims into Russian society, a conflict management strategy was adopted, including anti-terrorist operations;
diplomatic efforts in the Muslim world to optimize Russia’s multi-confessional image; and a large-scale policy of
supporting Russian Muslim leaders and their traditional communities. Domestic policy proclaims Islam to be a
traditional religion protected by the state and foundational to the identity of the multinational Russian people.
Results. The current integration policy in the North Caucasus serves as a tool for countering and preventing
extremism — proactively influencing the factors and conditions of radicalization through a set of measures aimed at
forming regional elites, economic support via interbudgetary transfers and development programs, promoting
tolerance and inclusion, and organizing informational activities.

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Introduction. Historically, ethnopolitical and
religious factors are intertwined in the North
Caucasus, often masking each other. The bloodiest
ethnic war in the region, the Chechen conflict,
began as an ethno-secessionist conflict but soon
transformed into religious extremism, with radical
Islamism becoming the leading factor in the
violence. Ethno-religious violence in the North
Caucasus includes a wide range of regional
phenomena and intensifies territorial and cultural
contradictions. Long-standing regional conflicts in
the North Caucasus can be divided into three
interdependent types: intra-regional territorial
conflicts; separatist conflicts between regional
communities and the federal government; and
ethno-religious extremism associated with the
ideologies and practices of jihadism and radical
Islamism in their regional refraction [21]. The
North Caucasus region is of geostrategic
importance for Russia and is within the sphere of
its key national interests. Russia is interested in
strengthening its position in the multi-ethnic region,
ensuring the security of its southern borders,
stabilizing the internal situation, and strengthening
regional integration. To determine the goals and
priorities of the geopolitical strategy and its

compliance with changing regional realities, a
comprehensive study of ethnoreligious processes
in the North Caucasus is necessary. This is
especially important in the context of the large-
scale fight against global terrorism, when the
possibility of effectively implementing an anti-
terrorist strategy and constructively resolving
ethnoreligious contradictions largely depends on
the stability and regional integration. Establishing
political control over the North Caucasus
occupied a central place in the 2000 presidential
program, remained the most important federal task
addressed by the government before the 2004
elections, and was declared a major success of
the administration during the 2012 and 2018
presidential campaigns. Further implementation of
the regional integration policy means that Russia
is moving in the North Caucasus from a conflict
management strategy to post-conflict integration.

Methods and materials. The author
employs a comprehensive methodological
approach. First, a historical and political analysis
is conducted on the sources, subjects, and factors
of radicalization in the North Caucasus during the
post-Soviet decades. This analysis draws on data
obtained from federal and regional media,
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analytical reports from research centers, official
documents (such as the Strategy for Countering
Extremism in the Russian Federation until 2025
and the Comprehensive Plan for Countering the
Ideology of Terrorism in the Russian Federation
for 2024-2028), and academic studies by both
domestic and foreign scholars. Second, a
diachronic study examines efforts to counter
extremism and methods of deradicalization in the
North Caucasus through an analysis of political
events in the region from the collapse of the USSR
to the present day. Diachronic analysis involves
dividing sociohistorical processes into a sequence
of stages and phases, which are considered within
the broader context of historical developments.
In the context of the subject of the research, the
author highlights the essential temporal changes in
historical reality (I.D. Kovalchenko): 1) 1994—
1996 — the stage of the First Chechen War, the
beginning of the “transnationalization” of extremist
ideology and terrorist activity (participation of the
first foreign jihadists in the conflict); 2) 1999-2009 —
the stage of the Second Chechen War, the
“jihadization” of the ethnic conflict, the formation
of the international terrorist organization Caucasus
Emirate, the abolition of the CTO regime, and the
combination of conflict management strategy and
post-conflict integration; 3) 2010-2015 — a new
stage of “jihadization” and “transnationalization”
of extremist ideology and terrorist activity of the
Caucasus Emirate and the liquidation of the
organization; 4) 2016 — present — the stage of full-
scale de-escalation of armed violence and further
socio-cultural reintegration of the North Caucasus.

Literature review. The combination of
ethnic and religious factors is used by contemporary
analysts to explain the fundamental causes of armed
violence in the North Caucasus [2; 3; 6; 9; 10; 11;
23; 26; 28; 29; 30; 34]. According to R. Glazier,
today no cultural conflict is associated exclusively
with religion, but it undoubtedly plays an important
role in many conflicts around the world, and a
deeper understanding of religion and the role it
should play in peacekeeping can help in conflict
resolution [7]. Most researchers of jihadism and
radical Islamism understand extremism as a
system of radical views and methods of violence
with the aim of achieving destructive goals,
combining political and religious components, and
acting in an inextricable link with a mobilizing
ideology and collective identities [1; 4; 12; 14; 16;

18; 19; 22; 25; 27; 28; 33]. As noted by
H.V. Dzutsev and N.V. Kornienko, in the North
Caucasus, “religious affiliation is perceived as an
element of ethnic self-identification; therefore,
apostasy pertains not only to the sphere of religion
but also to interethnic relations™ [5, p. 91].

D. Sagramoso and A. A. Yarlykapov analyze
the role of foreign fighters in the Chechen wars
and in the development of Islam in Chechnya and
Dagestan in the 1990s—2010s, challenging the
prevailing view in the academic literature that
foreign jihadists bore the main responsibility for
political Islamization [23]. The article argues that
Islamist tendencies and Salafi circles existed in
the North Caucasus before the First Chechen War:
local Salafi jamaats, combined with foreign jihadist
fighters, provided the mobilization structures and
ideological framework for the radicalization of the
North Caucasian underground [23, p. 28].

Analyzing the specifics of ethnoreligious
radicalism and extremism in the North Caucasus,
it is necessary to point out the combination of
local and global levels of armed violence.
According to O. Roy, the local level is associated
with ethnic separatism and is part of politically
motivated violent actions with a clear goal: to
liberate the territory from what is perceived by
radicals as foreign occupation [19]. The global
level of radicalization is determined by the
following criteria: a terrorist act is not always
part of a wider range of political and military
actions; it is relatively isolated from the local
political context; extremists are not always rooted
in the region (even if they are integrated, like
the Arab fighters in the first Chechen conflict);
they do not fight in their country of origin, but in
the case of the North Caucasus this is an
exception, while jihadists circulate between three
countries — the country of origin, the country
of residence (radicalization), and the country
of conflict, although all three can coincide [19].

In order to analyze the conceptual
connection between radicalization and
deradicalization, it is necessary to provide a
framework definition of deradicalization by
D. Koehler, who describes this phenomenon as a
process of “repluralization” of political values and
ideas [14]. This definition of deradicalization
entails an increase in the perception of alternative
solutions to an ideologically defined problem,
which has the important effect of forcing people
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to rethink the lack of alternatives to violence as a
means of achieving political change [14].
According to Koehler, radicalization is a process
of “depluralization” aimed at reducing the political
ideas available to people until the only available
political ideas are those sanctioned by the extremist
ideology of a terrorist organization [14]. Thus,
radicalization and deradicalization are closely
intertwined and, therefore, are concepts that
should always be studied together. Koehler
believes that taking into account the connection
between radicalization and deradicalization can
be useful in developing methods for countering
extremism and in the effective planning of
preventive measures by official bodies. This is
due to the fact that, as deradicalization strategies,
preventive programs are only successful when
they are based on a comprehensive understanding
of the root causes of extremism and violence [14].

Analysis. /. Regional specifics of extremism:
the Caucasus Emirate and global jihadism.
In the “Strategy for countering extremism in the
Russian Federation until 20257, the following
concepts are used to conceptualize extremism:
“a) the ideology of violence — a set of views and
ideas justifying the use of violence to achieve
political, ideological, religious and other goals;
b) radicalism — uncompromising commitment to
the ideology of violence, characterized by the
desire for a decisive and radical change in the
foundations of the constitutional system of the
Russian Federation, violation of the unity and
territorial integrity of the Russian Federation;
¢) extremist ideology — a set of views and ideas
that represent violent and other illegal actions as
the main means of resolving political, racial,
national, religious and social conflicts;
d) manifestations of extremism (extremist
manifestations) — socially dangerous illegal actions
committed on the grounds of political, ideological,
racial, national or religious hatred or enmity, or on
the grounds of hatred or enmity towards any social
group, contributing to the emergence or
aggravation of interethnic, interfaith and regional
conflicts, and also threatening the constitutional
order of the Russian Federation, the violation of
the unity and territorial integrity of the Russian
Federation” [32].

Typologically, the North Caucasian conflicts
can be characterized as intrastate ethnopolitical
conflicts, which are based on ethno-separatist
intentions to separate from the Russian Federation
and build new ethno-national and ethno-religious
states [6; 10; 22; 23; 25; 28; 30; 34]. After the
first Chechen conflict, North Caucasian ethnic
separatism was mobilized on the basis of jihadist
extremism, which was the most widespread form
of violence and represented a fundamental
challenge to the ethno-confessional peace in the
North Caucasus. Until the mid-1990s, the North
and South Caucasus occupied an insignificant
place in global politics, but the need for footholds
near Iran, Syria, and Iraq and the threats of
Islamist terrorism and Al-Qaeda * and ISIS **
forced the world community to intensify its anti-
terrorist strategy in the region. Russia, Iran, and
Turkey have competed with each other for
influence in the Caucasus for many centuries; the
unresolved issue of the Caspian status also did
not reduce tensions in the region, but in recent
years the positions of the parties have converged
on most issues of regional development and
geopolitical strategy. Diplomatic efforts in the
Middle East and throughout the Muslim world to
optimize the multicultural, multi-ethnic, and multi-
confessional image of Russia have become an
important condition for optimizing relations
between Russia, Iran, and Turkey. One of the
hotbeds of instability in Middle Eastern geopolitics
on the border with the Caucasus remained the
situation in Syria. Since 2013, relations between
Russia and Iran in the Syrian conflict can be
characterized as a partnership, and after Russia’s
direct intervention in the Syrian conflict on the
side of the government in 2015 — as an alliance.
This fact was emphasized by the Secretary of
the Security Council of the Russian Federation,
N.P. Patrushev, who stated in Israel in 2019 that
Russia and Iran are allies and partners in Syria.
More complex relations have developed in the
Russia-Iran-Turkey triangle, where the first two
countries are allies, and Turkey is only a partner,
since it is a NATO country and supports forces
openly hostile to the government of Bashar al-
Assad. Such paradoxical geopolitical cooperation
could take place due to the fact that Russia and

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Iran jointly played a decisive role in preventing
the coup d’état in Turkey in 2016, and on the basis
of this support, the Astana process of 2017 was
launched [31].

Following the Chechen conflict, the
emergence of “rebel jihad” in the 2000s led to
numerous and bloody terrorist attacks. The
Caucasus Emirate *** created a network of
jihadists in each North Caucasus region and
organized terrorist attacks since 2007. According
to A.A. Kazantsev and L.Yu. Gusev, “this
structure was created by the ‘president of
Chechnya in exile,” Doku Umarov, in 2007 and
signified the transformation of the North Caucasus
underground from separatist-nationalist to radical-
Islamist” [12, p. 23]. After the death of all known
leaders of the Caucasus Emirate, local field
commanders swore allegiance to ISIS in 2014—
2015. Global ISIS jihadists appeared in the North
Caucasus before the 2014 Sochi Olympics. The
Caucasus Emirate competed with ISIS in the
North Caucasus, but later local radicals and
militants went to Iraq and Syria and joined ISIS.
Under pressure from the Caucasus Emirate,
transnational radical Islamists and global jihadists
who supported Al-Qaeda and ISIS gained weight
and significance in the North Caucasus [9; 10;
12; 23;26; 28].

Although transnational jihadism is associated
with Islamism, and in many ways these ideologies
rely on common cultural sources, at the same time
jihadism represents a break with Islamismas a political
movement. According to 1.V. Starodubrovskaya,
“radical Islamic ideology combines elements of
archaization with an attempt to Islamize
modernity” [27, p. 112]. Jihadists are highly critical
of Islamist movements around the world, accusing
them of accepting democratic parliamentary
systems and participating in elections, of rejecting
Sharia law, and of preaching “shirk” (idolatry),
which for jihadists is a mortal sin and a justification
for hatred of traditional Islamists. Jihadists view
Muslims as a community of believers, a group
that has been saved (“firgah an najiyah”) and
which suffers from repression in the world: they
claim that in Muslim countries Muslims are
oppressed by regimes supported by Western
governments. Jihadists reject nation-states on the
grounds that such states are secular and artificial

constructs inherited from Western colonialism.
Jihadists regard all international institutions
(including the UN) as representing a repressive
order and as illegitimate [8; 9; 11; 14; 19; 25].
Today, jihadism is dominated by narratives
presented in several themes: jihad against the
infidels, the dominance of “jahiliyyah” (ignorance)
in society, the romanticization of jihad, the valor
of a warrior fighting in the path of Allah, enjoyment
in paradise, and the predetermination of the fate
of the “mujahidin” [18, p. 86].

The Caucasus Emirate declared its rule over
most of the North Caucasus republics in 2007,
defining radical Islamism and jihadism as its political
ideology. While the First Chechen War was fought
by local recruits and based on an ethno-nationalist
ideology, the radical leaders of the Second Chechen
War sought to expand the ethno-religious conflict
by using jihadism as an ideology and practice of
violence. The jihadization of the Chechen
mujahedeen began in the mid-1990s and culminated
in October 2007 in the proclamation of the Islamist
Caucasus Emirate on the site of the defunct
ethno-nationalist Chechen Republic of Ichkeria.
The leaders of the Caucasus Emirate initially
declared their loyalty to Al-Qaeda, following the
tactics of international terrorism and organizing
terrorist attacks on “enemy territory.” In 2014,
disagreements arose within the radical Islamist
movement in the North Caucasus over the strategy
of global jihadism. The disagreements between
supporters of Al-Qaeda and ISIS concerned the
essence of the “Islamic uprising”: supporters of
Al-Qaeda in the Caucasus Emirate argued that the
terrorist war should be waged in all countries hostile
to Islam, including Russia; supporters of ISIS in
the North Caucasus prioritized the idea of a state
based on radical Islam and wanted to join ISIS in
its fight to create a new Islamic caliphate in the
Middle East and the Caucasus. In addition to
ideological disagreements, a number of factors
contributed to the significant decrease in the number
of jihadists in the Caucasus Emirate, primarily the
lack of mass support among local Muslims and the
anti-terrorist activities of the Russian authorities.
The number of Imarat supporters declined due to
the split after the 2014 Sochi Olympics, and after
2016, the flow of radical Islamists leaving Russia
to join ISIS virtually ceased [10; 23; 26; 28].

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Many researchers point to a noticeable de-
escalation of violence in the region since the mid-
2010s, drawing attention to the fact that the
number of people killed or wounded in armed
violence has decreased, either overall or using the
number of casualties among security forces as a
proxy [10; 23; 28]. E. Holland, F. Witmer, and
J. O’Loughlin identify three periods when civilian
casualties were high: 1) August — December 1999,
the early stage of the Second Chechen War;
2) 2003-2004, including the terrorist attack in
Beslan; and 3) 2010-2013, when violence was
highest in Dagestan [10]. During the more active
phases of hostilities (2000—2002, when violence
peaked in Chechnya), civilian casualties were
lower, with most clashes occurring between
security forces and radicals. Following the peak
of violence in 2010-2013, the proportion of civilian
casualties declined; since 2014, the percentage
of civilian casualties has been at or below 15% in
each of the subsequent three years [10].

One of the significant and independent
factors of ethno-confessional radicalization in the
post-Soviet North Caucasus was the problem of
mass outflow and migration of the Russian-
speaking population: migration processes
increased the polyethnicity of the Ciscaucasia and
the monoethnicity of the national republics.
The authorities of the Russian regions responded
to these processes in different ways: if in Stavropol
in the 1990s, ethnic migration took place relatively
peacefully, without excessive politicization, then
in Kuban, ethnophobia began to form on the basis
of ethno-religious and cultural intolerance. Stormy
migration flows in the context of economic
depression formed a number of ethnic conflict
zones in the North Caucasus, including in the
southeast of Stavropol Krai, where there was a
long-term ethnic confrontation between the
Nogais and Dargins. The east of Stavropol Krai
is a striking example of ethnic dynamics with the
replacement of ethnocultural groups that
historically lived in a certain territory by new
ethnic groups with the risk of escalating
conflicts [2].

2. Integration policy as a strategy for
countering extremism. When developing new
strategies for integrating multicultural societies, it
is necessary to expand the scope of reductionist
interpretations that focus only on economic
integration: socio-cultural differences, symbolic

resources, and group identities are becoming key
in integration policy today. Integration policy in
complex societies is a set of national and regional
strategies that promote ethnic and religious peace
by countering extremism and deradicalization:
socio-cultural integration policy strives to create
optimal conditions for the harmonious interaction
of the structural elements of the social system, a
balance between religious and ethnic groups [20].

In the “Strategy for Countering Extremism
in the Russian Federation until 2025,” the concept
of “counteracting extremism” is conceptualized
as “the activities of entities counteracting
extremism aimed at identifying and eliminating the
causes of extremist manifestations, as well as
preventing, suppressing, solving, and investigating
crimes of an extremist nature, minimizing and (or)
eliminating their consequences”; while “entities
counteracting extremism are federal government
bodies, government bodies of the constituent
entities of the Russian Federation, and local
government bodies” [32]. Deradicalization is a
long-term social process of leaving an extremist
environment and distancing oneself from extremist
views and value systems; it is a process as a result
of which radicalized individuals and groups
renounce not only the use of violence but also
extremist ideology, “repluralize” (D. Koehler),
leave the extremist group, and accept a new
system of integration values that rejects violence
as the only way to achieve political goals. Support
for deradicalization practices is a form of
prevention and counteraction to extremism and
radicalization. Anti-extremist preventive measures
are divided into two types: primary prevention —
work to prevent recruitment of new members into
extremist groups; and secondary prevention —
preventive work with members of extremist
groups. As in the case of radicalization,
deradicalization is a dynamic process that does
not happen all at once: there is no such thing as
“spontaneous radicalization,” just as there is no
such thing as “spontaneous deradicalization.”
Deradicalization takes a long time and requires,
from the individual and the group, critical
interaction with the environment and their own
views in the long term and reintegration into
society.

Regional approaches to the prevention of
extremism and radicalization in the North
Caucasus, with an abundance of common
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features, have noticeable local specifics. The main
part of deradicalization strategies is informational,
explanatory, cultural and educational work, which
is carried out during mass events, through local
media, publications on social networks and
brochures. As an ideological alternative to
ethnoreligious extremism, regional and federal
authorities are pinning their hopes on the
development of scientific and educational
programs, a mass volunteer movement, the
popularization of patriotic activities, holding youth
forums, and the allocation of grants for the
development of civic forms of activity. Ethnic
pluralism, consolidating a multicultural community
and forming close ties between ethnic groups, is
of fundamental importance for the resolution of
ethnopolitical conflicts: social inclusion and
integration policies create conditions for the
rationalization and transformation of unmanageable
identity conflicts into intercultural dialogue [20; 21].

According to I.S. Semenenko, V. V. Lapkin,
and V.I. Pantin, the measure of the effectiveness
of regulating ethnopolitical conflict is the
“depoliticization of ethnicity, which can be
ensured by the social policy of the state and the
inclusion in the agenda of civil society of interests
promoted on behalf of ethnic groups, a positive
combination of civil and ethnic identity based on
‘consent to development’ as a key guideline for
the identity policy of subjects involved in
interethnic interactions” [24, p. 69].
E.A. Stepanova, analyzing the reasons for the
de-escalation of armed violence in the region,
notes that the rational combination of force and
integration strategies of deradicalization ensured
“the transition of the armed conflict in Chechnya
and terrorism of North Caucasian origin from
priority challenges to the national security of the
Russian Federation to the category of peripheral
threats — at the level of low-intensity and highly
fragmented violence” [28, p. 113].

Currently, the “Comprehensive Plan for
Countering the Ideology of Terrorism in the
Russian Federation for 2024-2028” is being
implemented, the main goal of which is to protect
the population from the propaganda influence of
extremist ideologies and international terrorist
organizations, communities, and individuals [15].
Among the main tasks of countering the ideology
of terrorism, priority preventive areas of the fight
against extremism, and ways of deradicalization
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provided for in the Comprehensive Plan, the
following are highlighted: “general prevention —
activities to implement events with the population
(for the education sector — with students) aimed
at forming an anti-terrorist worldview; targeted
prevention — activities to implement events with
individual social groups of people vulnerable to
the influence of the ideology of terrorism, or their
individual representatives (for example, with
people who received a religious education abroad
and intend to engage in religious activities on the
territory of the Russian Federation)”; “Individual
prevention is the activity of implementing
measures with individuals who are exposed to the
ideology of terrorism or have fallen under its
influence, the purpose of which is to form in them
motives to refuse to participate in terrorist
activities” [15].

In order to counter extremism, special
attention is now being paid to methods of
preventing the radicalization of young people
through seminars and presentations for students
conducted by imams and government officials,
which widely use theological, political, and legal
arguments against violent ideologies [1]. The
abundance of state grants for counter-extremist
initiatives encourages competition between NGOs
in the region and helps launch small businesses,
develop business plans, and provide microloans.
Such grants also offer a range of practical courses
and seminars that attract entrepreneurs from the
regions, giving them the opportunity to collaborate
and learn from each other. These are examples
of positive inclusive initiatives aimed at developing
communication skills and tolerance. Multi-target
approaches that encourage intercultural dialogue
are crucial in promoting integration policies in the
North Caucasus. Analyzing the models of
reintegration of the North Caucasus region,
R.Kh. Kochesokov notes, “The education sector
plays a crucial role in the reintegration process.
In the early post-Soviet years, the paradigm of
education as a process of providing services
became widespread. Now it has become obvious
that the role of education cannot be reduced to a
simple transmission of scientific knowledge. It is
in the educational process that spiritual values that
unite people are laid down” [13, p. 18].

Integration policy in the North Caucasus is
financed by the federal government through target
programs aimed at solving a set of regional
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problems. These mechanisms include inter-budget
transfers, such as subsidies, grants, and
subventions; federal target projects — large
industry programs; and special economic zones.
State programs aimed at stimulating economic
development accompany inter-budget transfers;
federal target programs and grants give priority
to long-term investments in production,
infrastructure, healthcare, agriculture, science,
education, and tourism. Extensive top-down
development programs should be coordinated with
local projects based on regional resources and
human capital, transforming local practices into
business models. The North Caucasus needs
support for bottom-up economic development in
order to form a solid economic foundation at the
grassroots level and unlock growth potential,;
moreover, the macro-region needs further
integration. According to Deputy Prime Minister
of the Russian Federation A.V. Novak, “Key
sectors for the regional economy are currently
developing in the North Caucasus. These are
tourism, agro-industrial complex, agriculture,
industry, and transport. The Prime Minister has
approved economic models for each region of the
North Caucasus. Priority investment projects are
currently being implemented there. This will attract
more investment, create new jobs, and develop
small and medium businesses” [17].

Results. As terrorism and extremism remain
a serious threat, there is a growing scientific and
socio-political consensus that special operations
and enhanced security measures alone are not
enough to defeat terrorism. In order to fully and
effectively respond to the challenges and threats
that terrorism and extremism pose to the North
Caucasus today, more attention should be paid to
the prevention of radicalization through strengthening
ethno-confessional tolerance, structural changes, and
integration policies. Systemic governance must be
strengthened, eliminating aggravating factors that can
create conflicts and lead people to extremist groups.

By the mid-2010s, a number of factors, in
addition to ideological differences, contributed to
the decrease in the number of extremists in the
North Caucasus, primarily the lack of mass
support among local Muslim communities, anti-
terrorist activities, and the policy of integration of
the region. The number of supporters of the
Caucasus Emirate decreased due to the split after
the 2014 Sochi Olympics, and after 2016 the flow

of radical Islamists leaving Russia and joining ISIS
stopped — deradicalization and de-escalation of
armed violence began in the region. In order to
reduce radicalization and strengthen the
integration of traditional Muslims, the state adopted
a systemic conflict management strategy, including
counter-terrorism operations, methods of
preventing radicalization, diplomatic efforts in the
Muslim world to optimize the multi-ethnic, multi-
confessional image of Russia, and a large-scale
policy of support for Muslim leaders and their
traditional communities.

The integration policy proclaims Islam as a
traditional religion, protected by the state and
historically foundational to the identity of the
multinational Russian people. State support for
Islam corresponds to the main goals of foreign
and domestic policy. The confirmation of the
cultural and historical connection of Islam with
Russia, as well as the thesis that Russia is a multi-
confessional civilization, served as the basis for
its desire to restore the geopolitical status of a
great power in Asia and the Middle East. Under
these conditions, the policy of integration in the
North Caucasus is becoming an important tool
for the prevention of ethno-religious extremism,
a preemptive impact on the factors of
radicalization through a set of political and socio-
cultural measures to manage regional elites,
economic support through federal transfers,
targeted projects and development programs, the
promotion of social inclusion and tolerance, and
the organization of educational and informational
activities.

COURLAND PROBLEM IN THE FOREIGN POLICY
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AFTER THE GRODNO SEJM OF 1726
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Abstract. Introduction. This article is devoted to the study of private subjects of the Courland crisis of the
turn of 17261727, which united different states that had geopolitical interests in the Baltic region. The events that
took place in Courland after the Polish Grodno Sejm (September 28 — November 9, 1726) on the eve of the arrival of
a special investigative commission in Mitawa are being reconstructed. Methods and materials. The source base
was made up of documents related to the mission of the General-Chief of Police A.M. Devieir, sent to Mitawa in
early 1727, and complexes of private correspondence of Russian statesmen and envoys in Courland and Poland
involved in resolving this foreign policy issue. A detailed study of this source complex allows not only the
reconstruction of the events that took place in Courland but also the tracing of the strategies of the behavior of
governments as the Courland issue is resolved. Analysis. The actions of the Courland, Russian, and Polish political
elites are considered regarding the decision on the preservation or abolition of “ancient” rights and autonomies
and the accession or non-accession of the Duchy of Courland and Semigalia to the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.
In the general political context, the mission of A.M. Devieir and his contacts with the Courland elite and Moritz of
Saxony, who claimed the Courland throne, are analyzed. Based on the reports of the tsarist envoys in Mitawa, the
verdicts of the Courland sejm, which took place from February 22 to March 4, 1727, are reconstructed. Results. As
aresult, it is emphasized that the confirmation of the previous status of Courland and Semigalia before the death of
Ferdinand Ketler, despite the actions of interested parties, seemed the only correct decision in the current political
situation. At the conclusion of the article, a translation of the instruction of Captain E. von Medem, which he
received on March 1, 1727, from the deputies of the Courland Seymic for presentation at the Senate Collegium in
Warsaw, is published for the first time.

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Abstract. Introduction. The object of the analysis is the official correspondence of the 18" century between
Russian and Kalmyk authorities. Methods and materials. The article considers documents of the 18" century of the
Kalmyk Commission at the Board of Foreign Affairs, stored in fund 36 of the National Archive of the Republic of
Kalmykia, and uses historical-descriptive, source study, content, formal, documentary, and linguistic analysis.
Analysis. 1t is determined that the correspondence is represented by two types: Russian-Kalmyk (where the
initiators are from the Russian authorities) and Kalmyk-Russian (where the initiators are from the Kalmyk authorities),
while justifying the expediency of using the term Kalmyk rather than Oirat. The letters reveal the relations between
the Russian state and the Kalmyk Khanate, the activities of individuals, their interaction, the specifics of official
communication, and the procedure for conducting office work in the field of interstate relations; they reflect the
rules of speech etiquette and the peculiarities of the Russian and Kalmyk languages and their mutual influence
(in Russian there are Kalmyk and European borrowings, outdated words, and features of actual pronunciation).
The material demonstrates systematic features of an official letter as a document text. Results. The Russian-Kalmyk
correspondence of the 18 century is proved to be a significant source on the history of Russia and Kalmykia and
of the Russian and Kalmyk languages, as well as an independent object of study. At the same time, both aspect
studies of correspondence and its comprehensive analysis are possible from the point of view of the speech
organization of texts and the documentary properties of letters determined by external conditions — the historical
context, office work, specific events, and relations between the authorities and their individual representatives.
It is necessary and promising to study the sources through the joint efforts of specialists in the fields of history,
philology, ethnography, and other sciences. Authors’contribution. D.A. Suseeva proposed the idea of the article,
justified the term Kalmyk for the designation of the people, their language, and writing in the 18" century, described
the procedure for working with Kalmyk letters in Russian institutions, gave an example of an interdisciplinary study
of Russian-Kalmyk-Kazakh correspondence, and selected documents for analysis.

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ANAMNESIS GRIGORY BATURIN.
THE LIFE AND DEATH OF THE CHIEF OF STAFF OF THE TAMAN ARMY

Abstract. Introduction. Grigory Baturin (1880—1925) is known as the chief of staff of the Taman Army,
which in August — September 1918 made the transition from the Black Sea coast to Armavir in battles with White
Cossack detachments. For many years of his life, Baturin was associated with military units formed on the basis
of the Taman Army, with fellow Tamans, having made many efforts to perpetuate the history of this army.
The most complete biography of Baturin was compiled by the Soviet historian N.A. Efimov in the 1970s. But due
to the restriction of access to personal documents, he partially recreated the actual side of the military commander’s
life. Methods and materials. The access to Baturin’s personal papers from the funds of the Rostov archives
made it possible to clarify information about his activities from the spring of 1919 to the summer of 1920. Some
of the papers are letters of a personal nature, which allowed psychiatrist A.Ya. Perekhov to conduct a
psycholinguistic examination of the texts. Analysis. The content of the service record of the hero of the essay is
not always confirmed by official information about the Red Army from reference publications. The reasons for
the differences lie in the mechanism of passing army documents and the nature of the civil war and are explained
by the deterioration of Baturin’s health. The way of life and relationships within a close-knit group of former
fellow soldiers in the first half of the 1920s reproduced the model of life and everyday life of the command staff
and their families at army headquarters that developed during the war years. The circumstances of Baturin’s
private and family life are reconstructed. Medical documents provided objective data on his physical condition
in the last year of his life. Results. In terms of supply and living conditions, representatives of the provincial elite
in the first half of the 1920s were close to the rest of the population. The psychiatrist suggested the presence of
gradually increasing recurrent endogenous depression.

It is established that the main factors of the specifics of the settlement
network of the Kuban region and the Black Sea province by 1920 were the specialization of the region —high-quality
grain agriculture — as well as Cossack communal land use in the Kuban and the incomplete peasant colonization of
the Black Sea coast. Due to the natural conditions, the region is clearly divided into steppe, foothill, and coastal
zones. The highest settlement density and population concentration in large villages are noted in the Ekaterinodar
and Labinsk departments. The population and its ethnic heterogeneity have increased significantly due to
interregional migration. Under the conditions of the new economic policy, the restoration of settlement networks
disrupted during the Civil War was developing, but the preservation of Cossack communal land ownership prevented
the modernization of the community. Industrialization and collectivization, which began in 1928, had a peculiarity in
the Kuban and the Black Sea region: the priorities of economic development were the food and construction
industries, large grain collective farms in the Kuban, and the creation of resort and recreational centers in the Black
Sea region. At the same time, the dispossession and famine of 1932-1933 led to significant forced migration and
stimulated the growth of the urban population and its concentration in large settlements.

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Abstract. Introduction. In the article the differential assessment of the dynamics of the average earnings of
the members of the disabled people’s artels of the Astrakhan province in 1923—1928 is carried out. Methods and
materials. The research is based on both special methods of historical science and non-traditional methods —
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disabled people’s artels was calculated both for the whole period of the study and separately for each year with the
identification of the nature and causes of changes. A comparative analysis of the average earnings of a worker in
Astrakhan province with the average earnings of members of disabled cooperatives, as well as with the pension
received by the disabled during the study period, was carried out. Results. It has been established that the total
average earnings of members of disabled people’s artels in 1923—1928 could range from 52 rubles to 55 rubles
48 kopecks. Depending on the year, it could vary from 20 rubles 85 kopecks to 79 rubles 99 kopecks. It was found
out that the average earnings approached the necessary standard only by 1928; nevertheless, it was higher than
the pension allowance that was paid to the disabled in the corresponding period. Despite variability, earnings
consistently exceeded pension allowances, highlighting their importance for cooperative participation.

Already at
the earliest stage of the formation of Soviet power in the country, special centers in the field of social sciences
began to be created, so began the history of the activities of historical party commissions — special organizations
that were engaged in collecting, systematizing, studying, and publishing materials on the history of the party of the
October Revolution and revolutionary movements. The Tsaritsyn (Stalingrad) historical party commission was
formed in 1923. Due to the fact that the legacy of the Tsaritsyn (Stalingrad) historical party commission has been
inaccessible to researchers for a long time, there are very few scientific papers devoted to this problem. Methods
and materials. General scientific methods, as well as historical-genetic and historical-comparative methods, were
used in the study of'this topic. The article is based on extensive historical sources that are in the collections of the
State Archive of the Volgograd Region, the Center for Documentation of the Modern History of the Volgograd
Region, and the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political History, as well as in the Panorama Museum “Battle of
Stalingrad.”

(Stalingrad) historical party commission was revealed, as well as the directions of its activities; materials on the
history of the revolutionary movement were identified and listed, with which the staff of the Tsaritsyn (Stalingrad)
historical party commission worked; their value as historical sources was indicated; and the peculiarity of the
activity of the Tsaritsyn (Stalingrad) historical party commission was clarified under different managers.

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Abstract. Introduction. The subject field of modern Russian studies as an interdisciplinary direction includes
a complex of knowledge about Russia “in its historical existence.” In the structure of Russian studies, four main
thematic blocks are distinguished: a complex of socio-political problems, cultural topics, problems of national
psychology, and historical Russian studies. Within the framework of the latter, a reconstruction of the historically
changeable meanings of the “Russian idea” is carried out in order to clarify its role in the formation of the subjectivity
of the Russian people. Methods and materials. An ideographic research method was used, aimed at analyzing
individual events of the past through identifying the specific historical views of representatives of Russian and
foreign Russian studies and correlating them with value preferences, including those conditioned by their
involvement in the confrontation of civilizational projects. Analysis. In Russian studies, the concept of the “Russian
idea” is understood as the development of several philosophical concepts rooted in the emergence of new genres
of historical literature in 17"-century Russia — namely, historical journalism and the historical novel. These genres
facilitated the transition from medieval historicism to realistic literary fiction. The emergence of the “average”
Russian person in literary works as an exponent of the national character and a bearer of the Russian mentality
created the ground for the formulation of conceptual models of the “Russian idea” in the works of F.M. Dostoevsky,
V.S. Solovyov, and N.F. Fedorov in the 19" century. Since then, the “Russian idea” has become an integral part of
the “Western myth of Russia.” At the same time, representatives of foreign Russian studies consider the “Russian
idea” in isolation from the philosophical soil that gave rise to it, seeing it as a “product” of the Russian national
character and linking it with everyday life, ethnic characteristics, and the peculiarities of the Russian mentality.
Results. Due to the fact that the Russian mentality was formed under the conditions of a series of spiritual
schisms — the schism with the West, the schism of the Slavs, and the schism of the universal Church — it bears
the imprint of the experience of overcoming them and the desire to assert its own civilizational project on the
basis of solidarity. Thanks to the dialectical combination of the protective and projective aspects in the “Russian
idea,” its conceptual understanding in modern Russian studies underpins the collective image of the bearers of
the Russian mentality as a collective subject, which, exceeding the ethnic community in scope, retains the ability to
implement its civilizational project in different eras, under different regimes of government and types of socio-
political structure.

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FORMATION OF THE MEMORY SPACE OF THE PARTICIPATION
OF THE DON COSSACKS IN THE CIVIL WAR IN THE 1920-1930s:
COMMEMORATIVE PRACTICES, PLOTS, IMAGES

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Abstract. Introduction. In the early Soviet period, a new memory space was created in the regions of southern
Russia. Its formation was connected with the Bolshevik policy of memory, and the specifics were determined by the
role of the Cossacks in the Civil War. The historiography on this issue is represented by the works of O.V. Rvacheva,
A.A. Kamenev, A.V. Baranov, A.N. Eremeeva, O.V. Matveev. The closest to the research topic is B.1. Kolonitsky’s
project “Processes of Legitimization of Violence: Cultures of Conflict in Russia and the Escalation of the Civil War”.
Methods and materials. The research’s source base consisted of newspaper materials from the early Soviet period,
literary works, monuments, and toponyms. The research uses historical-chronological and historical-comparative
methods. As well as A.I. Miller’s concept of memory politics as a system of interactions and communications
between various actors regarding the political use of the past. Analysis. In the early 1920s, the government pursued
apolicy of storytelling, which did not involve the creation of a special memorial space for the Cossacks. In the mid-
1920s, forms of commemoration ofthe Civil War with the participation of the Cossacks appeared, and the first plots
and images of the memory space were created. The peak of the commemorative practice occurred in the mid-1930s.
A central event appeared for the common historical memory of the Cossacks — the deaths of F.G. Podtelkov and
M.V. Krivoshlykov — and heroic images of the Red Cossacks were created. Results. The main actor of the memory
policy in the early Soviet period was the government. With regard to the Cossacks, this policy was instrumental and
situational in nature and depended on political objectives. The underdevelopment of the commemorative practice
was due to the dominance of the narrative policy and the shortage of positive characters among the Red Cossacks.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article’s purpose is to identify new challenges in Latin America and the Caribbean
(hereinafter— LAC) countries regarding the implementation of the UN Sustainable Development Goals (hereinafter — SDGs).
The scientific novelty consists in highlighting the main trends, factors, and signs in the development of LAC countries in
the third decade of the 21* century and ways to overcome new challenges of their sustainable development goals. Methods
and materials. The messages from news agencies in the USA and Latin American countries were used as materials for the
study. Analysis. An analysis of the formal approaches of the United Nations to the process of creating sustainable development
was carried out on the basis of foreign sources and literature, including the conditions and possibilities for the implementation
of SDGs 1, 2, and 8 by the LAC countries; conceptual differences in the approaches of the United Nations and LAC to the
implementation of the SDGs in the context of contemporary turbulence in regional and global politics; and the emergence of
new conditions for their cooperation with the leading world powers were identified. Results. The author’s article succeeded
in clarifying the possible results from the UN approaches to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals of SDG-2030 in
his article. It has been established that LAC countries are unable to fulfill them either on their own or with the help of
international organizations. The main goals of SDGs 1, 2, and 8 remain unattainable, both due to the expected decline in
economic growth in the period 20262029 and the social situation of the population in LAC countries. Past problems of
cross-border crime, drug trafficking, extortion, and kidnapping are causing new internal displacement of millions of people.
Despite the growing number of prisoners in LAC countries, the problem of crime remains one of the main concerns of Latin
American governments. The problem of migration exodus is being resolved very slowly, and its negative impact remains
almost at the same level, and in some countries, such as Haiti, Cuba, Colombia, Venezuela, and El Salvador, this problem is
growing. In addition, new negative factors have been added, hindering the implementation of the UN SDGs. These are
negative environmental and climatic factors in Latin America, the American policy of mass deportations of Latin Americans
from the USA, which creates additional pressure among the most vulnerable segments of the population, and the American
tariff policy in the Latin American region. At the same time, a “window of opportunity” is opening for LAC countries to enter
the world stage to expand their cooperation with countries from other continents in Africa and Eurasia, both directly and
within the framework of BRICS and the Chinese Belt and Road Initiative.

Introduction. The article’s author tries to
show the UN’s approaches to building sustainable

Sustainable Development Agenda 2030 [32].
At the same time, 169 tasks were identified that

development in Latin America and the Caribbean,
and he argues that the UN SDG targets cannot
be met by 2030 for a number of objective reasons.

In August 2015, 17 interrelated sustainable
development goals were identified and agreed
upon at the UN conference. 193 states signed
the final document — “Transforming Our World:

should be independently solved by states at the
national level in order to fulfill these goals [23].

More than half the term has passed, and
already now we can state that these goals, for
the most part, will not be fulfilled [4, pp. 475-
498]. The question is why? There are several
reasons here. Firstly, this is due to the erroneous
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premise that states will be able to implement
SDGs within their competencies and at their
national level. Weak developing countries do not
have the financial resources to address SDG 1
(poverty eradication) and SDG 2 (hunger
eradication), which, according to the World Bank,
required $3.0 trillion in 2016 prices [14].

Secondly, the international community has
not developed special investment measures for
the poor and poorest countries by international
financial organizations, private funds, and
businesses to achieve the objectives of the UN
SDGs, although many proposals have been put
forward [8]. In October 2024, in the United
States, at the last summit of donor countries and
creditors’ finance ministers of the IMF and the
World Bank, the debt burden figure of the
poorest developing countries to international
financial institutions was presented. This figure
was $100 trillion, and only a smaller share of
these countries has enough funds to service
international debt (interest on loans).

Thirdly, attention was not focused on the
implementation, at least for SDG 1 and SDG 2.
According to the UN report “Report on Sustainable
Development Goals 2024,” by the end of 2024,
1.4 billion children in the world are in extreme
poverty; “in 75 most vulnerable countries every
fourth person lives on less than $2.15 per day. One
in three in these countries is now poorer on average
than before the pandemic” [31].

Fourth, not only did the UN conference in
2015 accept the goals unsecured by financial
calculations, but after almost half the SDGs, each
chapter of the 2024 Report justifies the past
COVID-19 pandemic as the main reason that did
not allow achieving the goals.

Fifth, the UN Report did not say a word
about sabotaging the implementation of the SDGs
by the United States and its satellites, which
imposed economic and financial sanctions against
developing countries during the period 2015-2024.

Sixth, with the arrival of the newly elected
president of the United States, D. Trump, hopes
for the implementation of the SDGs are “melting
away before our eyes,” because, having not yet
taken office, he publicly announced not only the
introduction of trade duties for developing
countries.

Methods and materials. The presented
study used the scientific principle of objectivity,
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the scientific systematic historical approach, and
a special political and cultural research method,
which made it possible to identify existing trends
and signs of evolutionary changes in the socio-
political and cultural development of this world
region in the issues of sustainable development
of the LAC countries, as well as to find out the
main factors contributing to (or hindering) the
implementation of the UN SDGs.

The use of a systemic historical approach
made it possible to argue that LAC countries in
contemporary life, as in historical retrospect by
the United States and its satellites, are still
considered the “backyard of America,” and
therefore the methods of interaction with them
remain the same (vassal).

The use of a special political and cultural
research method made it possible to establish the
national elites’ inability of the LAC countries to
achieve the UN sustainable development goals
and independent and confident socio-cultural
development in the near future, taking into account
national specifics and cultural identity.

In addition, the lack of unity of the regional
community [33, pp. 31-65], a “pendulum” change
in political regimes [7], and the continued
confidence of individual countries in the help of a
rich northern neighbor (the USA) make difficult
the transition to equal international relations and
sustainable development of the region [5].

Meanwhile, it must be admitted that a ““window
of opportunity” has been opened for the LAC
countries both for wider international interaction at
the BRICS platform and for the use of alternative
relations with the PRC by participating in its “Belt
and Road” initiative.

There are messages, opinions, editorial and
expert assessments from central news agencies,
and research articles from scientific journals from
the USA and Latin American countries were used
as materials in the scientific paper.

Analysis. Old challenges and new
opportunities for LAC countries to implement
the SDGs. LAC countries, overcoming past
landmarks in the United States, successfully enter
the world stage. Brazil became the founder of
BRICS in 2009. Currently Venezuela, Honduras,
Nicaragua, and Colombia are striving for this
international organization, while Cuba and Bolivia
are accepted into its composition in 2024 [31].
In addition, it is possible that Argentina’s entry into
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the BRICS, which was denounced by President
Javier Milei, will remain on the agenda of this
country.

What are the perspectives for regional
development in LAC? Having a labor force of
more than 300 million people. The region’s
countries may show more significant growth than
the leading countries of the European Union. Thus,
according to the IMF, for the next five years (2024—
2029), the growth of the leading EU economy —
Germany — is expected to be 1.7%, while the growth
of the leading LAC economies — Brazil — is 2%,
and Mexico is 1.7% [15]. And yet, this LAC
economic growth is insufficient to meet the
sustainable development goals. One of the drivers
of regional development is nearshoring, which
includes the spread of business in its various forms —
foreign trade, cross-border investments, technology
transfer, outsourcing, value chain formation, etc. —
mainly to neighboring and nearby countries [22].

The strategy of “nearshoring” allows
strengthening intra-regional cooperation as much
as possible and making it a generator of
accelerated economic growth. Although some
countries in the region are still of the opinion that
we must wait for help from the United States [17].
Nearshoring gives Latin America, especially
Mexico, a chance to become a new manufacturing
center by entering the lucrative North American
market. This shift is not just about increasing
production; we are talking about creating jobs,
stimulating the local economy, and deeper
integration into global trading networks [20].

As for the fulfillment by the LAC countries
of the UN goals — SDG 1, SDG 2, and SDG 8§
that determine the possibilities for solving the
above problems — the Latin American elites of
some countries are waiting for help from the
United States [17].

A prominent representative of these elites
is Ivan Duque, the former president of Colombia.
He advocates a bipartisan and bicameral
approach to creating long-term policies that
promote regional stability and prosperity. Duque
stresses the need for more trade and investment
agreements and faster “friend exchanges.” He
calls for strategic U.S. involvement in
infrastructure projects, particularly those related
to the energy transition, the development of 5G
networks and critical technologies such as Al,
cybersecurity, blockchain, and cloud computing.

What can be said about this? Of course, the
United States could participate in LAC’s economic
growth more effectively. But if they didn’t do it
within the OAS, will they do it within the LAC,
which they are not part of?

Opportunities for SDG 1 (poverty eradication)
and SDG 2 (hunger eradication). More than
10 trillion US dollars is required to eliminate
poverty and hunger in LAC countries. It is clear
that neither international financial institutions nor
the LAC countries themselves can afford such a
volume of finance. Therefore, it should be
assumed that the SDG 1 and SDG 2 goals will
not be met by 2030. There are at least two
paradoxes in the implementation of these Latin
American SDGs:

— the first is that the volume of food exports
by LAC countries to the world market (wheat,
meat, fruits, etc.) practically solves the problem
of hunger and 50% solves the problem of poverty
in the region;

— the second paradox is that LAC countries
have a specific problem called by experts the
Double Burden of Malnutrition (DBM) [26].

The coexistence of two approaches to food
consumption — malnutrition and overeating within
the same populations — creates a new challenge
in the implementation of SDGs. Almost 8.5% of
households experience this form of DBM in Peru,
Brazil, and Mexico. In most cases, overweight
adults and stunted children coexist in the same
household [21].

The public health of LAC countries should
deal with these paradoxes in promoting culture in
the field of nutrition and health.

SDG 8 (Economic growth). LAC countries
are on track to achieve only 22% of the level of
the SDG 8 Sustainable Development Goal, which
prompted the Economic Commission for Latin
America and the Caribbean (hereinafter —
ECLAC) at its meeting in Santiago to call for
accelerated policy implementation to meet the
2030 Agenda [9].

These figures were cited by José¢ Manuel
Salazar-Xirinachs, ECLAC Executive Secretary.
He said, “Unfortunately, it is estimated that only
22% of these goals are either met or on track,
leaving more than three-quarters of the goals that
deviate from the intended path” [9].

Meanwhile, the ECLAC report looked at
concrete progress on five SDGs: Ending Poverty, Zero
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Hunger, Tackling Climate Change, “Peace, Justice,
and Strong Institutions,” and “Partnership to Achieve
These Goals.” ECLAC predicts the region’s GDP
growth of 1.9% in 2024 (which is already doubtful),
while in 2023 this growth was 1.4% [29].

The message of the latest ECLAC meeting
is clear: the region should significantly accelerate
its efforts. It is a call for urgent action and a
reminder that while the goals are ambitious, they
are also critical to the future well-being and
sustainability of the region. The time for gradual
progress has passed; now comes the moment of
transformational change.

This message was realized in the first summit
of the World Federation of the Chambers of
America, which was attended by more than
800 companies and key world trade leaders to
discuss opportunities and digital transformation. The
World Federation of Chambers, a non-
governmental and apolitical forum of the
International Chamber of Commerce (hereinafter —
ICC), allows more than 12,000 chambers around
the world to exchange information. ICC itself is
the world’s largest business organization,
representing more than 45 million companies in
more than 100 countries. Its main goal is to promote
international trade and investment.

On May 16-17, 2024, more than 800 national
and international companies, at least 40 heads of
chambers of commerce, and representatives of
such well-known institutions as the Inter-
American Development Bank (IDB), the Latin
America and Caribbean Development
Bank (CAF), and the United Nations gathered at
the Bogota Chamber of Commerce and Industry
(hereinafter — CCB). Guests of honour included
John W.H. Denton, Secretary-General of the
ICC; Rifat Hisarciklioglu, President of the World
Federation of Chambers; and Ron Busby, president
of Black Chambers, Inc. Their participation
highlighted the diverse and inclusive nature of the
summit aimed at addressing the critical challenges
facing global and regional trade today.

Ovidio Claros, president of CCB, in his
speech pointed to the dual focus of the summit —
academic discourse and practical business results.
“We aim not only to bring together 1,500 members
representing 12,000 chambers worldwide, but also
to facilitate substantial business transactions
through our first ever session to establish business
connections,” Claros explained.
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The launch during the Women’s Chambers
of Commerce Council summit is an initiative
highlighting the summit’s commitment to inclusivity
and empowerment in the business world. It aligns
with the broader goals of the World Chambers of
Commerce (WCF) to improve the access of the
government platform for entrepreneurs to global
markets, improve business sustainability and
combat climate change, and promote the inclusion
and empowerment of women.

It should be recognized, as global dynamics
change, LAC becomes a key player in strengthening
global supply chains. Overcoming trade tensions,
the countries in the region are using their
agricultural and manufacturing sectors to secure
a greater role in the global market [18].

Of course, innovative people from LAC
countries play a major role in achieving
sustainable development goals. Annually, the
Horse Strategy Consultancy (H.O.R.S.E.)
assesses the performance of the region’s senior
executives based on their public contributions and
impact on public issues.

In 2024, the list of 100 most innovative
business leaders in LAC was headed by
Argentinean Marcos Galperin, founder and CEO
of MercadoLibre; David Vélez of Nubank; and
Martin Migoya of Globant [ 16].

SDG 8 includes not only economic growth but
also the concept of “decent work.” For LAC to talk
about decent work for the majority of the working-
age population is premature when in the region
informal unemployment is more than 50%.
Meanwhile, according to a report by the International
Labor Organization (ILO), unemployment in the
LAC tends to decline: from 52.3% in 2022 to 51.8%
in2023 andto 51.7% in 2024 [27]. In absolute terms,
this will mean that from 188.6 million unemployed in
2023, it has grown to 190.8 million people in 2024
and 192.7 million people in 2025 [27]. Fromthe above
figures, it follows that demographic shifts should be
taken into account as determining factors in the
implementation of the sustainable development goals
for the LAC region.

The LAC countries are now home to
652 million people, and the labor force is 331 million
people, which is 50.8% of the region’s population.
By 2050, this figure will increase sharply and reach
54.6%, or 402.7 million people. This forecast was
formulated by the Economic Commission for Latin
America and the Caribbean (CEPAL) [28].
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Therefore, targeted strategies at both the
regional and national levels are required to increase
workforce engagement, reduce poverty, and
combat inequality (including gender). The growing
labor force, combined with the diversification of
its composition, provides an unprecedented
opportunity to change the labor market in Latin
America and the Caribbean. Policies that address
the unique needs and concerns of women and
older workers are useful and necessary for the
economic viability and social cohesion of the
region. Promoting, at the regional level, labor
integration and gender equality is not just an option
but an imperative for Latin America.

As a result, we can say that for the LAC
countries, the conditions and opportunities for
sustainable development lie in closer regional
economic integration and the expansion of
“friendshoring,” in solving security problems on
an intraregional basis, and in more active
interaction on the world stage with leading
developing countries.

New challenges facing LAC countries in
implementing the UN SDGs. The conviction of
non-compliance with the UN SDGs by 2030 by
the LAC countries increases given the new
negative factors for the implementation of the
sustainable development goals, which arose both
due to internal changes in these countries and due
to external influence on the countries of the region.

The new threats have emerged related to
environmental and climate changes, which are
additional factors in the implementation of the
UN SDGs.

So in Brazil there is a sharp reduction in
protected areas, which undermines the conservation
of biodiversity and mitigation of climate change.
The preservation of these areas is crucial for
Brazil in fulfilling its COP 15 commitment to
achieve zero deforestation by 2030. Despite the
efforts of the current president to restore
environmental protection, the Rural Front’s control
over the National Congress continues to threaten
protected areas. Cristalino II State Park, located
in the southern Amazon region of Mato Grosso
State, is in danger of liquidation due to fraudulent
land claims.

Over the past three years, the number of
internally displaced persons has increased in LAC
countries. The problem stems from both the rise
of military and criminal pressure, especially in

Colombia [6] and Haiti [13], and the rise of the
anthropogenic factor associated with climate
change and natural disasters. According to the
Global Report on Internal Displacement
(hereinafter — GRID) of the Center for Monitoring
Internal Displacement (hereinafter — IDMC) in
the LAC countries, at the end of 2024 [12], the
number of internal displacements of persons
doubled in six years [1].

The report emphasizes that Brazil recorded
the largest number of internally displaced people —
1.1 million people related to climate factors. Most
of these cases are due to floods in Rio Grande do
Sul, where unusual precipitation flooded an area
approximately the size of the United Kingdom [1].

Internal displacement related to conflict and
violence in Latin America has more than doubled
to 1.5 million people. More than 60% of these
movements originated in Haiti, where gang
violence continues to fuel the exodus of people
from the capital, Port-au-Prince. According to the
GRID IDMC Report for 2024, the increase in
criminal violence in Haiti has tripled compared to
2023. Ecuador, for the first time, reported that
conflict and violence caused about
101,000 movements in 2024. Quito authorities are
fighting the spread of criminal networks that
operate near the capital and along the coast, which
prompted President Guillermo Lasso to declare the
presence of an armed conflict and use the army.

In the most economically prosperous
Mexico, almost seven million of its citizens are
victims of extortion every year: more than 18,000
a day, 780 an hour, and 13 a minute [11].

In general, across all LAC countries, the
narrative is growing pressure on vulnerable
populations, whether it’s rural families swept
away by floods, urban residents caught in the
path of a hurricane, or poor neighborhoods
gripped by armed gangs.

The fight against crime in the LAC led to
unexpected side results. According to
“The Lancet Public Health,” if the incidence of
tuberculosis in the world has decreased by 8.7%
over the past five years, the number of cases in
Latin America has increased by 19%.
Researchers attribute this increase to the region’s
rapid increase in prison population. In six
countries — Brazil, Colombia, Mexico, Argentina,
Peru, and El Salvador — the prison population is
growing exponentially.
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These countries now account for almost
80% of tuberculosis cases in Latin America and
more than 82% of prisoners [19].

External factors that exacerbate the struggle
of Latin American governments with domestic and
transregional crime should include the D. Trump
administration’s mass deportation policy [25].
According to the decision of the US president,
illegal immigrants classified as criminal gangs are
sent not only to El Salvador prisons [10] and to
prison at the Guantanamo Bay military base, but
also they are returned to the countries of origin —
Colombia, Venezuela, Brazil, and other countries —
which creates additional complexity in the
implementation of the SDGs [3]. When Colombian
President Gustavo Petro denied U.S. military
aircraft carrying deported Colombians, the White
House responded with immediate economic
retaliation by imposing duties and potential
sanctions [5].

All foreigners, including Hispanics living in
the United States without permission, are subject
to deportation. This applies to both persons who
secretly crossed the border and foreigners who
entered legally but overstayed the visa or violated
its conditions. Also, non-citizens can be deported
if they commit a crime or are found to pose a
threat to public safety, even if their immigration
status is valid.

This is how foreigners in the United States
on student visas and even green cards, which
give the right to live in the country “constantly,”
got into Trump’s networks. Some of them
participated in pro-Palestinian activities. In
January 2025, President D. Trump issued an
executive order promising to deport foreigners
who sympathize with the Palestinian group
Hamas, which launched a new war with Israel
in October 2023. The United States classifies
Hamas as a terrorist organization [2].

Failing to appear at an immigration court
hearing could result in the deportation of a large
number of illegal border crossings that have been
allowed to remain in the USA in recent years, at
least temporarily, to qualify for asylum, which
proves they have legitimate grounds to fear
persecution. D. Trump effectively banned migrants
from seeking asylum at the border.

The attitude towards Cuban immigrants has
changed in the United States. If earlier they had
a special status, and the American immigration
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authorities looked at their semi-legal position
through their fingers, then with the advent of the
administration of President D. Trump, the situation
fundamentally changed. Now Cuban immigrants
who have lived in the United States for decades,
as well as those who decide to leave Cuba, are
forced to seek their refuge instead of Miami in
Curitiba, Brazil’s agricultural region [24].

The new and critical factor in the sustainable
and stable development of the LAC countries must
include the US trade policy of 2025, with imposed
trade duties on the part of President D. Trump.
The United States imposed new duties — a 10%
levy on most Latin American imports that went
into effect on April 5, 2025, and even higher rates —
15% for Venezuela and 18% for Nicaragua from
April 9, 2025 — causing concern and caution across
the region [30].

Especially in Brazil, which delivered about
$40 billion to the United States in 2024 as an
export — oil, aircraft, and coffee. The tariffs did
not affect Mexico until the conclusion of a new
trade agreement, the deadline of which expires
on July 9, 2025. Therefore, Mexico’s reaction was
calm and balanced; its business elite know that
such a shift in US policy rarely remains within
the same borders. Any tension on regional trade
could indirectly hit Mexico’s export-oriented
economy, especially if Latin American partners
become less competitive and regional integration
efforts begin to fall apart [30].

It should be pointed out that the LAC countries
are in no hurry to conclude new trade agreements
with the United States with a revision of trade duties,
prudently believing that these decisions should be
made first by their leading partners.

Meanwhile, the uncertainty that has arisen
in world trade due to President D. Trump’s actions
forces both large and especially small exporters
to look for alternative American markets, without
waiting for the date of July 9.

Results. As a result of the study, it was
possible to clarify the possible outcomes of the UN
approaches to the implementation of the SDG 2030.
It has been established that LAC countries are
unable to fulfill them either on their own or with
the help of international organizations. The main
goals of SDG 1, 2, and 8 remain unattainable, both
due to the expected decline in economic growth
during the period 20262029 and the social
situation of the population in the LAC countries.
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Past problems of cross-border crime, drug
trafficking, extortion, and kidnapping have caused
new internal movements of millions of people.
Despite the increase in the number of prisoners
in LAC countries, the problem of crime remains
one of the main concerns of Latin American
governments.

The problem of the migration exodus is
resolved very slowly, and its influence remains at
almost the same level, and in some countries
(Haiti, Cuba, Colombia, Venezuela, El Salvador)
it is growing.

In addition, new negative factors have been
added that hinder the implementation of the UN
SDGs. These are environmental and climate factors
in Latin America, the American policy of mass
deportations of Hispanics from the United States,
creating additional pressure among the most
vulnerable segments of the population, and
American tariff policy in the Latin American region.

At the same time, a “window of opportunity”
opens for the LAC countries to enter the world
stage to expand their cooperation with countries
of other continents in Africa and Eurasia, both
directly and within the BRICS and the Chinese
Belt and Road Initiative.
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Abstract. Introduction. Turkey has become an integral part of Central Asia’s foreign relations. The article
examines the characteristics, strengths, and weaknesses of Turkey’s relations with Central Asia across three
dimensions: historical and cultural ties, bilateral political and economic relations, and multilateral cooperation.
Methods. The research is based on the use of a mixed-method approach, including a combination of quantitative
and qualitative methodologies, integration of history and policy, and a merger of case studies and comparative
analysis. Materials. The article is based on factual material extracted from the latest statistical data of international
organizations and countries under study, the scientific publications of scholars, and media commentaries. Current
studies on Turkish-Central Asia relations primarily focus on Pan-Turkism, the foreign policy of Turkey towards
Central Asia, and the great power game in Central Asia, with less attention paid to the considerations and
choices of the Central Asian countries themselves. Analysis. The historical and cultural connections, based on
the Turkic factor, can be regarded as an important bond in Turkey’s regional relations with Central Asia, laying
the foundation for their educational cooperation. Influenced by political mutual trust, presidential transition,
trade construction, etc., Turkey’s political and economic relations with the Central Asian countries have obvious
by-country characteristics. In trade and economic terms, links between Turkey and Central Asian countries have
strengthened but remain at a low level. The Organization of Turkic States plays a prominent role in multilateral
cooperation, making efforts in partnership building, the implementation of the Middle Corridor, the expansion of
the organization, and language Latinization. Results. It is concluded that Central Asian countries have differences
with Turkey over interests, which leads to the fact that Turkey has unique advantages in developing relations with
Central Asian countries but also faces some bottlenecks.

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Introduction. Recently, Turkey has
intensified its collaboration with other Turkic-
speaking countries on various issues in the
Eurasian region, demonstrating its presence
and role in Central Asia through institution-
building, cultural cooperation, energy corridor
construction, and economic and trade exchanges.
Meanwhile, Central Asian countries have shown
more pronounced adjustments in their internal
and external policies, with the trend of “De-
Russification” gaining momentum, especially
under the impact of the Russia-Ukraine conflict.
Consequently, Turkey has become an integral part
of Central Asia’s foreign relations.

This paper aims to examine the characteristics
of Turkey’s relations with Central Asia from
both regional and country-specific perspectives.
It explores the strengths and weaknesses of
these relationships in terms of historical and
cultural ties, economic and trade cooperation,
and the status of collaboration within multilateral
mechanisms.

Materials. Current studies on Turkish-
Central Asia relations primarily focus on three
perspectives. The first is Pan-Turkism, which
highlights Turkey’s promotion of Pan-Turkism
in the “Turkic World,” including Central Asian
Turkic-speaking countries [6; 15; 17; 33].

Chinese scholars value the influence of Turkey’s
approaches on Xinjiang [16; 42]. Second, the
“proactive and assertive” foreign policy stresses
that Central Asia is an important experimental
field for Turkey’s geopolitical goals under the
emotion of imperial nostalgia [25; 40; 46; 48].
Third, great power game theory underlies that
Turkey draws on building a series of institutions,
like the Organization of Turkic States, to form
competitive and cooperative relationships with
the U.S., Russia, Iran, China [5; 10; 14; 18; 23;
37], and so on.

As the situation in the struggle against
separatism in Xinjiang evolves, it is noted that
research on Turkish-Central Asia relations in
Chinese academia exhibits some staged features.
After the independence of the Central Asian
states, Chinese scholars principally study the
conditions, intentions, and impacts of Turkey’s
engagement in Central Asia through the utilization
of “Pan-Islamism” and “Pan-Turkism.” As the
struggle against separatism in Xinjiang becomes
increasingly severe, some scholars have begun
researching how to construct anti-separatism
theory to reinforce counter-separatism and
counter-infiltration efforts in the ideological field
and to deconstruct “Pan-Islamism” and “Pan-
Turkism” thoughts, which involve the relations
between Turkey and the Central Asian states
[22; 52]. Recently, as the world has entered a
new period of turbulence and transformation,
the United States is continuously trying to
contain China by playing the Xinjiang card, so
Chinese scholars are increasingly focusing on
analyzing Turkey’s policy in Central Asia from
the perspective of major power rivalry [45; 50].

Scholars’ interpretations of the relationship
between Turkey and the Central Asian countries
make sense, but they are chiefly one-way studies
of Turkey’s policies towards Central Asia, with
less attention paid to the considerations and
choices of the Central Asian countries themselves.
Thus, it is difficult to analyze their relationship
in depth from both a regional perspective and a
country-specific perspective.

Methods. The research methodology
includes (1) a combination of quantitative and
qualitative methodologies. We use the bilateral
trade turnover data of Turkey with Central Asian
countries combined with some scholars’ points
of view to do analysis on the country-specific

characteristics of Turkish-Central Asian relations;
(2) an integration of history and policy. This
research traces the history of Turkey’s relations
with Central Asia, interprets relevant political
activities and policy documents, and examines
the history and current status of Turkey’s relations
with Central Asian countries; (3) a merger of case
studies and comparative analysis. In the study of
Turkey’s relations with Central Asian countries
within the Organization of Turkic States, we make
comparisons of their diachronic policies on the
same matters and their synchronic policies on
different matters.

Analysis. How to examine the characteristics,
strengths, and weaknesses of Turkey’s relations
with Central Asia? The authors will try to analyze
this from three perspectives.

1. Historical cultural connection: the
important bonds of Turkish-Central Asia regional
relations. The Turkic factor is a historical and
cultural root among the six Turkic-speaking
countries and Turkic peoples [52]; nonetheless,
this paper focuses principally on Turkey’s
historical and cultural ties with the Central Asian
countries in the modern period, without deriving
back to its historical roots.

Official contacts between Turkey and
Central Asia date back to the early modern
era, specifically to the interactions between the
Ottoman Empire and the Khanates of Bukhara,
Khiva, and Kokand. These Khanates, particularly
the Emirate of Bukhara in western Central Asia,
held the Ottoman Sultan in high regard and
exchanged envoys with the empire.

In the late 19" century, Pan-Turkism
prevailed in Russian Turkic Muslims, and
especially after its core leadership’s transference
from Russia to the Ottoman Empire at the
beginning of the 20™ century, Turkey’s cultural
influence developed further in Central Asia, and
the “Jadid movement” was one of the instrumental
approaches. Although the “Jadid movement,”
a significant component of the Pan-Turkism
ideology, was proposed by Ismail Gasprinskiy,
a Crimean Tatar from Russia, the main force
of Pan-Turkism has shifted from the Russian
Empire to the Ottoman Empire when the “Jadid
movement” in Central Asia is on the rise, which
means Turkey has a greater effect on Central
Asia. At first, the Soviet regime accepted the
“Jadid movement”; however, they defined this
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movement as a “reactionary bourgeois nationalist
ideology” [3, pp. 28-29; 29, pp. 362-363] when
they sequentially found it related to Turkey. But
now, Central Asian countries such as Uzbekistan,
Kazakhstan, and Tajikistan are re-evaluating
the “Jadid movement,” and their assessments
are converging, all recognizing that the “Jadid
movement” has played a positive role in the rise
of nationalism in Central Asia [13].

Following the October Revolution,
V.I. Lenin invited Enver Pasha —one of the Young
Turks’ leaders and a former Ottoman chief of
general staff—to Central Asia to seek support from
Muslim armed groups such as the Basmachi for
the Soviet cause. However, Enver Pasha defected
and became a key leader of the anti-Soviet forces
in Central Asia. Concurrently, the Soviet regime
labeled the Basmachi as “counter-revolutionary,
anti-Soviet Muslim bandits” [1, pp.126-127; 38].
After this event, Turkey was isolated from
Central Asia in the Soviet period. Nowadays,
Central Asian countries’ historical academia
has reassessed the Basmachi with a consensus
forming, particularly following Uzbek President
Shavkat Mirziyoyev’s posthumous exoneration
of 115 Basmachi figures in August 2021 [20]. It
is now recognized that “the Basmachi movement
was a national liberation movement in Central
Asia” [2; 34], and Enver Pasha has been given
a positive reevaluation as a significant figure in
strengthening the historical ties between Central
Asia and Turkey.

Turkey is one of the first countries to
recognize the independence and establish the
diplomatic relations of the five Central Asian
nations after the disintegration of the Soviet
Union. Turkey intervenes apace into Central
Asia and expands its influence, which has been
generalized as “neo-pan-Turkism” by some
scholars in Tajikistan, Russia, China [12; 16; 49,
pp. 222-224], and elsewhere. Based on historical
and cultural ties, Turkey has made significant
investments in the educational sector of Central
Asia, particularly in higher education. One
notable example of this commitment is the joint
establishment of the Yassawi Kazakh-Turkish
International University (national university,
reconstruction of Turkestan State University
in 1992), Kyrgyz-Turkish Manas University
(national university, established in 1998), and Ala-
Too International University (private university,
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originally built as International Ataturk-Alatoo
University in 1996). After the Gulen Movement
in Turkey in July 2016, led by Erdogan’s opponent
Gulen, was purged in Central Asia, Erdogan
established the Marif (Knowledge) Foundation of
Turkey, which operated schools in Central Asia
in place of the Gulen schools, and the Turkmen-
Turkish International University (established in
1993), the “Bashkent” Turkish Education Centers,
and others, which were formerly supported by the
Gulen movement, were also closed.

Significantly, Turkish schools and
universities established in Central Asia or in
collaboration with Central Asian countries are
popular with the local public due to their lower
tuition fees, higher education quality, and various
opportunities for studying in Turkey. The teaching
content of these institutions is imbued with the
idea of a unified historical and cultural community
within the “Turkic World.” For example, Zhanar
Temirbekova, who has served as the president
of the Yassawi Kazakh-Turkish International
University since March 2021, has stated that “our
key purpose is to cultivate students for the unity of
Turkic world” [51]. Such a phenomenon enhances
the Central Asian people’s cultural identity with
Turkey in turn.

2. Bilateral political and economic relations:
the country-specific features of Turkish relations
with Central Asia. After the collapse of the Soviet
Union, Turkey actively sought to develop relations
with the Central Asian countries; however,
their reactions were mixed, as shown in Figure,
demonstrating evident country-specific features
influenced by a number of factors.

Firstly, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan maintain
the most stable relations with Turkey. Notably,
Turkey’s relationship with Kazakhstan serves as
a ballast stone in maintaining interstate relations,
distinct from its friendship with Kyrgyzstan. In the
1990s, Turkey and Kazakhstan signed a series of
cooperation agreements in economy, technology,
culture, and education. They also focused on
cooperation regarding Kazakh oil exports and
Kazakhstan’s connection to the Baku-Tbilisi-
Ceyhan pipeline. During the period of strained
relations with Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan,
Turkey regarded Kazakhstan as its primary partner.
Turkey and Kazakhstan established a strategic
partnership in 2009 and further established a
High-Level Strategic Cooperation Committee
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in 2012. It is worth noting that the relationship
between Turkey and Kazakhstan in the military
sphere has evolved from initial cooperation to
the establishment of formal agreements. Since
1999, they started to conduct military cooperation
largely to train military personnel for Kazakhstan.
Since the 2000s, they began to cooperate in the
field of weapon production. In September 2018,
they formally signed the agreement on military
cooperation. During the “January unrest” in 2022,
Ankara provided moral support to Kazakhstan
and was committed to safeguarding Kazakhstan’s
sovereignty if necessary [32]. In May 2022,
Kazakhstan became the first country globally,
except for Turkey, to build up a production base
for the “Anka” military unmanned aerial vehicles
(UAVs). Currently, Turkey and Kazakhstan
take the cooperation in economic, cultural, and
educational areas as the ballast stone and further
deepen the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership
from all aspects, which cultivates the closest
friendship in Central Asia.

Since gaining independence, the relationship
between Kyrgyzstan and Turkey has been
relatively stable, without significant fluctuations,
and their political relations were reinforced during
Atambayev’s early presidency. In April 2011, a
High-Level Strategic Cooperation Committee was
established, elevating the relationship between
the two countries from friendly nations to the
level of strategic partners. Among the six Turkic
states, Kyrgyzstan is geographically the farthest
from Turkey and economically shows the least
importance to Turkey, while having the highest
degree of dependence on Russia in the fields of
politics, economy, and security. However, Turkey

regards Kyrgyzstan as an integral component of
the “Turkic World,” hoping to improve further
cooperation in the political and security fields
through cultural education and economic trade
cooperation. In 2012, Turkey wrote off $50
million in debts of Kyrgyzstan. In April 2013,
Turkey decided to provide Kyrgyzstan with a
loan of $100 million and a grant of 6 million
USD [26]. TIKA has implemented more than
30 investment projects in Kyrgyzstan and carried
out 324 “soft power” policies [43]. More than
300 companies with Turkish capital are now
operating in Kyrgyzstan. In 2022, Turkey’s
injections accounted for 30.7% ($321 million)
of the total volume of foreign direct investment
in Kyrgyzstan, surpassing even China and
Russia [19]. Noteworthily, young individuals
from Kyrgyzstan who received their education
in Turkey established an organization called the
political party “Tartip-Poryadok™ in 2008, and
they have been promoting the rise of Ankara’s
influence on the domestic political process in
Kyrgyzstan [30]. At present, there is a significant
segment of society in Kyrgyzstan who believe
that “Turkey is formulating policies from the
standpoint of Pan-Turkism, aiming to establish
close relations with the CIS countries that
are ethnically and linguistically close” [39],
while there are also supporters like the “Tartip-
Poryadok™ who lean towards Turkey.

Secondly, Turkey’s political relation with
Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan has distinct stages.
The improvement and development of bilateral
relations start with the presidential transition.
However, Turkish-Uzbek relations develop in all-
round aspects, while Turkish-Turkmen relations
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The evolution of bilateral relations between Turkey and the Central Asian countries
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mainly focus on economy and trade. In the early
1990s, Turkey had the most ideological impact
on Uzbekistan in Central Asia. The two states
were among the earliest to regard each other as
“political, economic, and cultural allies,” signing
the Treaty of Eternal Friendship and Cooperation
in 1996 [4]. Subsequently, as the leader of the
Uzbekistan opposition party ERK (Freedom),
Muhammad Salikh, sought refuge in Turkey and
received Turkish asylum, bilateral relations began
to cool down. Even after the Tashkent bombing
in February 1999, the relations between them
seriously deteriorated due to the Salikh issue
[28; 44, p. 24]. After Shavkat Mirziyoyev came
to power, the relations between these two states
have bolstered. In October 2017, the two countries
established a strategic partnership. In 2020,
Bishkek set up a branch of the Turkic University of
Economics and Technology. In March 2022, these
two states elevated their relations to the level of a
comprehensive strategic partnership and planned
to build a Turkic-Uzbek university in Tashkent.
In November 2022, the defense secretaries of
the two countries signed an intergovernmental
framework agreement on military development
and technological cooperation, which further
reinforced the relations between the two countries.
Under the influence of these policies, Uzbekistan’s
trade with Turkey demonstrates an incremental
trend, with the number of direct flights and tourists
still on the rise. Turkish enterprises have also
actively participated in large-scale investment
projects in Uzbekistan. In just the first 10 months
of 2023, Turkish companies have invested over
$500 million and have opened more than 200 new
businesses in Uzbekistan [36].

After diplomatic recognition, Turkmenistan
began to develop its relations with Turkey, first and
foremost, in the field of education. The economic
relations had been strengthened after Niyazov’s
visit in October 1992, especially benefiting from
Turkish investment in gas pipeline projects in
Turkmenistan. In 2001, Niyazov accused Turkey’s
leaders of pursuing political interests rather than
economic interests. Turkey was dissatisfied with
Turkmenistan’s pro-Iranian inclination. From
2001 to 2006, the bilateral political and economic
relations were at a low ebb. After taking office
as president, Gurbanguly Berdimuhamedow and
his son adopted an active and progressive foreign
policy, and Turkey once again became Ashgabat’s

strategic partner, with economic exchanges
between the two sides booming again, especially
in arms trade. According to SIPRI’s data, of all
arms imports to Turkmenistan, 36% come from
Turkey, while 27% and 20% come from China
and Russia, respectively [11].

Thirdly, relations between Tajikistan and
Turkey develop at a slow pace and have the
most difficulties. Affected by the civil war in
Tajikistan from 1992 to 1997, the relations
between them started later, and the process was
relatively lagging; however, Turkey still regarded
the relations between the two countries as a
component of its relations with other countries
in Central Asia. The first visit to Tajikistan of
Erdogan ushered in a new stage of relations
between the two countries. In December 2012, the
two states established a cooperative committee.
In November 2022, they signed the “2023-2025
Trade Expansion Roadmap” and the Free Trade
Zone Cooperation Memorandum, setting the
goal of enlarging the trade volume between the
two countries to one billion dollars by 2025 [7].
As high-level exchanges have considerably
increased, the two sides’ relations have improved
but have not yet established a strategic partnership.
In February 2024, Turkey canceled the visa-
waiver policy for Tajikistan civilians for the
sake of safety, which endangered the bilateral
friendship from the Tajikistan side [27]. Besides,
the factors limiting two sides’ relations are that
Turkey has repeatedly shown its support for
Kyrgyzstan on the Kyrgyzstan-Tajikistan border
issue; Tajikistan maintains close relations with
Iran for historical and cultural reasons (e.g., the
common Persian language group); Tajikistan’s
main trading partners are Russia, China, and
Kazakhstan; and Tajikistan cooperates closely
with Russia on security issues.

Fourthly, as shown in Table, Turkey’s
economic and trade relations with the Central
Asian countries are still at a low level, and
their bilateral trade volume and trade share
are severely mismatched. In 2019, none of the
Central Asian countries has been ranked within
the top 20 among all its main foreign trade
partners. While, in the foreign trade partners of
Central Asian countries, Turkey’s trade volume
and ranking are not at the forefront, far less
than the bilateral trade volume between China
and Central Asian countries. After the outbreak
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of the Russia-Ukraine conflict, trade volume
between Kazakhstan and Turkey rapidly surged
to $6 billion in 2023, allowing Turkey to jump to
third place in the total volume of Kazakhstan’s
foreign trade ($139.8 billion); however, it is
still far lower than China ($31.4 billion) and
Russia ($25.88 billion). In the trade composition
of 2023 or 2022, Central Asian countries
accounted for a total of 1.96% of Turkey’s total
foreign trade volume (617.551 billion), with the
highest being Kazakhstan at 0.97%, followed by
Uzbekistan at 0.50%. In terms of Turkey’s share
in the total foreign trade volume of Central Asian
countries, the highest is Turkmenistan at 10.34%,
followed by Uzbekistan at 5.38%, Tajikistan at
4.67%, Kazakhstan at 4.29%, and Kyrgyzstan
at 3.83%. Under the seriously mismatched
circumstance between trade volume and trade
share, Turkmenistan attaches more importance to
the economic-trade relations with Turkey, while
Turkey places more emphasis on expanding trade
with Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan in turn.

3. Multilateral cooperative institution: the
new trend of area relations between Turkey and
Central Asia. Since the collapse of the Soviet
Union, multilateral cooperative institutions
have also been pivotal for Turkey in improving
relations with the Central Asian countries, whose
significant feature is based on a “common Turkic
national-cultural” identity. Over the past 30 years,
they have already established more than a dozen
multilateral institutions mainly focusing on
political, economic, and cultural areas, while
cooperation in the regional security and military
fields is less frequent. Especially, what draws

striking attention among all these cooperative
institutions is the Organization of Turkic States,
which was upgraded from the Cooperation
Council of Turkic Speaking States in November
2021. At present, this organization is constituted of
5 member states (Turkey, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, and Uzbekistan) and 3 observers
(Hungary, Turkmenistan, and the Economic
Cooperation Organization), also establishing
cooperative partnerships with 12 international
organizations. Certainly, the organization can be
described as the highest-level, most influential,
most ambitious in development goals, and most
active multilateral cooperation mechanism in
the Turkic World. Here is a brief analysis of the
four multilateral cooperation agendas that the
organization is most concerned about.

Firstly, one of the important agendas in the
Organization of Turkic States is how to coordinate
relations with third states such as Russia and
China and with international organizations like
the EAEU, APEC, and BRICS. The summit of
heads of state held in November 2022 set the goal
of establishing partnerships. The Organization
of Turkic States regarded the Economic
Cooperation Organization as a breakthrough
for the agenda and established a partnership
with it soon. The 10" summit decided to admit
it as an observer [8]. As the most representative
organization of Islamic states in Eurasia, the
Economic Cooperation Organization has become
an observer in the Organization of Turkic States,
which has not only opened a new paradigm in
the relations between the Organization of Turkic
States and other international organizations but

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has also resulted in a new way of interaction
between the Organization of Turkic States
and non-Turkic states, such as Iran, Pakistan,
Afghanistan, and Tajikistan.

Secondly, the Organization of Turkic States
has adopted documents such as the “Turkic World
Vision-2040,” the “2022-2026 Strategy for the
Development of the Organization of Turkic
States,” and the “2023-2027 Transportation
Connectivity Plan (Roadmap) Implementation
Action Plan,” providing institutional guarantees
for the implementation of the Middle Corridor
[24; 35; 41]. In particular, the Russia-Ukraine
conflict in February 2022 significantly altered the
routine of energy channels in Eurasia, with Central
Asian countries enhancing their participation in
the Trans-Caspian energy route. It is likely that
the Organization of Turkic States will discuss
and approve joint issues connecting the Middle
Corridor with the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI).

The third agenda is about the enlargement
of the Organization of Turkic States. First of all,
Ankara places great importance on the accession
of “Northern Cyprus” to the Organization
of Turkic States; however, it has not made
substantial progress so far. The crux of the matter
is the recognition of statehood for “Northern
Cyprus.” In the Western world, “Northern
Cyprus” is deemed a separatist regime or a non-
state actor that is not universally recognized by
the international community [31; 47]. While
other Turkic states, including Kazakhstan, are
unwilling to approve formal recognition of
“Northern Cyprus” for the sake of safety, let alone
admit it into the Organization of Turkic States.
Besides, Turkmenistan has refused to become
a formal member of the organization, with the
negotiation terms still unclear. At last, Mongolia
and Tajikistan are noncommittal about whether to
join the Organization of Turkic States; however,
Tajikistan maintains contact with the Organization
of Turkic States in ECO.

The fourth agenda item concerns the common
alphabet used across the Turkic world. The
Turkic World Common Alphabet Commission,
established by the Organization of Turkic States
in October 2022, is specifically responsible
for creating a unified Latin-based alphabet.
In September 2024, the unified alphabet was
adopted, based on 34 Latin letters [9]. Kyrgyzstan
is the only state among the five member states
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that uses Cyrillic, and the Latinization reform in
Kazakhstan is still not complete [21]. Therefore,
the Commission remarkably attaches great
importance to promoting the Latinization reform
in Kyrgyzstan and expects to hold the first
meeting in Bishkek. However, Kyrgyzstan has
not responded positively, with great controversy
over the domestic alphabet Latinization reform.
Under this circumstance, the committee prioritizes
accelerating the Latinization of the Kazakh
alphabet reform, which is the same goal of the
first meeting held in Astana in June 2023 and the
second and third meetings held in Baku in May
and September 2024, respectively.
Conclusion. From the vantage point
of Turkey’s relations with Central Asia, both
multilaterally and bilaterally, cultural cooperation
not only serves as a cornerstone for fostering
friendship across various domains but also stands
at the heart of the comprehensive development
of their relationship. The strong historical
and cultural ties, rooted in the shared Turkic
heritage, have been instrumental in shaping the
centuries-long relationship between Turkey and
Central Asia. This Turkic factor serves not only
as a distinctive heritage for Turkey to foster
multilateral engagements with the region but
also as the easiest and simplest grip strength for
the bilateral relations between Turkey and the
Central Asian states. Based on such a foundation,
Turkey and the Central Asian states in the
bilateral dimension enhance political connection,
improve cultural education cooperation, and
expand economic-trade communication, and
in the multilateral dimension, they forge the
Organization of Turkic States, build up a common
cultural space, and expand the depth and breadth
of regional cooperation. Nonetheless, from a
neutral standpoint, numerous factors restrict
Turkey’s pervasive influence across Central
Asia, such as the country characteristics between
Turkey and the Central Asian states, the problems
of enlargement of the OTS, and the controversy
over the Latinization reforms of the alphabet.
In a nutshell, when it comes to developing
the relations with the Central Asian states,
Turkey has its own unique edges and bottleneck
difficulties. Turkey’s greatest strength lies in its
close cultural ties with Central Asian countries;
especially as these countries re-evaluate some
significant events of the early 20" century, they
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have given positive assessments back to Turkey.
Its greatest weakness lies in the economic and
trade relations, which are difficult to significantly
improve due to the influence of economic size,
geopolitical situation, and the foreign trade
patterns that Central Asian countries have
developed over a long period of time.

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Introduction. Relations between Iran and
Russia have fluctuated constantly. Their recently
increased cooperation has been influenced by the
two countries’ shared stance on international
misrecognition and common threat perceptions
[11, p. 107].

While the official political environment
(media and ruling politicians) of these two
countries often portrays a positive image of
constructive relations between Tehran and
Moscow, their academic circles and scholars, in
their critical examination of the realities of Iran —
Russia relations, present somewhat different
views from the political authorities of the two
countries regarding the prospects of mutually
beneficial relations between them [6; 21, p. 216].
The lack of a unanimous narrative makes it
challenging to perceive the current characteristics
and prospects of Tehran-Kremlin relations.

This research aimed to explain the
perceptions of Iranian politicians and academics
regarding the formation of a strategic partnership
between Iran and Russia, as well as the reasons
behind the similarities and differences in these
perceptions.

To guide the research, the main question
posed by the researcher was, “What are the views
of Iranian politicians and academics on the
formation of a strategic partnership between Iran
and Russia?” Additionally, a secondary question
was drawn: “What are the reasons that might
cause similarities or differences in the views of
Iranian politicians and academics regarding

formation of this relationship?” Lastly, the
researcher asked, “In what vectors is the debate
of a strategic partnership between Iran and Russia
presented from the perspective of Iranian
politicians and academicians?”

Understanding the perceptions of figures
related to Iran’s domestic and foreign policy toward
Russia is theoretically important because the past
decade has become a platform for fundamental
changes in Russia-West relations [35, p. 424]. This
research also has practical importance because
understanding the views of influential Iranians in
domestic and foreign policy, as well as the
academics who educate these officials, can inform
our understanding of the relations between the two
countries.

On the other hand, the research is relevant
for students and scholars of international relations
due to the two countries’ relatively similar
approaches to the multipolar international system
and common threats against them. Two countries
signed a Treaty on Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership on January 17, 2025. The formalization
of this partnership in the form of a treaty justifies
the relevance of this research.

While the relationship between Iran and
Russia is a hot topic among the public, politicians,
and researchers in Iran, the “strategic partnership”
between the two, despite being vastly discussed
in public, has not been adequately explored in
Iranian scientific literature except for a few cases
with different findings [26, p. 167]. The views
and perceptions of individuals related to this
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partnership between the two countries have not
been systematically investigated.

The lack of adequate sources to understand
Iranian politicians’ perceptions justifies the scientific
community’s need for this research.

This research is the first to explore the
characteristics of two groups of individuals’
perceptions regarding the formation of a strategic
partnership between Tehran and the Kremlin.

This research’s most significant contribution
to existing knowledge is the broad impact of its
findings on informing Iranian and foreign
policymakers and researchers and providing a
foundation for further academic research to better
understand the views related to Iran’s foreign
policy towards Russia and the prospects for
cooperation between the two countries.

As the core concept of this research,
strategic partnership has been defined through
various approaches. A strategic partnership is an
institutionalized relationship short of alliance,
designed to serve mutual interests through regular
consultation, coordination, and cooperation
[18, p. 17]. Itis a flexible diplomatic tool that allows
states to manage complex interdependencies and
address global challenges without the binding
commitments of formal alliances [25]. A strategic
partnership is distinguished by its pragmatic,
interest-driven nature and adaptability to changing
international environments, often serving to
enhance influence, build trust, and pursue shared
strategic goals while maintaining autonomy [24,
pp- 3-5].

The author believes a strategic partnership
is a formalized and enduring relationship between
states or organizations characterized by mutual
interests, long-term cooperation, and a shared
commitment to achieving common objectives
across multiple domains, such as politics, security,
and economics.

A strategic partnership differs from an
alliance. The distinction between them lies in their
scope, formality, obligations, and purpose.
An alliance is a formal, long-term agreement
between states, often codified in treaties, involving
mutual defense obligations and shared military-
political objectives [39, p. 12]. Examples include
NATO or the U.S.-Japan Security Treaty, where
members are legally bound to collective defense.

It also differs from “strategic cooperation,”
which is a more flexible, ad hoc arrangement
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focused on specific shared interests, such as
counterterrorism or economic projects, without
binding security guarantees [8, p. 32]. Strategic
cooperation enables states to collaborate
selectively (e.g., Russia and Iran in Syria) while
avoiding permanent alignment, making it less
institutionalized and more adaptable to shifting
geopolitical dynamics [32, p. 44].

Reviewing the literature. The literature
on this research needs to be developed due to the
lack of comparative studies that have examined
the views of Iranian politicians and academics.
Therefore, this research gap led the researcher
to introduce those studies that, by addressing
various aspects of the relationship between Tehran
and the Kremlin, examined these connections in
terms of nature and form.

This relationship was brought forward
mainly after Iran — Russia cooperation in Syria
as scholars scrutinized various forms of relations
between Iran and Russia, from strategic alliance
[4, p. 181; 13, p. 229; 36, p. 29], strategic
convergence |3, p. 115], and strategic pragmatism
[28, p. 117] to anti-hegemonic [19, p. 260; 30,
p. 77; 33, p. 63].

Mirfakhraei [26, p. 167] conceptualized
Iran — Russia relations as a strategic partnership,
identifying the 2015 Joint Comprehensive Plan of
Action (JCPOA) and the 2022 conflict in Ukraine
as key factors accelerating this relationship.
However, while his research emphasized the
relatively minor role of economic and
geoeconomic factors in this partnership, it
primarily focused on the military-defense
dimension to support the argument for a strategic
partnership between Iran and Russia, which he
considered the dominant aspect of their
relationship. He previously described the
developments in Syria, where he characterized
the relations between Iran and Russia as quasi-
strategic defensive cooperation, and also in
Ukraine as a suitable platform for collaboration
between Iran and Russia, which, according to the
author, could lead these relations toward a strategic
partnership [27, p. 155].

The most significant relationship type
between the two countries that has attracted the
most attention from researchers is the strategic
alliance. This alliance was highlighted under the
influence of events in Syria, and the cooperation
between Tehran and Moscow to preserve the
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Damascus regime raised the question of whether
the nature of the collaboration between the two
countries is strategic or tactical. In response to
this question, Rafiei et al. [36, p. 29] inquired about
the reasons behind the cooperation between the
two countries in Syria and the prospects for this
cooperation. They found that long-term political-
economic interests and a common enemy of Iran
and Russia in Syria led to operational collaboration
between the two countries at the level of a
strategic alliance.

On the other hand, their cooperation in Syria
raised questions about whether the Iran — Russia
alliance could lead to more regional alliances in
various areas. In this regard, Ghani and Asgarian
critically examined this strategic alliance, stating
that the two countries must have more common
interests for this alliance to extend strategically
to other areas. Therefore, this is not feasible under
current conditions, and changes must be made to
deepen cooperation [13, p. 229].

Some researchers have noted that this
cooperation should be viewed as a form of interest
alignment, as it is limited and temporary and is
confined to specific areas for collaboration against
a non-state threat [4, p. 181].

Alhoei [3, p. 115] said that having relatively
common interests cannot maintain this strategic
convergence, and cooperation with Russia must
be pursued on a broader scale.

In critiquing the strategic nature of the
relationship between the two countries, Omidi [31,
pp. 50-58] stated that limiting factors in Iran —
Russia relations make it non-strategic, being viewed
as cautious from Russia’s side and pragmatic from
Iran’s side. In response to what form the Iran —
Russia relationship could take, other researchers
focused on strategic pragmatism, considering it
necessary to build coalitions, strategic neutralization,
tactical cooperation, and constructional balancing
[28,p. 117].

Researchers deemed Iran — Russia cooperation
effective in balancing at two macro levels:
confronting destabilizing U.S. policies and actions
and emphasizing broad regional balancing in
adjusting order and ensuring strategic stability
[30, p. 77]. The expansion of strategic relations
between the two countries through alliance building
aims to reduce structural pressures and create
balance against the U.S.’s dominant hegemonic
system [33, p. 63].

Contrarily, some researchers who have
analyzed the various forms of Iran — Russia
relations are entirely opposed to any strategic or
stable relationship between Tehran and the
Kremlin. According to these critics, the strategic
partnership between these two countries is
perceived as influenced by their temporary
cooperation in Syria, with Iran and Russia acting
to increase cooperation levels due to a temporary
need to protect their interests [1, p. 141].
Therefore, this relationship is an “illusory entente”
and cannot be considered a formidable strategic
axis [14, p. 164].

However, the most important source on the
strategic partnership between the two countries was
a collection of contributions from prominent Iranian
and Russian researchers [17]. The contributors to
this book were mainly divided into two groups:
supporters (Sazhin [17, pp. 9-21]; Topychkanov
[17, pp. 29-33]; Shoori [17, pp. 59-65]; Evseev
[17, pp. 66-72]; Lukyanov [17, pp. 91-95];
Knyazev [17, pp. 102-107]) and skeptics (Karami
[17, pp. 22-81]; Kortunov [17, pp. 34-41];
Shariatinia [17, pp. 151-154]) of the possibility of
forming a strategic partnership between Iran and
Russia. The significant challenges of this source,
however, were its predominantly academic
narrative, lesser participation of politicians and
figures influencing the diplomatic relations
between the two countries (with a few
exceptions), and its temporal distance from the
events of 2022, which lacked the inclusion of new
economic and military developments and
significant changes in Iran — Russia relations
following intensified international sanctions against
Moscow.

Methodology, methods, materials. This
research’s design was exploratory, as it enabled
the in-depth examination of a topic that had not
been previously studied. It uncovered unexpected
themes and generated hypotheses for further
investigation. The research philosophy was based
on interpretivism epistemology, which was socially
constructed [2, p. 41] and intended to understand
motives, meanings, reasons, and other subjective
experiences that are time- and context-bound [29,
p- 111] and described and interpreted multiple
subjective and context-bound realities [37, p. 54].
The research philosophy was based on an idealistic
ontology, emphasizing the understanding of truth
through the human mind [16, pp. 699-710] and
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socially constructed meaning. The research’s
reasoning was inductive, moving from specific
data to general findings and the establishment of
a theory [12, p. 48]. The methodological approach
was qualitative and single-method, as it involved
a non-mathematical process of interpretation to
discover concepts and relationships in the raw data
and then organize them into a theoretical
explanatory scheme [9, pp. 12-13]. The research
strategy employed a case study approach,
providing an in-depth, multifaceted explanation of
a complex topic within its real-life context [10,
p. 2] over a cross-sectional time frame.

The absence of a theoretical framework in
this qualitative research can be justified by the
study’s “inductive” and “exploratory” nature [38,
pp. 34-35], which aims to capture participants’
lived experiences and meanings without imposing
preconceived theoretical constructs. This case
study aimed to uncover new phenomena without
preconceived assumptions; therefore, the author
did not employ a specific theory.

The data collection tool consisted of a semi-
structured interview guided by an interview guide
or a questionnaire with open-ended questions.
The researcher attempted to transform the
interview into a guided conversation rather than
a traditional question-and-answer session. These
questions were:

1. What are the main vectors of Iran —
Russia relations?

2. How do you assess the role of each of
these vectors in Iran — Russia relations?

3. What is your definition and perception of
“strategic partnership”?

4. What is your opinion on the feasibility of
a strategic partnership between Iran and Russia?

5. What impacts will a strategic partnership
have on Iran — Russia relations?

6. What are the strengths of forming a
strategic partnership between Iran and Russia?

7. What challenges exist for a strategic
partnership between Iran and Russia?

The statistical population of this research
included a large number of Iranian politicians and
academics. The sampling method was non-
probability purposeful so that the most
knowledgeable and well-informed samples were
selected [15, p. 107].

The selection parameter or inclusion criteria
for the research sample were based on the
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characteristics of the statistical population,
specifically those preoccupied with political or
scientific activity related to Russia.

The sample size for this research consisted
of 30 individuals, comprising 15 politicians across
four categories and three university professors
for each of the five academic categories, totaling
15 individuals.

First, four test interviews were conducted
to identify weaknesses and increase interview
quality. The researcher modified the questions
based on feedback from the pilot interviews and
then conducted the primary interviews.
Interviews were continued until data saturation
was achieved, when no new data were obtained
from the interviews [23, p. 32]. The interviews
were conducted individually and in person from
early July to late September 2024, spanning two
months in Tehran, Iran. Each interview lasted,
on average, 30 to 45 minutes. Responses were
recorded using a recorder device and then
converted into a digital text file on a computer
using Microsoft Office Word 2024 to facilitate
their review and analysis.

Thematic analysis was used to analyze the
collected and textualized data. The reason for
choosing thematic analysis was that, unlike content
analysis, the unit of analysis extends beyond a
word or term, paying more attention to the context
of the data and its subtleties. The researcher
developed a comprehensive thematic analysis
process in six steps by combining the methods
proposed by King et al. [20, pp. 196-217], Braun
and Clarke [7, pp. 79-87], and Attride-Stirling [5,
pp- 386-395].

First, the researcher became familiar with
the interview data by reading and rereading
transcripts to identify initial ideas and patterns.
Codes were then generated manually, using an
inductive approach. This means that codes were
not predetermined but emerged directly from the
data, allowing the researcher to break down the
text into meaningful and analyzable segments. As
interviews progressed, the constant comparison
method was used to refine and finalize codes,
ensuring that similar ideas were grouped and
differences were recognized within and between
interviews.

This principle guided the search for themes:
themes should be specific, distinct, and non-
repetitive but also broad enough to capture the
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complexity of the data. Themes were identified
by grouping related codes together and further
refined through the creation of these networks.
This step ensured that each theme was both
internally consistent (homogeneous) and distinct
from others (heterogeneous), as suggested by
Patton [34, pp. 393-394].

Finally, the researcher analyzed and
interpreted these themes and sub-themes to
provide a more abstract explanation of the
respondents’ perspectives. The findings were
presented with illustrative quotes from the data,
demonstrating how the themes addressed the
research questions and capturing the diversity of
respondents’ views.

To achieve rigor (analogous to validity and
reliability in quantitative studies), the researcher
utilized criteria proposed by Lincoln and Guba [22,
pp. 290-300]. The author actively engaged with
participants to enhance “credibility.” Member
checks involved sharing a summary of interviews
with participants, allowing them to validate the
researcher’s interpretations. Peer review was
used to control “confirmability.” Experts reviewed
and discussed coded data and categories to reach
a consensus. The researcher performed an audit
trail to ensure “dependability.” Maximum variation
sampling, considering expertise, experience, and
job-related connections, contributes to data
credibility and the “transferability” and
dependability of findings.

To minimize the likelihood of bias during
interviews, the researcher and five other
investigators reviewed the questions. The author
refrained from imposing his assumptions on
participants’ responses, ensuring that prior
assumptions and ideas do not dictate the nature of
the interview. The researcher employed active
listening techniques and follow-up questions to
investigate interviewees’ answers and prevent bias.

Interviews were conducted without
recording participants’ personal information to
ensure anonymity. The researcher provided them
with the option to either participate or decline and
the freedom to choose not to answer specific
questions. The researcher transparently informed
interviewees about the research and interview
objectives to guarantee informed consent. Audio
recordings were made with participants’
permission, and when this was not feasible, the
researcher took notes. After transcribing the

interviews, the responses were sent to all
participants for validation and accuracy.

This research was conducted with 30 Iranian
respondents who held clear views on the Iran —
Russia relationship and attached importance to
various aspects. Initially, to better understand the
research context and familiarize the reader with
the characteristics of respondents whose
perspectives on the strategic partnership between
Iran and Russia and its various dimensions were
evaluated, descriptive information on the
characteristics of these individuals is provided so
that the reader can have a clearer picture of the
people whose opinions were examined in this
research. Accordingly, Table presents demographic
descriptions of the interviewees, categorized by
occupation and education.

The interviewees’ diverse and differing
views resulted in the collection of a considerable
amount of data. Upon closer examination of the
data, two themes emerged from the interviewees’
perceptions.

Results. Theme One: Feasibility of
Strategic Partnership. Sub-theme One:
Feasible and Achieved Strategic Partnership.
The first sub-theme includes those who wholly
agreed with the idea of forming a strategic
partnership between Iran and Russia and spoke
of its formation in effect. This perspective,
predominant among several diplomats from the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and politicians from
the Ministry of Interior of Iran, emphasized the
importance of this partnership. Individuals with
this view stated that a strategic partnership with
Russia benefits Iran. Those who believed in the
formation of this strategic partnership
considered examples of political, security, and
economic cooperation between the two
countries as convincing reasons to support their
arguments.

Interviewee no. 14, a private sector
merchant who believed that Iran and Russia had
entered a strategic partnership for years, paid
particular attention to the issue of banking
cooperation between Iran and Russia and
highlighted that: “Efforts to link the banking
systems of the two countries and expand financial
relations have been among the most important
features of recent economic relations between
Iran and Russia, pursued seriously within the
framework of the two countries’ macro policies

to circumvent sanctions and reduce the destructive
effects of international punishments.”
Sub-theme Two: Feasible but Unachieved
Strategic Partnership. While the second sub-
theme argued that despite the feasibility of this
relationship, it has yet to materialize in practice,
its proponents presented significant reasons to
support their claim. Despite seeing signs of
favorable conditions for forming a strategic
partnership, those whose views fell under this sub-
theme believed that additional factors and
conditions were involved that, in their opinion, had
not yet been realized in practice. This combination
of sub-themes, which acknowledged the feasibility

of a strategic partnership between Iran and
Russia, regardless of'its actual realization, formed
the first theme identified in this research, indicating
the potential for creating such a relationship
between Tehran and Moscow. A diplomat of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, interviewee no. 3,
stated: “The increased meetings of diplomatic
officials from both countries have paved the way
for more effective cooperation. However, it cannot
signify a strategic partnership between them alone.”

Theme Two: Impossibility of Strategic
Partnership. Sub-theme One: Impossible
Strategic Partnership with No Alternatives.
In contrast to the first theme, the thematic analysis
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revealed that other interviewed people doubted
the feasibility of this relationship between Tehran
and the Kremlin. Their views formed another sub-
theme that did not consider a strategic partnership
between Iran and Russia feasible, nor did they
envision alternative forms, such as strategic
cooperation or alliance. This sub-theme, mainly
observed among academics, particularly
highlighted the commercial aspects of a strategic
partnership. All of the interviewees who
challenged the feasibility of forming a strategic
partnership between the two countries considered
commercial factors to be the most determining
barrier to changing the level of Tehran-Moscow
relations. Given the nature of a strategic
partnership, which is primarily based on economic
and commercial factors, they viewed the low level
of mutual trade between the two countries as an
area that, unless fundamentally transformed and
enhanced, does not create a prospect for achieving
a strategic partnership between Iran and Russia.

Interviewee no. 21, who was entirely
opposed to the possibility of forming this
relationship between the two countries, argued
that: “As long as trade relations between the
actors do not develop, a strategic partnership
cannot be discussed because this concept
originates from business studies, and its extension
to other areas such as political and military should
not overshadow the centrality of trade relations
between the parties.”

Sub-theme Two: Impossible Strategic
Partnership but with Alternative Forms.
Another sub-theme was identified among those
who opposed the existence of a strategic
partnership between Tehran and Moscow.
Although they did not see forming a strategic
partnership between the two countries as feasible,
they considered other forms of relationship, such
as strategic relations or cooperation, between
Tehran and Moscow possible. They referred to
various types of relations, which they believed
described the current relationship between Iran
and Russia. These two sub-themes, which
opposed the feasibility of a strategic partnership,
were identified as part of the theme that questioned
the feasibility of such a relationship between
Tehran and the Kremlin.

Interviewee no. 30, a professor of
economics, highlighted the regional trade
cooperation between Iran and Russia and the

establishment of trade institutions: “Although the
level of trade between Iran and Russia is lower
compared to other top trade partners of the two
countries and cannot support a strategic
partnership between them, the prospect of
increasing trade relations between these two,
especially in recent years and particularly after
2022, has transformed, making Iran and Russia
strategic relations stronger.”

Discussion. The themes identified in the
interviewees’ responses about the Iran — Russia
relationship showed that the selected Iranian
diplomats and politicians largely believed in forming
a strategic partnership between Iran and Russia.
They indicated greater alignment among
individuals involved in Iran’s domestic and foreign
policy dynamics, supporting a strategic partnership
between the two countries.

For instance, Interviewee 4 (a diplomat) argued
the partnership had already been achieved, citing
expanded economic cooperation under sanctions.
At the same time, Interviewee 7 pointed to the
longstanding security collaboration in regions such
as Syria and Central Asia as evidence of an existing
strategic alignment. However, other politicians, such
as Interviewee 3 and Interviewee 10, believed that
while feasible, the partnership remained unrealized
due to insufficient institutional frameworks and a
lack of political will.

The interviewees from the politicians aligned
with Iran’s ruling political system, which has
expanded its relations with Russia centered on
security and military cooperation for decades and
has significantly increased mutual trade in recent
years, especially after 2022, supported the
formation of a strategic partnership between Iran
and Russia due to several factors. Among the most
critical factors are the role of political interests
and the importance of gaining support and
maintaining good relations with Russia. Iranian
officials expect Russia to act as an ally or supporter
of Tehran against military threats.

In contrast, most academics selected for the
interview did not view a strategic partnership as
feasible, at least in the present. Due to their
relative independence from political, security, and
economic influences, academics had a relatively
more diverse views. They provided a more
realistic and evidence-based narrative about the
prospects of forming a strategic partnership. Most
of this evidence related to the nature of
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cooperation between the two countries, while the
role of problems facing mutual commodity trade
between Iran and Russia was also prominent
among the reasons given for opposing the
feasibility of forming a strategic partnership
between Tehran and Moscow.

Interviewee 18, a political scientist, flatly
rejected the partnership concept due to negligible
trade volumes, stating, “How can we speak of
strategic partnership when mutual trade remains
so limited?” Similarly, Interviewee 23 emphasized
that the relationship could not qualify as a true
partnership without deeper commercial ties. Some
academics, like Interviewee 24, acknowledged
significant military cooperation in Syria but
distinguished this from a comprehensive strategic
partnership. The economic focus of these
academic critiques was exemplified by
Interviewee 29, who argued Russia’s “small
markets” could not compensate for Iran’s lack of
access to Western economies.

The divergence between these groups
appears rooted in their professional contexts and
analytical frameworks. These variations reveal
how institutional affiliations and methodological
approaches shape perceptions of bilateral
relations, with policymakers prioritizing geopolitical
realities and academics emphasizing measurable
economic indicators. Interviewees’ consistent
reference to specific cooperation areas (security
for politicians, trade for academics) demonstrates
how professional backgrounds filter interpretations
of the same bilateral relationship.

Conclusion. The study revealed two key
themes: one supporting the feasibility of a strategic
partnership between Iran and Russia (split
between those believing it was already realized
and those seeing it as potential but unrealized),
and another rejecting its possibility (divided
between those denying any strategic partnership
and those acknowledging alternative forms of
relations). It was also discovered that the most
important vectors of ties between the two
countries, which were of interest to the
interviewees, included political, security, military,
economic, commercial, technical, and scientific.

The theoretical importance of this research’s
findings is better understood when considering the
need to comprehend recent political, security, and
geopolitical trends between Iran and Russia within
the international system, particularly in the context
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of sanction policies, the paradigm shift between
Russia and the West, and the longstanding conflict
between Iran and the West. The findings from
the examination of Iranian interviewees’ views
help inform future policymaking by both Iranian
and Russian actors, as well as others, highlighting
the practical importance of this research.

The most crucial conclusion the researcher
draws from this exploration is that a strategic
partnership with Russia is more a result of the
limited possibilities facing Iran’s political system
and, to some extent, Iran’s compulsion to move
closer to countries like Russia and China due to
the necessity of breaking international isolation,
political pressure, and economic sanctions
imposed on Tehran. It drives the ruling political
system to adopt policies that will benefit the
country most under current conditions, even if
these decisions face criticism from society,
academia, and even parts of the government.

Iran and Russia have political interests in
forming a strategic partnership to counterbalance
Western (mainly U.S.) influence and promote a
multipolar world order. For Russia, Iran is a key
regional player for maintaining influence in the
Middle East, securing its southern borders, and
supporting joint security and economic projects.
For Iran, partnership with Russia helps break
international isolation, provides diplomatic and
military support, and opens up opportunities for
economic cooperation and regional connectivity.

Despite shared interests, several issues hinder
the development of a true strategic partnership.
These include an imbalance in power and resources
(with Russia being the stronger partner), differing
regional priorities (mainly, relations with other
regional states), underdeveloped economic ties due
to sanctions and bureaucracy, lack of strong
institutional mechanisms for cooperation, and mutual
mistrust rooted in historical experiences.
Additionally, both countries sometimes compete in
energy markets, limiting deeper collaboration.

One of the most significant limitations of this
research was the lack of access to individuals at
high political levels in the Ministries of Foreign
Affairs and Interior; however, this was not the
case with the academicians. The small sample
size in in-depth interviews limits the ability to map
those qualitative findings to a broader population.
The insights may not represent the larger
populations, particularly in other locations in Iran.
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Methodologically, this research faced limitations
related to its single-method qualitative approach,
which must be combined with quantitative data
to validate its qualitative findings and achieve more
robust and generalizable conclusions.

Future research should also examine the
views of Russian and Western politicians and
academics. Another suggestion is to study the
opinions of Iranian merchants and state and non-
state economic managers, which would help
expand the inclusivity of the research.
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Abstract. Introduction. Among European countries, the UK is experiencing one of the most acute labor
shortages, especially in labor-intensive and low-prestige sectors such as agriculture. Following Brexit, the UK was
compelled to expand the geography of labor recruitment beyond the traditional pool of Eastern European seasonal
workers (Poland, the Baltics, Bulgaria, and Ukraine) to include Central Asian countries. This article aims to identify
the trends and prospects of labor emigration from Central Asian countries to the UK within the context of growing
political and economic competition among key actors in the region. Methods and materials. The study combines
analytical, statistical, and sociological approaches. It draws on World Bank and IOM datasets on labor migration
and remittances, complemented by thematic content analysis of Russian and British media and expert interviews.
Official documents from government agencies, embassies, recruitment agencies, and migrant training centers are
also examined. Analysis. The analysis covers the scale, drivers, and channels of emigration from Central Asia to the
UK, the participation of Central Asian workers in the British labor market, and the prospects for seasonal migration.
Results. The results show that labor shortages in the UK labor market are the primary driver of migration from
Central Asia. The reorientation of migration flows from the Russian direction is explained by the economic downturn

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Introduction. Labor migration has become
a key source of household income in the Central
Asian countries and an important driver of their
economic development. The present study focuses
on Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Uzbekistan; Turkmenistan is excluded because of
its closed nature and the lack of reliable statistics
on migratory flows. According to World Bank
estimates [6], remittances account for 35—
45 percent of Tajikistan’s GDP and about
30 percent of Kyrgyzstan’s GDP. Between
500 000 and 600 000 Tajik nationals — roughly 20—
25 percent of the economically active population —
are working abroad [4], while Kyrgyz migrants
numbered 858 000 in the 2022 census. Since the
early 2000s, Russia and, later, Kazakhstan have
been the principal destinations [17], but economic
and geopolitical shocks have encouraged a
diversification of flows [12].

Interest in the United Kingdom has grown
rapidly since 2021 [5]. Initially, the migrants were
mainly students and skilled professionals, but a
noticeable influx of seasonal agricultural workers
has now emerged. With support from the
International Organization for Migration and the
UK Seasonal Workers Scheme, an infrastructure
for organized recruitment is taking shape in
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Uzbekistan. British firms such as Pro-Force work
with migration authorities and local agencies to
place personnel in farms and in companies
specializing in the harvesting of vegetables and
berries [28]. In this way an institutionalized
mechanism of transnational hiring is being formed
that provides legal employment channels and
reduces the risk of labor and social violations for
both migrants and the host side.

Theoretical approaches. Contemporary
migration scholarship rests on a multi-level
analytical framework in which macro-, meso-,
and micro-dimensions form an interdependent
system of factors that shape both the direction
and the intensity of migratory flows. At the
macro level, decisive forces include global and
structural determinants: economic disparities
between donor and recipient countries,
demographic growth in the Central Asian (CA)
states, changing labor-market conditions, and the
evolution of migration policies in destination
countries. The British labor market, suffering a
shortage of low- and medium-skilled workers

after Brexit, coincides with the economic
slowdown in Russia and Kazakhstan — traditional
destinations for CA labor migrants — thereby
strengthening the “push” and “pull” incentives that
favor reorientation towards the United Kingdom.
Relevant macro factors also encompass
international agreements, such as the 2021
Tajikistan — UK treaty on seasonal workers, and
the reform of the British visa system, which obliges
applicants to earn seventy points across criteria
of education, salary, language proficiency, and a
job offer from a licensed sponsor.

The meso level is defined by institutions and
networks linking prospective migrants to
employers. Recruitment agencies (Agri-HR,
Osrodek-HR, and others), diaspora associations,
migrant-training centers in Kazakhstan and
Tajikistan, and the migration services of CA
countries all function as mediators that reduce the
informational and transaction costs of mobility. By
providing access to vacancies, facilitating the issue
of documents, and consolidating emergent
migration routes, these actors help embed new
patterns of emigration.

At the micro level, individual motivations
remain paramount: the pursuit of higher earnings,
the desire for socio-economic advancement and
career development, and the possession of
linguistic capital or social ties in the destination
country. An IOM online survey (2019) confirmed
that economic expectations and clear career
prospects are the chief determinants of choice
for young Central Asians, while risks and benefits
are additionally weighed against marital status and
accumulated savings.

A political-economy perspective views these
levels through the prism of competing material
interests. The depreciation of sterling and the
decline in UK earnings — highlighted by J. Portes —
interact with the tightening of the visa regime noted
by D. Syme, M. Moskal, and N. Tyrrell, together
producing fluctuating labor-market attractiveness.
Meanwhile, rival destinations (the USA, the EU,
China, Turkey, Iran, and Russia) have intensified
their competition for CA labor resources, adding
complexity to the migration landscape [8].

Russian research underscores the growing
significance of these factors. S.V. Ryazantsev
points to the proactive strategies of receiving
states in attracting CA migrants set against a
backdrop of stricter Russian migration policy and
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heightened competition from other EAEU citizens.
A.Kh. Rakhmonov links Tajik workers’ pivot
towards Europe to the post-2014-2015 currency
crisis decline in real dollar incomes [33].
Subsequent shocks — the 2022 mobilization
campaign, sanctions, and the withdrawal of foreign
companies — have only reinforced this tendency.

In sum, today’s flow of labor migrants from
Central Asia to the United Kingdom results from
a synergy of macroeconomic imbalances and
regulatory reforms, meso-level brokerage
infrastructures, and the migrants’ own micro-level
pragmatic aspirations. Understanding this layered
architecture allows for a more accurate
assessment of future diversification in migration
routes and the formulation of well-grounded policy
responses.

Sources of information and research
methods. This study employs analytical, statistical,
and sociological methods. Statistical data on labor
migration from Central Asian countries for the
period 2000-2024 vary in quality due to the
specific characteristics of national migration
accounting systems. The most comprehensive and
systematic data are provided by Kyrgyzstan and
Kazakhstan through current administrative
records, population censuses, and labor force
surveys. Data from Tajikistan are less detailed
and are primarily based on administrative statistics
from the Migration Service. Uzbekistan has only
recently begun to publish information on
international labor migration.

Statistics on the number of labor migrants
and the volume of remittances are obtained from
the National Statistical Committee of the Kyrgyz
Republic, the Agency on Statistics under the
President of the Republic of Tajikistan, and the
Agency for Strategic Planning and Reforms of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as from
international sources such as the World Bank and
the International Organization for Migration. In
addition, data on the number of seasonal migrants
and the structure of labor migration from Central
Asia were published in 2024 by the UK Office
for National Statistics.

A qualitative analysis was also conducted
based on media publications and expert interviews
with representatives of the IOM, academics, and
officials from relevant government bodies. The
collected material was systematized and
compared, allowing the identification of both
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quantitative trends and qualitative mechanisms
shaping migration from Central Asia to the United
Kingdom.

Discussion. The United Kingdom is
experiencing an acute labor shortage in the labor-
intensive yet lower-status sectors of its economy —
agriculture, transport, construction, services, and
municipal utilities [31]. This deficit was sharply
worsened by the COVID-19 pandemic: in January
2022 the country lacked roughly half a million
workers [39]. According to the UK Office for
National Statistics, the number of vacancies
climbed to a new peak of 1.3 million between
March and May 2022 — half a million more than
before the pandemic [27]. In the first quarter of
2022, for the first time since records began,
nationwide vacancies outnumbered the
unemployed. The shortage reflects the combined
impact of the pandemic and Brexit [30].
Agriculture has been the hardest-hit sector,
traditionally dependent on seasonal workers from
the EU during planting and harvest periods [32].
The share of temporary (seasonal) workers in
2022 rose to 150 percent of the 2021 level (Table 1),
underscoring severe staffing gaps. EU workers
are no longer arriving because they cannot satisfy
the UK’s post-Brexit visa requirements: wages in
the sector are low, while the salary threshold for a
work visa is high [23].

A further driver of migration from Central
Asia to the United Kingdom is the comparatively
high remuneration now offered in the British
agricultural sector.

The minimum hourly wage in UK agriculture
stood at J9.50in 2022 [11], rose to J10.40 in 2023
[11], and reached J11.50 in 2024 [19]. Between
2020 and 2024, the average monthly pay for an
agricultural worker in the United Kingdom was
about USD 2,462. In the Central Asian countries,
by contrast, agriculture has long been the lowest-
paid sector [3]. The sharpest gap is observed in
Tajikistan, where the average agricultural wage
amounted to just USD 71 per month over 2020—
2024 (Fig. 1). This stark differential has clearly
acted as a strong push factor for Tajik workers
with farming experience [13].

UK Office for National Statistics data show
that by March 2022 some 277 thousand work visas
had been issued to foreign nationals — 2.5 times
the 2021 total. Roughly 66 percent of the visas
granted in 2022 went to skilled workers (Table 1).

The combination of these factors has
widened the “windows of opportunity” for drawing
labor from new supplier countries — including the
Central Asian states — and has greatly enhanced
the diversification of seasonal-migration sources
[24]. Prior to Brexit, the influx of such workers
was governed by the EU-wide 2014 Seasonal
Workers Directive, which set common standards
for short-term employment in agriculture and
tourism while protecting foreign employees from
exploitation [30; 37]. After leaving the EU, the
United Kingdom retained the directive’s core
provisions: a seasonal-worker visa limits the stay
to five to nine months per year, with scope to
extend the contract or change employer as long
as visa conditions are strictly observed [20]. It is
important to note that the EU directive itself is
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not a law but a framework that must be transposed
into national legislation; this enabled London to
adapt its key norms to domestic needs. A further
incentive is financial: since October 2022, the
minimum hourly rate in agriculture has been raised
to J10.10, effectively bringing the pay of low-
skilled seasonal workers close to that of skilled
specialists [16].

Seasonal migrants from Central Asia enjoy
the same rights as local workers with respect to
recruitment, wages, working hours, leave, health
and safety, and access to core social security
benefits (public housing excepted) [22]. These
guarantees — combined with persistent staffing
shortages — make the UK labor market an
attractive alternative destination for migrants from
the region.
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Analysis. Labor migration from the Central
Asian states to the United Kingdom was initially
negligible and consisted almost exclusively of
highly qualified specialists and students [21]. After
the United Kingdom’s withdrawal from the
European Union, however, a sharp labor shortage
emerged in agriculture as the traditional inflow of
seasonal workers from Eastern Europe dwindled.
In response, the British Government launched the
temporary Seasonal Workers Scheme in 2019,
aimed at recruiting employees from outside the
EU - including migrants from Central Asia and,
in particular, Tajikistan. Under the scheme, up to
38,000 visas were allocated to the agricultural
sector and another 2,000 to poultry enterprises;
by the end of 2022, a total of 34,532 seasonal
visas had been issued [38].

The program — extended through 2024 [9] —
has become indispensable to British farms and agro-
businesses, which depend on migrant labor for
harvesting fruit and vegetables and for other farm
tasks [25]. Organized temporary migration took
shapein 2021, when the British company Pro-Force
began inviting citizens of the Central Asian republics
for seasonal work. In Tajikistan, deployment to the
United Kingdom is arranged with the assistance of
the Migration Service, the Ministry of Labor,
Migration and Employment, and the Embassy of
Tajikistan in London.

In 2022 migrants from Central Asia received
a striking share of the United Kingdom’s seasonal
visas: 4.3 thousand (12.6 percent) went to Kyrgyz
nationals, 4.23 thousand (12.3 percent) to Uzbeks,
3.91 thousand (11.3 percent) to Tajiks, and
2.67 thousand (7.8 percent) to Kazakhs — together
amounting to roughly 15.1 thousand visas, or about
40 percent of the total (Table 2). For comparison,
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the single largest national group was Ukrainians
(7.3 thousand; 21.3 percent), while the leading
African and South Asian sources were Nepal
(2.7 thousand; 8.0 percent) and Indonesia
(1.45 thousand; 4.2 percent). Central Asia is
therefore rapidly becoming a key supplier of
seasonal labor to the UK agricultural sector.

The growth rates confirm this trend: whereas
in 2021 the UK Department for Work and
Pensions issued only about 2.4 thousand permits
to citizens of all four Central Asian countries
combined, by the end of 2022 the figure had
climbed to roughly 15.5 thousand. Quotas for 2023
and 2024 have been maintained at not less than
45 thousand visas per year (covering agriculture
and poultry), signaling the consolidation of the
region’s new migratory role. The expanding
recruitment of Central Asian workers is directly
linked to the post-Brexit shift in British migration
policy: the end of free movement for EU citizens
forced employers to look more actively beyond
Europe, and the Central Asian labor markets have
become an attractive alternative.

As Table 2 shows, migration flows to the
United Kingdom from the Central Asian republics
are still modest relative to those from traditional
donor regions — South Asia and Eastern Europe —
but they are growing steadily. India and Pakistan
continue to account for the largest diasporas and
to top the migration rankings, so the combined
share of Central Asian nationals in overall UK
immigration remains small. Even so, the region
already plays a noticeable role in the seasonal
agricultural workforce: in 2022 Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, and Kazakhstan together
supplied more than 40 percent of all workers
admitted under the scheme.

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Overall, the structure of the UK labor
market is still shaped by large communities from
India, Poland, Pakistan, Romania, and Ireland,
which together represent roughly one-third of the
migrant contingent (about 16 percent of the total
population). South Asia (India, Pakistan, and
Bangladesh) and Eastern Europe (Poland and
Romania) have long provided both skilled and
unskilled labor, while African countries —
especially Nigeria and Ghana — are strongly
represented in the service and health-care sectors.
Yet between 2021 and the first quarter of 2024,
the United Kingdom recruited about 50 thousand
seasonal workers from Central Asia (Table 3),
underlining the rapid expansion of labor flows and
the growing importance of the region to the British
economy.

Between 2021 and the first quarter of 2024,
the largest shares of Central Asian seasonal
migrants came from Kyrgyzstan (31.6 percent)

and Tajikistan (about 25 percent). Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan contributed 22.1 percent and
21.7 percent, respectively (Fig. 2). These figures
show that labor migrants from Central Asia are
now entering the UK labor market in appreciable
numbers.

Throughout the period from 2010 to the first
quarter of 2024, seasonal workers accounted for
about 99 percent of all Central Asian migrants
entering the United Kingdom (Fig. 3). Tajik
students and highly qualified professionals were
the first to open up this migration route, but
recently the Tajik contingent has been increasingly
dominated by labor migrants, particularly seasonal
workers.

The United Kingdom faces one of Europe’s
most acute labor shortages, particularly in labor-
intensive yet low-status branches of the economy.

A noticeable inflow of seasonal workers
from Central Asia began in the second quarter of

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2021, when 432 migrants arrived. The stream
expanded to 1,035 in the third quarter and 895 in
the fourth quarter of that year. By 2023 the scale
of Central Asian seasonal migration had grown
dramatically, reaching a peak of about 13 thousand
arrivals in the second quarter (Fig. 4).

Licensed recruitment agencies — chiefly
Agri-HR and Osrodek-HR — are the principal
conduit for bringing seasonal workers from

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Central Asia to the United Kingdom under the
Seasonal Workers Scheme. Whereas recruitment
was once handled largely through Moscow offices,
the agencies now operate directly in the region.
Training centers and information offices have been
established in Tajikistan and Kazakhstan in
cooperation with these agencies and local
authorities. In Tajikistan, for example, the selection
and dispatch of candidates are coordinated by the

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Migration Service and the Ministry of Labor,
Migration, and Employment, but their mandate
extends only to Tajik citizens, underscoring the
absence of monopoly control over migration
channels. Alongside organized recruitment, some
Central Asian migrants make their own way to
the United Kingdom: the journey costs roughly
USD 1,000 to 1,500, and a six-month work
contract is signed on condition that the worker
returns home when it ends [16].

Agri-HR and Osrodek-HR mainly supply
personnel to Pro-Force and Fruitful Jobs. Until
2022 Agri-HR recruited through its Moscow
office, but after the start of the special military
operation, it shifted operations to the region itself
[35]. English language skills are generally not
required: interviews are conducted in Russian, and
Russian-speaking supervisors are present on the
farms [14].

Growing demand has spawned fraudulent
schemes. Fruitful Jobs urges applicants to submit
forms only through Agri-HR, while the Tajik
Migration Service asks that bogus offers be
reported. The operator Concordia publishes a list
of licensed agencies — six in total, including four
additional suppliers [18].

Pre-departure orientation is provided by
advisory centers in Tajikistan and by labor mobility
centers in Kazakhstan; one such center opened
in Turkestan in November 2024 with support from
Kazakhstan’s Ministry of Labor, the IOM, and the
UK Embassy. According to Ambassador K. Leach,
the aim is “to ensure that all workers arrive well
prepared” [29].

Social media also shape migration flows: the
Telegram channel Work in England has 19,800
subscribers. Experienced migrants share
information and often return several seasons in a
row without intermediaries, advising newcomers
to travel in groups for mutual support [16].

Working conditions typically involve a 40 hour
week, weekly pay, a minimum wage of £8.91
per hour, and a working day from 06:00 to about
15:00-16:00 with breaks. Workers are entitled to
14 days’ leave during a six-month contract, which
can be taken in cash, and receive free English
lessons twice a week [16]. Accommodation —
costing £60 per week — is provided close to the
workplace: four-person caravans, single rooms,
or units for couples, with an on-site gym, sports
grounds, and shop.

Migrants report that conditions are markedly
better than in Russia: equipped cabins, free
laundry, and average food expenses of £35—40 per
week. Workers from the CIS communicate in
Russian; with East Europeans they use English,
which eases contract comprehension but is not
essential [16].

A small cohort of highly qualified
professionals uses seasonal visas as a springboard
for seeking positions in their own fields. Overall,
organized seasonal migration to the United
Kingdom has become a significant employment
channel for Central Asians and illustrates how
public institutions, private agencies, and social
networks jointly shape migration flows, minimize
risks, and raise the returns to labor mobility.

Agriculture is the principal field of
employment for migrants from the Central Asian
republics in the United Kingdom. According to
the UK Office for National Statistics, an average
of 96 percent of Central Asian migrants worked
in British agriculture in 2021 and again in the
second half of 2024 (Fig. 5).

Because labor migration from Central Asia
to the United Kingdom is largely channeled
through organized schemes, cases of wage
arrears and other violations of workers’ rights are
rare — unlike the situation in the Russian
Federation. One interviewee who had spent five
years with private construction firms in Russia
before moving to Britain explained, “In Russia
I earned around 500 dollars a month; in Britain
I made about one and a half thousand in the last
month. In Russia you are never sure the employer
will pay. There is lawlessness there, whereas in
Britain I feel protected by the law” [9].

Central Asian migrants report feeling more
comfortable and secure in the United Kingdom
despite the language barrier and say they have
not encountered ethnic or racial discrimination
from law-enforcement bodies or employers. The
same respondent recalled, “I never felt safe
in Russia, and I faced racial discrimination
and harassment both from employers and from
police officers” [9]. Another migrant, Sukhrob
Ulmasov, who worked in Wales, observed, “We
are pioneers of a sort among Tajiks — large groups
have not yet gone to Britain for farm work, as
far as I know. I can say straight away: local people
are friendly to visiting laborers. That is already
a big plus” [7].

Although the scale of Central Asian
migration to the United Kingdom is gradually
increasing, it remains relatively modest. The main
constraints are the lack of appropriate skills and
insufficient knowledge of English [34].

Results. A persistently high — albeit partly
concealed — rate of unemployment and chronically
low wage levels in the Central Asian republics
have long served as classic “push” factors
prompting workers to look for jobs abroad. For
many years most migrants from Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan headed for the Russian
labor market, but European destinations — among
them the United Kingdom — are now gaining
ground.

Labor migration is both an economic and a
political phenomenon: it reshapes bilateral relations,
strategic partnerships, and the social stability of
all parties involved. Since the late 2010s the United
Kingdom has intensified its engagement with
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Uzbekistan in the field of labor mobility. That shift
reflects domestic economic needs — above all,
acute post-Brexit labor shortages in agriculture —
and the broader recalibration of British migration
policy after leaving the European Union.

From the standpoint of the Central Asian
governments, expanding migration channels is
a foreign-policy instrument aimed at
strengthening links with the West, attracting
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hard-currency remittances, and easing social
tensions at home [36].

Whereas early Central Asian migration to
the United Kingdom consisted almost exclusively
of highly qualified specialists and students, the
combination of Russia’s worsening economic
climate and Britain’s demand for low-skilled labor
has opened the door to seasonal farm workers.
Tajikistan, for example, actively encourages this
reorientation: in 2021 it concluded agreements
with both the United Kingdom and the Republic
of Korea on sending seasonal migrants. The
resulting flows now move through two main
corridors — organized recruitment via the Tajik
Migration Service and licensed agencies, and
independent, self-financed travel.

Agriculture remains the principal sector of
employment for Central Asian migrants in the
United Kingdom. Despite the short duration of
contracts — typically up to six months — the country
has emerged as a significant new destination. It
is too early to speak of a wholesale switch away
from Russia, yet Russia’s economic difficulties,
stricter migration rules, and falling real wages,
combined with rising labor demand in Britain, are
already diverting part of the Central Asian outflow
towards the UK.

Experience shows that well-regulated,
organized recruitment systems offer substantial
advantages in safeguarding rights and ensuring
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access to health care. Once migrant workers
arrive, British employers are responsible for
accommodation, sanitary standards, medical
services, and work permits — and must arrange
the workers’ return when contracts expire. These
provisions both enhance migrant welfare and
underscore the importance of cooperative
frameworks in maximizing the benefits of labor
mobility for all parties.

Introduction. Alexander Kubyshkin was
born on June 28, 1950, in Ivanovo. He graduated
from Ivanovo State University in 1974 and
completed his postgraduate studies at Leningrad
State University in 1978. From 1978 to 1982, he
worked at Ivanovo State University. After
defending his candidate dissertation, A.I. Kubyshkin
received an invitation to VolSU. He had become
the first lecturer of modern European and U.S.
history at the young university in Volgograd. Thanks
to Kubyshkin, a group of enthusiasts was formed
at the new classical university who thought about
the formation and development of specialization in
the field of history, economics, politics, and culture
of the countries of North America.

Materials. The main materials for the
article are memoir articles by Professor
A.l. Kubyshkin and his colleagues about the
development of American studies and research
on the North American states in Russia,
particularly at Volgograd State University [8;
11; 13], and publications by Professor Kubyshkin
about the U.S. higher education system and
universities.

Analysis. In the autumn of 1983, the first
round table (readers’ conference) was organized

with the participation of Yu.N. Korolev, deputy
editor-in-chief of the journal “Latinskaya
Amerika” (“Latin America”), and A.I. Sizonenko,
a journalist, interpreter, and specialist in the history
of relations between the USSR/RF and Latin
American states. As Alexander Kubyshkin
remembers, ‘“We were driving through a rainy and
icy Volgograd and did not suspect that this visit
would mark the beginning of the history of
American studies in Volgograd. The round table
was a success. About 30 people took part in it,
including students from Latin American countries
studying at Volgograd universities” [8, pp. 352-
353]. From that moment, cooperation between
VoISU and the Institute of Latin America of the
Russian Academy of Sciences began and
continues to the present.

From 1985 to 1989 Alexander Ivanovich
conducted a so-called “coffee” special seminar
on North American studies with students. The
relaxed atmosphere prevailed during the classes,
which was due to the interest of its participants
and the changes that had taken place in the
country. During this period, the development of
American studies was a bold decision. From
Kubyshkin’s point of view, “this whole venture
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with American studies smacked of adventurism.
After all, at that time, the study of the United States
was concentrated and developed exclusively in
the capital city and partly in Leningrad. American
studies in a concentrated form did not exist in
any of the large regional centers surrounding
Volgograd” [8, p. 353].

From 1989 to 1993, A.1. Kubyshkin studied
for a doctorate at the Institute of General History
of the Russian Academy of Sciences. Upon the
completion in 1994, he successfully defended his
doctoral dissertation on the history of Anglo-
American rivalry in Central America in the 19t
and early 20" centuries. In his academic thesis,
he has defined the stages and features of the
evolution of regional hegemony from Great Britain
to the United States in the area, identified the key
consequences of this for the countries of Central
America, and subsequent trends in the
development of U.S. and Great Britain foreign
policy in the subregion. With defending his
dissertation, the United States and Canada firmly
entered the sphere of A.l. Kubyshkin’s research
interests.

In 1995, the Department of Area Studies
and International Relations and the Laboratory
of North American Studies were founded at
Volgograd State University (today they are part
of the Department of History and International
Relations of VolSU and the Volgograd Center for
American Studies “Americana”). The first head
of both structures was A.I. Kubyshkin, for whom
this period was a time of establishing active
working relations with both domestic centers of
American studies and foreign ones, as well as
the first internships in the USA and other countries.
In the memorable article “Quarter Century of
American Studies in Volgograd,” he notes the
institutional asymmetry in the study of Russia in
the USA and the United States in Russia:
“American Russianists find more resources and
opportunities during times of escalation of Russian-
American conflicts, while Russian Americanists
enjoy comparatively greater opportunities during
periods of improving relations between the two
states” [8, p. 350]. The research objective of the
center in those years was “Russia and the
Countries of America: The Experience of
Historical Interaction,” to the discussion of which,
with the support of N.N. Bolkhovitinov, research
specialists were involved.
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From that moment on, A.I. Kubyshkin has
begun actively studying North American universities
and promoting “university studies” as a research
field. The professor had visited many (over a
hundred over many years) educational institutions
in the USA and Canada and had spoken to students
and met with lecturers, university staff, and officials.
Thanks to his meetings and contacts, long-term
collaboration began between Volgograd State
University and Mansfield University of
Pennsylvania (now a campus of Commonwealth
University of Pennsylvania). Within the framework
of this partnership, dozens of students and
professors visited another country to study and
lecture and significantly broadened their horizons.
AL Kubyshkin repeatedly taught in Mansfield and
was the organizer of the “Year of Russia” at this
regional university.

The results of studying the principles of
American universities and their contribution to
the development of the USA and Canada were
the articles of A.I. Kubyshkin and the
monograph “Making Nation’s Intellect: The
U.S. State Policy Towards Higher Education
(First Half of the 20" Century)” [10]. The
authors (A.I. Kubyshkin and E.Yu. Ladonina)
have described the U.S. state policy in the field
of higher education during the first half of the
20t century, when the basis of the campus
system was developed on a large scale and
thanks to which the higher education system in
the United States has continued to demonstrate
its feasibility and effectiveness and attract
students all over the world.

In addition to developing university studies,
A.1. Kubyshkin was interested in disseminating a
comprehensive approach to the study of the USA
and Canada. Many of the research results of
VoISU professors and students of American
studies were published in the compilation
“Americana”, the chief editor of which was
Professor Kubyshkin. Nine issues were released
under his editorship. During this period, the
collection of articles has gone from a modest
brochure with papers of various levels to an
authoritative publication recognized in Russian
American studies. As 1.A. Tsvetkov notes,
Kubyshkin’s department colleague at the
St. Petersburg State University, “Americana” is
a compilation of academic articles which, along
with the publishing projects of Kursk and Far
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Eastern researchers, competes with the oldest and
authoritative “American Yearbook” [15, p. 171].

Another publishing project worth mentioning
is the international collection of research papers
“Representations of Canada”, published jointly by
Russian and American Canadianists under the
editorship of Professors Alexander Kubyshkin and
Robert Timko (6 volumes published); a collection
of articles by young Canadianists, “Canadian
Notebooks” (3 issues); and a series of papers from
scholar conferences held at VolSU.

Professor Kubyshkin has repeatedly become
a pioneer for Volgograd State University,
constructing the pedagogical design of his lecture
courses in a new way. As L.I. Kurilla notes, in the
1980s, the organization of “simulation games” for
students by A.I. Kubyshkin based on the plot of
the 1938 Munich Conference was far ahead of
the future “UN models” and other innovative
forms of studying international relations [13, p. 7].
The first systematic course on political science at
VolSU was also taught by A.I. Kubyshkin. In the
mid-2000s, Alexander Ivanovich had conducted the
first online course on the history of World War II
together with Professor Tom Heed from Ramapo
College of New Jersey. Students from Russia and
the United States, being thousands of kilometers
apart, listened to lectures together and discussed
events on the Soviet-German front and in the
Pacific Ocean, expanding their understanding of
the history of World War II and international
relations [13, p. 7]. Volgograd State University
could repeat such an educational experience in
the perspective. Thanks to Professor Kubyshkin,
VoISU has been teaching students in the field of
“Area Studies” (with two specializations in
Eurasian studies and North American studies),
within the framework of which students studied
a combination of various courses on the history,
politics, economics, and culture of the USA and
Canada. The 30" anniversary graduation of
American studies students took place in 2025.
In 2001, under the leadership of Kubyshkin, at
VolISU, a specialist and bachelor program in
“International Relations” with a focus on
“Processes of World Politics” was launched and
is currently successfully ongoing.

After 2008, Alexander Kubyshkin has
continued his teaching and research career at the
Department of North American Studies of Saint
Petersburg State University (SPSU), developing

the American studies field. In 2025,
A.I. Kubyshkin is a professor at the Department
of Theory and Methodology of Teaching Arts and
Humanities at SPSU. During his work in Saint
Petersburg, Professor Kubyshkin, maintaining the
tradition of internships at American universities,
prepared a number of studies and publications on
the history of U.S.-Russian and Russian-Canadian
relations [4; 9] and contemporary U.S. foreign
policy [1; 12], paying attention to the study of the
history of Latin American countries [5; 6], while
continuing to be a participant and editor of the
Volgograd compilation of “Americana” [7]. After
2012, American studies entered the period of
uncertainty, and the academic career of
A.L. Kubyshkin in Saint Petersburg, like almost
every North American studies researcher in the
Russian Federation, was influenced by tensions
in Russia-U.S. relations and changes in the
Russian educational environment [11].

Continuing his scientific research in the field
of university studies, Professor Kubyshkin has not
stopped reflecting on U.S. universities, classical
Russian universities, and their future fate, despite
the attempts of their failed modernizations in the
1990s, 2000s, and 2010s. In American society,
discussions about the role of universities have not
subsided for decades, resulting in new concepts
for improving civic education constantly appearing,
which then spread throughout the world.
Comparing the reform processes in modern
Russian universities, as Kubyshkin writes, it is
easy to notice that they often mirror the crisis
phenomena that American higher education faced
in the 1970s and 1980s. This is explained by the
fact that, despite the differences between the two
societies, there is much in common, for instance,
in mentality, culture, and approaches to solving
life’s problems [2, p. 205].

By 2021, A.I. Kubyshkin finished working
on his fundamental monograph on U.S.
universities: “Town and Gown. The American
University in the Structure of Civil Society” [3].
Within the framework of the university studies
field, the author was able to present the history
of development of the national American
university, helping to put together a puzzle of
models that form U.S. universities as a
phenomenon of economic and cultural hegemony
and modern civil society. According to the
reviews of Professor Kubyshkin’s fellow
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researchers, his monograph laid the foundation
for an objective and scientific examination of the
Americanization of educational systems in foreign
countries, as well as an understanding of the
essence of national education in the United
States [17, p. 248]. Professor Kubyshkin’s
historiographic study demonstrates not only the
advantages but also determines the underlying
causes of the crisis in modern American
education, helping to understand the degree of
decline in the influence of the university
environment on the state of American society
as a whole [16, p. 131]. The author confirms
that universities have long been the most
important part of American civil society, an
institution that connects society and the state
through a system of expertise, the top of the
intellectual pyramid, a way of training
professionals, and a social elevator [14, p. 126].
Alexander Kubyshkin, in his monograph, touched
upon such an important layer of problems that
will give food for thought to domestic scholars
for a long time. Anyone who has read this book
cannot help but wonder: what about us? What
from their experience is acceptable, and what is
unacceptable for us? What can be done to
transform our universities into drivers of socio-
economic and technological growth of the
country and at the same time make them
attractive to the local community? [17, p. 250].

Results. All the universities where Professor
Kubyshkin had worked and continues to teach,
one way or another, became his universities.
A.L. Kubyshkin is remembered and known to
students and colleagues as an erudite, charismatic
speaker and a brilliant lecturer who enthusiastically
talks about the events of the past, the history of
international relations, and the present one. His
creative approach and talent as a science manager
contributed to the emergence of many seminars,
conferences, and research projects. Professor
Kubyshkin has stood at the origins of or developed
new scientific, educational, and cultural projects
in U.S.-Russia relations. And to this day, the
desire to strengthen ties between Russia and the
United States is an important component of the
scientific, educational, and enlightening activities
of Professor A.I. Kubyshkin.

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HALFA CENTURY WITH HISTORY.
DOCTOR OF SCIENCES (HISTORY), PROFESSOR S.G. SIDOROYV -70!

Abstract. The article traces the biography of S.G. Sidorov and shows his teaching and scientific and
administrative activities. It is noted that the professional foundations of the future teaching and scientific work
of S.G. Sidorov were laid at the history faculty of the Saratov State University named after N.G. Chernyshevsky,
which he graduated from in 1981. Since 1986, S.G. Sidorov has been working at Volgograd State University. For
many years, he combined teaching historical disciplines with administrative and research work. Almost immediately
after coming to the university, S.G. Sidorov was appointed vice-rector for correspondence and evening education.
Three years later, he was transferred to the position of vice-rector for academic work, in which he worked for almost
25 years. Subsequently, for another two years, he was the head of the Department of Russian History. He contributed
to the training of highly qualified specialists — graduates of the university. S.G. Sidorov is a leading specialist in the
history of the Great Patriotic War and the history of military captivity. He is the author of the first comprehensive
study on the use of the labor of prisoners of war of the Second World War in the national economy of the USSR
in 1939-1956. He took an active part in the 6-volume publication of documents and materials “Prisoners of War
in the USSR, 1939-1956.” Since 2009, S.G. Sidorov has headed the Dissertation Council for Historical Sciences
at Volgograd State University. From 2014 to 2020, he was the organizer of the international scientific conferences
“Military History of Russia: Problems, Searches, Solutions.” By now, S.G. Sidorov has completed work on
a monograph dedicated to the 45™ anniversary of Volgograd University and continues to work on a book on the
history of the Svetloyarskiy District of the Volgograd Region.
